THIS ISA DECLARATION ofCovenants,Conditionsand Restrictionswhichestablishesa planned
unitdevelopmentknownasWILLOWBROOK PROFESSIONAL PARK.

RECITALS

Declarantisthe owner of certainrealproperty(the"properties")inSt.George,Washington
County,Utahwhichismoreparticularlydescribedbelow.

Declarantwillconveythepropertiessubjecttocertainprotectivecovenants,condition,restrictions,
reservations,assessments,chargesand liensashereinaftersetforth.

Itisthedesireand intentionofDeclaranttoconstructbuildingsand selland conveythesame to
variouspurchasers,and toconveycommon areatoan Associationinwhichthebuildingownerswillbe
members.

DECLARATION

Declarantherebydeclaresthatallofthepropertiesdescribedbelowshallbe held,sold,conveyed
andoccupiedsubjecttothefollowingcovenants,conditions,restrictions,easements,assessments,charges
and liens,and totheMap recordedconcurrently.Thisisforthepurposeofprotectingthevalueand
desirabilityoftheproperties.ThisDeclarationand theMap shallbe construedas covenantsofequitable
servitude,shallrunwiththepropertiesand shallbe bindingon allpartieshavinganyright,titleorinterestin
thepropertiesoranypartthereof,theirheirs,successorsandassigns,andshallinuretothebenefitofeach
ownerthereof.

ARTICLE I- DEFINITIONS

7110followingdefinitionscontrolinthisDeclaration.Theseterms,thoughdefined,aregenerally
notcapitalizedintheDeclaration.

Section1. Declarationmeans thisinstrument,andanyamendments.

Section2. Plat or Map means the subdivisionplat recorded herewithentitled
"WILLOWBROOK PROFESSIONAL PARK "

consistingofone sheet,preparedand certifiedby a Utah
RegisteredCivilEngineerorLandSurveyororanyreplacementsthereof,oradditionsthereto.

Section3. Propertyor Propertiesmeans thatcertainrealpropertyhereinas before
described,andsuchadditionstheretoasmay hereafterbe subjectedtothisDeclaration.

Section4. Common Areameans thatportionofpropertyowned bytheAssociation,shown
on theplatasdedicatedtothe common useand enjoymentoftheowners.AH sidewalks,paths,walkways
and drivewaysconstructedby theDeclarantortheAssociationshallbe consideredas Common Areaand
shallalsobe consideredas easements;and as such,shallbe subjecttotheprovisionsofArticleXIofthis
Declaration,exceptas may be modifiedinthepurchaseagreementbelweensellerand purchaser,which
purchaseagreementcontrolsanydisputeordisagreementwiththisdocument.

Section5. LimitedCommon Area thereare no limitedcommon areaspursuanttothe
recordedplanforphaseoneandtherequirementsoftheCityofSt.George.

Section6. Unitmeans a separatelynumberedand individuallydescribedplotoflandshown
ontheplatdesignatedforprivateownership,butspecificallyexcludesthecommon areas.

Section7. Buildingmeans withor withoutwatisor roofsincommon withotherunits.
"Building"includesfeetitletotherealpropertylyingdirectlybeneathorwithinunitboundarylines.

Section8. Owner means theentity,person,orgroupofpersonsowningfeesimpletitleto
any unitwhichiswithintheproperties.Regardlessofthenumberofpartiesparticipatinginownershipof
each unit,thegroupofthosepartiesshallbe treatedas one "owner."The term"Owner"shallinclude
contractbuyers,butexcludethosehavingsuch interestmerelyas securityfortheperformanceofan
obligation.

Section9. Associationmeans WILLOWBROOK PROFESSIONAL PARK ASSOCIATION,
itssuccessorsand assigns.SaidAssociationshatibe registeredas a non-profitcorporationwiththeState
ofUtahandcomplywithallappropriatestatutes.
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Section10. Member means everypersonorentitywho holdsmembershipintheAssociation.
Everymember isan owner,andeveryownerisa member.

Section11. Trusteesmeans thegovemingbodyoftheAssociation.

Section12. Declarantmeans RED SANDS INDUSTRIAL PARK, INC.,and theDeclarant's
heirs,successorsandassigns.

Section13. Morlaaae includes"deed of trust"and mortgagee includes"trustdeed

beneficiary."

ARTICLE II- PROPERTY RIGHTS

Section1. TitletotheCommon Area. The Declarantwillconveyfeesimpletitletothe
common areatotheAssociation,freeand clearofallencumbrancesand liens,priortotheconveyanceof
thefirstunit,butsubjecttothisDeclaration,and easementsand rights-of-wayofrecord.Inacceptingthe
deed,theAssociationwillcovenanttofulfillallthetermsofthisDeclaration,tomaintainthecommon areain

good repairand conditionatalltimesand tooperatethecommon areaatitsown expenseinaccordance
withhighstandards.

Section2. Owners'EasementsofEnjoyment.Everyownerhas a rightand easementof
useand enjoymentinandtothecommon area.Thiseasementisappurtenanttoandpasseswiththetitleto
everyunit,subjectto:

(a) The rightoftheAssociationtochargereasonableadmission,use,serviceand
otherfeesfortheuseofanyservice,orparkingfacilitysituateduponthecommon area.
No feesshallbe chargedforparkingspecificallydesignatedontheplatasappurtenantto
a unit.

(b) The rightoftheAssociationtosuspendthevotingrightsandlorcommon utility
serviceof a member forany periodduringwhichany assessmentor portionthereof
againsthisunitremainsunpaid;andfora periodofnottoexceedsixty(60)daysforany
infractionofitspublishedrulesand regulations.

(c) The rightoftheAssociationtoenterintoagreementsorleaseswhichprovidefor
useofthecommon areasandfacilitiesbya similarAssociationinconsiderationforuseof
thecommon areasandfacilitiesoftheotherAssociation,orforcashconsideration.

