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AMENDED AND RESTATED BYLAWS

OF

THE SPRINGS ESTATES HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION

ARTICLE I

NAME, LOCATION, AND PURPOSE

Section1. Name. The name of the corporationisThe SpringsEstatesHomeowners

Association,hereafterreferredtoastheAssociation.

Section2. PrincipalOffice.The principalofficeof the Associationshallbe at3190

Swaps Drive,St.George,Utah,untilchanged by resolutionoftheBoard ofTrusteesbutmeetings
ofmembers and Trusteesmay be heldatsuchplaceswithinthestateofUtah asmay be designated

by theBoard of Trustees.

Section3. Purpose.These Bylaws are adopted by vote of a majorityor more of the

Members ata meeting atwhich a quorum of theMembers was present.These Bylaws areforthe

regulationand management of the affairsof The SpringsEstatesHomeowners Association,a

Utah nonprofitcorporation(the"Association"),towhich referenceismade intheAmended and

Restated Declarationof ProtectiveCovenants for The Springs Estates recorded with the

Washington County Recorder,StateofUtah,asamended or supplementedfrom time totime (the

"Declaration"),toperform thefunctionsasprovidedintheDeclarationand tofurthertheinterests

ofOwners of LotswithintheProperty.

Section4. ControllingLaws and Instruments.These Bylaws are subjectto the Utah

Revised Nonpmfit CorporationAct (Utah Code § 16-6a-101,etseq.)("NonprofitAct") and the

Community AssociationAct (Utah Code § 57-8a-101 etseq.)("AssociationAct") (collectively
the"Acts"),theDeclaration,and theArticlesofIncorporationoftheAssociation("Articles")filed

with theDivisionof Corporationsand Commercial Code oftheUtah Department of Commerce

(the"Division"),asany oftheforegoingmay be amended from timetotime.Where theseBylaws
differfrom the Nonprofit Act or the AssociationAct, theseBylaws shallcontrolunlessthe

provisionsof eithertheNonprofitAct or the AssociationAct, or both,are mandatory and not

defaultprovisions.

Section5. RegisteredOfficeand Agent. The Acts requirethatthe Associationhave

and continuouslymaintainin the Stateof Utah a registeredofficeand a registeredagent.The

registeredagentmust be an individualwho residesintheStateofUtah and whose businessoffice

isidenticalwith theregisteredoffice.The initialregisteredofficeand theinitialregisteredagent
are specifiedin the Articlesand may be changed by the Associationat any time, without

amendment totheArticles,by filinga statementas specifiedby law with theDivision.
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ARTICLE II

DEFINITIONS

Unlessotherwisespecificallyprovidedherein,capitalizedtermsintheseBylaws shallhave

thesame meaning as giventosuch terms intheDeclaration.

Section1. Association means The Springs EstatesHomeowners Association,its

successorsand assigns.

Section2. Declarationmeans the Amended and RestatedDeclarationof Protective

Covenants forThe SpringsEstatesand any amendments thereto.

Section3. Plator Map means the subdivisionplatsrecorded with the Washington

County Recordercaptioned"The SpringsEstatesPlat1-A Subdivision","The SpringsEstatesPlat

1-B Subdivision","The Springs EstatesPlat 2 Subdivision","The Springs EstatesPhase 3

Subdivision","The SpringsEstatesPhase 4 Subdivision","The SpringsEstatesPhase 5 Amended

and Extended Subdivision","The SpringsEstatesPhase 6 Subdivision","The SpringsEstates

Phase 7 Subdivision","The SpringsEstatesPhase 8 Subdivision",and "The SpringsEstatesPhase

9 Subdivision"or any replacementsthereof,or additionsthereto.

Section4. PropertyorPropertiesmeans allrealpropertysubjecttotheDeclarationand

theseBylaws as identifiedinExhibitA.

Section5. Lot means a separatelynumber and individuallydescribedplot of land

shown on theplatdesignatedforprivateownership.

Section6. Owner means theentity,person,orgroup ofpersonsowning feesimpletitle

to any Lot which iswithinthe Properties.Regardlessof the number of partiesparticipatingin

ownership of each Lot,thegroup ofthosepartiesshallbe treatedasone (1)"owner."

Section7. Member means every person or entitywho holds membership in the

Association.Every Member isan Owner, and everyOwner isa Member.

Section8. Board of DirectorsorBoard means thegoverningbody of theAssociation.

Section9. Developer means Jensen& AssociatesDevelopment, Inc.,and Developer's

heirs,successors,and assigns(referenceshereintotheDeveloper areforhistoricalpurposesand

context).

ARTICLE III
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MEMBERSHIP AND VOTING RIGHTS

Section1. Membership. Every personorentitywho isarecordowner ofany Lot which

issubjectby covenants of recordto assessmentby the Association,shallbe a member of the

Association.The foregoingisnot intendedto includepersons or entitieswho hold an interest

merely as securityfortheperformance of an obligation.Membership shallbe appurtenanttoand

may notbe separatedfrom ownershipofany Lot which issubjecttoassessmentby theAssociation.

Membership in the Associationshallautomaticallytransferupon transferof titleby the record

owner toanotherpersonor entity.

Section2. Voting Rights.Allmembers areentitledtoone (1)Voteforeach Lot owned.

When more thanone (1)personholdsan interestinany Lot,thegroup of such personsshallbe a

member. The voteforsuch Lot shallbe exercisedasthey among themselvesdetermine,but inno

eventshallmore thanone (1)votebe castwith respecttoany Lot.

Section3. QualificationforMembership. No person,persons,entity,or entitiesshall

exercisetherightsof membership untilsatisfactoryproof has been furnishedtothe secretaryof

theAssociationifqualificationasa member, ornominee ofa member, pursuanttothetermsofthe

Articlesof incorporationand theseBylaws. Such proofmay consistof a copy of a duly executed

and acknowledged warrantydeed ortitleinsurancepolicyshowing saidperson,persons,entity,or

entities,orthepersonnominatinghim qualifiedinaccordancetherewith,inwhich eventsaiddeed

ortitleinsurancepolicyshallbe deemed conclusiveevidenceintheabsenceofa conflictingclaim

based upon a laterdeed ortitleinsurancepolicy.

Section4. Suspension of Membership. The rightsof membership are subjectto the

payment of assessmentsleviedby the Association.Ifa member failsto make payment of any
assessmentleviedby theAssociationwithinthirty(30)days afterthesame shallbecome due and

payable thevotingrightsof such member may be suspended by theBoard untilsuch assessment

has been paid.Rights of a member may also be suspended for violationof any of the use

restrictions.Rightsof a member alsomay be suspended afternoticeand hearing,forinfractionof

any publishedrulesand regulationsestablishedby the Board governingthe use of the services,

facilitiesor equipment oftheAssociation,fora periodnottoexceed sixty(60)days.

Section5. Resolution of Voting Disputes.In the event of any disputeas to the

entitlementof any Member to voteor asto theresultsof any vote of Members ata meeting,the

Board shallactas arbitratorsand thedecisionof a disinterestedmajorityoftheBoard shall,when

rendered in writing,be fmal and binding as an arbitrationaward and may be actedupon in

accordancewith Utah law.

ARTICLE IV

MEETINGS OF MEMBERS

Section1. Annual Meetings. Annual meetings of the members for the electionof

Directors,thepresentationoftheannualfinancialreportoftheAssociationand forthetransaction

of such otherbusinessastheBoard may determine,shallbe heldatsuch time and placeasmay be
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designatedby Board. Ifthe day of the annual meeting of the members isa legalholiday,the

meeting willbe heldatthesame hour of thefirstday followingwhich isnot a legalholiday.

Section2. SpecialMeetinas. Specialmeetings of the members may be calledatany
time by thePresidentorby theBoard,or upon writtenrequestofthemembers who areentitledto

voteone-fourth(1/4)of allofthevotes.

