DECLARATION OF COVENANTS, CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS FOR

SEQUOIA ESTATES SUBDIVISION

ThisDeclarationofCovenants,Conditions,and Restrictionsismade on the datesetforthbelow

by QUALITYPROPERTIES,INC.,("Declarant").

DECLARATION, INTENT,AND BINDING EFFECT

Declarantowns certainrealpropertyin Washington County, Utah,that ismore particularly

describedon Exhibit"A,"which isattachedheretoand incorporatedhereinby thisreference.Declarant

desiresand intendsto protectthevalueand desirabilityofthe Propertyas a harmonious and attractive

residentialsubdivision.Therefore,Declarantherebydeclaresthatallofthe Propertyshallbe held,sold,

conveyed and occupiedsubjectto the followingcovenants,conditions,and restrictions,and to the Plat

recordedconcurrently.The covenants,conditions,and restrictionsinthisDeclarationand the Platshall

be construedascovenantsofequitableservitude;shallrunwiththe Propertyand be bindingon allparties

havingany right,titleor interestinthe Propertyor any partthereof,theirheirs,successorsand assigns;

and shallinuretothe benefitofeach Owner thereof.

ARTICLE 1

DEFINITIONS

The followingdefinitionsand conceptsshallcontrolinthisDeclaration.Any terms used inthis

Declarationthatarenotdefinedshallhave theirplainand ordinarymeaning.

1.1 "Additiona/Property"means and refersto any realpropertywhich isadjacentorcontiguousto,

orotherwisewithinthevicinityoftheProperty,whether ornotso describedhereinoron thePlat.When

AdditionalPropertyisannexed tothisDeclaration,itshallbecome partofthe Property.

1.2 "Declarant"means QualityProperties,Inc.,and itssuccessorsand assigns.

1.3 "Declaration"means thisinstrumentand any amendments, restatements,supplements,or

annexationsthereto,which arerecordedintheofficeoftheWashington County Recorder.

1.4 "DeclarantControlPeriod"means the periodoftimeuntil(a)Declarantrelinquishesinwritingits

powers as Declarantand declaresan end to the DeclarantControlPeriod;(b)100% ofthe Lotson the

Propertyaresold;or(c)residentialstructureshave been constructedon 80% ofthe Lotson the Property.

1.5 "Lot"means a separatelynumbered and individuallydescribedplotoflandshown on thePlatand

designatedasa Lotforprivateownership.

1.6 "LotOwner" means and issynonymous withtheterm "Owner".
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1.7 "Owner" means the entity,person,orgroup ofpersonsowning feesimpletitleto any Lotwhich

iswithinthe Property.

1.8 "Plat"means thesubdivisionPlatrecordedherewithpreparedand certifiedby a Utah Registered

Land Surveyorand any amendments or replacementsthereof,oradditionsthereto.

1.9 "Property"means thatcertainrealpropertyhereinbeforedescribed,and such annexationsand

additionstheretoas may hereafterbe subjectedtothisDeclaration.

1.10 "Subdivision"issynonymous withtheterm Property.

ARTICLE 2

LAND USE

2.1 Owners' Acknowledgment and Noticeto Purchasers.AllOwners areservednoticeherebythat

use of theirLotislimitedby the Declaration.Each Owner, by acceptanceof a deed to hisor her Lot,

acknowledgesand agreesthattheuseand enjoyment and marketabilityofhisorherLotmay be affected

by the Declarationand the Declarationmay change from timetotime. The currentDeclarationand any

otherpertinentdocument affectingthePropertyshallbe on recordattheofficeoftheWashington County

Recorder.

2.2 ResidentialUse. AllLots,and the homes constructedthereon,shallbe used onlyforsinglefamily

residentialpurposes.Lotsizesasdescribedon the Platareconsideredminimum Lotsizesand no person

shallfurthersubdivideany Lototherthan asshown on the Plat.No noxiousoroffensiveactivityshallbe

carriedon upon any Lot,partor portionofthe Property,norshalianythingbe done thereonwhich may

be or may become an annoyance totheSubdivision.

