SUBORDINATION, NON-DISTURBANCE AND ATTORNMENT AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT ismade this1st_dayof January,2015, by and among Boyer

Spring Creek, LC("Borrower/Landlord"), WFM-WO, Inc.,a Delaware corporationf/lda

Wild Oats Markets, Inc. ("Tenant"), and Unum Life Insurance Company of America,

("Lender")

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, Landlord isthe owner and holder of feesimple titlein and to certain

realproperty (the "Premises") situatedin Park City,Utah and described in Exhibit A

attachedheretoand by thisreferencemade a parthereof;and

WHEREAS, Landlord and Tenant have entered into a Lease Agreement dated

March 14,2003, as amended by a FirstAmendment to Lease Agreement, datedNovember

15, 2003 and a Second Amendment to Lease Agreement dated January 13, 2005,

(collectively,the "Lease") demising a partof thePremises (the"Leased Premises");and

WHEREAS, Lender has conditionallyagreed to make a loan to Landlord, in the

principalamount of Twenty Nine Million Seven Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars

($29,750,000) to be secured by a First Mortgage or Deed of Trust (the "Security

Instrument")anticipatedto be dated January 30, 2015, placinga firstlienon thePremises

(the"Loan"); and

WHEREAS, the Lease willbe assignedby Landlord to Lender by an Assignment
of Rents,Leases and Other Benefits(the"Assignment").
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WHEREAS, Lender isnot willingto make the Loan to Landlord unless Tenant

entersintothisAgreement; and

NOW, THEREFORE, in considerationof the mutual promises hereincontained

and othergood and valuableconsideration,thereceiptand sufficiencywhereof arehereby

acknowledged, Tenant,Landlord,and Lender, intendingto be legallybound, covenant and

agree as follows:

1. The Lease and Tenant's leasehold estatecreated thereby, including all

rights and options to purchase the Leased Premises, shall be and are subject and

subordinateto the lienof the SecurityInstrument and to alladvances made or to be made

thereunder, and to any renewals, extensions,modifications or replacements thereof,

provided,however, thatat anytime hereafter,atthe electionof the Lender, Lender shall

have therighttodeclaretheLease superiortothelien-andeffectoftheSecurityInstrument.

2. IfLender obtainstitletotheLeased Premises through foreclosureordeed in

lieuof foreclosureunder the Securityinstrumentand provided thatTenant isnotin default -

under any provisiontotheLease and isthen inpossessionoftheLeased Premises,then (a)
therightof possessionof Tenant to the Leased Premises shallnot be affectedor disturbed,

(b)the Lease shallremain in fullforceand effectaccording to itsterms, and (c)Tenant

shallrecognizeand attornto theLender, itssuccessorsand assigns,to the same extentand

with the same forceas ifLender were the Landlord under theLease. Tenant furtheragrees
to recognize and attornto: (ifLender when in possession of the Premises pursuant to

Lender's rightsunder the SecurityInstrument or the Assignment; and (ii)any receiver

appointed in an actionor proceedings to foreclosethe SecurityInstrument or otherwise

pursuant to Lender's rightsunder the SecurityInstrument or the Assignment. Landlord

hereby expressly and irrevocablyauthorizesTenant to so attornnotwithstanding any

contraryinstructionsof or demands from Landlord. Tenant shallhave no responsibilityto

ascertainwhether such demand by Lender ispermittedunder the SecurityInstrument or

whether a defaultactuallyexistsunder the SecurityInstrument. Landlord hereby releases

and discharges Tenant of, and from any liabilityto Landlord on account of any such

payments.

3. By virtueof theAssignment, Lender shallbe entitled,but not obligated,to

exercisethe claims,rights,powers, privileges,optionsand remedies of theLandlord under

the Lease and shallbe furtherentitledto the benefitsof, and to receive and enforce

performance of,allof the covenants to be performed by Tenant under the Lease as though
Lender were named thereinas the Landlord. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary
contained in this Agreement, Tenant shallretainallrightsof offsetand termination

expressly set forth in the Lease, regardlessof when such rightsaccrued, but will not

exercise such rightsuntilTenant has given Lender notice and an opportunityto cure

pursuantto Section4 of thisAgreement.

4. Except as otherwisesetforthinthisAgreement, Lender shallnot,by virtue

of theAssignment orthisAgreement, be or become subjecttoany liabilityor obligationto

Tenant under the Lease or otherwise,untilLender shallhave obtainedtitleto the Leased

Premises, by foreclosureor otherwise, and then only to the extent of liabilitiesor
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obligationsaccruing subsequent to the date thatLender has obtained titleto the Leased

Premises.Furthermore,Lender shallnot be liablefor:(a)any reason,any amount inexcess
of the value of Lender's interestin the Premises; or (b) securitydeposits or other

refundablefeesunlesspaid over to Lender Before exercisingitsremedies under the Lease
in response to a defaultby Landlord: (a)Tenant shallprovide Lender with noticeof the

breach or defaultby Landlord givingriseto the same and (b)Lender has had a reasonable

period of time following such notice (but in no event in excess of two (2) months) to

remedy such default.Lender shallhave no obligationtocure (and shallhave no liabilityor

obligationfornot curing (exceptas otherwiseprovided in thisAgreement) any breach or

defaultby Landlord, except to the extentthatLender agrees or undertakes otherwise in

writing.

5. Tenant shallnotpay an installmentofrentor any partthereofmore than one

month priorto the due date of such installmentexcept for amounts normally paid less

frequently,such as insuranceor realestatetaxes,and Lender shallbe entitledto recover

from Tenant asrentunder theLease any payment ofrentor additionalrentmade by Tenant

to Landlord formore than one month in advance except foramounts normally paid less

frequently,such as insuranceor realestatetaxes.Lender shallnot be bound or affectedby

any amendment or modificationof the Lease thatreduces the value of the Lease and has

been made withoutthewrittenconsentof Lender. Lender shallnot unreasonably withhold,

delay or conditionitsconsentto any such amendment or modification.

6. Tenant shallnot agreeto an earlybuyout of itsleaseobligationswithoutthe

prior written consent of Lender, which consent shall not be unreasonably delayed,
conditionedor withheld.

7. Afternoticeisgiven to Tenant by Lender, pursuanttothe Assignment, that

the rentalsunder the Lease should be paid to Lender, Tenant shallpay to Lender, or in

accordance with the directionsof Lender, allrentalsand othermonies due and to become

due to the Landlord under the Lease. Landlord hereby expressly and irrevocably
authorizesTenant tomake such payments as directedby Lender afterreceivingsuch notice

from Lender notwithstanding any contrary instructionsof or demands from Landlord.

Tenant shallhave no responsibilityto ascertainwhether such demand by Lender is

permitted under the SecurityInstrument or whether a defaultactuallyexistsunder the

SecurityInstrument. Landlord hereby releasesand dischargesTenant of,and from any

liabilityto Landlord on account of any such payments.

8. The SecurityInstrumentshallnot cover,nor shallthe lienthereofextend to

Tenant'sleaseholdinterestintheLease or Tenant'sfixturesand equipment.

9. The holder of the SecurityInstrument shallpermit proceeds received by
Tenant or Landlord from insurance,eminent domain, condemnation and the like and

relatingto the Leased Premises to be used as requiredby theprovisionsof the Lease.

10. Landlord hereby representsand warrants thatthe indebtedness evidenced

by the following agreements has been paid in full,the agreements listedbelow are no
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longer of any forceor effectand the consent of the lendersunder such agreements isnot

requiredforLandlord'sexecution,deliveryand performance of thisAgreement:.

Landlord, Tenant and Wells Fargo Bank, National Association;and
