lienshereinaftersetforth;and

project,theenforcementofthecovenants,conditions,restrictions,andeasementscontainedherein,andthecollection

anddisbursementoftheassessmentsandchargeshereinafterprovidedtotheAssociation.

1.4"Common Area"shallmean allof thelandpresentlyowned or otherwiseheld,ifany,or tobe so

acquiredorheldinthefutureby theAssociationandallimprovements
constructedhereon,andallpersonalproperty

owned by theAssociationlocatedthereon.The initialCommon Areashallbe conveyedtotheAssociationpriortothe

conveyanceof a Unitto any Unitpurchaserotherthana builderor developerholdingtitleforthepurposeof

developmentand resale.The termshallincludeallExclusiveCommon Area,asdefinedherein,unlessotherwise

indicatedby thecontext.

1.5 "Community-Wide Standard"shallmean the standardof conduct,maintenance,or otheractivity

generallyprevailingthroughouttheProperties.Such standardmay
be more specificallydeterminedby theBoardof

TrusteesandtheNew ConstructionCommittee.

1.6 "Declarant"shallmean THE ENTRADA COMPANY, aUtahcorporation.,itssuccessorsand

assigns.

1.7 "Declaration"shallmean thisSecondAmended andRestatedDeclarationofCovenants,Conditions

andRestrictionsforENTRADA.

1.8"ExclusiveCommon Area"shallmean andrefertocertainportionsoftheCommon Areawhicharefor

the exclusiveuse and benefitof one or more, but lessthan all,Neighborhoods.All costsassociatedwith

maintenance,repair,replacementandinsuranceofExclusiveCommon Areasshallbe assessedagainsttheOwnersof

UnitsinonlythoseNeighborhoodswhicharebenefitedtherebyasaNeighborhoodAssessment,
asdefinedherein.By

way ofillustrationandnotlimitation,ExclusiveCommon Areasmay includerecreationalfacilitiesintendedforthe

exclusiveuse of Owners withina particularNeighborhoodor Neighborhoodsand supportedexclusivelyby

NeighborhoodAssessments.Initially,anyExclusiveCommon Areasshallbe designatedassuchand assignedinthe

deedconveyingtheCommon Area totheAssociationoron therecordedNeighborhoodPlatMap establishingthe

Neighborhood.A portionof the Common Area may be assignedas ExclusiveCommon Area of a particular

NeighborhoodorNeighborhoodsandExclusiveCommon Areamay be reassignedupon thevoteofa majorityofthe

totalAssociationvote,includingamajorityofthevoteswithintheNeighborhood(s)towhichthey
areassigned.

1.9"LimitedCommon Area"shallmean andrefertocertainportionsoftheCommon Areasdesignatedon

a recordedPlatMap asreservedforuseby theOwner ofa certainUnitorUnitstotheexclusionofotherOwners.

LimitedCommon Areasshallincludeany driveways,porches,balconies,patios,shutters,awnings,
window boxes,

doorsteps,spasand hottubs,waterfeatures,airhandlingcondensersand otherapparatusappertaining
toa Unit

specifically,ifsuchareoutsideofthepropertyorboundarylinesoftheUnit.

1.10 "Lot"or"Lots"shallmean shallmean anyparcelorparcelswhichhavebeenlegallysubdividedinto

definedpropertiesavailableforsaleforconstructionofresidencesthereon.

1.11"Neighborhood"shallmean andrefertoeachseparatelydevelopedand denominatedresidentialarea

comprisedofone (1)ormore housingtypessubjecttothisDeclaration,whetherornotgovernedby
an additional

ownersassociation,in which owners may have common interestsotherthanthosecommon to allAssociation

members,suchasa common theme,entryfeature,developmentname,and/orcommon areasandfacilitieswhichare

notavailableforuseby allAssociationMembers.For example,andby way ofillustrationandnotlimitation,each

condominiumdevelopment,townhome development,attachedvillasdevelopment,PlannedUnitDevelopment,
cluster

home development,and single-familydetachedhousingdevelopmentshallconstitutea separateNeighborhood.Each

parceloflandintendedfordevelopmentasanyoftheaboveshallconstitute
a separateNeighborhood,subjectto

divisionintomore thanone Neighborhoodupon development.Inaddition,propertysubdividedinto

1.12"NeighborhoodAssessmentsshallmean assessmentsforcommon expensesprovidedforhereinorby

anyAnnexingAmendment whichshallbe usedforthepurposesofpromotingtherecreation,health,safety,welfare,

common benefit,and enjoymentoftheOwners andoccupantsoftheUnitsagainst
whichthespecificNeighborhood

Assessmentisleviedand ofmaintainingthepropertieswithina particularNeighborhood,allasmay
be specifically

authorizedfromtimetotimeby theBoardofTrusteesandasmore particularlyauthorizedherein.

Any NeighborhoodAssessmentshallbe leviedequallyagainstallUnitsintheNeighborhoodbenefiting
from

theservices'supportedthereby,providedthatintheeventofassessmentsfor
exteriormaintenanceofstructures,or

insuranceon structures,orreplacementreserveswhichpertaintoparticularstructures(pursuant
toanamendmenttothis

Declaration),suchassessmentsfortheuseandbenefitofparticularUnitsshallbe leviedon aproratabasisamong the

benefitedUnitsinaccordancewithbenefitsreceived.

1.13"NeighborhoodPlatMap" shallmean thesubdivisionplatmap, recordof surveymap, orplanned

developmentor plannedunitdevelopmentplatmap thathasbeen recorded(includingany amendmentsthereto),

pursuanttowhichaNeighborhood,oranadditiontoanexistingNeighborhood,
isestablished.

1.14"Owner"shallmean andrefertoone ormore Personswho holdtherecordtitletoanyUnitwhichis

partoftheProperties,butexcludinginallcasesanypartyholdinganinterestmerelyassecurity
fortheperformanceof

an obligation.Ifa Unitissoldundera recordedcontractofsale,andthe
contractspecificallysoprovides,thenthe

purchaser(ratherthanthefeeowner)willbe consideredtheOwner.

1.15"PartyWall"shallmean andrefertoanypermanentwallthatseparatesorpartitionstwoormoreUnits

andislocatedon theboundaryordividingline(s)betweentheUnits;provided,however,thatthe
termshallnotapplyto

any wallsconstructedaspartof a condominiumregimeor development.By was,of example,a wallpartitioning

structureslocatedon two adjacentUnitscomprisinga twinhome,townhousestructureorattached
VillaDevelopment

isconsideredtobe a PartyWall."

1.16 "Person"means anaturalperson,a corporation,apartnership,atrustee,orotherlegalentity.

1.17 "Propertiesshallmean andrefertotherealpropertydescribedinExhibit"A" attachedhereto,

togetherwithsuchadditionalpropertyasishereaftersubjectedtothisDeclarationby Annexing
Amendment.

1.18"Unit"shallmean a portionof thePropertiesintendedfordevelopment,use,and occupancy
as a

residencefora singlefamily,and shall,unlessspecified,includewithinitsmeaning(byway
ofillustration,butnot

limitation)condominiumunits,PlannedUnitDevelopmentunits,townhouseunits,attachedvillas,clusterhomes,patio

orzerolotlinehomes,andsingle-familydetachedhouseson separatelyplattedLots,aswellasvacantsubdividedland

intendedfordevelopmentassuch,allasmay be developed,used,anddefinedashereinprovidedorasprovided
in

subsequentAmendments coveringallora partoftheProperties.The termshall
includeallportionsoftheLotowned

includinganystructurethereon.Inthecaseofa structurewhichcontainsmultipleapartments,
eachapartmentshallbe

2.1Owners'Easements.Every Owner shallbe a member of theAssociationand shallhave a rightand

easementofenjoymentinandtotheCommon Areaandshallhavea permanentand perpetualrightand easementof

enjoymentinandtothepropertysubjecttothisDeclaration,whichshall
be appurtenanttoandshallpasswiththetitle

toeveryUnitwithinENTRADA, subjecttoallofthefollowing:

2.1.1AllprovisionsofthisDeclaration,anyNeighborhoodPlatMap now orhereafterrecorded,

theArticlesofIncorporationandtheBy-Laws oftheAssociation;

2.1.2Rulesandregulationsadoptedby theAssociationgoverningtheuseandenjoyment
ofthat

portionoftheCommon Areanotintendedtobe apartofanyUnit;
2.1.3The rightoftheAssociationtopromulgaterulesandregulationsconcerningENTRADA;

2.1.4The rightsoftheAssociationtolevyassessmentsagainsteachOwner forthemaintenance,

protection,andpreservationofENTRADA incompliancewiththisDeclaration;

2.1.5Easements,bothrecordedandunrecorded,forpublicand/orprivateutilities.

2.1.6ItiscontemplatedthatpursuanttoSection11 ofthisDeclaration,additional
landsmay be

annexedto ENTRADA from time to time and thatNeighborhoodCommitteesor NeighborhoodAssociations

(hereinafterreferredto as "sub-associations)may be createdforthepurposeof maintainingand administering

individualneighborhoodsorprovidingamenitieswithinENTRADA. Insuchevent:

(a)With respectto Owners withinany partof thelandwhich may subsequentlybe

annexedtoENTRADA, therighttouseoftheCommon AreaoftheAssociationshallbe limitedto

theCommon Area.

(b)The responsibilityformaintainingtheExclusiveCommon Area shallbe delegatedto

one ormore sub-associations,and theuseand enjoymentoftheExclusiveCommon Area ineach

instanceshallbe limitedtomembers oftheapplicablesub-association.

(c)Assessmentsformaintenance,protectionand preservationof ExclusiveCommon

Area shallbe levied,ineachinstance,by theapplicablesub-association,and no Owner shallbe

assessedwithrespecttoExclusiveCommon Area exceptby theparticularsub-associationofwhich

theOwner isamember.

(d)In theeventa sub-associationislevyingand collectingassessmentsas hereinset

forth,thesub-associationshallalsocollectany assessmentsleviedagainstitsOwners by the

Association,andshalldeliversaidsum orsums totheAssociation.

2.2LimitedCommon Area Rights.Each Owner ofa Unitisherebygrantedan irrevocableand exclusive

licensetouseand occupytheLimitedCommon Area,ifany,reservedexclusivelyfortheuseofsuchOwner'sUnit.

The LimitedCommon AreaappurtenanttoanygivenUnitisorshallbe indicatedon theNeighborhood
PlatMap. The

exclusiverighttouseandoccupyeachLimitedConunonAreashallbe appurtenanttoandshallpass
withthetitleto

theUnitwithwhich itisassociated.Notwithstandingtheexclusivelicensesetforthherein,eachOwner and the

Associationshallhavea rightofingressand egressover,across,throughorundertheLimitedCommon
Areasas

may be reasonablynecessarytoperformanyobligationshereunder,ortoperformany necessary
ordesirablerepairs,

replacements,restorationormaintenanceinconnectionwiththeCommon Areas,anyPartyWall,orinconnectionwith

utilities.

2.3 EasementsforEncroachments.IfanypartofaUnitencroachesorshallhereafterencroachupon

theCommon Areas,oruponanadjoiningUnit,aneasementforsuchencroachmentandforthemaintenance
ofthe
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same shalland doesexist.Such encroachmentsshallnotbe consideredtobe encumbranceson theTommon Areas.

