Declaration

(a)Interestand Late Fees. Fines not paid within30 days of levyshallincurinterestatthe rate

of 18% per annum, and are subjectto a latefee (nottoexceed 10% ofthe fine)and are

recoverableby the Associationinthe same manner as an assessment under Article4 ofthe

Master Declaration.

(b)Continuing Violations. Afterthe Board assesses a fineagainstan Owner, the Board may,
withoutfurtherwarning, assess an additionalfineagainstthe Owner each time the Owner (1)
commits a violationofthe same ruleor provisionwithinone year afterthe day on which the

board assesses a finefora violationofthe same ruleor provision;or (2)allowsa violationto

continuefor10 days or longerafterthe day on which the board assesses the fine.

(e)Revocation of Rental Privilege. Inadditiontoassessing fines,the Board may revoke

nightlyrentalprivilegesforany Owner deemed a serialoffenderofthe NightlyRental Rules. An

Owner isa serialoffenderif(1)the aggregate finesassessed againstthe Owner forviolatingthe

NightlyRental Rules during any 12-month periodexceeds $10,000, whether paid or unpaid;(2)
the same violationoccurs atthe Owner's Unitmore than threetimes ina 12-month period;or (3)
othercircumstances inwhich the nightlyrentalactivitiesatthe Owner's Unitcreatea nuisance
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tothe community. The noticeand procedures forassessing finesshallbe followedforrevoking

nightlyrentalprivileges.Once nightlyrentalprivilegesare revoked, the Board may putthe

publicon noticeofthe revocation,includingrecordinga "Noticeof Revocation of NightlyRental

Privileges"againstthe Lot. The Board may alsoinitiatelitigationinthe name ofthe Association

toenforce the revocation.

(d)Hearing Request. Ifassessed a fine,an Owner may request an informalhearing before the

Board of Directorsto disputethe fine.Any requestforhearing must be made within30 days
afterthe day on which the Owner receivednoticethatthe finewas assessed.

19(b). EFFECTIVE DATE AND AUTHORITY OF AMENDMENT:

These amended NightlyRental Rules and Policiesare adopted by Declarant,pursuant to its

rulemaking authorityfound inSection 2.8 ofthe FirstAmended and Restated Master

DeclarationofSand Hollow Resort,and are effectiveas ofthe date of recording.

Except as amended herein,allotherprovisionsand requirements ofthe NightlyRental Rules

remain effect.
