PUBLIC EASEMENT

That inconsiderationof Ten Dollarsand othergood and valuableconsiderationpaid to

CrystalInn Co.,LLC, hereinreferredto as Grantor,by theCity of St.George, a Utah

municipal corporation,hereinreferredto as Grantee,the receiptof which ishereby

acknowledged, Grantor does herby grant,bargain,sell,transferand convey unto Grantee,

itssuccessorsand assigns,a perpetualeasement foringressand egress,to use,install,

operate,maintain,repair,remove, relocateand replacepublicutilityand drainage

facilitiesand forotherpublicuse ,inand along realpropertyowned by Grantor in

Washington County, Stateof Utah and the easement being more fullydescribedas

follows:

Beginning ata pointwhich isNorth 00.36'38" East 838.26 feetalong the sectionlineand

South 87'38'22" East 433.91 feet,which isalong the northright-of-waylineof 1470

South, from the southwest cornerof Section31,Township 42 South,Range 15 West Salt

Lake Base and Meridian,thence North 00*04'53" East 203.17 feet;thence South

89*55'07" East 20.00 feet;thence South 00.04'53" West 203.96 feet;thence North

87.38'22" West 20.02 feet;along the northright-of-waylineof 1470 South to thePoint

of Beginning.

To have and tohold such propertyto Grantee,the City of St.George, foreverfortheuses

and purposes normally associatedwith publicuses such as utilitiesand drainagebut

being SUBJECT to Easements, Rights-of-Way and Restrictionsof Record and those

enforceableinlaw and equity.

During temporary periods,Grantee may use such portionof thepropertyon and adjacent

to saideasement as may be necessaryinconnection with the construction,maintenance,

repair,removal or replacement of the facilities.Grantee shallnotifyGrantor priorto

enteringthe propertyoutsidethe easement forpurposes of initialconstructionor forany

purpose as listedabove and shallcoordinatewith Grantor the areato be disturbedoutside

the easement.

Grantee,as a conditionto the grantingof the easement, shallpay damages, restoreor

replace,inkind,atGrantee'sdiscretionand Grantee'sexpense; fences,trees,

landscaping,underground piping,and otherimprovements inthe event such isdamaged

by theconstruction,maintenance, repair,replacement or removal of the facilities.

Grantor shallnot buildor construct,nor permit to be builtor constructed,any buildingor

otherimprovement over,acrossor under saideasement, nor change thecontour thereof,



without givingwrittennoticeto Grantee. In the event Grantor giveswrittennotification

to Grantee to constructany buildingor otherimprovement over,acrossor under said

easement,Grantor shallprovidea new easement to replacethe existingeasement thatis

reasonableand allows forconstructionof a functionalculinarywater linewith

appurtenances. Grantor shallpay the costto relocatethe existingculinarywater lineand

appurtenancestothe new easement provided by Grantor. Grantor may not interferewith

theeasement inanyway. Ifany improvement isinstalled,built,or placed withinthe

easement by Grantor or itssuccessorsor assigns,withoutGrantor providinga new

easement, Grantor bearsthe riskof lossor damage tothose improvements resultingfrom

the exerciseof the easement rightsand Grantee isnot responsibleto repair,replace,

maintain,indemnify or reimburse Grantor forany damage or loss.Grantor shallpay for

any extracostswhich Grantee incursas a resultof Grantorburdening the easement.

Itisexpresslyunderstood and agreed thatGrantor assumes no liabilityforany property

damage or bodily injuryresultingfrom Grantee'sactson or use of the subjecteasement.

Grantee shallbe responsibleforany liabilityforpropertydamage or bodily injurywhich

arisesas a resultof Grantee'sactions.The indemnitiesand assumptions of liabilitiesand

obligationshereinprovided forshallcontinuein fullforceand effectnotwithstandingthe

terminationof thisAgreement, whether by expirationof time,by operationof law,or

otherwise.

The grantand otherprovisionsof thiseasement shallconstitutea covenant running with

the land forthe benefitof the Grantee itssuccessorsand assigns.