(d) The rightoftheAssociationwiththeapprovalofsixty-sevenpercent(67%)of
each classofowners,to sell,exchange,hypothecate,alienate,mortgage,encumber,
dedicate,releaseortransferallorpartofthecommon areatoany privateindividual,
corporateentity,publicagency,authority,orutility.

(e) The rightoftheAssociationtogranteasementsforpublicutilitiesorotherprivate
or publicpurposesconsistentwiththe intendeduses of the common area by the
Association.

(f) The rightoftheAssociationtotakesuchstepsas arereasonablynecessaryor
desirabletoprotectthecommon areaagainstforecIosure.

(g) The termsandconditionsofthisDeclaration.

(h) The rightoftheAssociation,throughitsTrustees,toadoptreasonablerulesand
regulationsconceminguseofthecommon area.

Section3. LimitedCommon Area. A unitowner isentittedtotheexclusiveuse ofthe
parkingarea,ifany,designatedwithhisunitnumberontheplat.

Section4. Parkjrig.The parkingareashallbe usedas crossparking,withsharedingress
and egresseasementsby allpropertyowners.Parkingareashave been dedicatedthe publicutility
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easementand drainageeasementfortheinstallationand maintenanceas statedintheownersdedication.
TheAssociationhasthepowertoregulate,restrict,and assignparking.

Section5. Sidewalks.AIIsidewalksshown and/orconstructeddenotethephysicallocation
ofaccesseasementstoand betweenbuildings.Accesseasementshallinclude5'behindfrontsidewalks.

Section6. PublicUtilities.Allcommon areasaresubjecttopublicutilitiesand drainage
easementsfortheinstallationand maintenanceofimprovementsand sucheasementsshallbe subjectto
therightoftheCityofSt.Georgetorequiretheownersassociationtoassessits'members torepairstreets
whereneededtorepairorreplacepublicutilities.

Section7. DelegationofUse.An ownerisdeemed todelegatehisrightofenjoymenttothe
common areaandfacilitiestohistenants,orcontractpurchaserswho resideontheproperty.

Section8. Ruley.The BoardofTrusteesshallhavetheauthoritytopromulgaterulesand
regulationsforthegovemance ofthe Propertiesand personswithinthe Properties.The rulesofthe
Associationshallbe compiledand copiesshallbe made availableforinspectionand copyingby the
Trustees.

Section9. Unit.Each unitisowned infeesimplebytheowner.However,areawithinthe
surveyedunitboundariesbutoutsidetheoriginallyconstructedbuildingwallsshallbe treatedas limited
common area foruse purposes,and as exteriorarea formaintenancepurposes. Afterthe initial
constructionon a unit,subsequentconstruction,ifany,on thatunitmust neverthelessconformtothe
location,size,andappearanceoftheoriginallyconstructedbuilding.

ARTICLE III- MEMBERSHIP AND VOTING RIGHTS

Section1. Membership.Everyownerisa member oftheAssociation.The term"owner"
includescontractpurchasersbutdoesnotincludepersonswho holdan interestmerelyas securityforthe
performanceof an obligationunlessand untiltitleisacquiredby foreclosureor similarproceedings.
Membershipisappurtenantto and may notbe separatedfrom unitownership.Membershipinthe
Associationautomaticallytransfersupontransferoftitlebytherecordownertoanotherpersonorentity.

Section2. VotingRights.The Associationhastwoclassesofvotingmembership:

CLASS A. ClassA members are allmembers withtheexceptionof the Declarant,as
definedintheDeclaration.ClassA members areentitledtoone voteforeach squarefootofbuilding
owned or2,400votesforeach designatedbuildingpad owned. When more thanone personholdsan
ownershipinterest,thegroupofsuchpersonsshallbe a member. The voteforsuchownershipshallbe
exercisedas theyamong themselvesdetermine,butinno eventshallthevoteoftheownershipofa
buildingor buildingpad be castotherthanas a unifiedvoteofa singleowner. A votecastatany
associationmeetingbyanyofsuchco-owners,whetherinpersonorby proxy,isconclusivelypresumedto
be thevoteattributabletotheownershipconcemed unlesswrittenobjectionismade priortothatmeeting,
orverbalobjectionismade atthatmeeting,byanotherco-ownerofthesame unit.Intheeventanobjection
ismade,thevoteinvolvedshallnotbe countedforany purposeexcepttodeterminewhethera quorum
exists.

CLASS B. The ClassB member istheDeclarant.The ClassB member isentitledtothree
(3)votesforeachsquarefootofbuildingowned or7,200votesforeachbuildingpadowned. The ClassB
membershipwillceaseandbe convertedtoClassA membership(withonlyonevoteforeachsquarefootof
buildingowned or2,400votesperbuildingpad owned)on thehappeningofone ofthefollowinglisted
eventsherein:

(a) upon conveyanceofseventyfivepercent(75%)ofthebuildingpadssubjectto
theDeclarationtopurchasers;or

(b) theexpirationoften (10)yearsfromtherecordingofthisDeclaration.
Inthecaseofexpansion(asprovidedundertheDeclaration)whichoccurswhiletheDeclaranthasClassB
membership,theDeclarant'smembershipvotesappurtenanttothebuildingpads intheexpansionarea
shallbe ClassB memberships.

Section3. Surrenderof Class B Status. The Declarantmay surrenderitsClass B

membershipstatusbyexpresswrittenaction.