Section3. Notice of Meetings.Writtennoticestatingtheplace,day and hour of any

meeting shallbe givennot lessthan fifleen(15)nor more than sixty(60)days beforethedateof

themeeting (plusany time added toeffectuatedeliveryunder ArticleXIV, Section7).The notice

of an annual,regularor specialmeeting shallinclude:(a)thenames of any known candidatefor

Directorand shallidentifyany othermatterwhich itisknown may come beforethemeeting;(b)

potentialconflictinginteresttransactionsof a Director,partyrelatedtoa Director,or an entityin

which theDirectorisa trusteeor has a financialinterest,(assetforthinUtah Code § 16-6a-825),
ifany;(c)noticeofany indemnificationor advance ofexpensestoa Directorinconnectionwith a

legal"proceeding"as definedintheActs;(d)noticeof any amendment totheseBylaws proposed

by theMembers and a copy,summary orgeneralstatementoftheproposed amendment; (e)notice

of a proposed plan of merger;(f)noticeof a proposed saleof the Propertiesby theAssociation

otherthanintheregularcourseofactivities;(g)noticeofaproposeddissolutionoftheAssociation;
and (h)any mattera Member intendstoraiseatthemeeting ifrequestedinwritingtodo so by a

person entitledtocalla specialmeeting and the requestisreceived(receiptdeemed effectiveas

setforthunder ArticleXIV, Section7) by thesecretaryor presidentatleastten(10)days before

the Associationgives noticeof the meeting,plus any time added to effectuatedeliveryunder

ArticleXIV, Section7.The noticeof a specialmeeting shallstatethepurpose or purposes for

which themeeting iscalled.

Section4. Waiver ofNotice.The noticeprovidedforhereinaboveisnotindispensable
and any meeting ofthemembers shallbe deemed validlycalledforallpurposesifallmembers are

representedthereatinperson,by ballot,orby proxy,orifa quorum ispresentand waiversofnotice

oftime,place,and purposeof such meeting shallbe duly executedinwritingeitherbeforeorafter

saidmeeting by thosemembers not so representedornotgivensuch notice.The attendanceofany
member ata meeting inperson,by ballot,orby proxy,withoutprotestingpriortotheconclusion

ofthemeeting thelackofnoticeof such meeting,shallconstitutea waiver ofnoticeby him.

Section5. Ouorum. Except as hereafterprovided,and as otherwiseprovided in the

Articlesof Incorporationor Declaration,the presence at the meeting of members, presentin

person,by ballot,orby proxy,entitledtocasttwentypercent(20%) ofallthevotesshallconstitute

a quorum for any action.If,however, such quorum shallnot be presentor representedat any

meeting themembers entitledtovotethereatshallhave power to adjournthemeeting from time

totime,withoutnoticeotherthanannouncement atthemeeting,untila quorum as aforesaidshall

be presentor be represented.

Incaseofa meetingtochange thebasisand maximum ofassessments,tomake assessments

inexcessof saidmaximum, ortolevya specialoradditionalassessment,asthoseassessmentsare

definedintheDeclaration,presenceatthemeeting ofmembers, presentinperson,by ballot,orby

proxy,entitledtocastsixtypercent(60%) ofallthevotesshallconstitutea quorum. Iftherequired

quorum isnot forthcomingatsuch a meeting,anothermeeting may be called,subjecttothenotice
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requirementsetforthabove and therequiredquorum atany such subsequentmeeting shallbe one-

half(1/2)of the requiredquorum at the preceding meeting,provided thatno such subsequent

meeting shallbe heldmore than sixty(60)days followingtheprecedingmeeting.

Section6. Proxies.At allmeetings ofmembers, each member may vote inperson,by

ballot,orby proxy.Allproxiesshallbe inwritingand filedwiththeSecretarypriortothemeeting
forwhich theproxy isvalid.Every proxy shallbe revocableand shallautomaticallyceaseupon

conveyance by themember of hisLot.

Section7. Voting.Ifa quorum ispresent,the affirmativevote of themajorityof the

members representedatthemeeting shallbe theactof allthemembers, unlesstheactof a greater
number isexpresslyrequiredby law,by the Declaration,or by theArticlesof Incorporationor

elsewherein theseBylaws. Upon directionof thepresidingofficer,the vote upon any business

beforea meeting shallbe by ballot,but otherwiseany such voteneed notbe by ballot.

Section8. Procedure.The orderofbusinessand allothermattersofprocedureatevery

meeting ofmembers shallbe determinedby thepresidingofficer.

Section9. Record Date/Members List.

9.1. The recorddateforthepurpose of determiningMembers entitledtonoticeof,orto

vote at,any meeting of Members or in orderto make a determinationof such Members forany
otherproperpurpose forthetakingof any otherlawfulactionshallbe as setforthin Subsection

9.2below,unlesstheBoard, inadvance of sendingnotice,setsa dateby resolutionas therecord

dateforany such determinationof Members. Such recorddateshallnot be more than sixty(60)

days priortothemeeting of Members ortheeventrequiringa determinationofMembers.

9.2. Members entitledtonoticeof a meeting of theMembers arethe Members of the

Associationatthe closeof businesson the businessday precedingthe day on which noticeis

effective,or,ifnoticeiswaived,atthecloseof businesson thebusinessday precedingtheday on

which themeeting isheld.Members entitledtovoteata meeting oftheMembers aretheMembers

of theAssociationon thedateof themeeting,and who areotherwiseeligibletovote.The record

dateforthepurpose of determiningtheMembers entitledto exerciseany rightsinrespectof any
otherlawfulactionareMembers oftheAssociationatthelaterof(a)thecloseofbusinesson the

day on which theBoard adoptstheresolutionrelatingtotheexerciseoftheright;or (b)theclose

ofbusinesson thesixtieth(60*)day beforethedateoftheexerciseoftheright.A recorddatefixed

under thisSectionmay notbe more thanseventy(70)days beforethemeeting or actionrequiring
a determinationof Members occurs.A determinationof members entitledtonoticeof or tovote

ata meeting ofMembers iseffectiveforany adjournment ofthemeeting unlesstheBoard fixesa

new datefordeterminingtherighttonoticeortherighttovote.

9.3. The Associationshallonlybe requiredtopreparea listofthenames oftheMembers

asprovidedforinArticleX, Section5.3.

Section10. BallotsatMeetings.A writtenballotmay, upon theelectionof theBoard,

be used inconnectionwith any annual,regular,or specialmeeting of Members, therebyallowing
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Members the choice of eithervoting in person,by proxy, or by writtenballotdeliveredby a

Member totheAssociationinlieuof attendanceatsuch meeting.Any writtenballotshallcomply
with therequirementsof Section4.8 and shallbe countedequallywith thevotesof Members in

attendanceatany meeting foreverypurpose,includingsatisfactionof a quorum requirement.

Section11. Ballotswithout a Meeting and ElectronicVoting. The Associationmay,

upon theelectionof theBoard or upon specificrequestof a Member fora specialmeeting of the

Members, utilizeballotswithouta meeting to takeany actionthatmay be taken atany annual,

regular,or specialmeeting of the Members providedtheAssociationdeliversa writtenballotto

everymember entitledtovote.Any ballotutilizedwithouta meeting shallbe validonly when (a)
thetimeby which allballotsmust be receivedhaspassedsothata quorum can be determinedand

(b)the number of approvalsequalsor exceeds the number of votes thatwould be requiredto

approvethematterata meeting atwhich thetotalnumber ofvotescastwas thesame asthenumber

ofvotescastby ballot.