2.3 Care and Maintenance of Lots.Without limitingany otherprovisionof thisDeclaration,each

Owner shallmaintainand keep theirLotand any improvements thereonina safe,sound,and sanitary

conditionand shallcorrectany conditionorrefrainfrom any activitythatmightendangerthe healthofor

interferewiththesafetyorreasonableenjoyment ofotherOwners oftheirrespectiveLots.Each Owner

shallkeep theirLot freefrom rubbish,litter,and noxiousweeds. Allstructures,landscaping,and

improvements shallbe maintainedingood conditionand repairat alltimes. No activitiesshallbe

conductedon thePropertyand no improvements shallbe constructedon thePropertywhich areormight

be unsafeor hazardousto any personor property.Without limitingthe generalityoftheforegoing,no

firearmsshallbe dischargedupon the Property.

2.4 PestControl.No Owner shallpermitany thingor conditionto existupon hisLotwhich would

induce,breed,or harbor infectiousplantdiseases,noxiousinsectsor other pests. Each Owner shall

performsuch pestcontrolactivitieson hisLotasmay be necessarytopreventinsects,rodents,and other

pestsfrom beingpresenton hisLot.

2.5 Vehicle Repair. No automobile,recreationalvehicle,commercial vehicle,other motorized

vehicle,or any portionthereof,shallbe dismantled,rebuilt,senticed,repairedor repaintedunless

performed inthe rearportionofthe lotwithina garageorsimilarstructurewhich screensthe sightand

sound of such activityfrom streetsand neighboringlots. No such repairor servicework shallbe

performed on streetsorinthefrontor sidesetbackareasofany Lot.

2.6 Boats,Recreationaland Motor Vehicles.No boats,motorcycles,trailers,buses,motorhomes,

campers or othervehiclesshallbe storedupon any Lotexceptinthe sideor back yard area. Except

temporarilyforthe purposesofloading,unloading,etc.,no suchvehicleshallbe parkedon thedriveway

orelsewhereinthefrontsetbackareaofa Lotnoron any streetlocatedwithintheSubdivision.Allsuch

vehiclesshallbe properlyregisteredand licensed,and meet suchothergovernmentalapprovalasmay be

required.

2.7 Oiland Mining Operations.No oildrilling,oildevelopment operations,oilrefining,quarryingor

miningoperationsofany kindshallbe permittedupon or inany Lot,partor portionofthe Property,nor

shallany oilwell,gaswell,tank,tunnel,mineralexcavationorshaftbe permittedupon or inany such Lot

or portionofthe Property.

2.8 Garbage and Refuse Disposal. No Lot or partor portionof the Propertyshallbe used or

maintainedasa dumping ground forrubbish,rubble,trash,garbageorotherwaste.Trashorotherwaste

produced withinthe Propertyshallbe keptinsanitarycontainersstoredina locationaway from thefront

of the dwellingexceptwhen placedforcollection.No trashor otherwaste shallbe burned upon the

Property.Notwithstandingtheforegoing,com postingoforganicmatterisallowed.

2.9 Sewage Disposal.Each home shallbe connectedto and use the publicsewage disposalsystem.

No individualsewage disposalsystem shallbe permittedon any Lot,partor portionofthe Property.

ARTICLE 3

ARCHITECTURAL STANDARDS

3.1 ProhibitedStructures.The followingstructuresareprohibited:dome structures,loghomes, pre-

manufacturedhomes; earthorberm homes; and re-locatedhomes. No structureofa temporary nature,

includingbutnotlimitedtoa trailer,bus,basement-onlydwelling,motor home, tent,shack,garage,shed,

orotheroutbuildingshallbe used atany time asa residenceeithertemporarilyor permanently.