Encroachmentsreferredto hereininclude,but arenotlimitedto,encroachmentscausedby errorin theoriginal

constructionofthebuildingsoranyimprovementsconstructedortobe constructedwithin
theNeighborhood,by errorin

thePlatMap, by settling,rising,orshiftingoftheearth,orby changesinpositioncausedby repair
orreconstructionof

theproject,oranypartthereof,inaccordancewiththeprovisionsof
thisDeclaration.

2.4Delegationof Use. An Owner may delegate,in accordancewiththisDeclaration,the
Articlesof

IncorporationandBy-Laws oftheAssociation,hisrighttouseofthe
Common Areatothemembers ofhisfamily,his

tenants,orcontractpurchaserswho resideinhisUnit.

2.5PermittedUses.PropertyinENTRADA shallberestrictedtothefollowinguses:

2.5.1AllUnitsshallbe usedonlyforsinglefamilyresidentialpurposesand no professional,businessor

commercialuseshallbe made ofthesame,oranyportionthereof,norshallanyresident'suseofa Unitendanger
the

healthordisturbthereasonableenjoymentofanyotherownerorresident,provided,however,
thattheUnitrestrictions

containedin thissectionshallnotbe construedinsucha manner as toprohibitan Owner or residentfrom (a)

maintaininghispersonal,professionallibrarytherein;(b)keepinghispersonal
businessor professionalrecordsor

accountstherein;or (c)handlinghispersonalbusinessorprofessionaltelephonecalls
orcorrespondencetherefrom.

Unitsizesas describedon any recordedNeighborhoodPlatMap ofany subdivisioninENTRADA areconsidered

minimum lotsizes,and unlessspecifiedintheEntradaPropertyDevelopmentGuidelines
forthatsubdivision,no

personshallfurthersubdivideanyUnitotherthanasshownon
theNeighborhoodPlatMap ofsaidsubdivision.

2.5.2Exceptasprovidedherein,theCommon Area,now and forever,shallbe restrictedherebysuchthatit

shallbe maintainedas openspacefortheuseorbenefitoftheOwners ofENTRADA, includingcommon amenities,

easementsandrightsofway fortheconstruction,operation,andmaintenanceofutilityservices,bothpublic
andprivate,

anddrainagefacilities,andalsoforcommon access,ingressand egress,andshallnotbe usedforanycommercialor

industrialuseexceptashereindescribed.

2.5.3LimitedCommon Areasmay be usedby theOwners oftheUnitstowhichtheyareappurtenantfor

location,constructionand maintenanceof(i)mechanicalequipment(suchasairconditioning
orheatingequipment)

servicingtheUnit,(ii)driveways,(iii)patios,verandas,andporches,(iv)fireplaces
andbarbecues,(v)hottubsandspas

and(vi)shutters,awnings,window boxes,doorstepsandsimilaritemsextruding
froma UnitintotheLimitedcommon

Area;provided,however,thatallsuchusesshallbe subjecttoPropertyDevelopment
GuidelinesfortheNeighborhood

andtheapprovaloftheReviewCommittee,asprovidedinSections13and14below.

3. MEMBERSHIP AND VOTING RIGHTS IN THE ASSOCIATION

3.1Membership.EveryOwner,asdefinedinSection1.14,shallbe deemedtohaveamembershipin,
andbe

a member of,theAssociation.No Owner,whetheroneormore Persons,shallhavemore thanonemembershipper

Unitowned.IntheeventtheOwner ofa Unitismore thanonePerson,votesandrightsofuseandenjoymentshallbe

asprovidedherein.The rightsand privilegesofmembershipmay be exercisedby an individualMember or such

Member s spouse,subjecttotheprovisionsofthisDeclarationand theBy-Laws.
The membershiprightsofa Unit

owned by a corporationorpartnershipshallbe exercisedby theindividualdesignatedby theOwner ina written

instrumentprovidedtotheSecretary,subjecttotheprovisionsofthisDeclarationandtheBy-Laws.

3.2 ClassesandVotingRights.The Associationshallhavetwoclassesofvotingmembership:

3.2.1ClassA. ClassA Members shallbe allOwnerswiththeexceptionoftheClass"B"Member,ifany.

Class"A"Members shallbe entitledtoone(1)equalvoteforeachUnitinwhichtheyholdthe

interestrequiredformembershipunderSection3.1hereof;thereshallbeonlyone(I)voteper
Unit.Unlessotherwise
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specifiedinthisDeclarationortheBy-Laws,thevoteforeachUnitshallbe exercisedby
theVotingMember, as

definedinSection4.1,representingtheNeighborhoodofwhichtheUnitisa part.

Inanysituationwherea Member isentitledpersonallytoexercisethevoteforhisUnitandmore

thanonePersonholdstheinterestinsuchUnitrequiredformembership,thevoteforsuchUnitshallbe exercised
as

thosePersonsdetermineamong themselvesand advisetheSecretaryoftheAssociationpriortoanymeeting.Inthe

absenceofsuchadvice,theUnit'svoteshallbe suspendedifmore thanonePersonseekstoexerciseit.

3.2.2ClassB. The ClassB Member shallbe theDeclarant.The rightsoftheClass"B"Member,

includingtherighttoapproveactionstakenunderthisDeclarationandtheBy-Laws,
arespecifiedelsewhereinthis

DeclarationandtheBy-Laws.The Class"B Member shallbe entitled,atitssolediscretion,toamend theArticlesof

Incorporation,and,inaddition,shallbe entitledtoappointa majorityof themembers of theBoard ofTrustees

duringthe Class"B" ControlPeriod,as specifiedin Article3, Section3.2 of the By-Laws. The Class"B'

membershipshallterminateupontheearlierof:

(a)completionofthedevelopmentandsaleofsevenhundredten(710)residentialdwellingunits,

orsuchnumber asshallbe approvedfromtimetotimeby theCityofSt.George,andexpiration
of

theDeclarant'sunilateralrighttoannexpropertypursuanttoSection11.1ofthisDeclaration;or

(b)theunilateralresignationoftheClass"B"Member; or

(c)December 31,2011.

3.3Dissolution.In theeventof thepermanentdissolutionof theAssociationforwhateverreason,any

Owner may petitiontheDistrictCourtoftheFifthJudicialDistrict,WashingtonCounty,Utah,fortheappointmentofa

Receivertomanage theaffairsof thedissolvedAssociationand theCommon Area inplaceand insteadof the

Associationand tomake such provisionsasmay be necessaryforthecontinuedmanagement oftheaffairsofthe

dissolvedAssociationandtheCommon Area.

4. NEIGHBORHOODS AND VOTING GROUPS

4.1Neighborhoods.EveryUnitshallbe locatedwithina Neighborhoodas definedinSection1.11.The

Unitswithina particularNeighborhoodmay be subjecttoadditionalcovenantsand/ortheUnitOwners may allbe

members ofanotherownersassociation("NeighborhoodAssociation) inadditiontotheAssociation,but
no such

NeighborhoodAssociationshallbe requiredexceptinthecaseofa condominium.Any Neighborhoodwhichdoes

nothave a NeighborhoodAssociationshallelecta NeighborhoodCommittee,as described
inSection2.3.2ofthe

Bylaws,torepresenttheinterestsofOwnersofUnitsinsuchNeighborhood.

Each NeighborhoodAssociationorCommittee,upon theaffirmativevote,writtenconsent,
ora

combinationthereof,of a majorityofOwners withintheNeighborhood,may requestthattheAssociationprovidea

higherlevelofserviceor specialservicesforthebenefitofUnitsinsuchNeighborhood,
thecostofwhichshallbe

assessedagainstthebenefitedUnitsasaNeighborhoodAssessmentpursuanttoSection10.1.

The seniorelectedofficeroftheNeighborhoodAssociationortheNeighborhoodCommitteeshall

serveastheVotingMember forsuchNeighborhoodandshallcastallvotesattributabletoUnitsintheNeighborhood

on allAssociationmattersrequiringmembershipvote,unlessotherwisespecifiedinthisDeclaration
ortheBy-Laws.

The VotingMember may castallvotesasit,initsdiscretion,deemsappropriate.

Initially,eachportionofthePropertieswhichisseparatelyowned andwhich,atthetime
itissubject

totheDeclaration,isintendedforseparatedevelopmentshallconstitutea Neighborhood.The developerofanysuch

Neighborhoodmay applytotheBoardofTrusteestodividetheparcelconstitutingtheNeighborhoodintomore than

oneNeighborhoodortocombinetwoNeighborhoodsintooneNeighborhoodatanytime.Upon
apetitionsignedby a

majorityoftheUnitOwnersintheNeighborhood,anyNeighborhoodAssociationorNeighborhood
Committeemay
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alsoapplyto theBoard of Trusteesto dividethepropertycomprisingtheNeighborhoodintotwo
or more

NeighborhoodsortocombinetwoNeighborhoodsintooneNeighborhood.Any
suchapplicationshallbe inwritingand

shallincludea platofsurveyoftheentireparcelwhichindicatestheboundaries
oftheproposedNeighborhoods.A

Neighborhooddivisionrequestedby theNeighborhoodor by theparceldevelopershallautomaticallybe deemed

grantedunlesstheBoardofTrusteesdeniessuchapplicationinwriting
withinthirty(30)daysofitsreceiptthereof.The

Boardmay denyan applicationonlyupon determinationthatthereisno reasonable
basisfordistinguishingbetween

theareasproposedtobe dividedintoseparateNeighborhoods.Allapplications
andcopiesofanydenialsshallbe filed

withthebooksandrecordsoftheAssociationandshallbemaintainedaslongasthisDeclarationisineffect.

4.2VotingGroups.Inordertoallocaterepresentationon theBoardofTrusteesamong thevarioushousing

typesandresidentialareaswithintheProperties,andtoavoida situation
inwhichtheVotingMembers representing

Neighborhoodsofa singlehousingtypeareable,duetothenumber
ofUnitsofsuchhousingtype,toelecttheentire

BoardofTrustees,excludingrepresentationofothers,VotingGroupsshallbe establishedforelectionofdirectors
to

theBoard.VotingGroupsmay be composedofVotingMembers representingoneormore Neighborhoods.The total

number ofUnitsrepresentedby eachVotingGroup neednotbe equal.The Neighborhoodsrepresentedby a Voting

Groupneednotbe contiguous,buttotheextentpractical,allNeighborhoodscomprisedofa similarhousingtypeshall

be representedby thesame VotingGroup.

VotingGroupsinitiallyshallbe establishedby theDeclarantnotlaterthanthedateofexpirationof

theClass"B" ControlPeriodby filingintheWashingtonCounty,Utah,landrecordsan addendum
totheDeclaration

designatingby metesandboundsdescriptionorby map allparcelsofpropertycomprisinga specifiedVotingGroup.

As additionalpropertyissubjectedtothisDeclarationpursuanttoSection11 hereof,
theDeclarantmay amend such

addendumtochangethecompositionofexistingVotingGroupsortoestablishnew VotingGroupstoaccountforthe

additionalproperty.AfterexpirationoftheDeclarant'srighttoannexpropertypursuant
toSection11 hereof,the

Board ofTrusteesshallhavetherighttofileoramend suchaddendum upon thevoteofatleasttwo-thirds(2/3)of

thetotalnumber ofTrustees.Neitherrecordationnoramendmentofsuchaddendum shallconstitutean amendmentto

thisDeclarationand shallnotrequiretheformalitythereof.Untilsuchtimeas an addendum isfiled,allofthe

Propertiesshallconstitutea singleVotingGroup.Afteran addendum isfiled,any
and allportionoftheProperties

whicharenotassignedtoa specificVotingGroup,untilsoassigned,shallconstitutea singlevotingGroup.