ARTICLE IV- FINANCES AND OPERATIONS

Section1. CreationoftheLienand Assessments.The Declarantand each subsequent
ownerofany buildingorbuildingpad by acceptanceofa deed therefore,whetherornotitshallbe so

expressedinany such deed orotherconveyance,covenantsand agreestopay totheAssociation(1)
annualassessmentorcharges;(2)specialassessmentsforcapitalimprovements,suchassessmentstobe
fixed,established,and collectedfromtimeto timeas hereinafterprovided;(3)any otheramount or
assessmentleviedorchargedbytheAssociationorBoardofTrusteespursuanttothisdeclaration,and (4)
interest,costsofcollectionand a reasonableattomey'sfee,ashereinatterprovided.AH suchamountsshall
be a chargeon the landand shallbe a continuinglienupon thepropertyagainstwhicheach such
assessmentor amount ischarged.Such assessmentsand otheramounts shallalsobe thepersonal
obligationofthepersonwho was theownerofsuchpropertyatthetimewhen theassessmentfelldue.
Successors-in-titleshallnotbe personallyliableforassessmentsdelinquentatthetimetheytooktitle
unlessthatobligationisexpresslyassumed by them.The CityofSt.George isentitledtoassessthe
Associationforanycityrequiredrepairstothecommon areas.

Section2. PurposeofAssessments.The assessmentsleviedbytheAssociationshallbe
used exclusivelyto promotethe improvementand maintenanceof the Common Area and of the
improvementssituatedupon the propertiesand forthe improvementand maintenanceof properties,
services,and facilitiesdevotedtothispurpose.The assessmentsmustprovideforbutarenotlimitedto,
thepaymentoftaxeson Associationpropertyand insurancemaintainedbytheAssociation;thepaymentof
thecostofrepairing,replacing,maintainingand constructingoracquiringadditionstothecommon areas;
the payment of administrativeexpenses of the Association;insurancedeductibleamounts;the
establishmentofa reserveaccountforrepair,maintenanceand replacementofthosecommon areas
(whichmustbe replacedon a periodicbasis);todefraythecostofanyconstruction,reconstruction,repair
orreplacementofcommon areastructuresforwhichinsuranceorothermoniesarenotavailable;and to
repairorrestoreanydamage ordisruptionresultingtostreetsorothercommon areasfromtheactivitiesof
theCity ofSt.George inmaintaining,repairingtheCity'sutilitylinesand facilitiesthereononlywhen
insurance,taxorothermoniesarenotavailable;andotheramountsrequiredbythisDeclarationorthatthe
Trusteesshalldetermineto be necessaryto meet the primarypurposesof the Association.The
assessmentsmay provide,atthediscretionoftheTrustees,forthepaymentofotherchargesincluding,
withoutlimitation,maintenance,management,utility,trashcollection,sewerandwatercharges.

Section3. Maximum Amount of AnnualAssessment. UntilJanuary1,2008 following
recordingofthisDeclaration,themaximum assessmentmade inanyfashionordefinedinanymannershall
notexceed$.07persquarefootofcompletedbuildingpermonth.AfterJanuary1,2006 theAssociation
may changethebasisand maximum oftheassessmentsfixedbythisSectionprospectivelyforanyperiod
providedthatany suchchangeshallhavetheassentofsixty-sevenpercent(67%)ofthevotesofeach
classofmembers,votinginpersonorbyproxy,ata meetingdulycalledforthispurpose.

Section4. SpecialAssessmentsforCapitalimprovements.In additionto the annual
assessments,theAssociationmay levyinany assessmentyeara specialassessment,applicabletothat
year only.Specialassessmentsmay onlybe leviedto defray,inwhole or in partthe costof any
construction,reconstruction,repairorreplacementofcommon orlimitedcommon areastructures,fixtures
and personalpropertyrelatedthereto.Specialassessmentsmusthavetheassentofsixty-sevenpercent
(67%)ofthevotesofeachclassofmembers,votinginpersonorbyproxy,ata meetingdulycalledforthis
purpose.

Section5. City'sRighttoAssessment.Inadditiontotheannualassessmentsand special
assessmentsforcapitalimprovementsauthorizedherein,the Associationshalllevysuch additional
assessmentsasmay be necessaryfromtimetotimeforthepurposeofrepairingand restoringthedamage
ordisruptionresultingtostreetsorothercommon orlimitedcommon areasfromtheactivitiesoftheCityof
St.George in maintaining,repairingor replacingthe City'sutilitylinesand facilitiesthereon.Itis
acknowledgedthattheownershipofsaidutilitylines,undergroundorotherwiseisintheCityup toand
includingthemetersforindividualbuildings,and thattheyareinstalledand shallbe maintainedtoCity
specifications.
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Section6. Noticeand Quorum forAny ActionAuthorizedUnder Sections3,4 and 5.
Writtennoticeofany meetingofmembers calledforthepurposeoftakingany actionauthorizedunder
Sections3,4 and 5 shallbe senttoallmembers atleastthirty(30)daysinadvanceofsaidmeeting.Atthe
firstmeetingcalled,thepresenceatthemeetingofmembers,orofproxies,entitledtocastsixtypercent
(60%)ofallthevotesofeachclassofmembershipshallconstitutea quorum.Ifthequorumrequirementis
notmet atsucha meeting,anothermeetingmay be called,on atleastthirty(30)daysadvancewritten
notice,and therequiredquorumatanysuchsubsequentmeetingshallbe one-halfoftherequiredquorum
attheprecedingmeeting.No suchsubsequentmeetingshallbe heldmore thansixty(60)daysfollowing
theprecedingmeeting.

Section7. UniformRateofAssessment;PeriodicAssessment.Bothannualand special
assessmentsmustbe fixedata uniformrateforallowners;provided,however,thatassessmentsshallnot
accrueagainsttheDeclarantso longas theDeclaranthasClassB membershipon theconditionthatthe
DeclarantshallfundanyfiscaldeficiencyintheoperationoftheAssociationuntiltheterminationofClassB
membership.Thismethodofdeterminingtheassessments,duesandchargesmay notbe changedwithout
thepriorwrittenapprovalofallfirstmortgages.