11.1. All solicitationsforvotesby writtenballotshall:(a)setfortheach proposed action;

(b)provideforan opportunitytovoteforor againsteach proposedaction;(c)indicatethenumber

of responsesneeded to meet the quorum requirements;(d) statethe percentageof approvals

necessarytoapproveeach matterotherthantheelectionofDirectors;(e)specifythetimeby which

a ballotmust be receivedby the Associationinorderto be counted;and (f)be accompanied by
writteninformationsufficientto permit each person castingthe ballotto reach an informed

decisionon thematter.

11.2. Any writtenballotshallcomply with therequirementsinthisSectionand shallbe

countedequallywith thevotesofMembers inattendance(bypersonorproxy)atany meeting for

everypurpose,includingsatisfactionof a quorum requirement.

11.3. Members shallbe provideda fairand reasonableamount of timebeforetheday on

which the Associationmust receiveballots.An amount of time isconsideredto be fairand

reasonableif(a)Members aregiven atleastfifteen(15)days from theday on which thenoticeis

mailed,ifthenoticeismailedby first-classorregisteredmail;(b)Members aregivenatleastthirty

(30)days from the day on which thenoticeismailed,ifthenoticeismailed by otherthan first-

classor registeredmail;or (c)consideringallthecircumstances,theamount of time isotherwise

reasonable.

11.4. The Associationand itsmembers, by adoptionoftheseBylaws, agreetoallow

votingby electronicmeans. To effectuateelectronicvoting,ballotsmay be signedelectronically
asprovidedforinArticleIV, Section17.

Section12. Revocationof Proxy or Ballot.A proxy orballotmay be revoked,priorto

thetime theproxy isexen:isedortheballotcounted,by (a)theMember attendingthemeeting and

voting in person,or (b) the Member signingand deliveringto the secretaryor other person
authorizedto tabulateproxy or ballotvotes(i)a writingstatingthattheappointmentof proxy or

ballotisrevoked,or (ii)a subsequentproxy form orballot.A proxy or ballotshallautomatically
cease upon the conveyance by a Member of the Lot of the Member and the transferof the

membership on thebooks oftheAssociation.No proxy shallbe validaftertheearlierof(i)theday
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afterthemeeting oftheMembers forwhich theproxy was expresslysubmitted;or (ii)eleven(11)
months from the date of itsexecutionunlessotherwiseprovided in the proxy. The death or

incapacityof the Member appointinga proxy or issuinga ballotdoes not affecttherightof the

Associationto acceptthe proxy's authorityor count the ballotunlessnoticeof the death or

incapacityisreceivedby thesecretaryor otherofficeror agentauthorizedtotabulatevotesbefore

theproxy exercisestheproxy'sauthorityortheballotiscounted.

Section13. WrittenConsentswithouta Meeting.Unlessprohibitedby theArticles,any
actionrequiredtobe takenorwhich may be takenata meeting of Members may be takenwithout

a meeting and withoutpriornotice,ifone (1)or more writtenconsents,settingforththe action

taken,aresignedby themembers havingnot lessthan theminimum votingpower thatwould be

necessarytoauthorizeor taketheactionata meeting atwhich allMembers entitledtovoteon the

actionwere presentand voted.Directorsmay not be electedby writtenconsent,except by
unanimous writtenconsentofallMembers entitledtovotefortheelectionofDirectors.Any action

takenunder thisSection13 isnot effectiveunlessallwrittenconsentsarereceivedwithina sixty

(60) day period and have not been revoked.A writtenconsent may be given by electronic

transmissionor otherform of communication providingtheAssociationwith a complete copy of

the writtenconsent,including:(i)the date the writtenconsentwas sentand (ii)the signature

(includingelectronicsignaturesasprovidedinArticleIV, Section17).

Section14. Telecommunications.Any or allof the Members may participatein an

annual,regularor specialmeeting oftheMembers by, or themeeting may be conductedth ough
theuse of,any means of communication by which allpersonsparticipatingin the meeting may
hear each otherduringthemeeting.A member participatingin a meeting by a means permitted
under thisSection14 isconsideredtobe presentinpersonatthemeeting.

Section15. Adjournment of Members' Meetings. Members presentin person or by

proxy atany meeting,whetherornotthereisa quorum may adjournthemeeting from timetotime.

Ifthe meeting isadjourned,the Board shallissuea new Notice of Members Meeting atwhich

meetingthemembers thatarepresentinpersonorby proxy orrepresentedby ballotshallconstitute

a quorum, exceptasotherwiseprovidedintheDeclaration,theArticles,ortheseBylaws.No such

subsequentmeeting shallbe heldmore thanforty-five(45)days followingsuchprecedingmeeting
atwhich a quorum was notpresent.

Section16. Expenses of Meetings. The Associationshallbear the expenses of all

regularand annualmeetingsofMembers and of specialmeetingsof Members.

Section17. Signatureof Members. Except as otherwiseprovidedintheActs,allvotes,

consents,writtenballots,waivers,proxy appointments,and proxy orballotrevocationsshallbe in

thename oftheMember and signedby theMember with a designationoftheMember's capacity;

i.e.,owner, partner,president,director,member, trustee,conservator,guardian,etc.Pursuantto

Utah Code § 46-4-201 a signaturemay notbe deniedlegaleffector enforceabilitysolelybecause

itisin electronicform, i.e.an electronicsignature.As used herein,the term "electronic"means

relatingto technologyhaving electrical,digital,magnet, wireless,optical,electromagnetic,or

similarcapabilities.As used herein,the term "electronicsignature"means an electronicsound,
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symbol, or processattachedtoor logicallyassociatedwith a ballotand executedor adoptedby a

person with theintenttosigntheballot.

ARTICLE V

BOARD OF DIRECTORS: SELECTION: TERM OF OFFIC.E

Section1. Number. The affairsof thisAssociationshallbe managed by a Board of

three(3),five(5),or seven (7)Directors,thenumber ofpersonsconstitutingthewhole Board to

be fixedfrom time to time by resolutionof the Board. The Directorsmust be members of the

Associationorinthecaseofmultipleco-owners or owners notnaturalpersons,theirdesignees.

Section2. Term ofOffice.At each annualmeeting,themembers shallelectDirectors

forterms of two (2)years,with an odd number of Directors(atleasttwo (2)lessthantheentire

Board) electedinodd-numbered yearsand an even number ofDirectorselectedineven-numbered

years.

Section3. Removal. Any Directormay be removed from the Board with or without

cause,by a majorityvoteofthemembers oftheAssociationand any Directorwho shallbe absent

from three(3)consecutiveBoard meetingsshallbe automaticallyremoved from theBoard unless

determinedotherwiseby theBoard.Intheeventof death,resignation,orremoval ofa Director,a

temporary successorshallbe selectedby theremainingmembers of theBoard and shallservefor

theunexpiredterm ofhispredecessororuntilspecialelectionof a successor.

Section4. Compensation. No Directorshallreceivecompensation forany servicehe

may rendertotheAssociation.However, any Directormay be reimbursedforhisactualexpenses
incurredintheperformance ofhisduties.

ARTICLE VI

NOMINATION AND ELECTION OF DIRECTORS

Section1. Nomination. Nomination for electionto the Board of Directorsshallbe

made by a Nominating Committee. Nominations may alsobe made from the floorattheannual

meeting of members. The Nominating Committee shallconsistof a chairman,who shallbe a

member of the Board, and two (2) or more members of the Association.The Nominating
Committee shallbe appointedby theBoard atleastsixty(60)days priorto each annualmeeting
of themembers, to servethroughsuch annualmeeting.The nominatingcommittee shallmake as

many nominationsforelectiontotheBoard asitshallinitsdiscretiondetermine,butnotlessthan

thenumber ofvacanciesthataretobe filled.

Section2. Election.Electionto the Board shallbe by secretwrittenballot.At such

electionthe members, presentin person,by ballot,or by proxy, may cast,in respectto each

vacancy, as many votesas they are entitledto exerciseunder the provisionsof the Articlesof

Incorporationand theseBylaws. The personsreceivingthelargestnumber ofvotesshallbe elected.