3.2 Minimum Home Size.The totallivingarea of any residenceconstructedon a Lotwithinthe

Subdivisionshallbe no lessthan 960 square feet,exclusiveof porches,decks,balconies,courtyards,

patios,garages,and detachedquartersor casitas.Two-storyresidenceswitha minimum of600 square

feetoflivingareaon thesecondlevelshallhave no lessthan 1,800squarefeetoflivingareaon theground

floor,exclusiveofporches,decks,balconies,courtyards,patics,garages,and detachedquartersorcasitas.

Guest quarters,casitasorsimilaraccessorystructuresareexempt from thisprovision.

3.3 BuildingHeight.No residenceshallexceedthemaximum heightpermittedby St.George City

ordinance.

3.4 ExteriorBuildingMaterialsExteriorwallsshallbe ofnew materials,limitedtothefollowing:

stucco,brick,stone,smallaccentsofwood, ora combinationthereof.Wood accentsmay consistof

smallamounts ofwood or hardiboardtypematerialasapproved by the declaranton a caseby case

basis.

3.5 RoofingMaterials.Roof materialshallbe limitedtoslate,clay,orconcretetiles.Asphalt

shinglesmay not be used.
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3.6 Garages.Allresidencesconstructedon a Lotinthe Propertyshallincludea fullyenclosed,

privategarage,builttoaccommodate atleasttwo (2)vehicles.

3.7 Colors.Inordertocomplement the Property'snaturalsurroundings,earthtonesshallused as

the primarycolorofhomes. The Declarantmay approvecolorschemes on a caseby casebasis.Pastels

whiteor highglossfinishesarediscouraged.Contrastingcolorsmay be used asaccenton fascia,

window trim,shuttersand doors.

3.8 AccessoryBuildings.No guesthouse,poolhouse,barn,shed,coop,butch,workshop,garageor

utilitybuildingshallbe constructedorplacedupon a Lotexceptasan accessorytoa main residence.

Any suchoutbuildingshallbe ofnew constructionand ofcomplementary designtothe main residence.

3.9 Drivewaysand Walkways. Thereshallbe areaon the driveway,excludingsidewalkareas,to

parknot lessthantwo (2)vehiclesperLot.The drivewayshallbe paved withconcreteor pavers.

3.10 SightObstructions.No structure,fence,wall,hedge orshrubwhich obstructssightlinesat

elevationsbetween two (2)and six(6)feetabove the roadways shallbe placedon any cornerLotwithin

thetriangularareaformed by thestreetpropertylinesand a lineconnectingthem atpointsthirty(30)

feetfrom the intersectionofthestreetlines,orinthecaseofa rounded propertycornerfrom the

intersectionofthe streetpropertylinesextended. No treeshallbe permittedtoremainwithinsuch

distancesofsuch intersectionsunlessthefoliagelineismaintainedatsuchheightto preventobstruction

ofsightlines.

3.11 Walls,Fencesand Other Barriers.Walls,fencesand otherbarriersmust utilizemasonry blocks

and be ofnew construction.Such wallsmust be maintainedingood condition.No wallorfenceshallbe

constructedinthefrontsetbackarea.Wallsmay notexceed six(6)feetinheight.

3.12 ExternalIIIumination.Light(s)installedto illuminategarages,patios,parkingareasorany other

areaofa Lotshallbe directedaway from neighboringLotsand thevisionofpassingmotorists.Low-level

outdoorilluminationmay be used forparticularlandscapefeatures(e.g.trees,rockformations,etc.).

3.13 ExternalTelevisionor Other Antennas. A maximum oftwo (2)antennae orsatellitedishes,two

(2)feetorlessindiameter,may be affixedtothe exteriorofa home orotherstructureasfarfrom view

from thestreetas possible.

3.14 Landscaping.LandscapingofthefrontofLotsmust be completed priortooccupancy.The front

ofthe lotisthe areafrom thefrontcornerofthe home foundationtothestreetfrontingthe home.

Landscapingshallbe maintainedata reasonablestandardcompatiblewithotherhomes inthe

subdivision.Shrub and treeplantingon cornerLotsshallbe locatedso asnottocreatea hazardforthe

movement ofvehiclesalongstreets.No treesorshrubsshallbe plantedon any corner.Landscaping

shallbe keptfreeoftall,noxiousoroffensiveweeds.