5. COVENANT FOR MAINTENANCE

5.1Association'sResponsibility.The AssociationshallatalltimesmaintaintheCommon Area and shall

keep itingood,clean,attractive,and sanitarycondition,order,and repair,pursuantto thetermsand conditions

hereofandconsistentwiththeCommunity-WideStandard.Thismaintenanceshallinclude,butneednot
be limitedto,

maintenance,repair,and replacement,subjectto any insurancethenineffect,of
alllandscapingand otherflora,

structures,andimprovementssituatedupon suchareas.

Allcostsassociatedwithmaintenance,repairandreplacementofExclusiveCommon Areasshallbe

assessedasa NeighborhoodAssessmentsolelyagainsttheUnitswithintheNeighborhood(s)
towhichtheExclusive

Common Areas are assigned,notwithstandingthatthe Associationmay be responsibleforperformingsuch

maintenancehereunder.

The Associationmay, inthediscretionofitsBoard,assumethemaintenanceresponsibilities
ofa

NeighborhoodsetoutinthisDeclarationorinanyAnnexingAmendment ordeclarationsubsequentlyrecordedwhich

createsanyNeighborhoodAssociationupon alloranyportionoftheProperties.Inany
suchevent,allcostsofsuch

maintenanceshallbe assessedonlyagainsttheUnitswithintheNeighborhoodtowhich theservices
areprovided.

Thisassumptionofresponsibilitymay takeplaceeitherby contractoragreementorbecause,intheopinionofthe

Board,thelevelandqualityofservicethenbeingprovidedisnotconsistentwiththeCommunity-Wide
Standardofthe

Properties.The provisionofservicesinaccordancewiththisSection5.1shallnotconstitute
discriminationwithina

class.
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The Associationmay maintainpropertywhich itdoes not own, including,withoutlimitation,

propertydedicatedtothepublicortotheCommunityDevelopmentDistrict,
iftheBoard ofTrusteesdeterminesthat

suchmaintenanceisnecessaryordesirabletomaintaintheCommunity-WideStandard.

EachUnitisownedby theOwner.However,areaswithinthesurveyedUnitboundaries,
butoutside

theoriginallyconstructedresidenceexteriorwalls,shallbe treatedformaintenance
andusepurposesasfollows:

(a) asLimitedCommon Area,ifadjacentandnaturallyformingapartofLimitedCommon

Area;or

(b) asCommon Area,ifadjacenttoandnaturallyformingapartofCommon Area;or

(c) asExclusiveCommon Area,ifadjacenttoandnaturallyformingapartofExclusive

Common Area.

Notwithstandingtheprecedingmaintenanceprovisionsregardinglandscapingwithin
Unitboundaries,

landscapingwithinenclosedorgatedentrances,courtyardsand coveredpatiostoUnits
shallbe maintainedby Unit

Owners.

The purposeof layingouta Unitlargerthantheresidenceisto allowflexibility
intheoriginal

residenceconstruction.Subsequentconstruction,ifany,must neverthelessconformtooriginalresidencelocation,

size,andappearanceinallrespects.

5.2Owner'sResponsibility.Each Owner shallmaintainhisorherUnitand allstructures,parkingareasand

otherimprovementscomprisingtheUnit,andanyappurtenantLimitedCommon Areas,inamannerconsistentwiththe

Community-WideStandardandallapplicablecovenants,unlesssuchmaintenanceresponsibility
isotherwiseassumed

by orassignedtoa NeighborhoodAssociationpursuanttoanyadditionaldeclarationofcovenantsapplicable
tosuch

Unit.Ifany Owner failsproperlytoperformhisorhermaintenanceresponsibility,theAssociationmay performit

andassessallcostsincurredby theAssociationagainsttheUnitandtheOwner thereofinaccordancewith
Section10.3

ofthisDeclaration;provided,however,exceptwhen entryisrequiredduetoan emergencysituation,theAssociation

shallaffordtheOwner reasonablenoticeandanopportunitytocuretheproblempriortoentry.

The areabetweenthecurbandthesidewalk,ifany(withinthepublicright-of-way),on anypublic

streetshallbe landscapedand maintained,asprovidedherein,by theAssociation,inaccordancewiththeCity's

ordinances,policiesandstandards.

AllOwnersofUnitsforwhichlandscapewateringfortheUnitandLimitedCommon Areasadjacent

totheUnitisprovidedthroughtheindividualUnit'swatermeteringbox (thisincludestheAnasaziRidge
Subdivisions

aswellasotherNeighborhoodsinwhichlandscapewateringisprovidedthroughtheindividualUnits),
aresolely

responsibleformaintaininga continuoussupplyofwaterandpowertotheirrigationsystemsforuseinmaintainingthe

UnitandLimitedCommon Arealandscaping.UnitOwnersmay notalterthewatertimingsystemsforlandscapingon

andadjacenttotheirUnits,unlessapprovedby theAssociation.UnitOwnersauthorizetheAssociation
tomonitorand

toadjustthewatertimingsystemsforlandscapewateringon andadjacenttotheOwner'sUnits.

UnitOwnersshallnotcausetheUnit'swaterforirrigationwateringortheelectricalpowersupplyto

be discontinued.If a Unit Owner causesthewatersupplyor electricalpower supplytobe discontinued,the

AssociationisauthorizedtotakeallnecessarystepstohavethewaterorelectricalsupplyrestoredtotheUnit.All

costsincurredby theAssociationintakingsuchstepstorestorewaterorelectricityshallbe addedtoandbecomepart

oftheassessmenttowhichsuchUnitissubject,asprovidedby Article10.

Each Owner shallbe responsibleforthemaintenanceoftheexterioroftheresidence.Intheevent
an

Owner failstoperformthismaintenanceina mannerconsistentwiththetermsof thisDeclarationor theProperty

DevelopmentGuidelines,theAssociationshallhavetherighttoenteruponsuchUnittohavemaintenanceperformed
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on theUnitandexterioroftheresidence.The costofsuchmaintenanceshallbe addedtoandbecome partofthe

assessmenttowhichsuchUnitissubject,asprovidedby Article10.

5.3Neighborhood'sResponsibility.Upon resolutionoftheBoardofTrustees,eachNeighborhoodshallbe

responsibleforpaying,throughNeighborhoodAssessments,costsofmaintenanceofcertain
Common Areaswithinor

adjacenttosuchNeighborhood,whichmay include,withoutlimitation,thecostsofmaintenanceofanyright-ofway

and greenspacebetweentheNeighborhoodand adjacentpublicroads,private
streetswithintheNeighborhood,and

lakesorpondswithintheNeighborhood,regardlessofownershipandregardlessofthefact
thatsuchmaintenancemay

be performedby theAssociation.

Any NeighborhoodAssociationhavingresponsibilityformaintenanceof allor a portionof the

propertywithina particularNeighborhoodpursuanttoa declarationof covenantsaffectingtheNeighborhoodshall

performsuchmaintenanceresponsibilityina manner consistentwiththeCommunity-Wide Standard.Ifany such

NeighborhoodAssociationfailstoperformitsmaintenanceresponsibilityasrequiredhereinand inanyadditional

declaration,the Associationmay performitand assessthe costsagainstallUnitswithinsuch Neighborhood

AssociationasprovidedinSection10.3ofthisDeclaration.

5.4 PartyWallProvisions.Owners ofUnitscontaininga PartyWallshallmaintainthePartyWallina

mannerconsistentwiththeCommunity-WideStandardandallapplicablecovenants.Allcostsandexpensesrelating
to

damages,repair,replacement,restoration,ormaintenancethatmay be necessarilyorreasonablyincurredtopreserve

thesoundnessorstructuralintegrityofthePartyWall,and,totheextentnotseparatelyallocabletotheUnits,
theroof

structuresand surfacesimmediatelyadjacentthereto,shallbe dividedbetweenandborneby eachUnit.Ifthereare

more thantwo suchUnits,thecostsshallbe borneinproportiontosuchuse;otherwise,thecostsshallbe borne

equallyby theUnits.However,ifany suchcostorexpenseisincurredornecessitatedby
theactoromissionofthe

Owner(s)ofoneUnit,ortheirguestsorinvitees,thatUnitshallbe responsibleforpayment
ofallsuchcostorexpense.

IfoneOwner shallpay inexcessofthatOwner'sproportionateshareofsuchcostorexpense,suchOwner
shallhavea

righttoreimbursementfromtheotherresponsibleOwner(s),whichrightshallconstitutealienandmay
be enforcedby

theAssociation(fortheuseandbenefitofsuchOwner)inthesamemannerasa SpecialAssessment.

6. INSURANCE AND CASUALTY LOSSES

6.1Insurance.The AssociationsBoardofTrustees,oritsdulyauthorizedagent,shallhavetheauthorityto

and shallobtainblanketall-riskinsurance,ifreasonablyavailable,forallinsurableimprovementson theCommon

Area.Ifblanketall-riskcoverageisnotreasonablyavailable,thenata minimum an insurancepolicyprovidingfire

andextendedcoverageshallbe obtained.Thisinsuranceshallbe inan amountsufficienttocoverone
hundredpercent

(100%)ofthereplacementcostofanyrepairorreconstructionintheeventofdamage ordestructionfromanyinsured

hazard.

In additiontocasualtyinsuranceon theCommon Area,theAssociationmay, upon requestofa

Neighborhood,butshallnotunderany circumstancesbe obligatedto,obtainand continueineffectadequate
blanket

all-riskcasualtyinsuranceinsuchformastheBoardofTrusteesdeemsappropriateforonehundredpercent(100%)
of

thereplacementcostof allstructureslocatedon UnitswithintheNeighborhoodand/orcommon propertyof the

NeighborhoodAssociation,andchargethecoststhereoftotheOwnersofUnitswithinthebenefitedNeighborhood
asa

NeighborhoodAssessment,asdefinedinSection10.3hereof.

Insuranceobtainedon thepropertieswithinany Neighborhood,whetherobtainedby any such

NeighborhoodortheAssociationshallataminimum complywiththeapplicableprovisionsofthisSection6,including

theprovisionsofthisSection6 applicabletopolicyprovisions,lossadjustment,and allothersubjects
towhichthis

Section6 applieswithregardtoinsuranceon theCommon Area.Allsuchinsuranceshallbe forthefullreplacement

cost.Allsuchpoliciesshallprovidefora certificateofinsurancetobe furnishedto eachMember insured,tothe

Association,andtotheNeighborhoodAssociation,ifany.
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The BoardshallalsoobtainapublicliabilitypolicycoveringtheCommon Area,theAssociationand

itsMembers foralldamage orinjurycausedby thenegligenceoftheAssociationoranyofitsMembers oragents.

The publicliabilitypolicyshallhaveatleasta One MillionDollar($1,000,000.00)singlepersonlimitasrespects

bodilyinjuryand propertydamage,a ThreeMillionDollar($3,000,000.00)limitper occurrence,ifreasonably

available,andaFiveHundredThousandDollar($500,000.oo)minimumpropertydamage limit.