Assessmentsmay be collectedon a monthlybasis,astheTrusteesdetermineand as authorized
herein.The Declarantshallpaytheannualand specialassessmentsforeachbuildingwhichitowns,which
hasbeencompletedandwhichisbeingmarketedforleaseorsale.

Section8. Date of Commencement of AnnualAssessments.Due Dates. The annual
assessmentprovidedforhereinshallcommence to accrueon the firstday of the month following
conveyanceofthecommon area.The firstannualassessmentshallbe adjustedaccordingtothenumber
ofmonthsremaininginthecalendaryear.Intheabsenceofa determinationby theTrusteesas tothe
amountofsaidassessment,thefirstannualassessmentshallbe an amountequaltoninetypercent(90%)
ofthemaximum annualassessmentprovidedabove.

Atleastthirty(30)dayspriortothecommencement ofeachnew assessmentperiod,theTrustees
shallsendorcausetobe senta writtennoticeoftheannualassessmenttoeachownersubjectthereto.
Receiptofnoticeshallbe a pre-requisitetovalidityoftheassessment.

The assessmentduedatesshallbe establishedbytheTrustees.The Trusteesmay provideforthe
paymentofannualandspecialassessmentsinequalinstallmentsthroughouttheassessmentyear.

The Trusteesshallpreparea rosterofthepropertiesand theassessmentsapplicabletheretoat
thesame timethatitshallfixtheamount oftheannualassessment,whichrostershallbe keptby the
TreasureroftheAssociation,who shallrecordpaymentsofassessmentsand shallallowinspectionofthe
rosterbyanymember atreasonabletimes.

The Associationshall,upondemand,andfora reasonablecharge,fumisha certificatesignedby
an officeroftheAssociationsettingforthwhethertheassessmenton a specifiedunithasbeenpaid.Such
certificates,when properlyissued,shallbe conclusiveevidenceofthepaymentofany assessmentor
fractionalpartthereofwhichisthereinshowntohavebeenpaid.

Section7. Eflectof Non-PaymentofAssessment- Remedies oftheAssociation.Any
assessmentorinstallmentthereofnotpaidwithinthirty(30)days alterthedue datethereforeshallbe
delinquentand shallbearinterestfromthedue dateattherateofeighteenpercent(18%)perannum (or
such lesserrateas theTrusteesshalldetermineappropriate)untilpaid.Inaddition,theTrusteesmay
assessa singlelatefeeforeach delinquentinstallmentwhichshallnotexceedfivepercent(5%)ofthe
instaliment.

The Trusteesmay,inthename oftheAssociation,(a)bringan actionatlawagainsttheowner
personallyobligatedtopayanysuchdelinquentassessmentwithoutwaivingthelienofassessment,or(b)
may foreclosethelienagainstthepropertyonlyinaccordancewiththelawsoftheStateof Utahapplicable
totheexerciseofpowersofsaleindeedsortrustortotheforeclosureofmortgages,orinanyothermanner
permittedby law,andlor(c)may restrict,limit,ortotallyterminateany orallservicesperformedby the
Associationinbehalfofthedelinquentmember.

Thereshallbe addedtotheamountofanydelinquentassessmentthecostsand expensesofany
action,saleorforeclosure,and a reasonableattomey'sfee,togetherwithan accountforthereasonable
rentalfortheunitfromtimetotimeofcommencement oftheforecIosure.The Associationshallbe entitled
totheappointmentofa receivertocollecttherentalincomeorthereasonablerentalwithoutregardtothe
valueoftheothersecurity.

A powerofsaleisherebyconferredupontheAssociationwhichitmay exercise.Underthepower
ofsaletheunitofan ownermay be soldinthemannerprovidedbyUtahlawpertainingtodeedsoftrustas
ifsaidAssociationwere beneficiaryundera deed oftrust.The associationmay designateany personor
entityqualifiedbylawtoserveasTrusteeforpurposesofpowerofsaleforeclosure.
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No owner may waiverorotherwiseescapeliabilityfortheassessmentsprovidedforehereinby
non-useofthecommon areaorbyabandonmentofhisunit.

Section10. SubordinationoftheLientoMortgages.Any lienfortheassessmentsprovided
forhereinshallbesubordinatetothelienofanyfirstmortgageheldbyan institutionallenderifthemortgage
was recordedpriortothedatetheassessmentbecame due. Saleortransferofanyunitshallnotaffectthe
assessmentlien.However,thesaleortransferofanyunitpursuanttoforeclosureofa firstmortgage,orany
proceedinginlieuthereof,shallextinguishtheassessmentlienastopaymentswhichbecame due priorto
suchsaleortransfer.No saleortransfer,however,shallrelievea unitorownerfrompersonalliabilityfor
assessmentscomingdueafterhetakestitleorfromthelienofsuchlaterassessments.

Section11. Books,Recordsand Audit.The Associationshallmaintaincurrentcopiesofthe
Declaration,Articles,Bylaws,Rulesand othersimilardocuments,as wellas itsown books,recordsand
financialstatementswhichshallallbe availableforinspectionby unitownersand insurersas wellas by
holders,insurers,and guarantorsoffirstmortgagesduringnorrnalbusinesshoursuponreasonablenotice.
Reasonablecommerciallyacceptablechargesshallbe made forcopying,researchingorextractingfrom
suchdocuments.A unitowner,insurerorguarantorofa firstmortgagemay obtainan auditofAssociation
recordsatitsown expensesolongastheresultsoftheauditareprovidedtotheAssociation.