Cumulative votingisnotpermitted.
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Section3. Voting by Mail.ElectionofDirectorsmay be handledby mailvotinginthe

followingmanner, which may be,atthedeterminationoftheBoard,thesolemethod of votingor

used inconjunctionwith in-personvoting.Ballotsshallbe senttoeach member by thecorporate

secretarynotmore than sixty(60)days and not fewer thanthirty(30)days beforethedatesetfor

election.Ballotsshallinstructmembers tosealtheirballotina ballotenvelopeand thenplacethe

sealedenvelope intoa largerenvelope along with a signedpaper,provided by the secretary,

identifyingthemember whose vote iscontainedinthe innerenvelope.Ballotsmay be delivered

tothesecretaryinpersonorby mail.Upon receivingtheballots,thecorporatesecretaryshallopen
theouterenvelope,remove the identificationpaper and recordwhich members have voted.The

identificationpaperand outerenvelopeshallthenbe separatedfrom theballotenvelope.The ballot

envelopeshallbe retainedby thesecretaryuntilopened on theelectiondate.

ARTICLE VII

MEETINGS OF DIRECTORS

Section1. Regular Meetings.The firstmeeting of theBoard willfollowthe annual

meetingofthemembers. Thereafter,regularmeetingsoftheBoard shallbe heldatsuch date,time,
and placeasmay be determinedfrom time totimeby resolutionoftheBoard.Writtennotification

of each regularBoard meeting shallbe deliveredormailed toallDirectorsatleastseven (7)days

priortoany regularBoard meeting.

Section2. SpecialMeetings.Specialmeetingsof theBoard shallbe heldwhen called

by thePresidentof theAssociationor by any two (2)Directors,afternot lessthantwo (2)days'
noticeto each Director.In addition,thenoticeshallspecifythosematterstobe discussedatthe

specialmeeting of theBoard and only thosemattersincludedinthenoticeshallbe addressedat

thespecialmeeting.

Section3. Quorum. A majorityof thenumber of Directorsshallconstitutea quorum
forthetransactionofbusiness.Every actor decisiondone ormade by a majorityof theDirectors

presentata duly held meeting atwhich a quorum ispresentshallbe regardedas the actof the

Board,unlessa greaternumber isrequiredby law,theArticlesof IncorporationortheseBylaws.

Section4. ActionWithout a Meeting.

4.1.By Written Consent. Any actionrequiredor permittedby the Nonprofit Act,

Declaration,ArticlesortheseBylaws, thatmay be takenata Board meeting may be takenwithout

a meeting ifallDirectorsconsenttotheactioninwriting.Actionistakenunder Subsection4.1at

thetime thelastDirectorsignsa writingdescribingtheactiontaken,unless,beforethattime,any
Directorrevokesa consentby a writingsignedby theDirectorand receivedby the secretaryor

any otherpersonauthorizedby theseBylaws ortheBoard toreceivetherevocation.Action under

thisSubsection4.1 iseffectiveat the time itistaken,unlessthe Board establishesa different

effectivedate.

4.2 With Advance Notice.Any actionrequiredor permittedby the Nonprofit Act,

Declaration,Articlesor theseBylaws thatmay alsobe taken ata Board meeting may be taken

withouta meetingifnoticeistransmittedinwritingtoeach Directorand eachDirector,by thetime
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statedinthenotice:(a)(i)signsa writingforsuchaction;or(ii)signsa writingagainstsuch action,

abstainsinwritingfrom voting,or failstorespond or vote;and (b)failstodemand inwritingthat

actionnotbe takenwithouta meeting.

The noticerequiredby Subsection4.2shallstate:(a)theactiontobe taken;(b)thetime by
which a Directormust respond to thenotice;(c)thatfailureto respond by thetime statedinthe

noticewillhave thesame effectas:(i)abstaininginwritingby thetime statedinthenotice;and

(ii)failingtodemand inwritingby thetime statedinthenoticethatactionnotbe takenwithouta

meeting;and (d)any othermatterstheAssociationdeterminestoinclude.

Action istakenunder thisSubsection4.2only ifattheend ofthetime statedinthenotice:

(a)the affirmativevotes in writingforthe actionreceivedby the Associationand not revoked

pursuanttothisSubsectionequalorexceed theminimum number ofvotesthatwould be necessary
totakesuch actionata meeting atwhich alloftheDirectorstheninofficewere presentand voted;

and (b)theAssociationhas notreceiveda writtendemand by a Directorthattheactionnotbe taken

withouta meeting otherthana demand thathas been revokedpursuanttothisSubsection.

A Director'srighttodemand thatactionnotbe takenwithouta meeting shallbe considered

tohave been waived unlesstheAssociationreceivessuch demand from theDirectorinwritingby
thetime statedinthenoticetransmittedpursuanttothisSubsectionand thedemand has notbeen

revoked.

A Directorwho inwritinghas voted,abstained,or demanded actionnot be takenwithout

a meeting pursuantto thisSubsection4.2may revoke thevote,abstention,or demand inwriting
receivedby theAssociationby thetime statedinthenoticetransmitted.

Unless thenoticetransmittedpursuantto Subsection4.2 statesa differenteffectivedate,

actiontakenpursuanttothisSubsectioniseffectiveattheend of thetime statedinthenotice.

4.3. General Provisions.A communication under thisSection4 may be deliveredby an

electronictransmission.An electronictransmissioncommunicating a vote,abstention,demand, or

revocationunder Subsection4.2isconsideredtobe written,signed,and datedforpurposesof this

sectioniftheelectronictransmissionisdeliveredwithinformationfrom which theAssociationcan

determine:(a)thattheelectronictransmissionistransmittedby theDirector;and (b)the dateon

which theelectronictransmissionistransmitted.The dateon which an electronictransmissionis

transmittedisconsideredthedateon which thevote,abstention,demand, or revocationissigned.
For purposesofthisSection4,communications totheAssociationarenoteffectiveuntilreceived.

ActiontakenpursuanttothisSection4 hasthesame effeetasactiontakenatameeting ofDirectors

and may be describedasan actiontakenata meeting of Directorsinany document.

Section5. Open Meetings/Member RighttoParticipate.Except asprovidedinArticle

VII, Sections 6 and 8, a Board meeting, whether in person or by means of electronic

communication, atwhich theBoard can takebindingactionshallbe open to each Member or the

Member's representativeiftherepresentativeisdesignatedinwriting.At each meeting,theBoard

shallprovideeach Member a reasonableopportunitytooffercomments. The Board may limitthe

comments to one specifictime periodduringthemeeting.A Directormay not avoid or obstruct
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the requirementsof thisSection.However, nothing in thisSectionshallaffectthe validityor

enforceabilityof an actionof a Board.

Section6. Closed Meetings.The Board may closea meeting to:(a)consultwith an

attorneyforthe purpose of obtaininglegaladvice;(b)discussongoing or potentiallitigation,

mediation,arbitration,or administrativeproceedings;(c)discussa personnelmatter;(d)discussa

matterrelatingtocontractnegotiations,includingreviewof a bidorproposal;(e)discussa matter

thatinvolvesan individualifthediscussionislikelytocausetheindividualundue embarrassment

orviolatetheindividual'sreasonableexpectationofprivacy;or(f)discussa delinquentassessment

orfine.

Ifaftera voteofthemajorityof allotherDirectors,itisdeterminedthata Directorhas not

maintainedtheconfidentialityofany mattercoveredinthepreviousparagraphthatisaddressedat

a closedmeeting ("ConfidentialMatter"),the non-offendingDirectorsmay takeone of the two

followingsteps:(1)excludetheoffendingDirectorfrom any closedmeetings atwhich thatmatter

is addressed,or (2) createa committee to addressthe ConfidentialMatter and exclude the

offendingDirectorfrom thatcommittee.