3.15 Easements. Any easements forinstallationand maintenanceofutilities,drainagefacilitiesand

ingressand egressarereservedasshown upon the recordedplatforeach Lot.Withintheseeasements

no structure,plantingorothermaterialshallbe placedor permittedtoremainwhich may damage or

interferewiththeinstallationand maintenanceofutilities,orwhich may change thedirectionofflowof
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drainagechannelsintheeasements orwhich may impede ingressoregress.The easement areaofeach

Lotand allimprovements initshallbe maintainedcontinuouslyby theowner ofthe Lot,exceptfor

thoseimprovements forwhich a publicauthorityor utilitycompany isresponsible.

ARTICLE 4

CONSTRUCTION AND CONTRACTOR PROVISIONS

4.1 Completion ofConstruction.The constructionofany buildingon any portionofthe Property

shallbe continuouslyand diligentlypursuedupon commencement ofsuchconstruction.

4.2 Dust and NoiseControl.The Lotowner and theircontractorshallbe responsibleforcontrolling

dustand noisefrom theconstructionsite,includingthe removalofdirtand mud thatisthe resultof

constructionactivityon thesite.The volume ofstereos,radiosorany equipment must be maintainedat

a reasonablelevelthatdoes notdisturbthequietpeace and enjoyment ofadjoiningpropertyowners

and thesurroundingneighborhood.

4.3 Damages. Any damage inflictedon existingimprovements suchascurbs,gutters,streets,

concretesidewalks,etc.,by theowner and/ortheiragentsmust be repairedwithinthirty(30)daysafter

suchdamage isdiscovered.Repairshallbe attheexpense oftheOwner.

4.4 Maintenance ofLotDuringConstruction.Contractorsorsubcontractorsmust provideon-site

dumpstersduringconstructionand arerequiredto maintaina cleanwork site.Dumpsters must be

emptied asoftenasnecessarytomaintaina cleanwork site.Dirtor mud from theconstructionsiteor

elsewhere,dispersed,directlyor indirectly,on the publicstreetswithinthe Propertymust be cleanedup

withintwenty-four(24)hoursby the contractororsubcontractor.

4.5 ConcreteTrucks.Concretetrucksmay be washed outonlyon the Lotbeingbuiltupon and

insidetheconstructionarea.The Owner and contractorareresponsibleforcontainingallwashout to

preventthiswaterfrom enteringwashes and contaminatingtreeroots.

4.6 SanitaryFacilities.EachOwner and contractorshallbe responsibleforprovidingadequate

sanitaryfacilities,includingportabletoiletsforconstructionworkers,duringconstruction.

4.7 MaterialDeliveries.Allbuildingmaterials,equipment and machineryrequiredtoconstructa

residencemust be deliveredtoand remainwithinthe Lotupon which the respectiveresidenceisbeing

constructed.Thisincludesallbuildingmaterials,earthmoving equipment,trailers,generators,mixers,

cranes,and any otherequipment or machinery.

4.8 Prohibiteditems.Constructioncrews areprohibitedfrom carryingany typeoffirearm,or

consuming alcoholorothercontrolledsubstanceon the Property.The accumulationofpotentially

flammable materialsconstitutinga firehazardon theconstructionsiteisalsoprohibited.

4.9 RestorationofProperty.Upon completionofconstruction,each owner and contractorshall

repairany and allpropertythathas been damaged.

4.10 DailyOperation.Dailyworkinghoursfora constructionsiteshallbe from thirty(30)minutes

beforesunrisetothirty(30)minutesaftersunset.
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ARTICLE 5

ENFORCEMENT

5.1 ViolationsDeemed a Nuisance. EveryviolationofthisDeclarationisdeemed a nuisanceand is

subjecttoallthe remediesforabatement orcorrectionestablishedby thisDeclarationor by law.