Premiumsforallinsuranceon theCommon Areashallbe Common ExpensesoftheAssociationand

shallbe includedintheBaseAssessment,asdefinedinSection10.1.The policymay containa reasonabledeductible,

and,in thecaseof casualtyinsurance,theamount thereofshallbe added to thefaceamount of thepolicyin

determiningwhethertheinsuranceatlastequalsthefullreplacementcost.The deductibleshallbe paidby theparty

who would be liableforthelossorrepairintheabsenceofinsuranceandintheeventofmultiplepartiesshall
be

allocatedin'relationtotheamounteachparty'slossbearstothetotal.

All insurancecoverageobtainedby theBoard of Trusteesshallbe writtenin thename of the

Associationas trusteefortherespectivebenefitedparties,as furtheridentifiedin Section0.1.2 below.Such

insuranceshallbe governedby theprovisionshereinaftersetforth:

6.1.1 Allpoliciesshallbe writtenwitha company licensedtodo businessinUtah
whichholdsa

Best'sratingofA orbetterand isassigneda financialsizecategoryofXI orlargerasestablishedby A. M. Best

Company,Inc.,ifreasonablyavailable,or,ifnotavailable,themostnearlyequivalentrating.

6 .1 .2 Allpolicieson theCommon Area shallbe forthebenefitoftheAssociation,itsMembers

and theirmortgagees;allpoliciessecuredat the requestof a Neighborhoodshallbe forthebenefitof the

NeighborhoodAssociation,ifany,theOwners ofUnitswithintheNeighborhoodand theirMortgagees,as their

interestsmay appear.

6.1.3Exclusiveauthorityto adjustlossesunderpoliciesobtainedby theAssociationon the

Propertiesshallbe vestedintheAssociationsBoardofTrustees;provided,however,no Mortgageehaving
an interest

insuchlossesmay be prohibitedfromparticipatinginthesettlementnegotiations,ifany,relatedthereto.

6 .1.4 Inno eventshalltheinsurancecoverageobtainedandmaintainedby theAssociationsBoard

ofTrusteeshereunderbe broughtintocontributionwithinsurancepurchasedby individualOwners,occupants,
ortheir

Mortgagees.

6 .1 .s Allcasualtyinsurancepoliciesshallhave an inflationguardendorsement,ifreasonably

available,and an agreedamountendorsementwithan annualreviewby one ormore qualifiedpersons,atleastone

ofwhom mustbe intherealestateindustryandfamiliarwithconstructionintheWashingtonCounty,Utah,area.

6.1.6The Association'sBoardofTrusteesshallbe requiredtomake everyreasonableeffortto

secureinsurancepoliciesthatwillprovideforthefollowing:

(a) awaiverofsubrogationby theinsurerastoanyclaimsagainsttheAssociations

BoardofTrustees,itsmanager,theOwners,andtheirrespectivetenants,servants,agents,and

guests;

(b) awaiverby theinsurerofitsrightstorepairandreconstruct,insteadofpayingcash;

(c) astatementthatno policymay be canceled,invalidated,suspended,orsubjectto

nonrenewalon accountofanyoneormore individualOwners;

(d) a statementthatno policymay be canceled,invalidated,suspended,or subjectto

nonrenewalon accountoftheconductofanydirector,officer,oremployeeoftheAssociationor

itsdulyauthorizedmanagerwithoutpriordemand inwritingdeliveredtotheAssociation
tocurethe

defectandtheallowanceofareasonabletimethereafterwithinwhichthedefectmay be curedby the

Association,itsmanager,anyOwners,orMortgagee;
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(e) thatany"otherinsuranceclauseinanypolicyexcludeindividualOwners policies

fromconsideration;and

(f) thattheAssociationwillbe givenatleastthirty(30)dayspriorwrittennoticeofany

cancellation,substantialmodification,ornon-renewal.

Inadditiontotheotherinsurancerequiredby thisSection6,theBoard shallobtain,asa common

expense,worker'scompensationinsurance,ifand totheextentrequiredby law,directorsand officers'liability

coverage,ifreasonablyavailable,and a fidelitybond orbondson directors,officers,employees,and otherPersons

handlingorresponsiblefortheAssociation'sfunds,ifreasonablyavailable.The amountoffidelitycoverageshallbe

determinedinthedirectorsbestbusinessjudgmentbut,ifreasonablyavailable,may notbe lessthanthree(3)

months'assessments,plusreserveson hand.Bonds shallcontainawaiverofalldefenses
basedupon theexclusionof

personsservingwithoutcompensationand shallrequireat leastthirty(30)days'priorwrittennoticeto
the

Associationofanycancellation,substantialmodification,ornon-renewal.

6.2IndividualInsurance.By virtueoftakingtitletoa UnitsubjecttothetermsofthisDeclaration,each

Owner covenantsand agreeswithallotherOwners and withtheAssociationthateachOwner
shallcarryblanketall

riskcasualtyinsuranceon theOwner'sUnit(s),theappurtenantLimitedcommon Areas,andthestructuresconstructed

thereonmeetingthesame requirementsassetforthinSection6.1forinsuranceon
theCommon Area,unlessthe

NeighborhoodCommitteeorNeighborhoodAssociationfortheNeighborhood
inwhich theUnitislocatedorthe

Associationcarriessuchinsurance(whichtheyarenotobligatedtodo hereunder).Each Owner furthercovenantsand

agreesthatintheeventofa partiallossordamage anddestructionresulting
inlessthantotaldestructionofstructures

comprisinghisUnit,theOwner shallproceedpromptlytorepairortoreconstructthedamagedstructure
ina manner

consistentwiththeoriginalconstructionorsuchotherplansand specificationsasareapprovedinaccordancewith

Section14 ofthisDeclaration.The Owner shallpay any costsofrepairorreconstructionwhichisnotcoveredby

insuranceproceeds.In theeventthatthestructureistotallydestroyedtheOwner may decidenottorebuildor

reconstruct,inwhichcasetheOwner shallcleartheUnitofalldebrisandreturnittosubstantiallythenaturalsatein

whichitexistedpriortothebeginningofconstructionandthereaftertheOwner shallcontinuetomaintaintheUnitin

aneatandattractiveconditionconsistentwiththeCommunity-WideStandard.

A NeighborhoodAssociationmay imposemore stringentrequirementsregardingthestandardsfor

rebuildingorreconstructingstructureson theUnitssubjecttoitsjurisdictionandregardingthestandardforreturning

theUnitstotheirnaturalstateintheeventthestructuresarenotrebuiltorreconstructed.

6.3 Damage andDestruction.

6.3.1Inmxediatelyafterdamage or destructionby fireor othercasualtytoallor anypartofthe

Propertiescoveredby insurancewritteninthename oftheAssociation,theBoardofTrusteesoritsdulyauthorized

agentshallproceedwiththefilingandadjustmentofallclaimsarisingundersuchinsurance
andobtainreliableand

detailedestimatesof the costof repairor reconstructionof thedamaged or destroyedProperties.Repairor

reconstruction,as used in thisparagraph,means repairingor restoringthePropertiesto substantially
thesarne

conditionin which theyexistedpriorto thefireor othercasualty,allowingforany changesor improvements

necessitatedby changesinapplicablebuildingcodes.

6.3.2Any damage or destructionto the Common Area or to the common propertyof any

NeighborhoodAssociationshallbe repairedorreconstructedunlesstheVotingMembers representingatleastseventy-

fivepercent(75%)ofthetotalvoteoftheAssociation,ifCommon Area,orMembers representingatleastseventy-five

percent(75%) ofthetotalvoteoftheNeighborhoodAssociationwhose
common propertyisdamaged,ifcommon

propertyof a NeighborhoodAssociation,shalldecidewithinsixty(60)days afterthecasualty
nottorepairor

reconstruct.Ifforanyreasoneithertheamountoftheinsuranceproceedstobe paidasa result
ofsuchdamage or

destruction,orreliableanddetailedestimatesofthecostofrepairorreconstructing,orboth,arenotmade availableto

theAssociationor theNeighborhoodAssociationwithinsaidperiod,thentheperiodshall
be extendeduntilsuch

informationshallbe made available;provided,however,suchextensionshallnotexceedsixty(60)days.
No
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Mortgageeshallhavetherighttoparticipateinthedeterminationofwhether
thedamage or destructiontoCommon

Areaorcommon propertyofaNeighborhoodAssociationshallbe repaired
orreconstructed.

6.3.3Intheeventthatitshouldbe determinedinthemannerdescribedabovethatthedamage or

destructiontotheCommon Areaortothecommon propertyoranyNeighborhoodAssociationshallnot
berepairedor

reconstructedand no alternativeimprovementsareauthorized,thenand inthateventthe
affectedportionofthe

Propertiesshallbe restoredtotheirnaturalstateandmaintainedby theAssociation,
ortheNeighborhoodAssociation,

asapplicable,ina neatandattractiveconditionconsistentwiththeCommunity-Wide
Standard.

6.4DisbursementofProceeds.Ifthedamage or destructionforwhich theproceedsofinsurance

policiesarepaidistobe repairedorreconstructed,theproceeds,orsuchportionthereofasmay be requiredforsuch

purpose,shallbe disbursedin payment of suchrepairsor reconstructionas hereinafterprovided.Any proceeds

remainingafterdefrayingsuchcostsofrepairorreconstructiontotheCommon Area shallbe retainedby andforthe

benefitoftheAssociationandplacedina capitalimprovementsaccount.Intheeventno repair
orreconstructionis

made,anyproceedsremainingaftermakingsuchsettlementasisnecessary
andappropriatewiththeaffectedOwner or

OwnersandtheirMortgagee(s)astheirinterestsmay appear,shallberetainedby andforthebenefitoftheAssociation

andplacedina capitalimprovementsaccount.Thisisacovenantfor
thebenefitofanyMortgageeofaUnitandmay be

enforcedby suchMortgagee.

6.5Repairand Reconstruction.Ifthedamage or destructiontotheCommon Area orthecommon

propertyofaNeighborhoodAssociationforwhichinsuranceproceeds
arepaidistobe repairedorreconstructed,and

suchproceedsarenotsufficienttodefraythecostthereof,theBoardofTrusteesshall,withoutthenecessity
ofa vote

of theVotingMembers, levya SpecialAssessmentagainstallOwners on thesame basisas providedforBase

Assessments,provided,ifthedamage ordestructioninvolvedthecommon propertyofa NeighborhoodAssociation,

onlytheOwnersofUnitsintheaffectedNeighborhoodAssociationshall
be subjecttoassessmenttherefore.Additional

assessmentsmay be made in likemanner at any time duringor followingthe completionof any repairor

reconstruction.

7. NO PARTITION

ExceptasispermittedintheDeclarationoramendmentsthereto,there
shallbe no physicalpartition

oftheCommon Area oranypartthereof,norshallanyPersonacquiringanyinterest
inthePropertiesoranypart

thereofseekanyjudicialpartitionunlessthePropertieshavebeenremoved
fromtheprovisionsofthisDeclaration.

ThisSection7 shallnotbe construedtoprohibittheBoardofTrusteesfromacquiringtitletorealproperty
whichmay

ormay notbe subjecttothisDeclaration.