ARTICLE V --INSURANCE

Section1. Casualtyinsuranceon InsurableCommon Area. The Trusteesshallkeep all
insurableimprovementsand fixturesofthecommon areainsuredagainstlossordamage byfireforthefull
insurancereplacementcostthereof,and may obtaininsuranceagainstsuchotherhazardsand casualties
as theAssociationmay deem desirable.The Associationmay alsoinsureanyotherpropertywhetherreal
or personal,owned by theAssociation,againstlossordamage by fireand suchotherhazardsas the
Associationmay deem desirable,withtheAssociationastheownerand beneficiaryofsuchinsurance.The
insurancecoveragewithrespecttothecommon areashallbe writteninthename of,and theproceeds
thereofshallbe payableto,theAssociation.Insuranceproceedsshallbe usedbytheAssociationforthe
repairor replacementofthepropertyforwhichtheinsurancewas carried.Premiumsforallinsurance
carriedby the Associationare common expenseswhich shallbe includedin the regularannual
assessmentsmade bytheAssociation.

Inadditiontocasualtyinsuranceon theCommon Area,theTrusteesmay electtoobtainand
continueineffect,on behalfofallowners,adequateblanketcasualtyandfireinsuranceinsuchformasthe
Trusteesdeem appropriatean amount equalto the fullreplacementvalue,withoutdeductionfor
depreciationorco-insurance,ofalloftheBuildingsincludingthestructuralportionsand fixturesthereof.
Insurancepremiumsfromsuchblanketinsurancecoverage,and anyotherinsurancepremiumspaidbythe
Associationshallbe a common expense of the Associationto be includedin the regularannual
assessmentsas leviedbytheAssociation.The insurancecoveragewithrespecttotheBuildingsshallbe
writteninthename of,and theproceedsthereofshallbe payabletotheAssociationas trusteeforthe
owners.

Section2. ReplacementorRepairofProperty.Intheeventofdamage toordestructionof
any partofthecommon areaimprovements,theAssociationshallrepairor replacethesame fromthe
insuranceproceedsavailable.Ifsuchinsuranceproceedsareinsufficienttocoverthecostsofrepairor
replacementof the propertydamaged or destroyed,the Associationmay make a reconstruction
assessmentagainstallunitownerstocovertheadditionalcostofrepairorreplacementnotcoveredbythe
insuranceproceedsinadditiontoanyothercommon assessmentsmade againstsuchunitowner.

Section3. LiabilityInsurance.The Trusteesshallobtaina comprehensivepolicyofpublic
liabilityinsurancecoveringallcommon andlimitedcommon propertyforatleast$1,000,000,00(OneMillion
Dollars)peroccurrenceforpersonalorbodilyinjuryand propertydamage thatresultsfromtheoperation,
maintenanceoruse ofthecommon areas.Liabilityinsurancepoliciesobtainedby theAssociationshall
containa "severabilityofinterest"clauseorendorsementwhichshallpreciudetheinsurerfromdenyingthe
claimofan ownerbecauseofnegligentactsoftheAssociationorotherowners.

Section4. Fidelityinsurance.The Trusteesmay electtoobtainfidelitycoverageagainst
dishonestactson thepartofmanagers,Trustees,officers,employees,volunteers,management agentsor
othersresponsibleforhandlingfundsheldand collectedforthebenefitoftheownersor members. In
procuringfidelityinsurancetheTrusteesshallseeka policywhichshall(1)name theAssociationasobligee
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or beneficiary,plus(2)be writteninan amount notlessthanthesum of(i)threemonths'operating
expensesand (ii)themaximum reservesoftheAssociationwhichmay be on depositatanytime,and (3)
containwaiversofany defensebasedon theexclusionofpersonswho servewithoutcompensationfrom
anydefinitionof"employee."

Section5. AnnualReviewofPolicies.The Trusteesshallreviewallinsurancepoliciesat
leastannuallyin orderto ascertainwhetherthe coveragecontainedin the policiesissufficientto
compensateforrisksandpotentialdamagelinjury.

ARTICLE VI - ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL COMMITTEE

No exteriorstructure,building,fence,wallor addition,extensionor expansionof any ofthe

foregoingshallbe commenced,erectedormaintainedupontheproperties,norshallanyexterioradditionor
changeoralterationtoany unitorbuildingbe made untiltheplansand specificationsshowingthenature,
kind,shape,height,materials,colorsand locationofthesame shallhavebeensubmittedtoand approved
inwritingastoharmonyofextemaldesignand locationinrelationtosurroundingstructuresandtopography
bytheTrustees,orifsucha committeeisinexistence,byan ArchitecturalControlCommitteecomposedof
three(3)or more representativesappointedby theTrustees.IftheTrusteeshave failedtoappointa
committee,theTrusteesshallconstitutetheArchitecturalControlCommittee.IntheeventsaidTrustees,or
theirdesignatedcommitteefailtoapproveordisapprovesuchdesignand locationwithinthirty(30)days
aftersaidplansand specificationshavebeensubmittedtoit,approvalwillnotbe requiredand compliance
withthisarticlewillbedeemed tohavebeenmade.

Notwithstandingtheforegoing,withoutthepriorvoteofatleastsixty-sevenpercent(67%)ofthe
owners,neithertheAssociationnortheArchitecturalControlCommitteeshallhavethepower,by actor
omission,tochange,waiveor abandonany plan,scheme orregulationspedainingtothearchitectural
designortheexteriorappearanceor maintenanceofbuildingsand units,and themaintenanceofthe
common areas,includingwalls,fences,driveways,lawnsand plantings.

The Declarantshallnotbe requiredtocomplywiththeprovisionsofthisparagraphintheinitial
constructionoftheProperties.