Section7. Notice to Directorsof Board Meetings.In the case of allmeetings of the

Board forwhich noticeisrequiredby theseBylaws, noticestatingtheplace,day and hour of the

meeting shallbe given not lessthantwo (2)nor more thanthirty(30)days beforethedateof the

meeting (plusany time added to effectuatedeliveryunder ArticleXIV, Section7),by mail,fax,

electronicmeans, telephoneorpersonally,by oratthedirectionofthepersonscallingthemeeting,
to each member of theBoard. Ifby telephonesuch noticeshallbe deemed tobe effectivewhen

givenby telephonetotheDirector.Ifgivenpersonally,such noticeshallbe deemed effectiveupon

deliveryof a copy of a writtennoticeto,or upon verballyadvising,theDirectoror some person
who appearscompetent and mature athishome orbusinessaddressaseitherappearson therecords

oftheAssociation.

Neitherthebusinesstobe transactedat,nor thepurposeof,any regularor specialmeeting
oftheBoard need be specifiedinthenoticetotheDirectororwaiver of such meeting.

Section8. Notice to Members of Board Meetings. At leastforty-eight(48) hours

beforean open Board meeting (plusany time added to effectuatedeliveryunder ArticleXIV,

Section7),theAssociationshallgivewrittennoticeofthemeeting viaemailtoeach Member who

requestsnoticeof a meeting,unless:(a)noticeof themeeting isincludedin a meeting schedule

thatwas previouslyprovidedto theMember; or (b)themeeting isto addressan emergency and

each Directorreceivesnotice(receiptdeemed effectiveas setforthunder ArticleXIV, Section7)

of the meeting lessthan forty-eight(48)hours beforethe meeting.The noticeto the Members

shall:(a)be deliveredtotheMember by email,totheemail addressthattheMember providesto

theBoard ortheAssociation(orviamailifrequestedinwritingby theMember); (b)statethetime

and dateofthemeeting;(c)statethelocationofthemeeting;and (d)ifa Directormay participate

by means ofelectroniccommunication,providetheinformationnecessarytoallowthemember to

participateby theavailablemeans of electroniccommunication.
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Section9. Proxies.For purposesof determininga quorum with respecttoa particular

proposal,and forpurposesofcastinga voteforor againsta particularproposal,a Directormay be

consideredtobe presentata meetingand tovoteiftheDirectorhas granteda signedwrittenproxy:

(a)toanotherDirectorwho ispresentatthemeeting;and (b)authorizingtheotherDirectortocast

thevotethatisdirectedtobe castby thewrittenproxy withrespecttotheparticularproposalthat

isdescribedwith reasonablespecificityintheproxy.Except asprovidedinthisSection9 and as

permittedby ArticleVII,Section14,Directorsmay notvoteor otherwiseactby proxy.

Section10. Telecommunications.The Board may permitany Directortoparticipatein

a regularor specialmeeting oftheBoard by,orconductthemeeting throughtheuse of,any means

ofcommunication by which allDirectorsparticipatingmay heareach otherduringthemeeting.A

Directorsoparticipatinginsuch a meeting isconsideredtobe presentinpersonatthemeeting.If

a Directoristo participatein a Board meeting by electroniccommunication, the Board shall

provide the informationnecessaryto allow the Owners entitledto noticeof the Board meeting
under ArticleVII,Section8 toparticipateby theavailableelectronicmeans.

Section11. Ad joumment ofDirectors'Meeting.Directorspresentatany meetingofthe

Board may adjournthe meeting from time to time,whether or not a quorum shallbe present,
withoutnoticeotherthanannouncement atthemeeting,fora totalperiodorperiodsnottoexceed

thirty(30)days afterthedatesetfortheoriginalmeeting.At any adjournedmeeting which isheld

without noticeotherthan announcement at the meeting,the quorum requirementshallnot be

reduced or changed, but ifthe originallyrequiredquorum is present,any businessmay be

transactedwhich might have been transactedatthemeeting as originallycalled.

Section12. OfficersatMeetings.The presidentshallact as chairman and the Board

shallappointa secretaryto actatallmeetingsoftheBoard.

Section13. Waiver ofNotice.A waiver of noticeof any meeting of theBoard, signed

by a Director,whether beforeor afterthemeeting,shallbe equivalentto thegivingof noticeof

the meeting to such Director.Attendance of a Directorata meeting in person shallconstitute

waiver ofnoticeof such meeting unless(a)atthebeginningof themeeting or promptly upon the

Director'slaterarrivaltheDirectorobjectsto holdingthemeeting or transactingbusinessatthe

meeting because of lackof noticeor defectivenoticeand,afterobjecting,the Directordoes not

vote foror assentto actiontakenatthemeeting,or (b)theDirectorcontemporaneouslyrequests
thattheDirector'sdissentor abstentionas to any specificactiontaken be enteredintheminutes

of themeeting;or (c)theDirectorcauseswrittennoticeof theDirector'sdissentor abstentionas

toany specificactiontobe receivedby (i)thepresidingofficerofthemeetingbeforeadjournment
of themeeting;or (ii)theAssociationpromptly afteradjournmentofthemeeting.

Section14. DissentorAbstention.The rightofdissentor abstentionpursuanttoArticle

VII,Section13 isnotavailabletoa Directorwho votesinfavorof theactiontaken.

ARTICLE VIII

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
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Section1. Powers. The Board shallhave thedutytomanage and supervisetheaffairs

of theAssociationand shallhave allpowers necessaryor desirabletopermitittodo so.Without

limitingthe foregoingstatementof generalpowers and duties,the Board shallspecificallyhave

power to:

(a) Adopt and publishrulesand regulations;

(b) Suspend thevotingrightsand any otherrightsof a member duringany periodin

which suchmember shallbe indefaultinthepayment ofany assessmentleviedby theAssociation

or inviolationof any of theuse restrictions.Such rightsmay alsobe suspended forinfractionof

any publishedrulesand regulations,afternoticeand hearing,fora periodof not toexceed sixty

(60)days;

(c) Employ a manager, an independentcontractor,or such otheremployees asitdeems

necessary,and toprescribetheirduties;

(d) Borrow money forthepurpose of improving theroadway and entryway areas,and

in aid thereofto mortgage saidproperty,such mortgage to be subordinateto the rightsof the

owners;

(e) Grant easements forpublicutilitiesor otherpublicpurposes consistentwith the

intendeduse oftheroadway and entryway areas;

(f) Levy and collectassessmentsasmore fullyoutlinedintheDeclaration;

(g) PurchaseinsuranceasoutlinedintheDeclaration;

(h) Appoint an ArchitecturalControl Committee, as more fullyoutlinedin the

Declaration;

(i) ExercisefortheAssociationallpowers,duties,and authorityvestedinordelegated
tothisAssociationand notreservedtothemembership by otherprovisionsoftheseBylaws orthe

Articlesof IncorporationorDeclaration;

(j) Enforce and administertheDeclarationrecordedas affectingtheProperties;

(k) Delegateitspowers accordingtolaw;and

(1) Exercisesuch emergency powers asprovidedforintheActs.