5.2 LegalActionAuthorized.The Declarantand any LotOwner shallhavetherighttoenforce,by any

legalproceeding,allprovisionsofthisDeclarationagainstany person,persons,or entitiesviolatingor

attemptingtoviolateany provisionofthisDeclaration,torestrainorabateorotherwiserecoverdamages

fortheviolation,and againstthe landtoenforceany chargeor liencreatedbythisDeclaration.

5.3 AttorneyFees and Costs.The prevailingpartyinany actionto enforcethisDeclarationor any

ruleor regulationestablishedpursuanttothe authorityofthisDeclarationshallbe entitledto an award

ofreasonableattorneyfees,costs,and otherlitigationexpensesincurredinsuchaction.

ARTICLE 6

DECLARANT PROVISIONS

6.1 Applicationto Declarant.The Declarantshallbe exempt from the provisionsofthisDeclaration

withrespecttoany ofitsactivitieson the Property.

6.2 Expansion of the Property. The Declarantshallhave the rightto expand the Propertyby

unitaterallysubjectingany AdditionalProperty,inwhole,inpart,or inphases,tothisDeclarationduring

the DeclarantControlPeriod.The Declarantshallindicateitsintentto have such AdditionalProperty

bound by thisDeclarationon the platof such AdditionalPropertyand shallrecorda declarationof

annexation or supplementaldeclarationincludingand subjectingsuch AdditionalPropertyto this

Declaration.Thereafter,such AdditionalPropertyshallbe consideredas partof the Propertyin all

respects,and lotsthereinshallconstituteLotsunderthisDeclaration.

6.3 Withdrawal of Property.So longas ithasthe righttoexpand the Property,Declarantshallhave

the rightto remove any portionofthe Propertywhich has notyet been improved withstructuresfrom

the coverageof thisDeclaration.The procedureforsuch withdrawalshallfollowthe procedure for

expansionasprovidedinthisArticle.

6.4 MunicipalZoning and SubdivisionApprovals. The Declarant,duringthe DeclarantControl

Period,shallhave the unilateralrightto furthersubdividethe Propertyand to applyforany zoningor

subdivisionapprovalsorpermitsfrom St.George Cityorany otherapplicablegovernmentalauthoritywith

respectto the Propertyor any adjacentpropertyowned by Declarant,whether or not such adjacent

propertyisannexed intothe Subdivision.This rightincludesbut isnot limitedto applyingfor and

obtainingzoningpermits,subdivisionapprovals,platapprovals,or approvalsto amend the Plator any

plats.

6.5 DeclarantBusiness,Marketing,and Sales. Notwithstandingany provisionsto the contrary

containedinthisDeclaration,itshallbe expresslypermissibleforDeclarant,or itswrittendesignee,to

maintainsuchfacilitiesand conductsuchactivitiesupon the Propertyas inthesoleopinionofDeclarant

may be required,convenientorreasonablyincidentaltotheconstructionofhomes and saleofLotsduring
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the DeclarantControlPeriod.

6.6 Assignment of Declarant'sRights.Any and allrightsand powers ofthe Declarantcontainedin

thisDeclarationand otherGoverningDocuments may be delegated,transferredorassigned,inwhole or

inpart,bythe Declarant.To be effective,any suchdelegation,transfer,orassignmentmust be inwriting,

signedby Declarant,indicatethe extentand natureofsuch assignment,and be recordedintheOfficeof

theWashington County Recorder.

ARTICLE 7

AMENDMENT

7.1 Amendment by Declarant.Untilterminationof the DeclarantControlPeriod,Declarantmay

unilaterallyamend thisDeclarationforany purpose.Thereafter,Declarantmay unilaterallyamend this

Declarationifsuchamendment isnecessary(a)tobringany provisionintocompliancewithany applicable

governmental statute,rule,regulation,or judicialdetermination;(b)to enable any reputabletitle

insurancecompany to issuetitleinsurancecoverage on any Lot;(c)to enable any institutionalor

governmentallender,purchaser,insurer,or guarantorof mortgage loansto make, purchase,insure,or

guarantee mortgage loanson any Lot;(d)to satisfythe requirementsof any local,state,or federal

governmentalagency;or(e)tocorrectany typographicalerror.However, any suchamendment shallnot

adverselyaffectthetitletoany LotunlesstheOwner shallconsentinwriting.