8. CONDEMNATION

Whenever allor any partoftheCommon Area shallbe taken(orconveyedinlieuofandunder

threatofcondemnationby theBoardofTrusteesactingon thewrittendirectionoftheVoting
Members representingat

leasttwo-thirds(2/3)of thetotalAssociationvoteand theDeclarant,as longas
theDeclarantowns anyproperty

describedon ExhibitsA or "B")by any authorityhavingthepower of condemnationor eminentdomain,each

Owner shallbe entitledtonoticethereof.The awardmade forsuchtakingshallbe payabletotheAssociationas

trusteeforallOwners tobe disbursedasfollows:

IfthetakinginvolvesaportionoftheCommon Areaon whichimprovementshavebeenconstructed,

then,unlesswithinsixty(60)daysaftersuchtakingtheDeclarant,so longasthe
Declarantowns any property

describedinExhibitsA or B ofthisDeclaration,andVotingMembers representingatleastseventy-fivepercent

(75%) of thetotalvoteof theAssociationshallotherwiseagree,theAssociationshallrestoreor replacesuch

improvementssotakenon theremaininglandincludedintheCommon Areatotheextentlandsareavailabletherefore,

inaccordancewithplansapprovedby theBoard ofTrusteesof theAssociation.Ifsuchimprovementsaretobe

repairedor restored,theaboveprovisionsinSection6 hereofregardingthedisbursementof fundsinrespectto

casualtydamageordestructionwhichistobe repairedshallapply.Ifthetaking
doesnotinvolveanyimprovementson

theCommon Area,orifthereisadecisionmade nottorepairorrestore,oriftherearenetfundsremaining
after
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anysuchrestorationorreplacementiscompleted,thensuchawardornetfundsshall
bedisbursedtotheAssociation

andusedforsuchpurposesastheBoardofTrusteesoftheAssociationshall
determine.

9. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF 11TH, ASSOCIATION

9.1Common Area.The Association,subjecttotherightsoftheOwners setforthinthisDeclaration,
shall

be responsiblefortheexclusivemanagement and controlof theCommon Area and allimprovementsthereon

(including,withoutlimitation,furnishingsand equipmentrelatedtheretoand common landscapedareas),and shall

maintainthesame asprovidedinSection5 hereof.

9.2PersonalPropertyandRealPropertyforCommon Use.The Association,throughactionofitsBoardof

Trustees;may acquire,hold,anddisposeoftangibleandintangiblepersonalproperty
andrealproperty.The Board,

actingon behalfoftheAssociation,shallacceptanyrealorpersonalproperty,leasehold,
orotherpropertyinterests

withinthePropertiesconveyedtoitby theDeclarant.

9.3 Rules and Resulations.The Association,throughitsBoard of Trustees,may make and enforce

reasonablerulesand regulationsgoverningtheuseoftheProperties,whichrules
and regulations-shallbe consistent

withtherightsand dutiesestablishedby thisDeclaration.Sanctionsmay includereasonablemonetaryfinesand

suspensionoftherighttovoteandtherighttousetherecreational
facilities.The Board shall,inaddition,havethe

powertoseekreliefinanycourtforviolationsortoabatenuisances.Imposition
ofsanctionsshallbe asprovidedinthe

By-LawsoftheAssociation.

9.4ImpliedRights.The Associationmay exerciseany otherrightorprivilegegiventoitexpresslyby this

DeclarationortheBy-Laws,andeveryotherrightorprivilegereasonablytobe implied
fromtheexistenceofanyright

orprivilegegiventoithereinorreasonablynecessarytoeffectuateanysuchright
orprivilege.

9.5PowersoftheAssociationwithRespecttoNeighborhoods.The Associationshallhavethepowertoveto

any actiontakenor contemplatedto be takenby any NeighborhoodAssociationor Committeewhich theBoard

reasonablydeterminesto be adverseto theinterestsof theAssociationor itsMembers or inconsistentwiththe

Community-WideStandard.The Associationshallalsohavethepower torequirespecificactiontobe takenby any

NeighborhoodAssociationorCommitteeinconnectionwithitsobligations
andresponsibilitieshereunderorunderany

othercovenantsaffectingtheProperties.Withoutlimitingthegeneralityoftheforegoing,
theAssociationmay require

specificmaintenanceor repairsor aestheticchangesto be effectuatedby the NeighborhoodAssociationor

Committee,may requirethataproposedbudgetincludecertainitemsandthatexpenditures
be made therefore,andmay

vetoor cancelany contractprovidingformaintenance,repair,or replacementof
thepropertygovernedby such

NeighborhoodAssociation.

Any actionrequiredby theAssociationina writtennoticepursuantto
theforegoingparagraphtobe

takenby a NeighborhoodAssociationorNeighborhoodCommitteeshallbe takenwithinthetimeframesetby the

Associationinsuchwrittennotice,and theAssociationshallhave therighttoeffectsuchactionon behalfofthe

NeighborhoodAssociationorNeighborhoodCommitteeandshallassess
theUnitsinsuchNeighborhoodfortheirpro

ratashareof any expensesincurredby the Associationunder the circumstances(tocoverthe Associations,

administrativeexpensesin.connectionwiththeforegoingandtodiscouragefailure
tocomplywiththerequirementsof

theAssociation)inthemannerprovidedinSection10.Such assessmentsmay be collectedasa SpecialAssessment

hereunderandshallbe subjecttoalllienrightsprovidedforherein.

9.6GovernmentalInterests.The AssociationshallpermittheDeclaranttodesignatesiteswithinthe

Propertiesforfire,police,water,orsewerfacilities.

10. ASSESSMENTS

10.1CreationofAssessments.ThereareherebycreatedassessmentsforCommon Expensesasmay fromtimetotime

specificallybe authorizedby theBoardofTrusteestobecommenced atthetimeandinthe
mannersetforthinSection10.6

hereof.Thereshallbe four(4)typesofAssessments:(a)BaseAssessmentstofundexpenses
forthebenefitofallMembers of

theAssociation;(b)NeighborhoodAssessmentsforexpensesbenefitingonlyUnits
withinaparticularNeighborhood;(c)

AssociateMember Assessmentforthepurposeoffundingthecommon expenseofanassociatemembershipinEntradaatSnow

CanyonCountryClub,Inc.,aUtahcorporation,itssuccessorsandassigns,andEntradaSpirits,Inc.,aUtahnon-profit
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health,use,andenjoymentandtohelpensurethelong-termfinancialviabiht
ofthesefacttiesinordero mal

beautyofthecommunity,thequalityoftheEntradacommunitylifestyle,
andthevalueofrealestatewithintheEntrada

community;and(d)SpecialAssessmentsasdescribedinSection10.3
below.BaseAssessmentsandAssociateMember

Assessmentsshallbe leviedequallyon allUnitsfromandafterthedateoftheClosing
oftheinitialsaleofsuchUnit.

NeighborhoodAssessmentsshallbeleviedequallyon allUnitswithin
theNeighborhoodforwhosebenefitCommon

ExpensesareincurredwhichbenefitlessthantheAssociationas
a whole.SpecialAssessmentsshallbe leviedasprovided

inSection10.3below.Each Owner,by acceptanceofhisorherdeedorrecordedcontractofsale,
isdeemedtocovenant

andagreetopaytheseassessments.

Allassessments,togetherwithinterestataratenottoexceedthehighest
rateallowedby Utahlawas

computedfromthedatethedelinquencyfirstoccurs,costs,and
reasonableattorney'sfees,shallbe a chargeon the

landand-shallbe a continuinglienupon theUnitagainstwhich eachassessmentismade. Each
suchassessment,

togetherwithinterest,costs,andreasonableattorney'sfees,
shallalsobe thepersonalobligationofthePersonwho

was theOwner of suchUnitatthetimetheassessmentarose,and hisorhergranteeshallbe jointlyand severally

liableforsuchportionthereofasmay be due andpayableatthetimeofconveyance,exceptno
firstMortgageewho

obtainstitletoa UnitpursuanttotheremediesprovidedintheMortgage
shallbe liableforunpaidassessmentswhich

accruedpriortosuchacquisitionoftitle.

The Associationshall,upon demand atany time,furnishto any Owner liableforany typeof

assessmenta certificateinwritingsignedby an officeroftheAssociationsettingforthwhethersuchassessmenthas

beenpaidastoanyparticularUnit.Such certificateshallbe conclusiveevidenceofpaymenttotheAssociationof

suchassessmentthereinstatedtohavebeenpaid.The Associationmay requiretheadvancepaymentofaprocessingfee

nottoexceedFiftyDollars($50.00)fortheissuanceofsuchcertificate.

Assessmentsshallbe paidinsuchmanner and on suchdatesas may be fixedby theBoard of

Trusteeswhichmay include,withoutlimitation,accelerationoftheannualBaseAssessmentfordelinquents.Unlessthe

Boardotherwiseprovides,theBaseAssessmentsshallbe paidinmonthlyinstallments.

No Owner may waiveorotherwiseexempthimselffromliabilityfortheassessmentsprovidedfor

herein,including,by way ofillustrationandnotlimitation,by non-useofCommon AreasorabandonmentoftheUnit.

The obligationtopay assessmentsisa separateandindependentcovenant
on thepartofeachOwner.No diminutionor

abatementofassessmentorset-offshallbe claimedorallowedby reasonofanyallegedfailureoftheAssociationor

Boardtotakesome actionorperformsome functionrequiredtobe takenorperformedby theAssociationorBoard

underthisDeclarationortheBy-Laws,or forinconvenienceor discomfortarising
from themaking ofrepairsor

improvementswhich aretheresponsibilityoftheAssociation,or from any actiontakentocomply withany law,

ordinance,orwithanyorderordirectiveofanymunicipalorothergovernmentalauthority.

So longastheDeclaranthasan optionunilaterallytosubjectadditionalpropertytothisDeclaration,

thefollowingshallapply:unlessassessmentshavecommenced,pursuant
toSection10.6below,on allUnitssubjectto

thisDeclarationasofthefirstdayofanyfiscalyear,theDeclarantshallbe obligated
forthedifferencebetweenthe

amountof assessmentsleviedon allUnitssubjecttoassessmentand theamountof actualexpendituresrequired
to

operatetheAssociationduringthefiscalyear.Thisobligationmay
be satisfiedintheformofa cashsubsidyorby

"inkind"contributionsofservicesormaterials,ora combinationofthese.

The Associationisspecificallyauthorizedtoenterintosubsidycontractsorcontractsfor"inkind"

contributionofservicesormaterialsora combinationofservicesandmaterialswithDeclarantorother
entitiesforthe

paymentofsome portionofthecommon expenses.

10.2Computationof Assessment.Itshallbe thedutyof theBoard,atleastsixty(60)daysbefore
the

beginningofthefiscalyear,topreparea budgetcoveringtheestimated
costsofoperatingtheAssociationduringthe

comingyear.The budgetmay includea capitalcontributionestablishinga reservefundin
accordancewitha capital

budgetseparatelypreparedandshallseparatelylistgeneralandNeighborhoodexpenses,
ifany.The Boardshallcausea

copy of thebudgetand theamount of assessmentstobe leviedagainsteachUnit forthefollowingyeartobe

deliveredtoeachOwner atleastthirty(30)dayspriortotheendofthecurrentfiscalyear.
The budgetandthe
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assessmentshallbecome effectiveunlessdisapprovedata meetingoftheVotingMembers by a voteofVoting

Members ortheiralternatesrepresentingatleasta majorityofthetotalClass"A" vote
intheAssociationandthevote

oftheClass"B"Member, ifsuchexists.Thereshallbe no obligationtocallameetingfor
thepurposeofconsidering

thebudgetexceptonpetitionoftheVotingMembers asprovided
forspecialmeetingsinSection2.2oftheBy-Laws.