ARTICLE VII- EXTERIOR MAINTENANCE

Section1. ExteriorMaintenanceby Owner. Each owner shallbe responsiblefor
maintenanceto the interiorof buildings.The Trusteesshall,however,in the defaultto perform
maintenancewhichistheowner'sresponsibilityand aftera two-thirds(2/3)voteand ten(10)dayswritten
notice(whichnoticeshallnotbe requiredintheeventofan emergencyorthreattolife,health,propertyor
safety),provideexteriormaintenanceupon each buildingunit.The costofsuch maintenanceshallbe
assessedagainsttheunitorbuilding.

Section2. ExteriorMaintenanceby Association.The Associationshallbe responsiblefor
maintenanceuponthecommon area,thedeededareanotoccupiedbythebuilding,and theareaofany
unitoutsidethewallsofthebuildingswhichisofthesame characteras surroundingcommon area.The
costofsuchmaintenanceshallbe a common expense.

Section3. Access at ReasonableHours. For the purposesolelyof performingthe
maintenancerequiredbythisarticle,theAssociation,throughitsdulyauthorizedagentsoremployees,shall
havetheright,afterreasonablenoticetotheowner,toenteruponanyunitorcommon areaatreasonable
hours.

Section4. AlterationofCertainMaintenanceDutiesby Rule.The dutyofmaintenancefor
theareaofa unitoutsidethewallsofthebuilding,and thecommon areasadjacentand appurtenanttothe
buildingsmay be alteredbyRuleoftheAssociation.

ARTICLE VIII- USE RESTRICTIONS

Section1. Construction,Businessand Sales. Notwithstandingany provisionsto the
contraryhereincontained,and exceptofitunreasonablyinterfereswithan owner'sabilitytoconductits
business,itshallbe expresslypermissibleforDeclarantto maintainsuch facilitiesand conductsuch
activitiesas inthesoleopinionofDeclarantmay be reasonablyrequired,convenientorincidentaltothe
constructionandsaleofunitsduringtheperiodofconstructionand saleofsaidunitsand uponsuchportion
ofthepremisesas Declarantdeems necessaryincludingbutnotlimitedtoa businessoffice,storageareas,
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constructionyard,signs,modelunitsand salesoffices.As partoftheoverallprogramofdevelopmentof
thepropertiesintoa businessand officeparkand toencouragethemarkelingthereof,theDeclarantshall
havetherightofuse ofcommon areaand facilitiesthereon,includingany communitybuildings,without

chargeduringthesalesandconstructionperiodtoaidinitsconstructionand marketingactivities.

Section2. GeneralUse Restrictions.AH of the propertieswhich are subjectto this
declarationareherebyrestrictedtoofficeunits,and buildingsinconnectiontherewith,includingbutnot
limitedtocommunitybuildingsonthecommon property.Allbuildingsorstructureserectedintheproperties
shallbe ofnew constructionand no buildingsorstructuresshallbe removedfromotherlocationstothe
properties.Aftertheinitialconstructionon a unit,no subsequentbuildingorstructuredissimilartothat

initiallyconstructedshallbe builton thatunit.No buildingorstructureofa temporarycharacter,trailer,
basement,tent,camper,shack,garage,bam orotheroutbuildingshallbe placedorusedon anyunitatany
time.

Section3. Signs:CommercialActivity.Exceptforone "ForRent"or"ForSale"signofnot
more thantwo (2)squarefeet,no advertisingsigns,billboards,objectsof unsightlyappearance,or
nuisancesshallbe erected,placed,orpermittedtoremainon any unitorany portionoftheproperties
withoutspecificwrittenapprovalfromtheAssociation.The foregoingrestrictionsshallnotapplytothe
commercialactivities,signsand biliboards,ifany,oftheDeclarantoritsagentsduringtheconstructionand
salesperiodorbytheAssociationinfurtheranceofitspowersand purposessetforthhereinafterand inits
ArticlesofIncorporation,Bylawsand Rulesand Regulations,as thesame may be amended fromtimeto
time.

Section4. QuietEnjoyment.No noxiousoroffensiveactivityshallbe carriedon uponany
partofthepropertiesnorshallanythingbe donethereonwhichmay be ormay become an annoyanceor
nuisancetotheneighborhood,orwhichshallinany way interferewiththequietenjoymentorbusiness
activitieseachoftheownersorwhichshallinanyway increasetherateofinsurance.TheAssociationshall
beresponsibleforpolicingand correctingviolationofthisbyotherprovisionsoftheseDeclarations.

Section5. Animals.No animals,livestockorpoultryofany kindshallbe raisedorbredin
anyofsaidunits.

Section6. Use ofCommon Area. Exceptfortherightsofingressand egress,ownersare
herebyprohibitedand restrictedfrom usingany saidcommon area,otherthanas permittedinthe
declarationofcovenantsorasmay be allowedbytheTrustees.Itisexpresslyacknowledgedandagreedby
allpartiesconcemed thatthisrestrictionisforthemutualbenefitofallownersofunitsinthepropertiesand
isnecessaryfortheprotectionoftheinterestsofallsaidownersinandtothecommon area.

As partoftheoverallprogramofdevelopmentofthepropertiesintoa businessandofficeparkand
toencouragethemarketingthereof,theDeclarantshallhavetherightofuse ofthecommon areaand
facilitiesthereon,includingany communitybuildings,withoutchargeduringthesalesand construction
periodtoaidinitsmarketingactivities.

Section7. P . No motorvehiclewhich isinoperableshallbe allowedwithinthe
Properties,and any motorvehiclewhichremainsparkedover72 hoursshallbe subjecttoremovalbythe
Association,at the owner'sexpense. Ifparkingspaces are designatedon the platwithnumbers
correspondingto unitnumbers,each such space isforthe exclusiveuse ofthe unitowner withthe
correspondingnumber. Ifparkingareasarenotdesignatedon theplatwithunitnumbers,theAssociation
may assignvehicleparkingspaceforeachunit.ParkingspaceswithinthePropertiesshallbe usedbythe
ownerorhisemployeesand customersIclientsinthenormalconductofbusiness.Recreationalvehicles,
boats,traveltrailersandsimilarpropertymay notbe parkedwithinthePropertiesunlesspenni#edbyruleof
theAssociation.