Section2. Duties.Itshallbe theduty oftheBoard to:

(a) Act withinthirty(30)days upon any requestforapprovalordisapprovalsubmitted

pursuanttotheDeclaration;

(b) Cause tobe kepta completerecordofallitsactsand corporateaffairsand topresent
a statementthereoftothemembers attheannualmeeting ofthemembers, oratany specialmeeting
when such statementisrequestedinwritingby one-half(1/2)of themembers who areentitledto

vote;

(c) Superviseallofficers,agents,and employees of thisAssociation,and to see that

theirdutiesareproperlyperformed;

(d) Preparea rosterofthepropertiesand theassessmentsapplicablethereto;

(e) Fix theamount oftheannualassessmentagainsteach lotatleastthirty(30)days in

advance ofeach annualassessmentperiod;

(f) Send writtennoticeofeach assessmenttoeveryowner subjecttheretoatleastthirty

(30)days inadvance ofeach annualassessmentperiod;
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(g) Foreclosethe lienagainstany propertyforwhich assessmentsarenot paid within

thirty(30)days afterdue dateor bringan actionatlaw againsttheowner personallyobligatedto

pay thesame;

(h) Furnisha certificateupon demand, and fora reasonablecharge,signedby an officer

oftheAssociationsettingforthwhether theassessmenton a specifiedlothas been paid;

(i) Maintain an adequate reservefund formaintenance,repairs,and replacementof

any elementsof theroadway or entryway areaswhich must be replacedperiodically.

ARTICLE IX

OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES

Section1. Enumeration ofOffices.The officersofthisAssociationshallbe a President

and Vice-President,who shallatalltimesbe members of theBoard, a secretaryand a treasurer,
who need notbe members oftheBoard nor oftheAssociation,and suchotherofficersastheBoard

may from time totime createby resolution.

Section2. Appointment ofOfficers.The electionofofficersshalltakeplaceatthefirst

meeting oftheBoard followingeach annualmeeting ofthemembers.

Section3. Term. The officersof thisAssociationshallbe electedannuallyby the

Board and each shallhold officeforone (1)yearunlesshe shallsoonerresign,or be removed, or

otherwisebe disqualifiedtoserve.

Section4. SpecialAppointments. The Board may electsuch other officersas the

affairsoftheAssociationmay require,each of whom shallhold officeforsuch period,have such

authority,and perform such dutiesastheBoard may, from time totime,determine.

Section5. Resignationand Removal. Any officermay be removed from officewith or

withoutcauseby theBoard.Any officermay resignatany time by givingnoticetotheBoard,or

any officeroftheBoard. Such resignationshalltakeeffecton thedateofreceiptof such noticeor

atany latertime specifiedtherein,and unlessotherwisenecessarytomake iteffective.

Section6. Vacancies.A vacancy in any officemay be filledby appointment by the

Board. The officerappointedto such vacancy shallserveforthe remainder of the term of the

officerhe replaces.

Section7. MultipleOffices.The officesof secretaryand treasurermay be heldby the

same person.No person shallsimultaneouslyhold more thanone (1)of any of theotheroffices

exceptinthecaseof specialofficecreatedpursuanttoSection4 ofthisArticle.

Section8. Duties.The dutiesoftheofficersareasfollows:

(a) PRESIDENT. The presidentshallpresideatallmeetings of the Board; shallsee

thatordersand resolutionsoftheBoard arecarriedout;shallsignallleases,mortgages,deeds,and

otherwritteninstrumentsand shallco-signallchecks and promissorynotes.
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(b) VICE-PRESIDENT. The vice-presidentshallact in the place and stead of the

presidentinthe eventof hisabsence,inabilityor refusaltoact,and shallexerciseand discharge
such otherdutiesas may be requiredby theBoard.

(c) SECRETARY. The secretaryshallrecordthe votes and keep the minutes of all

meetingsand proceedingsoftheBoard and theAssociationtogetherwiththeiraddresses,and shall

perform such otherdutiesasrequiredby theBoard.

(d) TREASURER. The treasurershallreceiveand depositinappropriatebank accounts

allmonies of theAssociationand disbursesuch fundsasdirectedby resolutionof theBoard; sign
allchecks and promissory notesof theAssociation;maintaina rosterof properties,assessments

and payments; keep properbooks of account;issuecertificatesofpayment of assessments;notify
the Board of members who aredelinquentinpaying assessmentsand preparean annual budget
and statementofincome and expenditurestobe representedtothemembership atitsregularannual

meeting,and delivera copy ofthebudget and statementtothemembers atsaidmeeting.

Section9. Compensation. No salaryor othercompensation forservicesshallbe paid
to any officerof theAssociationforservicesrenderedby such officer,but thisshallnotpreclude
an officeroftheAssociationfrom performingany otherservicefortheAssociationasan employee
and receivingcompensation therefor.

ARTICLE X

FINANCIAL MATTERS AND BOOKS AND RECORDS

Section1. Depositories.The Board shallselectsuch depositoriesasitconsidersproper
forthefundsoftheAssociation.Allchecksand draftsagainstsuch depositedfundsshallbe signed
and countersignedby personsspecifiedby theBoard or intheseBylaws.

Section2. Contracts:Management Contract.The Board may authorizeany officeror

officers,agentor agents,inadditiontothosespecifiedintheseBylaws, toenterintoany contract

or executeand deliverany instrumentin thename of or on behalfof theAssociation,and such

authoritymay be generalor confinedto specificinstances.Unless so authorizedby theBoard,no

officer,agent or employee shallhave any power or authorityto bind the Associationby any
contractorengagement ortopledgeitscreditorrenderitliableforany purpose orforany amount.

Section3. FiscalYear. The fiscalyearof theAssociationshallbe determinedby the

Board.

Section4. Annual Report. The Board shallcause to be prepared and distributedto

each Member, and any firstmortgagee of a Member who has fileda writtenrequesttherefor,not

laterthanninety(90)days afterthecloseof each fiscalyearof theAssociation,an annual report

containing(a)an income statementreflectingincome and expendituresoftheAssociationforsuch

fiscalyear;(b)a balance sheetas of the end of such fiscalyear;(c)a statementof changes in

financialpositionforsuch fiscalyear;and (d)a statementoftheplaceoftheprincipalofficeofthe

Associationwhere the books and recordsof the Association,includinga listof names and

addressesof currentMembers, may be found.The Board shallalso annuallydistributeto the

Members a summary ofthelatestreserveanalysisorupdateand a fullcopy toany Member making
such request.
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Section5. Books and Records.

5.1. The Associationshallkeep aspermanent records:(a)minutesof allmeetingsof its

Members and Board;(b)a recordof allactionstakenby theMembers orBoard withouta meeting;

(c)a recordof allactionstakenby a committee oftheBoard inplaceoftheBoard on behalfofthe

Association;(d)a recordofallwaiversofnoticesofmeetingsofMembers and oftheBoard orany
committee of theBoard; and (e)a copy of theDeclaration,asthesame may be amended.

5.2. The Associationshallmaintainappropriateaccountingrecords.

5.3. The Associationor itsagentshallmaintaina recordof itsMembers ina form that

permitspreparationof a listofthename and addressofallMembers: (a)inalphabeticalorder,by

class,and (b)showing thenumber ofvoteseach Member isentitledtovote.

5.4. The Associationshallmaintain itsrecordsin writtenform or in anotherform

capableof conversionintowrittenform withina reasonabletime.

5.5. The Associationshallkeep a copy of each of the followingrecordsatitsprincipal
office:(a)Declaration;(b)Articles;(c)Bylaws; (d)resolutionsadoptedby itsBoard relatingto

thecharacteristics,qualifications,rights,limitations,and obligationsofMembers; (e)theminutes

of allMember meetingsfora periodofthree(3)years;(f)recordsofallactionstakenby Members

without a meeting for a periodof three(3)years;(g) allwrittencommunications to Members

generallyasMembers fora periodofthree(3)years;(h)a listof thenames and businessorhome

addressesof itscurrentDirectorsand officers;(i)a copy of itsmost recentannualreport;(j)all

financialstatementspreparedforperiodsendingduringthelastthree(3)years;(k)themost recent

approved Board meeting minutes; and (1)the most recentbudget and financialreport.The

Associationshallmake physicalcopiesof each of theserecordsavailableto Members during

regularbusinesshours atitsprincipaloffice.