7.2 Amendment by Owners. Exceptas otherwisespecificallyprovidedabove and elsewhereinthis

Declaration,thisDeclarationmay be amended onlyby the affirmativevoteorwrittenconsent,obtained

bywrittenballotor otherwise,or any combinationthereof,of Owners representingat least67% ofthe

totalLotsinthe Property.

7.3 Amendment by owners During DeclarantControlPeriod. No amendment made by the Lot

Owners duringthe DeclarantControlPeriodshallbe effectiveunlessthe Declarantprovidesitsprior

expresswrittenconsent to such amendment, which consent iswithinDeclarant'ssoleand absolute

discretion.Declarant'sconsent,tobe effective,must be providedon theamendment and recordedinthe

OfficeoftheWashington County Recorder.

7.4 EffectiveDate. Unlessa latereffectivedateisspecifiedintheamendment, any amendment shall

be immediatelyeffectiveupon recordinginthe officeoftheWashington County Recordera copy ofsuch

amendment. Inthecaseofunilateralamendment by Declarantas providedforherein,suchamendment

shallbe immediatelyeffectiveupon recordingintheofficeoftheWashington County Recordera copy of

suchamendment signedand verifiedby the Declarant.

ARTICLE 8

GENERAL PROVISIONS

8.1 Durationof Covenants. The covenants,conditions,and restrictionscontainedhereinshallrun

withand bindthe landfora periodoftwenty (20)yearsfrom thedatethisDeclarationisrecorded,after

which time saidcovenantsshallbe automaticallyextendedforsuccessiveperiodsoften (10)yearseach,

subjecttoamendment ashereinsetforth.

8.2 Notices.Any noticerequiredundertheprovisionsofthisDeclarationtobe senttoany LotOwner
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shallbe deemed to have been properlysentwhen mailed,postageprepaid,tothe lastknown addressof

suchOwner.

8.3 Dates and Times. Incomputing any periodof time prescribedor allowed by the Governing

Documents, theday oftheact,event,or defaultfrom which the designatedperiodoftime beginsto run

shallnot be included.The lastday ofthe periodso computed shallbe included,unlessitisa Saturday,a

Sunday,or a legalholiday(eitherfederalor Utah state),inwhich eventthe periodrunsuntilthe end of

the nextday thatisnota Saturday,a Sunday,ora legalholiday.The deadlineofthe lastday ofthe period

so computed shallbe 5:00P.M.,Mountain Time.

8.4 Constructionand Severability.All of the terms, provisions,covenants,conditions,and

restrictionscontainedinthisDeclarationshallbe construedtogether.Invalidationof any one of said

terms, provisions,covenants,conditions,or restrictions,or any part thereof,shallnot affectthe

enforceabilityor applicabilityany of the remaining terms, provisions,covenants,conditions,and

restrictions,orpartsthereof.

8.5 InterpretiveConflicts.Intheeventofany conflictbetween theprovisionsofany oftheGoverning

Documents, the documents shallcontrolinthe followingorderofauthority:(1)the Declaration;(2)the

DesignCode;and (3)any rule,regulation,or resolutionpassedpursuanttotheauthorityoftheforegoing

documents.

8.6 Gender and Grammar. The singular,wherever used herein,shallbe construedtomean theplural

when applicable,and the necessarygrammaticalchanges requiredto make the provisionshereofapply

eithertocorporationsor individuals,men orwomen, shallinallcasesbe assumed asthough ineach case

fullyexpressed.

8.7 Waivers. No provisioncontainedhereinshallbe deemed to have been waived by reasonofany

failuretoenforceit,irrespectiveofthe number ofviolationsthatmay occur.

8.8 TopicalHeadings. The topicalheadingscontainedhereinareforconvenienceonlyand do not

define,limit,orconstruethecontentsofthesecovenants.