Notwithstandingtheforegoing,however,intheeventtheproposedbudget
isdisapprovedorthe

Boardfailsforanyreasonsotodeterminethebudgetforanyyear,then
anduntilsuchtimeasa budgetshallhave

beendeterminedasprovidedherein,thebudgetineffectfortheimmediatelyprecedingyear
shallcontinueforthe

currentyear.

10.3SpecialAssessments.Inadditiontotheassessmentsauthorized
inSection10.1,theAssociationmay

levya SpecialAssessmentor SpecialAssessments;provided,
suchassessmentshallhavetheaffirmativevoteor

writtenconsentofVotingMembers ortheiralternatesrepresentingatleastfifty-onepercent(51%)ofthe
Class"A"

voteintheAssociationandtheaffirmativevoteorwrittenconsentoftheClass"B"Member, ifsuchexists.Special

Assessmentsshallbe payableinsuchmannerandatsuchtimesasdeterminedby
theBoard,andmay be payablein

installmentsextendingbeyondthefiscalyearinwhichtheSpecialAssessment
isapproved,iftheBoardsodetermines.

The Associationmay alsolevya SpecialAssessmentagainstany Member to reimbursethe

Associationforcostsincurredinbringinga Member and hisUnitintocompliancewiththeprovisionsof the

Declaration,anyamendmentsthereto,theArticles,theBy-Laws,andtheAssociationrules,
whichSpecialAssessment

may be leviedupon thevoteof theBoard afternoticetotheMember and an opportunityfora hearing.The

Associationmay alsolevya SpecialAssessmentagainsttheUnitsinanyNeighborhood
toreimbursetheAssociation

forcostsincurredin bringingtheNeighborhoodintocompliancewiththeprovisions
of theDeclaration,any

amendmentsthereto,theArticles,theBy-Laws,andtheAssociationrulesandregulations,
whichSpecialAssessment

may be leviedupon thevoteoftheBoard afternoticetotheseniorofficeroftheNeighborhoodAssociation
or

Committeeandanopportunityforahearing.

The Associationshalllevysuchassessmentsasmay be necessaryfromtimetotimeforthepurpose

ofrepairingand restoringany damage ordisruptionresultingtostreets
orothercommon orlimitedcommon areas

fromtheactivitiesoftheCityofSt.Georgeinmaintaining,repairingorreplacingutility
linesandfacilitiesthereon,it

beingacknowledgedthattheownershipofutilitylines,underground
orotherwise,isintheCityup toandincluding

themetersforindividualunits,andthattheyareinstalledandshallbe maintainedtoCityspecifications.

10.4LienforAssessments.Upon recordingofanoticeoflienon anyUnit,thereshallexist
aperfectedlien

forunpaidassessmentspriorandsuperiortoallotherliens,except(1)
alltaxes,bonds,assessments,andotherlevies

whichby law would be superiorthereto,and (2)thelienorchargeofany
firstMortgageofrecord(meaningany

recordedMortgagewithfirstpriorityoverotherMortgages)made ingood faithandforvalue.

Suchlien,when delinquent,may be enforcedby suit,judgment,andforeclosure.

The Association,actingon behalfof theOwners,shallhave thepower tobid fortheUnitat

foreclosuresaleandtoacquireandhold,lease,mortgage,andconveythesame.During
theperiodinwhichaUnitis

owned by theAssociationfollowingforeclosure:(a)No rightto voteshallbe exercisedon itsbehalf;(b)no

assessmentshallbe assessedor leviedon it;and (c)eachotherUnitshallbe charged,inadditionto itsusual

assessment,itsequalproratashareoftheassessmentthatwouldhavebeencharged
suchUnithaditnotbeenacquired

by theAssociationasa resultofforeclosure.Suittorecovera money judgmentforunpaidcommon expensesand

attorneysfeesshallbe maintainablewithoutforeclosingorwaiving
theliensecuringthesame.

10.5CapitalBudgetand Contribution.The Board ofTrusteesmay annuallypreparea capitalbudgetto

takeintoaccountthenumberandnatureofreplaceableassets,theexpectedlifeofeachasset,and
theexpectedrepair

orreplacementcost.The Boardmay settherequiredcapitalcontribution,ifany,inan amountsufficienttopermit

meetingtheprojectedcapitalneedsoftheAssociation,asshown on thecapitalbudget,
withrespectbothtoamount

andtimingby annualassessmentsovertheperiodofthebudget.The capitalcontributionrequired,ifany,shallbe
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fixedby theBoardandincludedwithinanddistributedwiththebudgetandassessment,asprovidedinSection
10.2

hereof.

10.6Date of Commencement of AnnualAssessments.The annualassessmentsprovidedforhereinshall

commence astoeachUnitupon thedateofClosingofthesaleofsuchUnitby
theDeclaranttothefirstpurchaser

thereof,provided,however,thattheannualassessmentson property
intendedforuseand occupancyasa multiple

dwellingsite,andsoldtoa developerforsuchuse,shallcommence upon
theearlierof(1)onehundredtwenty(120)

daysaftertheissuanceof a CertificateofOccupancyforUnitsconstructedupon suchproperty,or,(2)astoany

separateUnit,upon closingofthesaleofsuchUnit,or(3)eighteen(18)
monthsaftersaleofsuchpropertyby the

Declarant.Assessmentsshallbe due and payableina manner and on a scheduleas theBoard ofTrusteesmay

provide.The firstannualassessmentshallbe adjustedaccording
tothenumberofdaysremaininginthefiscalyearat

thetimeassessmentscommence on theUnit.

10.7SubordinationoftheLientoFirstMortgages.The lienofassessments,includinginterest,latecharges

(subjecttothelimitationsofUtahlaw),andcosts(includingattorney
sfees)providedforherein,shallbe subordinate

tothelienofanyfirstMortgageupon anyUnit.The saleortransferofanyUnitshallnotaffecttheassessmentlien.

However,thesaleor transferof anyUnitpursuanttojudicialornonjudicial
foreclosureof a firstMortgageshall

extinguishthelienof suchassessmentsastopaymentswhichbecame
due priortosuchsaleortransfer.No saleor

transfershallrelievesuchUnitfromlienrightsforanyassessmentsthereafterbecomingdue.
Where theMortgagee

obtainstitlepursuanttoremediesundertheMortgage,itssuccessorsandassigns
shallnotbe liablefortheshareofthe

common expensesor assessmentsby theAssociationchargeableto suchUnit which became due priorto the

acquisitionoftitletosuchUnitby suchacquired.Suchunpaidshareofcommon expensesorassessmentsshallbe

deemed tobe common expensescollectiblefromOwners ofalltheUnits,includingsuchacquirer,itssuccessorsand

assigns.

10.8 ExemptProperty.Notwithstandinganythingtothecontraryherein,
thefollowingpropertyshallbe

exemptfrompaymentofBaseAssessments,NeighborhoodAssessments,
andSpecialAssessments:

(a)allCommon area;and

(b)allpropertydedicatedtoandacceptedby anygovernmentalauthority
orpublic

utility,including,withoutlimitation,publicschools,publicstreets,andpublicparks,if

any,and

(c)propertynotyetsoldby Declarant.

10.9CityAssessments.Nothinghereincontainedshallinanymannerbe construed
asprecludingorinany

way affectingtherightoftheCityofSt.George,inaccordancewiththelaws
oftheStateofUtah andtheCityofSt.

George,tolevyassessmentsforpublicimprovementsorforanyotherlegalpurpose,
whichassessmentsmay thereafter,

inaccordancewiththelaw,become liensagainsttheProperties.

11.ANNEXATION OF ADDITIONAL PROPERTY

andtheappropriatemunicipalordinances.SuchAmendment shallnotrequire
theconsentofVotingMembers.Declarant

propertywhichishereinreservedtoDeclarant,providedthatsuchtransferee
orassigneeshallbe the
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developerofatleastaportionoftherealpropertydescribedinExhibits
A" or B andthatsuchtransferis

memorializedinawritten,recordedinstrumentexecutedby theDeclarant.

11.2AnnexationwithApprovalofClass"A"Membership.Subjecttothe
consentoftheOwner thereof,the

Associationmay annexrealpropertyotherthanthatdescribedon Exhibit"B" and followingtheexpirationofthe

rightinSection11.1(oranyproperextensionthereof),anyproperty
describedon Exhibit"B, totheprovisionsofthis

Declarationand thejurisdictionof theAssociation.Such annexation
shallrequiretheaffirmativevoteof Voting

Members orAlternatesrepresentinga majorityoftheClass"A" votesoftheAssociation(otherthanthoseheldby

Declarant)presentatameetingdulycalledforsuchpurposeandoftheDeclarant,
solongasDeclarantowns property

subjecttothisDeclarationorwhichmay become subjectheretoinaccordancewithSection11.1hereof.

Annexationshallbe accomplishedby filinginthepublicrecordsofWashingtonCounty,Utah,
an

AnnexingAmendment tothisDeclarationannexingsuchproperty,andby recordingan amendedplat,
allasprovided

by thelawsoftheStateofUtahandtheappropriatemunicipalordinances.Any suchAnnexingAmendment shallbe

signedby thePresidentandtheSecretaryoftheAssociation,
andby theownerofthepropertybeingannexed.The

conveyanceordedicationtotheAssociationshallbe acceptedby the
Associationandthereaftershallbemaintainedby

theAssociationatitsexpenseforthebenefitofallitsMembers.

11.4 Amendment.ThisSection11 shallnotbe amendedwithoutthepriorwrittenconsentofDeclarant,

solongastheDeclarantowns anypropertydescribedinExhibits"A"
or"B'hereof.

12. USE RESTRICTIONS

Use oftheCommon Area,ExclusiveCommon Area,LimitedCommon Areas,andtheUnitsshallbe

inaccordancewith,thefollowingprovisionssolongastheAssociationexists,andthese
restrictionsshallbe forthe

benefitofandenforceableby allOwnersandmembers oftheAssociation.

12.1Pets.No animals,livestockorpoultryofanykindshallbe raised,bred,orkept
on anyUnit,partor

portionof ENTRADA, exceptthatdogs,catsor otherdomesticatedhouseholdpetsmay
be keptina residence

constructedon a Lot,providedthatsaidpetsarenotkepttobe bred,boarded
ormaintainedforcommercialgain,and

subjecttothereasonablerulesandregulationsadoptedby theBoard,
andtherightoftheBoardtodirecttheOwner to

removethepetfromtheUnitiftheBoarddeterminesthepet(s)tobe a nuisance.
A dog whichrepeatedlybarks,ora

catthathowls,whetherornotwithintheOwner syardwillbe consideredtobe a nuisance.
No outsidedoghouses

ordogrunsareallowed.

12.2Nuisance.No Owner shallmake orpermitanynoisesthatwilldisturborannoytheoccupants
ofany

oftheUnitsordo orpermitanynoxiousoroffensiveactivityon anyUnit,part
orportionofENTRADA whichwill

interferewithrights,comfortorconvenienceofotherOwners.