Section8. Plantinqand Gardeninq.No plantingorgardeningshallbe done,andnofences,
hedges or wallsshallbe erectedor maintainedupon any propertyexceptsuch as are installedin
accordancewiththeinitialconstructionofthebuildingslocatedthereonorasapprovedbytheTrustees.

Section9. ExtemalApparatus.No unitownershallcauseorpermitanything(including,
withoutlimitation,awnings,canopiesorshutters)tohang,be displayedorotherwiseaffixedtoorplacedon
theexteriorwallsorrooforanypartthereof,oron theoutsideofwindowsordoors,withoutthepriorwritten
consentoftheTrustees.
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Section10. ExteriorTelevisionorOtherAntennas.No exteriorradio,television,satellitedish
orotherantennasshallbe placed,allowedormaintaineduponanyunitoruponanystructureorportionof
theimprovementssituatedandlocateduponthepropertieswithoutpriorwrittenapprovaloftheTrustees.

Section11. GarbaqeRemoval. AIIrubbish,trashand garbageshallbe regularlyremoved
fromtheunitsand shallnotbe allowedtoaccumulatethereon.Garbage shouldbe placedinproper
containers.The Associationshallnotprovideforgarbageremovaland exteriorcontainersorcollectthe
same. Each propertyowner shallbe responsibleto have theirown garbagecollectionareaand be
responsibleforhaveallgarbageremovedon a timelybasis.

Section12. Oiland MiningOperations.No oildrilling,oildevelopmentoperations,oil
refining,quarryingorminingoperationsofany kindshallbe permitteduponorinthepropertiesofanyunit.
No derrick,lift,shaftorotherstructuredesignedforuse inboringforoilornaturalgas shallbe erected,
maintainedorpermitteduponthepropertiesoranyunit.

Section13. InteriorUtilities.AH utilities,fixturesand equipmentinstalledwithina unit,
commencingata pointwheretheutilitylines,pipes,wires,conduitsorsystemsenterboundariesofa unit,
shallbe maintainedand keptinrepairbytheownerthereof.An ownershalldo neitheractnoranyworkthat
willimpairanyeasementnordo anyactnorallowanyconditiontoexistwhichwilladverselyaffecttheother
unitsorowners.

Section14. Leases.Any leaseorrentalagreementshallbe inwritingand shallprovidethat
thetermsoftheleaseshallbe subjectinallrespectstotheprovisionsofthisDeclaration,theArticlesof
incorporation,Bylawsand Rulesand RegulationsoftheAssociationand thatany failureby lesseeto
complywiththetermsofsuchdocumentsshallbe a defaultunderthelease.

ARTICLE IX- EASEMENTS

Section1. Encroachments.Each unitandthepropertyincludedinthecommon areasshall
be subjecttoan easementforencroachmentscreatedbyconstruction,settlingandoverhangs,asdesigned
orconstructedby theDeclarant.A valideasementforsaidencroachmentsand forthemaintenanceof
same,so longas itstands,shalland doesexist.Intheeventthestructurecontainingunitsispartiallyor
totallydestroyed,and thenrebuilt,theownersoftheunitsso affectedagreethatminorencroachmentsof
partsoftheadjacentunitsor common areasdue to constructionshallbe permittedand thata valid
easementforsaidencroachmentandthemaintenancethereofshallexist.The CityofSt.Georgemay also
requireassessmentsagainsttheAssociationforcity-requiredassessmentstorepaircommon areas.

Section2. Utilities.Thereisherebycreateda blanketeasementupon,across,overand
underallofthepropertiesforpublicutilities.Shouldanyutilityfumishinga servicecoveredbythegeneral
easementhereinprovidedrequesta specificeasementbyseparaterecordabledocument,Declarantorthe
Associationshallhavetherighttograntsucheasementon saidpropertyonlywithoutconflictingwiththe
termshereof.

Section3. Police.Fireand Ambulance Service.An easementisherebygrantedtoall
police,fireprotection,ambulanceservicesand allsimilarpersonstoenterupon thestreetsand common
areasintheperformanceoftheirduties.

Section4. MaintenancebyAssociation.An easementisherebygrantedtotheAssociation,
itsofficers,agents,employeesand toanymaintenancecompany selectedbytheAssociationtoenterinor
tocrossoverthecommon areasandinanyunittoperformthedutiesofmaintenanceandrepair.

Section5. OtherEasements.The easementsprovidedforinthisArticleshallinno way
affectanyotherrecordedeasement.

Section6. PropertyTax. Each unitand itspercentageofundividedinterestinthecommon
areasand facilitiesshallbe deemed tobe a parceland shallbe subjecttoseparateassessmentand
taxationbyeachassessingunitand specialdistrictfortypesoftaxesauthorizedby lawas providedinTitle
57-8-27UtahCode Annotated,1953,asamended.

ARTICLE X - EXPANSION
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The Declarantreservestheright,atitssoleelection,toexpandthePropertiestoincludeadditional
propertyconliguoustothepropertynow subjecttotheDeclaration,more particularlydescribedbelowby
unilateralactionoftheDeclarantwithouttheconsentofowners,fora periodoften(10)yearsfromthedate
ofrecordingthisDeclarationintheofliceoftheWashingtonCountyRecorder,CountyofWashington,State
ofUtah.

The property,allor partofwhichmay be includedinone or more expansions,islocatedin
WashingtonCounty,Utah,and ismoreparticularlydescribedasfollows:

ALL PROPERTY LOCATED IN THE GENERAL VICINITYOF THE PROPERTY PREVIOUSLY
DESCRIBED HEREIN.