5.6. IftheAssociationhas an activewebsite,theAssociationshallmake availabletoall

Members, freeofcharge,throughthewebsitecopiesofthefollowingrecords:(a)Declaration,(b)

Bylaws, (c)most recentapproved minutes,and (d)most recentbudget and financialstatement.

5.7 The Associationshallkeep a copy of the Association'srecorded governing
documents atitsprincipalofficeand make copiesof therecordedgoverningdocuments available

to Members during regularbusiness hours. If the Associationhas an activewebsite,the

Associationshallmake availableto Members, freeof charge,throughthe websitecopiesof the

recordedgoverningdocuments.

Section6. InspectionofRecords.

6.1. A Directoror Member isentitledto inspectand copy any of the recordsof the

AssociationdescribedinSubsection5.5:(a)duringregularbusinesshours;(b)attheAssociation's

principaloffice;and (c)iftheDirectoror Member givestheAssociationwrittendemand, atleast

five(5)businessdays beforethedateon which theMember wishestoinspectand copy therecords.
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6.2. InadditiontotherightssetforthinSubsection6.1,a DirectororMember isentitled

toinspectand copy any of theotherrecordsoftheAssociation:(a)duringregularbusinesshours;

(b)ata reasonablelocationspecifiedby the Association;and (c)atleastfive(5)businessdays
beforethedateon which theMember wishes to inspectand copy therecords,ifthe Directoror

Member: (i)meets the requirementsof Subsection6.3;and (ii)gives the Associationwritten

demand.

6.3. A Directoror Member may inspectand copy the recordsdescribedinSubsection

6.2onlyif:(a)thedemand ismade: (i)ingood faith;and (ii)fora properpurpose;(b)theDirector

or Member describeswith reasonableparticularitythe purpose and the recordsthe Directoror

Member desirestoinspect;and (c)therecordsaredirectlyconnectedwith thedescribedpurpose.

6.4. Notwithstandingany otherprovisionintheseBylaws, forpurposesofthisSection:

(a)"Member" includes:(i)a beneficialowner whose membership interestisheldina votingtrust;
and (ii)any otherbeneficialowner ofa membership interestwho establishesbeneficialownership;
and (b)"properpurpose" means a purpose reasonablyrelatedto the demanding Member's or

Director'sinterestasa Member or Director.

6.5. The rightof inspectiongrantedby thisSectionmay notbe abolishedor limitedby
theArticlesortheseBylaws.

6.6. This Sectiondoesnotaffect:(a)therightofa DirectororMember toinspectrecords

relatingto ballots;(b)therightof a Member to inspectrecordsto the same extentas any other

litigantiftheMember isinlitigationwiththeAssociation;or(c)thepower ofa court,independent
of thisArticleX, tocompel theproductionofcorporaterecordsforexamination.

6.7. A DirectororMember may notuse any informationobtainedthroughtheinspection
or copying of recordspermittedby 6.2 forany purposesotherthanthosesetforthinthedemand

made under 6.3.

6.8. The Associationmay redactthe followinginformationfrom any document the

Associationproduces forinspectionor copying (a)a SocialSecuritynumber; (b)a bank account

number; or (c)any communication subjecttoattorney-clientprivilege.

6.9.

(a) Ina writtenrequesttoinspectorcopy documents, a Member shallinclude:

(i) theAssociation'sname;

(ii) theMember's name;

(iii) theMember's propertyaddress;

(iv) theMember's emailaddress;

(v) a descriptionofthedocuments requested;and

(vi) any electionor requestdescribedinSubsection(b).

(b) Ina writtenrequesttoinspector copy documents,a Member may:

(i) electwhether toinspector copy thedocuments;
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(ii) iftheMember electstocopy thedocuments,requesthard copiesor

electronicscansof thedocuments; or

(iii) subjecttoSubsection6.10,requestthat:

(A) the Associationmake the copiesor electronicscans of the

requesteddocuments;

(B) a recognizedthird-partyduplicatingservicemake thecopies
or electronicscansoftherequesteddocuments;

(C) the Member be allowed to bring any necessaryimaging

equipment to theplaceof inspectionand make copiesor electronic

scansof thedocuments while inspectingthedocuments;or

(D) theAssociationemail therequesteddocuments to an email

addressprovidedintherequest.

6.10. IftheAssociationproducesthecopiesor electronicscans,thecopiesor electronic

scansshallbe legibleand accurateand theMember shallpay theAssociationthereasonablecost

of thecopiesor electronicscansand forthetime spentmeeting with theMember, which may not

exceed:(a)theactualcostthattheAssociationpaidtoa recognizedthird-partyduplicatingservice

to make the copiesor electronicscans;or (b) ifan employee, manager, or otheragent of the

Associationmakes the copiesor electonic scans,ten cents($.10)per page and fifteendollars

($15.00)per hour forthe employee's,manager's,or otheragent'stime making the copiesor

electronicscans.

6.11. Ifa Member requestsa recognizedthird-partyduplicatingservicemake thecopies
or electronicscans the Associationshallarrangefor the deliveryand pick up of the original

documents; and theMember shallpay the duplicatingservicedirectly.Ifa Member requeststo

bringimagingequipmenttotheinspection,theAssociationshallprovidethenecessaryspace,light,
and power fortheimaging equipment.

6.12. Subjectto Subsection6.13,ifinresponsetoa Members requestto inspector copy

documents,theAssociationfailstocomply with a provisionof thissection,theAssociationshall

pay:

(a)thereasonablecostsof inspectingand copying therequesteddocuments;

(b)foritemsdescribedSubsection5.5,twenty-fivedollars($25.00)to the Member who

made the requestforeach day therequestcontinuesunfulfilled,beginningthe sixth(6*)

day aftertheday on which theMember made therequest;and

(c)reasonableattorneyfeesand costsincurredby theMember inobtainingtheinspection
and copiesoftherequesteddocuments.

6.13.The Associationisnot liableforidentifyingorprovidinga document inerror,ifthe

Associationidentifiedorprovidedtheerroneousdocument ingood faith.

Section7. Scope of InspectionRight.A Directoror Member's agent or attorneyhas

thesame inspectionand copyingrightsastheDirectororMember. The righttocopy recordsunder

Section6 includes,ifreasonable,therighttoreceivecopiesmade by photographic,xerographic,

electronic,or othermeans. The Associationmay comply with a Director'sor Member's demand

toinspecttherecordofMembers under Subsection5.3by furnishingtotheDirectoror Member a
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listofDirectorsor Members that:(a)complieswith Subsection5.3;and (b)iscompiled no earlier

thanthedateof theDirector'sor Member's demand. Concerning financialstatements,by no later

than fifteen(15) days afterthe day on which the Associationreceivesa writtenrequestof any

Member (receiptby theAssociationdeemed effectiveas setforthunder ArticleXIV, Section7),

theAssociationshallmail to theMember thefollowingthatshow inreasonabledetailthe assets

and liabilitiesand resultsof the operationsof the Association:(a)theAssociation'smost recent

annual financialstatements,ifany; and (b)the Association'smost recentlypublishedfinancial

statements,ifany.Without consentoftheBoard,a membership listorany partthereofmay notbe

obtainedorused by any person forany purposeunrelatedtoa Member's interestas a Member.

Section8. Annual CorporationReports.The Associationshallfilewith theDivision,

within the time prescribedby law, annual corporatereportsin such form and containingthe

informationrequiredby law and shallpay thefeeforsuch filingasprescribedby law.