12.3Commercialand RecreationalVehicles.No boats,trailers,buses,motor homes,motorcycles,all

terrainvehicles,snowmobiles,campers,trucks,orthelikeshallbe parkedorstoredupon theCommon Area ora

Unit,exceptwithinan enclosedgaragewitha heightofnottoexceedeightfeet,
unlessitisa commercialvehiclein

orothermaterialsorlitter.No garbage,trash,refuse,orrubbishshallbe deposited,dumped,
orkepton anypartofthe

Unitexceptinclosedcontainers,dumpsters,orothersanitarygarbagecollectionfacilities,
andproper-sized,
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closedcontainersor closedplasticbagsshallbe placedforpickupinaccordancewithany rules
and regulations

promulgatedby theAssociation.Garbagethatisplacedforpickupshallbe locatedneartheroadwayscontiguousto

theUnitbutshallonlybe leftoutsidethenightbeforescheduledpickupand
shallbe subjecttosuchadditionalrules

andregulationsastheAssociationmay fromtimetotimepromulgate.

Lots.

(d) An approvedsign,generallyinscribedon stone,isallowable
attheentrance(s)to

anyNeighborhood.

(e) "ModelOpen" or "Open House"signsareallowed,subjecttosuchsize,height

and shaperulesas shallbe establishedby theAssociation.Such signsshallbe

removeddailyandstoredoutofsight.Any residentialstructurebearingsucha sign

shallbemannedby anownerorsalespersonatalltimesuchsign
isdisplayed.

(f) The Declarantmay displayanysignwhichit,initssolediscretion,deemstobe

necessaryoradvisable.

(g) A developerof a multi-unitneighborhoodmay displayup to two general

informationalsignsand up to three"Model" or "SalesOffice"signswithina

NeighborhooduntilallUnitsthatareowned by thedeveloperhavebeen sold.

"Model"and "SalesOfficesignsasusedinthissub-sectionshallincludesigns

whichareeitherdirectionalincharacterorwhichindicatetheprecisenatureofa

structurewithinaNeighborhood.

12.5.2The Declarantshallarrangefororprovidespaceina centrallylocatedbuilding
fordisseminationof

informationregardingLotsorUnitswhichmay be offeredforsaleby ownersortheirsalesrepresentatives.Suchspace

may be inthesalesofficeofDeclarant'ssalesrepresentatives,buttheinformationregardingpropertyofferedforsaleby

ownersorby agentsunrelatedtothesalesofficeshallbereadilyavailableto
allpotentialbuyersenteringthepremises.

12.5.3NotwithstandingtheprovisionsofSection12.5.1,anyresidencecurrently
forsaleorbeingconstructed

forsaleand forwhicha gradingorbuildingpermithasbeen issuedasofthedate
oftheadoptionofthisSecond

Amended DeclarationofCovenants,ConditionsandRestrictions,may displaya "ForSale"sign,ofsuchsize,shapeand

coloras shallhavebeen approvedby theAssociation,untilsuchresidencehasbeen soldor occupied,whichever

occursfirst.Thisprovisionshallconstitutea one-timeexemptionfromthespecificprohibitioncontained
inSection

12.5.1hereof.Inno eventwillanysignsornoticesbe allowedaftertheexpirationofonecalendaryear
fromtheEffective

DateofthisSection12.5,exceptasprovidedinSection12.5.1

12.5.4The EffectiveDateofSection12.5shallbe January1,2001and,untilthatdate,theprovisions

containedinthepriorSection12.5,entitled"Notices,"shallremaininfullforceand
effect.

12.6InterruptionofDrainage.No changeintheelevationofa Unitshallbe made andno changeinthe

conditionofthesoilorlevelofthelandofaUnitshallbe made whichresultsinanypermanentchange
intheflowand

drainageofsurfacewaterwhichtheAssociation,initssolediscretion,
considersdetrimental.The Associationmay

causethepropertytobereturnedtoitsinitialconditionattheexpense
oftheOwner.

12.9LawfulUse.No immoral,improper,offensive,orunlawfuluseshallbe made ofENTRADA orany

propertyoperatedby theAssociationnoranypartofit;and allvalidlaws,zoningordinances,andregulations
ofall

governmentalbodieshavingjurisdictionshallbe observed.

12.10RecreationalUse ofLakesandPonds.Any lakesandpondswithintheENTRADA projectshallnot

be usedforswimming orforboatingofanykind.

12.11Temporaryor OtherStructures.No structureof a temporarynature,and no trailer,bus,basement,

outhouse,tent,shack,garage,orotheroutbuildingshallbe usedatanytime
asa residence,eithertemporarilyor

permanently,nor shallany suchstructuresbe erectedorplacedon any Unitat-any time.No oldor second-hand

structuresshallbe moved ontoanyofsaidUnits,itbeingtheintentionhereofthatalldwellings
andotherbuildingsto

be erectedon saidUnitswithinENTRADA shallbenew constructionofgoodquality,workmanshipandmaterials.

12.12Antennae.No radio,televisionorotherantennaeofanykindornature,ordeviceforthereception
or

transmissionof radio,microwaveor similarsignals,includingsatellitedishes,shallbe permittedon any Unit,

provided,however,thatsucha devicewillbe allowedifitis36
inchesorlessindiameterand ifitissubstantially

shieldedfromView.

12.13ClothesDrving.No portionofanyUnitshallbe usedasa dryingorhangingarea
forlaundryofany

kind,itbeingtheintentionhereofthatallsuchfacilitiesbeprovidedwithinthedwellingtobe constructedoneach
Unit.

12.14Guests.The Owners ofUnitsshallbe fullyresponsiblefortheactivitiesand actionsoftheirguests,

invitees,tenants,orvisitorsandshalltakeallactionnecessaryorrequiredtoinsure
thatallsuchpersonsfullycomply

withtheprovisionsofthisDeclaration,andallrulesandregulationsofthe
Association.

13.DESIGN REVIEW COMMITTEE

13.1Restrictionon Construction.No building,fence,wall,orotherstructuresshallbe commenced,erected,

ormaintainedby anyOwner,norshallanyexterioradditionorchangeor
alterationtherein,includinga changeinthe

buildingexteriorpaintcolor,be made norshallanyimprovementsbe made withintheOwner'spropertylineorinany

appurtenantLimitedCommon Area untiltheplansand specificationsshowingthe nature,kind,shape,height,

materials,and locationof thesame shallhave been submittedto and approvedin writingas totheharmony of

externaldesignand locationinrelationto surroundingstructuresand topographyby theEntradaDesignReview

Committee(hereinaftersometimesreferredtoasthe"ReviewCommittee).

13.2CreationofDesignReview Committee.The Board of TrusteesoftheAssociationisauthorizedand

directedtoappointtheReviewCommitteeinaccordancewiththeprovisions
oftheBy-Laws.The ReviewCommittee

willconsistofa minimum ofthreetoa maximum ofsevenmembers.Eachmember willholdofficeuntilsuchtimeas

he hasresignedorbeenremoved,oruntilhissuccessorhasbeenappointed.Any
member ofthecommitteemay at

anytimeresignfromtheReviewCommitteeupon writtennoticedelivered
totheBoardofTrustees.

13.3 DutiesofDesignReviewCommittee.

13.3.1The Review Conunitteeshallhavethedutytoconsiderandtoactupon suchproposalsormatters
as

fromtimetotimearesubmittedtoitpursuanttothePropertyDevelopmentGuidelines,
toperformsuchotherdutiesas

fromtimetotimearedelegatedtoitby theAssociation,asdeemed intheDeclaration,and toamend theProperty

DevelopmentGuidelineswhen,andinthemanner,deemed appropriate
ornecessaryby theDeclarant
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ortheAssociationtofurtherthephilosophyofENTRADA orthepracticalnecessitiesofmakingENTRADA an

outstandingandsuccessfulcommunity.

13.3.2In ordertopromotea harmoniouscommunitydevelopmentandprotect
thecharacterofENTRADA,

theReviewCommitteeshall,upon recordationoftheNeighborhoodPlatMap foraparticularNeighborhood,adopta

setof PropertyDevelopmentGuidelinesforsuchNeighborhood.The provisionsof thatparticularsetofProperty

DevelopmentGuidelinesshallbe bindingupon theOwners in saidsubdivisionand areincorporatedhereinby

reference.

13.4Time forDesignReview Committees Action.In theeventtheBoard of Trustees,or itsdesignated

committee,failstoapprove,disapproveortotablependingadditional
informationtobe submittedby applicant,such

designandlocationwithinthirty(30)daysaftersaidplansandspecifications
havebeensubmittedtoit,approvalofthe

Boardwillnotbe requiredandSection13.1willbe deemedtohave
beenfullycompliedwith.Itemswhichhavebeen

tabledmustbe similarlyapproved,disapprovedortabledpendingadditionalinformation
withinthirty(30)daysafter

beingtabled,ortheywillbe deemedtohavebeenapproved.Nothing
hereincontainedshallbe construedasprohibiting

theBoardoritsdesignatedcommitteefromgrantinglimitedapprovals
ofcertainelementssoastoallowconstruction

proceed,andtablingforfurtherinformationitemsoflesserimportance.

13.5Meetingsof DesignReview Committee.The Review Committeeshallmeet from timeto timeas

necessarytoproperlyperformitsduties.The voteorwrittenconsentofa majorityofthemembers shallconstitutean

actby theReviewCommitteeunlesstheunanimousdecisionofitsmembers
isotherwiserequiredorunlesstheReview

Committeehaspreviouslyactedtodelegatecertainpowerstoone ormore members
oftheReview Committee.The

ReviewCommitteeshallkeepandmaintainarecordofallactiontakenby itatsuchmeetings.

13.6Compensationto DesignReview CommitteeMembers. Unlessauthorizedby theDeclarantor the

Association,themembers oftheReview Committeeshallnotreceiveany compensationforservicesrendered.All

members shallbe entitledto reimbursementforreasonableexpensesincurredby them in connectionwiththe

performanceofanyReviewCommitteefunctionorduty.Professional
consultantsandprovidersofsecretarialservices

retainedby theReviewCommitteeshallbepaidsuchcompensationasthe
ReviewCommitteedetermines.

13.7 Amendment toGuidelines.The PropertyDevelopmentGuidelinesaresubjecttorevisionby

amendmentasfollows:

13.7.1At suchtimeas theReview Committeedeterminesthatany portionof thePropertyDevelopment

Guidelinesshouldbe revised,theReviewCommitteeshallsendtotheBoardofTrusteesinwritten
forma proposed

amendmentoutliningthechangesandthereasonstherefore.

13.7.2The BoardofTrusteesshalleitherapproveordisapprovetheproposedamendmentinwriting.
Failure

oftheBoardofTrusteestodisapprovetheproposedamendmentshallinno way be deemed
tobe approvalofthesame.

13.7.3The BoardofTrusteesmay alsoamend thePropertyDevelopmentGuidelinesindependently.

13.8Enforcement.The PropertyDevelopmentGuidelinesand the plansas approvedby theReview

Committeemay be enforcedby theReviewCommittee,theAssociation,ortheBoardofTrustees
asprovidedhereinor

intheDeclarationofCovenants,Conditions,and Restrictionsor intheBy-Laws of theAssociation.The Boardof

Trusteesmay createa Designand RulesEnforcementCommitteeand vestany such
committeewiththeauthority

requiredtoenforcetherules,regulationsandfindingsoftheReviewCommittee
ortheAssociation,orboth.