ExpansionshalloccurbytheDeclarantfiling:

1. an additionalsubdivisionplator platscreatingadditionalplanned unit
developmentson thepropertydescribedabove,statingon eachplattheintentiontohave
thepropertydescribedon saidplatboundbytheterms,covenantsand conditionsofthis
Declarationupontheillingofa DeclarationofAnnexationand

2. a DeclarationofAnnexation(aftersatisfyingconditionshereafterstated),which
shallstatetheDeclarant'sintentiontohave theareadescribedthereinsubjecttothis
Declaration.Upon the recordingof such a Declarationof Annexationthe property
describedthereinshallbe subjecttothisDeclaration.

Any additionalpropertiesannexedheretobytheDeclarantmustbe contiguoustothepropertynow
subjecttotheDeclarationand shallbe exclusivelyfora businessofficepark,architecturallycompatibleto
theexistingbuildings,similartothebuildingsalreadyconstructed,constructedoutofsimilarmaterials,with
similarunitsize.The maximum numberofunitstobe addedshallbe40.The Declarantshallhavethesole
discretionas todevelopmentofthecommon areainanyexpansionareaand may includeanyfacilitiesor
amenitiesthereonthatDeclarantdeems necessaryand such common areasshallbe owned by the
Association.

The common areainsuchexpansionareashallbe deededby theDeclaranttotheAssociation,
freeand clearofallencumbrancesand liens,priortorecordationoftheDeclarationofAnnexationand the
Associationshallacceptthedeedtosaidareas.OwnersintheoriginalandexpansionareasshatIhavethe
same rightstouse and enjoymentofthepropertyand facilitiesoftheAssociation.If,atthetimeofthe
expansion,theDeclaranthasClassB ownershipstatus,thatstatusshallextendtoallunitsintheexpansion
area.Otherwise,ownersintheoriginaland expansionareasshallallhaveequalmembershipstatusinthe
Association.The liabilityforassessmentsofeachunitand unitownerinanyexpansionareashallbe equal
totheliabilityofeachunitandunitownerintheoriginalproperties.

ARTICLE XI - GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section1. Enforcement.The Association,theDeclarantoranyowner,shallhavetheright
toenforce,byand proceedingatlaworinequity,allrestrictions,conditions,covenants,reservations,liens
and chargesnow orhereafterimposedbytheprovisionsofthisDeclaration,oranyruleoftheAssociation,
includingbutnotlimitedtoany proceedingatlaworinequityagainstany personorpersonsviolatingor
attemptingtoviolateany covenantorrestriction,eithertorestrainviolationortorecoverdamages,and
againstthelandtoenforceanyliencreatedbythesecovenants.FailureoftheAssociationorofanyowner
toenforceany covenantorrestrictionhereincontainedoranyruleoftheAssociationshallinno eventbe
deemed a waiveroftherightoftheAssociationoranyownertodo sothereafter.Intheeventaction,with
orwithoutsuit,isundertakentoenforceany provisionhereoforany ruleoftheAssociation,thepany
againstwhom a judgmentisobtainedshallpay to theAssociationor enforcingowner a reasonable
attomey'sfee.The Trusteesmay levya fineorpenalty,nottoexceedtenpercent(10%)oftheamountof
themaximum annualassessmentagainstany ownerwho failstorefrainfromviolationofthesecovenants
ora ruleoftheAssociation,afterthree(3)dayswrittennotice.

Section2. Severability.Allofsaidconditions,covenantsand reservationscontainedinthis
Declarationshallbe construedtogether,butifanyoneofsaidconditions,covenants,orreservations,orany
partthereof,shallatanytimebe heldinvalid,orforanyreasonbecome unenforceable,no othercondition,
covenant,or reservation,or any partthereof,shallbe therebyaffectedorimpaired;and theDeclarant,
Associationand owners,theirsuccessors,heirsand assignsshallbe bound by each article,section,
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subsection,paragraph,sentence,clauseand phraseofthisDeclaration,irrespectiveoftheinvalidityor
unenforceabilityofanyotherarticle,section,subsection,paragraph,sentence,clauseorphrase.

Section3. Duration.The covenantsand restrictionsofthisDeclarationshallrunwithand
bindtheland,and shallinuretothebenefitofand be enforceablebytheAssociation,ortheownerofany
unitsubjecttothisDeclaration,theirrespectivelegalrepresentatives,heirs,successors,and assignsfora
termoftwenty(20)yearsfromthedatethisDeclarationisrecorded,afterwhichtimesaidcovenantsshall
be automaticallyextendedforsuccessiveperiodsoften(10)years.

Section4. Amendment. The covenants,conditionsand restrictionsofthisDeclarationmay
be amended byvoteby notlessthansixty-sevenpercent(67%)oftheowners.Any amendment mustbe
properlyrecordedintherecordsofWashingtonCounty,Utah,tobecome effective.

Notwithstandingtheforegoing,theDeclarantreservestherightforso longashe shatihaveClass
B membershipstatus,tounilaterallyamend theDeclaration.

Section5. Notices.Any nolicerequiredtobe sentundertheprovisionsofthisDeclaration
shallbe deemed tohavebeen properlysentwhen depositedintheU.S.Mail,postpaid,tothelastknown
addressofthepersonwho isentitledtoreceiveit.

Section6. Genderand Grammar. The singular,whereverusedherein,shallbe construed
to mean the pluralwhen applicable,and the necessarygrammaticalchanges requiredto make the
provisionshereofapplyeithertocorporationsorindividuals,men orwomen, shallinallcasesbe assumed
asthoughineachcasefullyexpressed.

Section7. Waivers.No provisioncontainedintheDeclarationshallbe deemed tohave
beenwaivedbyreasonofanyfailuretoenforceit,irrespectiveofthenumberofviolationswhichmay occur.