ARTICLE XI

INDEMNIFICATION OF DIRECTORS AND OFFICERS

Each Directorand officerof the Associationnow or hereafterservingas such shallbe

indemnifiedby theAssociationagainstany and allclaimsand liabilitiestowhich he has or shall

become subjectwhile or afterservingby reasonof servingasDirectoror officer,orby reasonof

any actionallegedto have been taken,omitted,or neglectedby him as such Directoror officer;

and the Associationshallreimburseeach such person foralllegalexpenses reasonablyincurred

by him inconnectionwith any such claimorliability;provided,however,thatno suchpersonshall

be indemnifiedagainst,or be reimbursedforany expense incurredinconnectionwith,any claim

orliabilityarisingout ofhisown willfulmisconduct or grossnegligence.

The rightof indemnificationhereinaboveprovidedforshallnotbe exclusiveof any rights

towhich any Directoror officeroftheAssociationmay otherwisebe entitledby law.

The Associationmay purchaseand maintainliabilityinsuranceon behalfof any Director,

officer,employee, fiduciary,and agentagainstany liabilityassertedagainsthim and incurredby

him in such capacityor arisingout of hisstatusas such,includingliabilitiesforwhich he might

notbe entitledtoindemnificationhereunder.

ARTICLE XII

COMMITTEES

Section1. ArchitecturalControl Committee. An ArchitecturalControl Committee

composed of three(3) or more representativemay be appointedby the Board, as more fully

outlinedintheDeclaration.

Section2. Additional Committees. In addition,the Board may appoint other

comrnitteesasdeemed appropriateincarryingoutitspurposes.
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Section3. General Provisions Applicable to Committees. The designation and

appointmentof any committee and thedelegationtheretoof authorityshallnot operatetorelieve

the Board, or any individualDirector,of any responsibilityimposed upon itor him by law.The

provision of these Bylaws with respectto notice of meeting, waiver of notice,quorums,

adjournments,vote requiredand actionby consentapplicableto meetings of theBoard shallnot

be applicabletomeetings of committees oftheBoard.

ARTICLE XIII

CORPORATE SEAL

The Associationshallhave a sealin a circularform having withinitscircumferencethe

words "The Springs EstatesHomeowners Association,"the year of itsincorporation,and a

notationthattheAssociationisNon-Profit.

ARTICLE XIV

MISCELLANEOUS

Section1. Sharesof Stock and Dividends Prohibited.The Associationshallnot have,

or issuesharesof stockand no dividendsshallbe paid,and no partof theincome or profitof the

Association shallbe distributedto itsMembers, Directorsor officers.Notwithstanding the

foregoing,the Associationmay issuecertificatesevidencingmembership therein,may confer

benefitsupon itsMembers in conformity with itspurposes and, upon dissolutionor final

liquidation,may make distributionsas permittedby law, and no such payment, benefitor

distributionshallbe deemed tobe a dividendordistributionof income orprofit.

Section2. Loans to Directors,Officers.and Members Prohibited.No loan shallbe

made by theAssociationtoitsMembers, Directorsorofficers,and any Director,officerorMember

who assentstoorparticipatesinthemaking of any such loanshallbe liabletotheAssociationfor

theamount of such loanuntiltherepayment thereof.

Section3. Limited Liability.The Association,the Board, the ArchitecturalControl

Committee, and any agentor employee oftheAssociation,theBoard,ortheArchitecturalControl

Committee, shallnotbe liabletoany personforany actionsor forany failuretoactinconnection

withtheaffairsoftheAssociationiftheactiontakenorfailuretoactwas ingood faithand without

malice.

Section4. Minutes and PresumptionsThereunder.Minutes orany similarrecordofthe

meetings of Members or of the Board, when signedby the secretaryor actingsecretaryof the

meeting,shallbe presumed totruthfullyevidencethematterssetforththerein.A recitationinany
such minutes thatnoticeof themeeting was properlygivenshallbe prima facieevidencethatthe

noticewas given.

Section5. Checks, Drafts,and Documents. All checks, draftsor other orders for

payment of money, notesor otherevidencesof indebtedness,issuedinthename of orpayableto
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the Association,shallbe signedor endorsedby such person or persons,and in such manner as,

from time totime,shallbe determinedby resolutionof theBoard.

Section6. RighttoInspect.NotwithstandingtheotherprovisionsofthisArticle,unless

otherwiseprovided intheseBylaws, a rightof a Member to inspector receiveinformationfrom

theAssociationappliesonly toa votingMember oftheAssociation.

Section7. Manner of Giving Notice. Notwithstanding any other provisionin the

Declaration,Articles,Bylaws, or rulesand regulations,the Associationmay provide noticeto

Owners orallyorby electronicmeans, includingtextmessage,email,ortheAssociation'swebsite,

except thatan Owner may, by writtendemand, requirethe Associationprovide noticeto that

Owner by mail.Any noticerequiredto be given willbe deemed receivedand effectiveupon the

earliertooccurofthefollowing:

(a)when sentby facsimile,the noticeisdeemed effectivewhen the sender receivesa

facsimileacknowledgment confirmingdeliveryof thefacsimile;

(b)when placedintothecareand custody of theUnited StatesPostalService,first-class

mail,and addressedto the most recentaddressof the recipientaccordingto the recordsof the

Association,thenoticeisdeemed effectiveattheearliestof thefollowing:(a)when received;(b)

six(6)days afteritismailed;or (c)on thedateshown on thereturnreceiptifsentby registeredor

certifiedmail,sentreturnreceiptrequested,and the receiptissigned by or on behalfof the

addressee;

(c)when sentviaelectronicmeans such as an e-mail,textmessage or similarelectronic

communication, thenoticeisdeemed effectivewithintwenty-four(24)hours ofbeing sentand a

rejectionor undeliverablenoticeisnotreceivedby thesender;

(d)when postedon theAssociation'swebsite,thenoticeisdeemed effectiveseventy-two

(72)hours afteritwas posted;

(e)when hand delivered,thenoticeisdeemed effectiveimmediatelyupon delivery;

(f)when noticeisgivenorally,thenoticeisdeemed effectivewhen communicated; or

(g)when deliveredby othermeans, thenoticeisdeemed effectiveupon such circumstances

and conditionsas arereasonablycalculatedtogivenoticetotheOwner.

Section8. Severability.Invalidationof any p ovisionof theGoverning Documents by

judgment or courtordershallin no way affectany otherprovisions,which shallremain in full

forceand effect.

Section9. Interpretation.The provisions of the Governing Documents shallbe

liberallyconstruedto effectuateitspurpose of creatinga uniform plan forthedevelopment of a

residentialcommunity and forthemaintenance of theCommon Areas and otherareaswithinthe

Property.The articleand sectionheadingshave been insertedforconvenienceonly and shallnot

be consideredor referredto in resolvingquestionsof interpretationor construction.Unless the

contextrequiresa contraryconstruction,the singularshallincludethe pluraland thepluralthe

singular;and themasculine,feminineand neutershalleach includethemasculine,feminineand

neuter.Except forjudicialconstructionand expressUtah law,theBoard shallhave theexclusive

rightto construeand interpretthe provisionsof the Governing Documents, and amendments

thereto.In theabsence of any adjudicationby a courtof competent jurisdictionor expressUtah

law to the contrary,the Board's constructionor interpretationof the provisionshereofshallbe
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final,conclusiveand binding as to allpersons and propertybenefittedor bound by the Governing
Documents.

ARTICLE XV

AMENDMENTS

Section 1. Amendments/Conflict.

These Bylaws may be amended, atany regular,annual,or specialmeeting of the Board, by a vote

of the majority of the Board, except if itwould resultin a change of the rights,privileges,

preferences,restrictions,or conditionsof themembership as tovoting,dissolution,redemption,or

transfer.The Members may amend the Bylaws even though the Bylaws may alsobe amended by
theBoard. Amendments totheBylaws by Members shallbe made in accordance with theActs.In

the case of any conflictbetween the Articlesand theseBylaws, the Articlesshallcontrol;and in

thecase of any conflictbetween theDeclarationand theseBylaws, theDeclarationshallcontrol.