14. DESIGN REVIEW PROCEDURES

14.1ReviewProcess.Properstandardsofdevelopmentwillbe assuredtoeveryresident
inENTRADA by the

practiceof designreviewas establishedby theReview Committee.The Review Committeeisresponsiblefor

reviewingandapprovingallimprovementsandanyrevisionoralteration
tothoseimprovements.The goalofthe
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ReviewCommitteeistoprocesseachsubmittalfairly,consistently,ina timelymanner,and inaccordancewithsound

professionaljudgmentand the requirementsof thePropertyDevelopmentGuidelinesand thisDeclarationof

Covenants,Conditions,and Restrictions.The Review Committeeshallestablishreasonableproceduralrulesand may

assessa reasonablefeeinconnectionwithreviewofplansand specifications.The Review Committeemay delegate

planinitialreviewresponsibilitiestoone ormore members oftheReview Committee,buta quorum oftheReview

Committeeshallberesponsibleforallfinalapprovals.

14.2ReviewCommittee'sAddress.The addressoftheReviewCommitteeshallbe theprincipalofficeofthe

Associationasdesignatedby theBoardpursuanttotheBylaws.Suchaddress
shallbetheplaceorthesubmittalofplans

andspecificationsandtheplacewherethecurrentPropertyDevelopmentGuidelinesshall
bekept.The initialaddressfor

submissionsshallbe:

14.4.1The Review Committee,beforegivingsuchapproval,.mayrequirethatchangesbe
made tocomply

withtherequirementsofthisDeclaration,thePropertyDevelopmentGuidelines
andsuchadditionalrequirementsas

theReviewCommitteemay,initsdiscretion,imposeastostructuralfeaturesofanyproposedimprovement,thetype

ofmaterialused,orotherfeaturesorcharacteristicsthereofnotexpresslycoveredby anyprovisionsofthisdocument,

includingthesettingor locationof anyproposedimprovementwithrespect
tothetopographyand finishedground

elevations.The ReviewCommitteemay alsorequireorspecify,initsdiscretion,theexteriorfinishand color,andthe

architecturalstyleandcharacterofexistingImprovementswithintheProject.

14.4.2The Review Committee,beforegivingitsapproval,may impose conditions,includingwithout

limitation,timelimitationsforthecompletionofImprovements,orrequirechangestobe made
whichinitsdiscretion

arerequiredtoensurethattheproposedImprovementwillnotdetractfrom
theappearanceoftheProject,orotherwise

createanyconditionunreasonablydisadvantagestootherOwnersordetrimental
totheProjectasawhole.Untilallplans

and specificationsrequiredforeachsubmittalare.determinedby theReview Committee
tobe complete,theReview

Committeeshallhave no obligationtoreviewany partialsubmittal.Allcompleted
submittalsshallbe actedupon

promptlyby theReviewCommittee.The amountoftimetakenby the
ReviewCommitteefortheapprovalprocesswill

varywiththeadequacyandcomplexityofthedesigninformationand
thecompletionofsubmittalplans.A decisionof

theCommitteetoapprove,or todisapprove,a submittal,togetherwithan explanationof furtherconditionstobe

satisfiedby theapplicant,shallbe made withinthirty(30)daysafterreceiptofa completedsubmittal.
The approvalof

theConmaitteeofanysubmissionsforanywork done,orproposedtobe done,or
inconnectionwithanyothermatter

requiringtheapprovalor consentof theCommittee,shallnotbe
deemed to constitutea waiverby theReview

Committeeofitsrighttoapprove,disapprove,objectorconsenttoanyofthe
featuresorelementsembodiedtherein

when thesamefeaturesorelementsareembodiedinothermatterssubmittedtotheReviewCommittee.

14.5RequestforReconsideration.An applicantmay requestreconsiderationofarulingoftheDesignReview

Committeeby submittingtotheReview Committee,induplicate,writtenarguments
forsuchreconsiderationwithin

thirty(30)daysofthedateofreceiptoftheReview Committees ruling.
The Review Committeewillgiveitsfinal

rulingby answeringtheargumentsandby confirmingormodifyingitsruling
withinthirty(30)daysofreceiptofthe

applicant'swrittenarguments.No feeisrequiredto be submittedfora reconsideration.Failureof theReview

Committeetonotifytheapplicantregardingthereconsiderationwithinthirty(30)daysofthedateofsubmittalofthe

writtenargumentstotheReviewCommitteeshallbe deemedapprovalofthesubmittal.Finalapprovalsby
theDesign

ReviewCommitteeshallbevalidforone(1)yearfromthedateoffinalapprovalandmustbeobtainedprior
toformal
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submissiontotheCityofSt.Georgeforabuildingpermit.Ifabuildingpermitis
notissuedwithinone(1)yearafteran

Owner obtainsan approval,theapprovalshallbe voidandan applicationfor
theproposedimprovements(s)shallbe

resubmittedtoandre-approvedby theReviewCommittee.Verbalapprovals
shallnotbe effectiveapprovalsunderany

circumstances.The applicantshallnotrelyon and shallnotplaceany valuewhatsoeveron a verbalapprovalby

anyone,includingaReviewCommitteemember(s).The ReviewCommittee
shallnotbe boundinanyrespectby verbal

approval.

14.6Appeal to Board of Trustees.An applicantmay appealthe finalrulingof the Design Review

Committeeby filinga petitionofappeal,togetherwitha writtenstatementasto
therulingfromwhichtheappealis

taken,andthereasonsinsupportoftheapplicantsappeal,withtheBoard
ofTrusteesoftheAssociation.The Boardof

Trusteesshallsolicita responsefromtheDesignReview Committee,whichresponse
shallbe filedby theReview

Committeewithintwenty(20)daysafternotificationreachestheReview Committeeoftheneedforsucha response.

The Board of Trusteesmay requestsuchotherand additionalinformationas itdeems tobe relevant,and shall

thereuponmake a finaldecisionon thematter.The Board shallmake itsdecisionon orbeforethenextregularly

scheduledBoardmeetingwhichisatleastfive(5)daysaftertheReviewCommittee
hasreceivedtheresponsefromthe

Review Committeetotheapplicant'sappeal.

14.7LiabilityofReview Committee,Declarant,etc.NeitherDeclarant,theAssociation,
theBoard orthe

DesignReviewCommittee,orthemembers,orthedesignatedrepresentatives
thereofshallbe liablefordamagesto

any Owner or Owner'srepresentativesubmittingplansor specificationsto theReview Committeeor any ofthe

entitiesnamed aboveforapproval,ortoany Owner orOwner'srepresentativeaffectedby thisDeclarationorthe

PropertyDevelopmentGuidelinesby reasonof mistakeofjudgment,omission,or negligenceunlessdue towillful

misconductorbad faithoftheReviewCommittee.

14.8Indemnificationby Owner.Each Owner,asa conditiontoobtainingany approvalundertheProperty

DevelopmentGuidelines,agreestofullyindemnify,protect,defendand
holdharmlesstheDeclarant,theAssociation

andtheReviewCommitteeagainstandfromanyandallclaims,liabilities,lawsuitsanddisputesrelatedinanyway to

anyapprovaland/orapprovedordisapprovedImprovement.

15. BUILDER APPROVAL

AllresidentialdwellingsinENTRADA shallbe constructedby a PreferredBuilderoranApprovedBuilder

as thosetermsaredefinedin thePropertyDevelopmentGuidelinesapplicableto a particularsubdivisionwithin

ENTRADA. No residentialdwellingshallbe constructedby anOwner,hisagentoremployee,who
isnota Preferred

BuilderoranApprovedBuilderasthosetermsaredefinedinthePropertyDevelopment
Guidelinesapplicabletothe

subdivisioninwhichtheUnitislocated.

16. UTILITY SERVICE

16.1Dedicationof UtilityEasements.Declaranthas and willdedicatecertainportionsof ENTRADA,

throughwhicheasementsarenow andmay hereinafterbe granted,foruseby allutilities,publicandprivate,forthe

constructionandmaintenanceoftheirrespectivefacilitiesservicingthelandsdescribedinthisDeclaration.Declarant

herebygrantstosuchutilities,jointlyand severally,easementsforsuchpurpose.Such easementsmay,
butarenot

requiredto,be dedicatedby recordedplator otherinstrument.Additionaleasementsmay be grantedby the

AssociationforutilityorrecreationalpurposesinaccordancewiththerequirementsofthisDeclaration.

16.2TreatmentofMedian Strips.Any medianstriplocatedwithinapublicright-of-wayshallbe considered

Common Area and shallbe plantedand maintainedby theAssociation,inaccordancewiththeCity'sordinances,

policiesandstandards.

17. GOLF EASEMENTS AND ASSUMPTION OF RISK.

17.1StrayBallEasement.Each Owner herebyexpresslyassumestheriskrelatingtotheproximityof
their

UnittotheGolfCourseandeachOwner agreesthatitshalltaketheirUnitsubjecttothefollowingstray
balllicense

and/oreasement:

officialrulesoftheGolfCourse,withoutsuchenteringandplayingbeingdeemed tobe atrespass
thereon.

constructedupon aUnit,theOwner ofsaidUnitacknowledgesandagreesthat,duetotheproximityoftheUnitto
the

GolfCourse,straygolfballsmightenterupontheUnitand some oftheplayersplayingupon
theGolfCoursemight

enterupon saidUnittoretrievesaidstraygolfballs.Intheeventthata golf
ballentersupon saidUnitoranyplayer

entersupon saidUnittoretrieveorplaya straygolfball,theOwner ofsaidUnitagreesthatneitherDeclarant,the

AssociationnortheCourseOwner shallbe responsibleor liablefor:(a)any damagescausedby
thestrayballsor

players;or (b)any claimof trespassthattheOwner of saidUnitmay assertor be entitledto assertresulting

therefrom.

Association,theCourseOwner, nor theirguests,invitees,or clientsnor any entityresponsibleforthedesign,

construction,ownership,managementoroperationoftheGolfCourseshallbe liabletoOwner oranyotherperson

claiminganylossordamage,including,withoutlimitation,indirect,specialorconsequentiallossordamage arising

frompersonalinjury,destructionofproperty,lossofview,noisepollution,
or othervisualoraudibleoffenses,or

trespassoranyotherallegedwrong orentitlementtoremedybasedupon,
dueto,arisingfromorotherwiserelatedto

theproximityoftheUnittotheGolfCourse,including,withoutlimitation,anyclaimarisinginwholeorinpartfrom

thenegligenceof Declarant,theAssociation,or any entityresponsibleforthedesign,construction,ownership,

managementor operationoftheGolfCourse.Owner herebyagreestoindemnifyand holdharmlessDeclarant,
the

Associationand anyentityresponsibleforthedesign,construction,ownership,managementoroperationoftheGolf

Course,includingtheCourseOwner,againstanyandallclaimsby Owner orOwner'sinviteesorguests.

17.3RestrictedAccessto Golf Course.Notwithstandingtheproximityof theSubdivisiontotheGolf

Course,eachOwner acknowledgesthatownershipofanyUnit,doesnotconveytosaidOwner
orcreateinfavorof

saidOwner anyinterestinorrighttotheuseoftheGolfCourse.Use oftheGolfCourseshallbe strictlylimitedand

controlledby theCourseOwner,atitssoleandabsolutediscretion.

18. GENERAL PROVISIONS.

18.1Enforcement.The Association,oranyOwner,shallhavetherighttoenforce,by a proceeding
atlaw

orinequity,allrestrictions,conditions,covenants,reservations,liens,and chargesnow orhereafterimposedby the

provisionsof thisDeclaration.Failureby theAssociationor by any Unit owner to enforceany covenantor

restrictionhereincontainedshallinno eventbe deemed a waiveroftherighttodo sothereafter.
