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AMENDED AND RESTATED BYLAWS

OF

IRONWOOD HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION

ARTICLE 1

NAME, LOCATION, AND PURPOSE

The name of thecorporationisIronwood Homeowners Association,hereafterreferredto
astheAssociation.

The principalofficeoftheAssociationshallbe attheofficeoftheAssociation'sregistered
agent,as the same may change from time to time,untilchanged by resolutionof the Board but
meetingsofMembers and Directorsmay be heldatsuch placeswithinthestateof Utah as may be
designatedby theBoard.

These Amended and RestatedBylaws ("Bylaws") are adopted by vote of a majorityor
more oftheBoard of Directors.These Bylaws arefortheregulationand management oftheaffairs
ofIronwood Homeowners Association,a Utah nonprofitcorporation(the"Association"),towhich
referenceismade intheSecond Amended and RestatedDeclarationofCovenants,Conditions,and
RestrictionsforIronwood Subdivision,recordedon February 7,2020. as Doc. No. 20200006717
in the officialrecords of the Washington County Recorder, Stateof Utah, as amended or
supplemented from time totime (the"Declaration"),toperform the functionsas provided inthe
Declarationand tofurthertheinterestsof Owners ofLots withintheProperty.

These Bylaws aresubjecttothe Utah Revised NonprofitCorporationAct (Utah Code 16-
6a-101,etseq.)("NonprofitAct") and the Utah Community AssociationAct (Utah Code 57-8a-
101,etseq.)("AssociationAct") (collectivelythe "Acts"),the Declaration,and the Articlesof
Incorporationof the Association ("Articles")filedwith the Division of Corporations and
Commercial Code oftheUtah Department of Commerce (the"Division"),as any oftheforegoing
may be amended from time to time.Where theseBylaws differfrom the NonprofitAct or the
AssociationAct,theseBylaws shallcontrolunlesstheprovisionsof eithertheNonprofitAct or
theAssociationAct,or both,aremandatory and notdefaultprovisions.

The Acts requirethattheAssociationhave and continuouslymaintaininthe Stateof Utah
a registeredofficeand a registeredagent.The registeredagentmust be an individualwho resides
inthe Stateof Utah and whose businessofficeisidenticalwith the registeredoffice.The initial
registeredofficeand the initialregisteredagentarespecifiedintheArticlesand may be changed
by the Associationat any time, without amendment to the Articles,by filinga statementas
specifiedby law with theDivision.

ARTICLE 2

DEFINITIONS

Unlessotherwisespecificallyprovidedherein,capitalizedtermsintheseBylaws shallhave
thesame meaning as giventosuch terms intheDeclaration.
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ARTICLE 3

MEMBERSHIP AND VOTING RIGHTS

Section3.1. Membership. Every Owner of a Lot shallbe a Member oftheAssociation.
Membership shallbe appurtenanttoand may not be separatedfrom ownership of any Lot. The
person or personswho constitutetheowner of feesimpletitleto a Lot shallautomaticallybe the
holderof the membership appurtenantto thatLot and the membership shallautomaticallypass
with feesimpletitletotheLot.

Section3.2. Voting Rights.Members areentitledto one (1)vote foreach Lot owned.
When more thanone (1)personholdsan interestinany Lot,thegroup of such personsshallbe a
Member. The voteforsuch Lot shallbe exercisedastheyamong themselvesdetermine,but inno
eventshallmore than one (1)votebe castwith respectto any Lot. A votecastatan Association
meeting by any ofsuch co-Owners, whether inperson,by proxy,orby ballot,shallbe conclusively
presumed to be attributableto the Lot concerned,unlesswrittenobjectionismade priorto said
meeting,orverbalobjectionismade atsaidmeeting by anotherco-Owner ofthesame Lot. Inthe
eventobjectionismade, thevoteinvolvedshallnotbe countedforany purposeexcepttodetermine
whether a quorum exists.For the purposesof votingpursuanttothisArticle,Lot shallmean (i)
singleLot;and (ii)insuch caseswhere thesame Owner owns two contiguousLots upon which a
single-familyresidencehas been constructed,thetwo contiguousLots shallbe deemed tobe one
Lot.Intheeventofany disputeastotheentitlementof any Member tovoteor astotheresultsof
any vote of Members at a meeting, the Board shallact as arbitratorsand the decisionof a
disinterestedmajorityof the Board shall,when rendered in writing,be finaland bindingas an
arbitrationaward and may be actedupon inaccordancewith Utah law.

Section3.3. Reserved.

Section3.4. QualificationforMembership. No person,persons,entityor entitiesshall
exercisetherightsof membership untilsatisfactoryproof has been furnishedto the secretaryof
theAssociationof qualificationas a Member, or nominee of a Member, pursuanttotheterms of
the Articlesof Incorporationand theseBylaws. Such proof may consistof a copy of a duty
executedand acknowledged warrantydeed or titleinsurancepolicyshowing saidperson,persons,
entityor entities,orthepersonnominating him qualifiedinaccordancetherewith,inwhich event
said deed or titleinsurancepolicy shallbe deemed conclusiveevidence in the absence of a
conflictingclaim based upon a laterdeed ortitleinsurancepolicy.

Section3.5. Suspension of Membership. The rightsof membership are subjectto the
payment of annualand specialassessmentsleviedby theAssociation.Ifa Member failstomake
payment ofany annualorspecialassessmentleviedby theAssociationwithinthirty(30)days after
thesame shallbecome due and payablethevotingrightsof such Member may be suspended by
theBoard untilsuch assessmenthas been paid. Rightsof a Member may alsobe suspended after
noticeand hearing,forinfractionof any publishedrulesand regulationsestablishedby theBoard
governingthe use of the services,facilitiesor equipment of the Association,fora periodnot to
exceed sixty(60)days.
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ARTICLE4

MEETINGS OF MEMBERS

Section4.1. Annual Meetings.Each annualmeeting oftheMembers shallbe heldatthe

dateand time establishedby the Board, unlesstheBoard, by resolution,directotherwise.Ifthe

day oftheannualmeeting oftheMembers isa legalholiday,themeeting willbe heldatthesame

hour orthefirstday followingwhich isnot a legalholiday.

Section4.2. SpecialMeetings.Specialmeetings of the Members may be calledatany
time by thePresidentor by theBoard,or upon writtenrequestoftheMembers who areentitledto

voteone-fourth(1/4)ofallofthevotes.No businessshallbe transactedata specialmeeting ofthe

Members exceptas indicatedinthenoticethereof.

Section4.3. Notice of Meetings. Writtennoticestatingtheplace,day and hour of any

meeting shallbe givennot lessthanten(10)nor more than thirty(30)days beforethedateof the

meeting,plusany time added to effectuatedeliveryunder Section16.8.The noticeof an annual,

regularor specialmeeting shallinclude:(a)thenames of any known candidateforDirectorand

shallidentifyany othermatterwhich itisknown may come beforethe meeting; (b)potential

conflictinginteresttransactionsof a Director,partyrelatedtoa Director,or an entityinwhich the

Directorisa trusteeorhas a financialinterest,ifany;(c)noticeofany indemnificationor advance

ofexpensestoa Directorinconnectionwitha legal"proceeding"asdefinedintheActs;(d)notice

of any amendment to theseBylaws proposed by the Members and a copy, summary or general
statementof the proposed amendment; (e)noticeof a proposed plan of merger; (f)noticeof a

proposed saleofthePropertiesby theAssociationotherthanintheregularcourseofactivities;(g)
noticeof a proposed dissolutionoftheAssociation;and (b)any mattera Member intendstoraise

atthemeeting ifrequestedinwritingtodo so by a personentitledtocalla specialmeeting and the

requestisreceived(receiptdeemed effectiveas setforthunder Section16.8)by the secretaryor

presidentatleastten(10)days beforetheAssociationgivesnoticeof themeeting,plusany time

added to effectuatedeliveryunder Section16.8.The noticeof a specialmeeting shallstatethe

purpose or purposesforwhich themeeting iscalled.

Section4.4. Waiver ofNotice. The noticeprovidedforhereinaboveisnotindispensable
and any meeting of the Members shallbe deemed validlycalledforallpurposes ifallMembers

arerepresentedthereatinperson,by proxy,or by ballot,or ifa quorum ispresentand waiversof

noticeof time,place,and purpose of such meeting shallbe duly executedinwritingeitherbefore

or aftersaid meeting by those Members not so representedor not given such notice. The

attendanceofany Member ata meeting inperson,by proxy,or by ballot,withoutprotestingprior
tothe conclusionof the meeting the lackof noticeof such meeting,shallconstitutea waiver by
thatMember. A Member may waive any noticerequiredby theActs or by theseBylaws, whether

beforeor afterthedateor time statedinthenoticeas thedateortime when any actionwilloccur

or has occurred.A waiver shallbe inwriting,signedby the Member entitledto the notice,and

deliveredtotheAssociationforinclusionintheminutes;or filingwith thecorporaterecords.The

deliveryand filingrequiredabove may not be conditionsof the effectivenessof the waiver.A

Member's attendanceata meeting (a)waives objectionto lackofnoticeor defectivenoticeofthe

meeting,unlessthe Member atthe beginningof the meeting objectsto holdingthe meeting or
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transactingbusinessatthemeeting because of lackof noticeor defectivenotice,and (b)waives

objectionto considerationof a particularmatteratthe meeting thatisnot withinthe purpose or

purposes describedinthe meeting notice,unlessthe Member objectsto consideringthe matter
when itispresented.

Section4.5. Ouorum. Except as hereafterprovided,and as otherwiseprovided inthe
Articlesof Incorporationor Declaration,the presenceatthe meeting of Members inperson,by
proxy,or by ballot,entitledtocasttwenty percent(20%) of allthevotesof theMembers entitled
tovoteshallconstitutea quorum forany action.If,however, such quorum shallnotbe presentor

representedatany meeting,the Members entitledtovotethereatshallhave power to adjournthe

meeting from time totime,withoutnoticeotherthanannouncement atthemeeting,untila quorum
as aforesaidshallbe presentor be represented.

Incaseofa meetingtochange thebasisand maximum ofassessments,tomake assessments
inexcessof saidmaximum, orto levya specialoradditionalassessment,asthoseassessmentsare
definedintheDeclaration,presenceatthemeeting of Members, inperson,by proxy,or by ballot,
entitledtocastsixtypercent(60%) of allthevotesoftheMembers entitledtovoteshallconstitute
a quorum. Iftherequiredquorum isnot forthcomingatsuch a meeting,anothermeeting may be

called,subjectto the noticerequirementsetforthabove and the requiredquorum at any such

subsequent meeting shallbe one-half(1/2)of the requiredquorum at the preceding meeting,
providedthatno such subsequentmeeting shallbe held more than sixty(60)days followingthe

precedingmeeting.

Section4.6. Proxies.At allmeetingsofMembers, each Member may voteinperson,by
proxy,orby ballot.Allproxiesshallbe inwritingand filedwiththeSecretarypriortothemeeting
forwhich theproxy isvalid.Every proxy shallbe revocablesand shallautomaticallyceaseupon
conveyance of a Lot by theMember.

Section4.7. Voting. Ifa quorum ispresent,theaffirmativevote of the majorityofthe
Members representedatthemeeting shallbe theactofalltheMembers, unlesstheactof a greater
number isexpresslyrequiredby law, by the Declaration,or by the Articlesof Incorporationor
elsewhereintheseBylaws.

Section4.8. Procedure.The orderofbusinessand allothermattersofprocedureatevery
meeting of Members shallbe determinedby thepresidingofficer.

Section4.9. Record Date/Members List.

(a) The recorddateforthepurpose ofdeterminingMembers entitledtonoticeof,orto
vote at,any meeting of Members or inorderto make a determinationof such Members forany
otherproperpurpose forthetakingof any otherlawfulactionshallbe as setforthin Subsection
4.9(b)below,unlesstheBoard,inadvance ofsendingnotice,setsa dateby resolutionastherecord
dateforany such determinationof Members. Such recorddateshallnot be more than sixty(60)
days priortothemeeting ofMembers ortheeventrequiringa determinationof Members.

(b) Members entitledto noticeof a meeting of the Members arethe Members of the
Associationat the closeof businesson the businessday precedingthe day on which noticeis

effective,or,ifnoticeiswaived,atthecloseof businesson thebusinessday precedingtheday on
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which themeeting isheld.Members entitledtovoteata meeting oftheMembers aretheMembers
of theAssociationon thedateof themeeting,and who areotherwiseeligibletovote.The record
dateforthepurpose of determiningtheMembers entitledto exerciseany rightsinrespectof any
otherlawfulactionareMembers of theAssociationatthelaterof (a)thecloseof businesson the
day on which theBoard adoptstheresolutionrelatingtotheexerciseoftheright;or (b)theclose
ofbusinesson thesixtieth(60th)day beforethedateoftheexerciseoftheright.A recorddatefixed
under thisSectionmay not be more thanseventy(70)days beforethemeeting oractionrequiring
a determinationof Members occurs.A determinationof Members entitledto noticeof or to vote
ata meeting of Members iseffectiveforany adjournment of themeeting unlesstheBoard fixesa
new datefordeterminingtherighttonoticeortherighttovote.

(c) The Associationshallonly be requiredtopreparea listofthenames oftheMembers
asprovidedforinSection10.5.

Section4.10. Ballotsat Meetings. A writtenballot,ifdeliveredby the Associationto
every Member entitledtovoteon thematteror mattersthereinas describedin4.8below, may be
used in connectionwith any annual,regular,or specialmeeting of Members, therebyallowing
Members the choice of eithervoting in person,by proxy, or by writtenballotdeliveredby a
Member totheAssociationinlieuof attendanceatsuch meeting.Any writtenballotshallcomply
with therequirementsof Sections4.11 and 4.11(a)and shallbe countedequallywith thevotesof
Members in attendanceat any meeting for every purpose, includingsatisfactionof a quorum
requirement.

Section4.ll. Ballotswithout a Meeting and ElectronicVoting. The Associationmay
utilizeballotswithouta meeting to takeany actionthatmay be taken atany annual,regular,or
specialmeeting of the Members provided the Associationdeliversa writtenballotto every
Member entitledto vote.Any ballotutilizedwithouta meeting shallbe validonly when (i)the
time by which allballotsmust be receivedhas passedso thata quorum can be determinedand (ii)
thenumber ofapprovalsequalsor exceedsthenumber ofvotesthatwould be requiredtoapprove
thematterata meeting atwhich thetotalnumber ofvotescastwas thesame asthenumber ofvotes
castby ballot.

(a) All solicitationsforvotesby writtenballotshall:(i)setfortheach proposed action,
(ii)provideforan opportunitytovotefororagainsteach proposed action,(iii)indicatethenumber
of responsesneeded to meet the quorum requirements;(iv)statethe percentageof approvals
necessarytoapprove each matterotherthanelectionof Directors;(v)specifythetime by which a
ballotmust be receivedby the Associationinorderto be counted;and (vi)be accompanied by
writteninformationsufficientto permit each person castingthe ballotto reach an informed
decisionon thematter.

(b) Any writtenballotshallcomply withtherequirementsinthisSectionand shallbe
countedequallywith thevotesofMembers inattendance(by personor proxy)atany meeting for
everypurpose,includingsatisfactionof a quorum requirement.

(c) Members shallbe provideda fairand reasonableamount of time beforetheday on
which the Associationmust receiveballots.An amount of time isconsideredto be fairand
reasonableif(a)Members aregiven atleastfifteen(15)days from theday on which thenoticeis
mailed,ifthenoticeismailedby first-classorregisteredmail;(b)Members aregivenatleastthirty
(30)days from theday on which the noticeismailed,ifthe noticeismailed by otherthan first-
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classor registeredmail;or (c)consideringallthecircumstances,theamount of time isotherwise

reasonable.

(d) The Associationand itsMembers, by adoption of theseBylaws, agree to allow

votingby electronicmeans. To effectuateelectronicvoting,ballotsmay be signedelectronically
asprovidedforinSection4.17.

Section4.12. Revocation of Proxy or Ballot.A proxy or ballotmay be revoked,priorto

thetimetheproxy isexercisedortheballotcounted,by (a)theMember attendingthemeeting and

voting in person,or (b) the Member signingand deliveringto the secretaryor other person
authorizedtotabulateproxy or ballotvotes(i)a writingstatingthatthe appointmentof proxy or

ballotisrevoked,or (ii)a subsequentproxy form or ballot.A proxy or ballotshallautomatically
cease upon the conveyance by a Member of the Lot of the Member and the transferof the

membership on the books of the Association.No proxy shallbe validaftereleven (11) months

from thedateof itsexecutionunlessotherwiseprovidedintheproxy.The deathor incapacityof

theMember appointinga proxy or issuinga ballotdoes not affectthe rightof the Associationto

accepttheproxy'sauthorityorcount theballotunlessnoticeofthedeathor incapacityisreceived

by the secretaryor otherofficeror agentauthorizedtotabulatevotesbeforethe proxy exercises

theproxy'sauthorityortheballotiscounted.

Section4.13. WrittenConsentsWithout a Meeting.Unlessprohibitedby theArticles,any
actionrequiredtobe takenorwhich may be takenata meeting of Members may be takenwithout

a meeting and without priornotice,ifone (1)or more writtenconsents,settingforththeaction

taken,aresignedby theMembers having not lessthantheminimum votingpower thatwould be

necessarytoauthorizeortaketheactionata meeting atwhich allMembers entitledtovoteon the

actionwere presentand voted. Directorsmay not be electedby writtenconsent,except by
unanimous writtenconsentofallMembers entitledtovotefortheelectionofDirectors.Any action

takenunder thisSectionisnoteffectiveunlessallwrittenconsentsarereceivedwithina sixty(60)

day period and have not been revoked. A writtenconsent may be given by electronically
transmittedfacsimileor otherform of communication providingtheAssociationwith a complete

copy ofthewrittenconsent,includinga copy ofthesignaturetothewrittenconsent.

Section4.14. Telecommunications. Any or allof the Members may participatein an

annual,regularor specialmeeting of theMembers by,or themeeting may be conducted through
the use of,any means of communication by which allpersonsparticipatinginthe meeting may
hear each otherduringthe meeting.A Member participatingina meeting by a means permitted
under thisSectionisconsideredtobe presentinpersonatthemeeting.

Section4.15. Adjoumment of Members' Meetings. Members presentin person or by

proxy atany meeting atwhich a quorum or reducedquorum, asthecasemay be,was presentmay

adjournthemeeting from timetotime,withoutnoticeotherthanannouncement atthemeeting,for
a totalperiodorperiodsnottoexceed forty-five(45)days afterthedatesetfortheoriginalmeeting.
At any adjournedmeeting which isheldwithoutnoticeotherthan announcement atthemeeting,
thequorum requirementshallbe thesame asthequorum requirementofthemeeting so adjourned,
and any businessmay be transactedwhich might have been transactedattheadjournedmeeting.
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Section4.16. Expenses of Meetings. The Associationshallbear the expenses of all

regularand annualmeetingsof Members and of specialmeetingsof Members.

Section4.17. Signatureof Members. Except as otherwiseprovidedintheActs,allvotes,

consents,writtenballots,waivers,proxy appointments,and proxy or ballotrevocationsshallbe in

thename oftheMember and signedby theMember with a designationoftheMember's capacity;
i.e.,owner, partner,president,director,member, trustee,conservator,guardian,etc.Pursuantto

Utah Code Section46-4-201 a signaturemay not be denied legaleffector enforceabilitysolely
because itisinelectronicform,i.e.an electronicsignature.As used herein,theterm "electronic"

means relatingtotechnologyhavingelectrical,digital,magnet,wireless,optical,electromagnetic,
or similarcapabilities.As used herein,theterm "electronicsignature"means an electronicsound,

symbol, or processattachedto or logicallyassociatedwith a ballotand executedor adopted by a

personwiththe intenttosigntheballot.

ARTICLE 5

BOARD OF DIRECTORS: SELECTION: TERM OF OFFICE

Section5.1. Number. The affairsof thisAssociationshallbe managed by a Board of

three(3),five(5)or seven (7)Directors,thenumber ofpersonsconstitutingthewhole Board tobe

fixedfrom time to time by resolutionof the Board. The Directorsmust be Members of the

Associationor inthecaseof multipleco-Owner of Owner notnaturalpersons,theirdesignees.

Section5.2. Term ofOffice.At each annualmeeting,theMembers shallelectDirectors

fortermsoftwo (2)years,with an odd number ofDirectors(atleasttwo lessthantheentireBoard)
electedinodd-numbered yearsand an even number of Directorselectedineven-numbered years.

In an electionof multipleDirectors,thatnumber of candidatesequalingthe number of

Directorsto be elected,having the highestnumber of votescastin favorof theirelection,are

electedto theBoard. When only one (1)Directorisbeing voted upon, the candidatehaving the

highestnumber of votescastinhisor herfavoriselectedtotheBoard.

Section5.3. Removal. Any Directormay be removed from the Board with or without

cause,by a majorityvoteoftheMembers oftheAssociationand any Directorwho shallbe absent

from three(3)consecutiveBoard meetings shallbe automaticallyremoved from theBoard unless

determinedotherwiseby theBoard. Intheeventof death,resignation,orremoval of a Director,a

temporary successorshallbe selectedby theremainingMembers of theBoard and shallservefor

theunexpiredterm ofhispredecessoror untilspecialelectionof a successor.

Section5.4. Compensation. No Directorshallreceivecompensation forany servicehe

may rendertotheAssociation.However, any Directormay be reimbursedforhisactualexpenses
incurredintheperformance ofhisduties.

Section5.5. Vacancies. Any vacancy occurringin the Board shallbe filledby the

affirmativevoteof a majorityoftheremainingDirectors,though lessthana quorum oftheBoard.

A Directorelectedor appointedto filla vacancy shallbe electedor appointedforthe unexpired
term ofhispredecessorinoffice.A directorshiptobe filledby reasonof an increaseinthenumber
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of Directorsshallbe filledonly by vote of the Members. A Directorelectedby the Board to fill
the vacancy of a Directorelectedby the votingMembers may be removed withoutcause by the

votingMembers, butnottheBoard.Should any vacancy oftheBoard remain unfilledfora period
oftwo (2)months, theMembers may, ata specialmeeting oftheMembers calledforthatpurpose,
electa Directorto fillsuch vacancy by a majorityof the voteswhich Members presentatsuch

meeting,orrepresentedby proxy or ballot,areentitledtocast.

Section5.6. Resignation. Any Directormay resignatany timeby givingwrittennotice
to the president,to the secretary,or to the Board statingthe effectivedateof such resignation.
Acceptance ofsuch resignationshallnotbe necessarytomake theresignationeffective.A Director
who resignsmay deliverto the Divisiona statementsettingforth(a)thatperson'sname; (b)the
name of thisAssociation;(c)informationsufficientto identifythe reportor otherdocument in
which thepersonisnamed as a Directororofficer;and (d)thedateon which thepersonceasedto
be a Directororofficerora statementthatthepersondidnotholdthepositionforwhich theperson
was named inthecorporatereportorotherdocument.

ARTICLE 6

NOMINATION AND ELECTION OF DIRECTORS

Section6.1. Nomination. Nomination for electionto the Board shallbe made by a

Nominating Committee. Nomination may alsobe made from the flooratthe annual meeting of
Members. The Nominating Committee shallconsistofa chairman,who shallbe a member ofthe

Board, and two (2)or more Members of theAssociation.The Nominating Committee shallbe

appointedby theBoard atleastsixty(60)days priortoeach annual meeting of theMembers, to
servethroughsuch annualmeeting. The nominating committee shallmake as many nominations
forelectionto the Board as itshallin itsdiscretiondetermine,but not lessthan the number of
vacanciesthatareto be filled.

Section6.2. Election. ElectiontotheBoard shallbe by secretwrittenballot.At such
electiontheMembers ortheirproxiesmay cast,inrespecttoeach vacancy,as many votesas they
areentitledtoexerciseundertheprovisionsoftheArticlesof Incorporationand theseBylaws. The

personsreceivingthelargestnumber ofvotesshallbe elected.Cumulative votingisnotpermitted.

Section6.3. Voting by Mail. Electionof Directorsmay be handled by mailvotinginthe

followingmanner, which may be,atthedeterminationoftheBoard,thesolemethod of votingor
used inconjunctionwith in-personvoting.Ballotsshallbe senttoeach Member by thecorporate
secretarynot more thansixty(60)days and not fewer thanthirty(30 days beforethedatesetfor
election.BallotsshallinstructMembers tosealtheirballotina ballotenvelopeand thenplacethe
sealedenvelope intoa largerenvelope along with a signedpaper,provided by the secretaryin

person or by mail. Upon receivingthe ballots,the corporatesecretaryshallopen the outer

envelope, remove the identificationpaper and record which Members have voted. The
identificationpaperand outerenvelopeshallthenbe separatedfrom theballotenvelope.The ballot

envelope shallbe retainedby thesecretaryuntilopened on theelectiondate.
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Section6.4. Qualifications.A Directormust be (i)a naturalperson eighteen(18)years
of age or over,(ii)an Owner of a Lot withinthePropertyor,ifthe Owner of any such Lot isa

partnership,corporation,or limitedliabilitycompany, must be a designatedrepresentativeofsuch

partnership,corporation,or limitedliabilitycompany, and (iii)occupy the Lot as the Owner's

primary residence.Ifa Directorconveys or transferstitleto his Lot,or ifa Directorwho isa

designatedrepresentativeof a partnership,corporation,or limitedliabilitycompany ceasesto be
such designatedrepresentative,or ifthepartnership,corporation,or limitedliabilitycompany of
which a Directorisa designatedrepresentativetransferstitleto itsLot,such Director'sterm as
Directorshallimmediatelyterminateand a new Directorshallbe selectedas promptly aspossible
to take such Director'splace.Any Directorno longer qualifiedto serve under the standards

providedforinthisSection6.4may be removed by a majorityvoteoftheDirectorstheninoffice.

ARTICLE 7

MEETINGS OF DIRECTORS

Section7.1. Regular & Annual Meetings. Regular meetings oftheBoard shallbe held
atsuch date,time,and placeas may be determinedfrom time totime by resolutionof theBoard.
Writtennotificationof each regularBoard meeting shallbe deliveredor mailed toallDirectorsat
leastseven (7)days priorto any regularBoard meeting. Meetings ofthe Board shallbe open to
allMembers, unlesslitigationorpotentiallitigationoremployment orpersonnelmattersarebeing
discussed.The annual meeting of theBoard shallbe held on the same dateas,or withinten (10)
days following,the annual meeting of Members. The Business to be conducted at the annual

meeting of the Board shallconsistof the appointment of officersof the Associationand the
transactionof such otherbusinessas may properlycome beforethe meeting.No priornoticeof
theannual meeting ofthe Board shallbe necessaryifthemeeting isheldon thesame day and at
thesame placeastheannualmeeting of Members atwhich theBoard iselectedor ifthetime and
placeof theannualmeeting oftheBoard isannounced attheannualmeeting of Members.

Section7.2. SpecialMeetings. SpecialmeetingsoftheBoard shallbe heldwhen called

by thePresidentof theAssociationor by any two (2)Directors,afternot lessthan two (2)days'
noticetoeach Director.

Section7.3. Ouorum. A majorityof the number of Board Members shallconstitutea

quorum forthetransactionof business.Every actor decisiondone or made by a majorityof the
Directorsshallconstitutea quorum forthetransactionof business.Every actor decisiondone or
made by a majorityof theDirectorspresentata duly heldmeeting atwhich a quorum ispresent
shallbe regardedas theactof theBoard, unlessa greaternumber isrequiredby law,theArticles
of IncorporationortheseBylaws.

Section7.4. Action Without a Meeting. Whenever theBoard isrequiredorpermittedto
takeany actionby vote,such actionmay be takenwithouta meeting by thefollowingmeans:

(a) By Written Consent. Any actionrequiredor permittedby the Nonprofit Act,
Declaration,Articles,ortheseBylaws, thatmay be takenata Board meeting may be takenwithout
a meeting ifallDirectorsconsenttotheactioninwriting.Action istakenunder Subsection7.4(a)
atthetime the lastDirectorsignsa writingdescribingtheactiontaken,unless,beforethattime,
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any Directorrevokes a consentby a writingsignedby theDirectorand receivedby thesecretary
or any otherperson authorizedby theseBylaws or the Board to receivethe revocation.Action

under thisSubsection7.4(a)iseffectiveatthe time itistaken,unlessthe Board establishesa

differenteffectivedate.

(b) With Advance Notice.Any actionrequiredor permittedby the Nonprofit Act,

Declaration,Articles,ortheseBylaws thatmay be takenata Board meeting may be takenwithout

a meeting ifnoticeistransmittedinwritingtoeach Directorand each Director,by thetime stated

inthe notice:(i)(A) signsa writingforsuch action;or (B) signsa writingagainstsuch action,
abstainsinwritingfrom voting,or failsto respondor vote;and (ii)failstodemand inwritingthat

actionnotbe takenwithouta meeting.
The noticerequiredby Subsection7.4(b)shallstate:(i)theactiontobe taken;(ii)thetime

by which a Directormust respondtothe notice;(iii)thatfailureto respond by the time statedin

thenoticewillhave thesame effectas:(A) abstaininginwritingby thetime statedinthenotice;
and (B)failingtodemand inwritingby thetimestatedinthenoticethatactionnotbe takenwithout

a meeting;and (iv)any othermatterstheAssociationdeterminesto include.

Action istaken under thisSubsection7.4(b)only ifatthe end of the time statedinthe

notice:(i)the affirmativevotes in writingfor the actionreceivedby the Associationand not

revoked pursuanttothisSubsectionequalor exceed theminimum number of votesthatwould be

necessarytotakesuch actionata meeting atwhich alloftheDirectorsthen inofficewere present
and voted;and (ii)theAssociationhas notreceiveda writtendemand by a Directorthattheaction

not be taken without a meeting otherthan a demand thathas been revoked pursuantto this

Subsection.

A Director'srighttodemand thatactionnotbe takenwithouta meeting shallbe considered

tohave been waived unlesstheAssociationreceivessuch demand from theDirectorinwritingby
thetime statedinthenoticetransmittedpursuanttothisSubsectionand thedemand has not been

revoked.

A Directorwho inwritinghas voted,abstained,or demanded actionnot be takenwithout

a meeting pursuanttothisSubsection7.4(b)may revokethevote,abstention,ordemand inwriting
receivedby theAssociationby thetime statedinthenoticetransmitted.

UnlessthenoticetransmittedpursuanttoSubsection7.4(b)statesa differenteffectivedate,
actiontakenpursuanttothisSubsectioniseffectiveattheend ofthetime statedinthenotice.

(c) General Provisions.A communication under thisSection7.4may be deliveredby
an electronictransmission.An electronictransmissioncommunicating a vote,abstention,demand,
or revocationunder Subsection7.4(c)isconsideredtobe written,signed,and datedforpurposes
of thissectionifthe electronictransmissionis deliveredwith informationfrom which the

Associationcan determine:(i)thattheelectronictransmissionistransmittedby theDirector;and

(ii)thedateon which theelectronictransmissionistransmitted.The dateon which an electronic

transmissionistransmittedis consideredthe date on which the vote,abstention,demand, or

revocationissigned.For purposesof thisSection7.4,communications totheAssociationarenot

effectiveuntilreceived.Action taken pursuantto thisSection7.4 has the same effectas action

takenata meeting of Directorsand may be describedas an actiontakenata meeting of Directors

inany document.

Section7.5. Open Meetings/Member Right to Participate.Except as provided in

Subsection 7.6 and 7.8, a Board meeting, whether in person or by means of electronic

communication, atwhich theBoard can takebindingactionshallbe open toeach Member or the
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Member's representativeiftherepresentativeisdesignatedinwriting.At each meeting,theBoard
shallprovideeach Member a reasonableopportunitytooffercomments. The Board may limitthe
comments to one specifictime periodduringthemeeting.A Directormay not avoid or obstruct
the requirementsof thisSection.However, nothing in thissectionshallaffectthe validityor

enforceabilityof an actionof a Board.

Section7.6. Closed Meetings.The Board may closea meeting to:(i)consultwith an

attorneyfor the purpose of obtaininglegaladvice;(ii)discussongoing or potentiallitigation,
mediation,arbitration,or administrativeproceedings;(iii)discussa personnelmatter;(iv)discuss
a matterrelatingtocontractnegotiations,includingreviewofa bidorproposal;(v)discussa matter
thatinvolvesan individualifthediscussionislikelytocausetheindividualundue embarrassment
or violatethe individual'sreasonableexpectationof privacy;or (vi)discuss a delinquent
assessmentor fine.

Ifaftera voteofthemajorityof allotherDirectors,itisdeterminedthata Directorhas not
maintainedtheconfidentialityofany mattercovered inthepreviousparagraphthatisaddressedat
a closedmeeting ("ConfidentialMatter"),the non-ofTendingDirectorsmay take one of the two

followingsteps:(1)excludetheoffendingDirectorfrom any closedmeetingsatwhich thatmatter
is addressed,or (2) createa committee to address the ConfidentialMatter and exclude the
offendingDirectorfrom thatcommittee.

Section7.7. Notice to Directorsof Board Meetings.In the case of allmeetings of the
Board forwhich noticeisrequiredby theseBylaws, noticestatingtheplace,day and hour of the

meeting shallbe given not lessthantwo (2)nor more than thirty(30)days beforethedateof the
meeting (plusany time added to effectuatedeliveryunder Section16.8),by mail,fax,electronic
means, telephoneor personally,by or atthedirectionof thepersonscallingthe meeting,to each
member of theBoard. Ifby telephonesuch noticeshallbe deemed to be effectivewhen given by
telephonetotheDirector.Ifgivenpersonally,such noticeshallbe deemed effectiveupon delivery
ofa copy ofa writtennoticeto,orupon verballyadvising,theDirectororsome personwho appears
competent and mature at hishome or businessaddressas eitherappearson the recordsof the
Association.

Neitherthebusinesstobe transactedat,nor thepurpose of,any regularor specialmeeting
of theBoard need be specifiedinthenoticetotheDirectoror waiver of such meeting.

Section7.8. Notice to Members of Board Meetings. At leastforty-eight(48) hours
beforean open Board meeting (plusany timeadded toeffectuatedeliveryunder Section16.8),the
Associationshallgivewrittennoticeofthemeeting viaemailtoeach Member who requestsnotice
ofa meeting,unless:(i)noticeofthemeeting isincludedina meeting schedulethatwas previously
providedtotheMember; or(ii)themeeting istoaddressan emergency and each Directorreceives
notice(receiptdeemed effectiveas setforthunder Section 16.8)of the meeting lessthan forty-
eight(48) hours beforethe meeting.The noticeto the Members shall:(i)be deliveredto the
Member by email,totheemailaddressthattheMember providestothe Board ortheAssociation
(orviamail ifrequestedinwritingby theMember); (ii)statethetime and dateofthemeeting;(iii)
statethe locationof the meeting;and (iv)ifa Directormay participateby means of electronic
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communication, provide the informationnecessaryto allow the Member to participateby the
availablemeans of electroniccommunication.

Section7.9. Proxies.For purposesof determininga quorum withrespecttoa particular
proposal,and forpurposesofcastinga votefororagainsta particularproposal,a Directormay be

consideredtobe presentata meeting and tovoteiftheDirectorhas granteda signedwrittenproxy:
(i)toanotherDirectorwho ispresentatthemeeting;and (ii)authorizingtheotherDirectortocast
thevotethatisdirectedtobe castby thewrittenproxy with respecttotheparticularproposalthat
isdescribedwith reasonablespecificityintheproxy.Except asprovidedinthisSection7.9and as

permittedby Section7.15,Directorsmay not voteor otherwiseactby proxy.

Section7.10. Telecommunications.The Board may permitany Directortoparticipatein
a regularorspecialmeeting oftheBoard by,orconductthemeeting throughtheuseof,any means
ofcommunication by which allDirectorsparticipatingmay heareach otherduringthemeeting.A
Directorso participatinginsuch a meeting isconsideredtobe presentinpersonatthemeeting.

Section7.11. Adjournment of Directors'Meeting. Directorspresentat any meeting of
the Board may adjournthemeeting from time totime,whether or not a quorum shallbe present,
withoutnoticeotherthanannouncement atthemeeting,fora totalperiodor periodsnottoexceed

thirty(30)days afterthedatesetfortheoriginalmeeting.At any adjournedmeeting which isheld
without noticeotherthan announcement at the meeting,the quorum requirementshallnot be
reduced or changed, but ifthe originallyrequiredquorum is present,any business may be
transactedwhich might have been transactedatthemeeting as originallycalled.

Section7.12. Vote Required at Directors'Meeting. At any meeting of the Board, ifa

quorum ispresent,a majorityofthevotespresentinpersonorby proxy,ifapplicable,and entitled
tobe caston a mattershallbe necessaryfortheadoptionofthematter,unlessa greaterproportion
isrequiredby law,theDeclaration,theArticles,ortheseBylaws.

Section7.13. Officersat Meetings. The presidentshallact as chairman and the Board
shallappointa secretarytoactatallmeetingsoftheBoard.

Section7.14. Waiver of Notice. A waiver of noticeof any meeting of the Board,

signedby a Director,whether beforeorafterthemeeting,shallbe equivalenttothegivingofnotice
of themeeting to such Director.Attendance of a Directorata meeting inperson shallconstitute
waiver of noticeof such meeting unless(i)atthe beginningof themeeting or promptly upon the
Director'slaterarrivalthe Directorobjectsto holdingthemeeting or transactingbusinessatthe

meeting because of lackof noticeor defectivenoticeand,afterobjecting,the Directordoes not
vote foror assenttoactiontakenatthe meeting,or (ii)theDirectorcontemporaneously requests
thattheDirector'sdissentor abstentionas to any specificactiontaken be enteredintheminutes
ofthemeeting;or (iii)theDirectorcauseswrittennoticeof theDirector'sdissentor abstentionas
toany specificactiontobe receivedby (A) thepresidingofficerofthemeeting beforeadjournment
ofthemeeting;or (B) theAssociationpromptly afteradjournment ofthemeeting.

Section7.15. DissentorAbstention.The rightofdissentorabstentionpursuanttoSection
7.14 isnotavailabletoa Directorwho votesinfavoroftheactiontaken.
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ARTICLE 8

POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section8.1. Powers. The Board shallhave theduty tomanage and supervisetheaffairs

of theAssociationand shallhave allpowers necessaryor desirabletopermititto do so.Without

limitingthegeneralityoftheforegoing,theBoard shallhave thepower toexerciseor cause tobe

exercisedfortheAssociationallofthepowers,rightsand authorityoftheAssociationnotreserved

toMembers intheDeclaration,theArticles,theseBylaws, ortheActs,and shallspecificallyhave

thepower to:

(a) adopt and publishrulesand regulationsgoverning the use of the equipment and

facilitiesof the Associationand to establishreasonableadmission and other feesfor the use

thereof;

(b) suspend thevotingrightsand any otherrightsofa Member duringany periodinwhich

such Member shallbe indefaultinthepayment ofany assessmentleviedby theAssociationor in

violationof any of the use restrictions.Such rightsmay alsobe suspended forinfractionof any

publishedrulesand regulations,afternoticeand hearing,fora periodof not to exceed sixty(60)

days;

(c) employ a manager, an independentcontractor,or such otheremployees as they deem

necessary,and toprescribetheirduties;

(d) borrow money forthepurpose of improving the Common Area and inaidthereofto

mortgage saidProperty,such mortgage tobe subordinatetotherightsoftheOwners;

(e) with theapprovalof sixty-sevenpercent(67%) of firstmortgagees on Lots and sixty-

seven percent(67%) of the Owners entitledto vote,to sell,exchange, hypothecate,alienate,

encumber, dedicate,releaseor transferallor partof theCommon Area toany privateindividual,

corporateentity,publicagency,authorityor utility:

(f) enterintoagreements or leaseswhich provide for use of the Common Areas and

facilitiesby a similarassociationinconsiderationforuse ofthecommon areasand facilitiesofthe

otherassociation,or forcash consideration:

(g) grant easements for public utilitiesor other public purposes consistentwith the

intendeduse ofthecommon and Limited Common Area:

(b) levyand collectassessmentsas more fullyoutlinedintheDeclaration;

(i)purchaseinsuranceas outlinedintheDeclaration;

(j)appointan ArchitecturalControlCommittee;

(k) appointarbitratorstoresolvepartywalldisputes;

(1)exercisefortheAssociationallpowers, duties,and authorityvestedinor delegatedto

the Associationand not reservedto the membership by otherprovisionsof theseBylaws or the

Articlesof Incorporation,ortheDeclaration;

(m) enforceand administertheDeclarationrecordedasaffectingtheProperties.

Section8.2. Duties.Itshallbe thedutyoftheBoard to:

(a) actwithinthirty(30) days upon any requestforapprovalor disapprovalsubmitted

pursuanttotheDeclaration;
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(b) causetobe kepta complete recordof allitsactsand corporateaffairsand topresenta
statementthereoftotheMembers attheannualmeeting oftheMembers, oratany specialmeeting
when such statementisrequestedinwritingby one-half(1/2)of theMembers who areentitledto

vote;

(c) superviseallofficers,agents,and employees of thisAssociation,and to seethattheir
dutiesareproperlyperformed;

(d) preparea rosterofthePropertiesand theassessmentsapplicablethereto;

(e) fixthe amount of the annual assessmentagainsteach Lot at leastthirty(30)days in
advance of each annualassessmentperiod;

(f) send writtennoticeof each assessmentto every Owner subjecttheretoat leastthirty
(30)days inadvance of each annualassessmentperiod;

(g) foreclosethelienagainstany Propertyforwhich assessmentsarenotpaidwithinthirty
(30)days afterdue dateor bringan actionat law againstthe Owner personallyobligatedto pay
thesame;

(h) fumish a certificateupon demand, and fora reasonablecharge,signedby an officerof
theAssociationsettingforthwhether theassessmenton a specifiedLot has been paid;

(i)maintainan adequatereservefund formaintenance,repairs,and replacementof any
elementsofthecommon orLimited Common Areas which must be replacedon a regularbasis.

ARTICLE 9

OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES

Section9.1. Enumeration of Offices.The officersof this Association shallbe a

President,Vice-President,and Treasurerwho shallat alltimes be members of the Board, a

Secretarywho need notbe a Member oftheBoard nor oftheAssociation,and such otherofficers
astheBoard may from timetotime createby resolution.

Section9.2. Appointment ofOfficers.The appointmentofofficersshalltakeplaceatthe
firstmeeting oftheBoard followingeach annualmeeting oftheMembers.

Section9.3. Term. The officersof thisAssociationshallbe appointedannuallyby the
Board and each shallhold officeforone (1)year unlessthe officershallsooner resign,or be

removed, or otherwisebe disqualifiedtoserve.

Section9.4. SpecialAppointments. The Board may appointsuch otherofficersas the
affairsoftheAssociationmay require,each of whom shallhold officeforsuch period,have such

authority,and perform such dutiesastheBoard may, from time totime,determine.

Section9.5. Resignationand Removal. Any officermay be removed from officewith or
withoutcauseby theBoard. Any officermay resignatany time by givingnoticetotheBoard, or

any officeroftheBoard. Such resignationshalltakeeffecton thedateofreceiptof such noticeor
atany latertime specifiedtherein,and unlessotherwisenecessarytomake iteffective.

Section9.6. Vacancies.A vacancy in any officemay be filledby appointment by the
Board. The officerappointedto such vacancy shallserveforthe remainder of the term of the
officerbeingreplaced.
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Section9.7. MultipleOffices.The officesof secretaryand treasurermay be heldby the
same person.No personshallsimultaneouslyholdmore thanone ofany oftheotherofficesexcept
inthecaseof specialofficecreatedpursuanttoSection9.4.

Section9.8. Duties.The dutiesoftheofficersareasfollows:

(a)PRESIDENT The presidentshallpresideat allmeetings of the Board; shallsee that
ordersand resolutionoftheBoard arecarriedout;shallsignallleases,mortgages,deeds,and other
writteninstrumentsand shallco-signallchecks and promissorynotes.

(b)VICE-PRESIDENT The vice-presidentshallactintheplaceand steadofthepresident
intheeventofabsence,inabilityorrefusaltoact,and shallexerciseand dischargesuchotherduties
asmay be requiredby theBoard.

(c)SECRETARY The secretaryshallrecordthevotesand keep theminutesofallmeetings
and proceedingsoftheBoard and theAssociationtogetherwiththeiraddresses,and shallperform
such otherdutiesas requiredby theBoard.The Board may delegatesome or allofthesecretary's
dutiestotheAssociation'spropertymanager.

(d)TREASURER The treasurershallreceiveand depositinappropriatebank accountsall
monies oftheAssociationand disbursesuch fundsasdirectedby resolutionoftheBoard; signall
checks and promissorynotesof theAssociation;maintaina rosterof Properties,assessmentsand

payments; keep properbooks of account;issuecertificatesof payment ofassessments;notifythe
DirectorsofMembers who aredelinquentinpaying assessmentsand preparean annualbudgetand
statementof income and expendituresto be representedto the membership atitsregularannual

meeting,and delivera copy ofthebudget and statementtotheMembers atsaidmeeting.

Section9.9. Compensation. No salaryor othercompensation forservicesshallbe paid
toany officerof theAssociationforservicesrenderedby such officer,butthisshallnot preclude
an officeroftheAssociationfrom performingany otherservicefortheAssociationasan employee
and receivingcompensation therefor.

Section9.10. Bonds. The Associationmay pay for fidelitybonds covering officersor
otherpersonshandlingfundsoftheAssociationasprovidedforintheDeclaration.The Association
shallpay thepremiums forany such bonds acquired.

Section9.11. SpecialAppointments. The Board may electsuch otherofficersas the
affairsoftheAssociationmay require,each of whom shallhold officeforsuch period,have such

authority,and perform such dutiesasthe Board may, from timetotime,determine.

ARTICLE 10

FINANCIAL MATTERS & RECORDS

Section10.1. Depositories.The Board shallselectsuch depositoriesasitconsidersproper
forthefundsoftheAssociation.Allchecksand draftsagainstsuch depositedfundsshallbe signed
and countersignedby personsspecifiedby theBoard or intheseBylaws.
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Section10.2. Contracts:Management Contract.The Board may authorizeany officeror

officers,agentor agents,inadditiontothosespecifiedintheseBylaws, toenterintoany contract

or executeand deliverany instrumentinthe name of or on behalfof theAssociation,and such

authoritymay be generalor confinedto specificinstances.Unless so authorizedby theBoard no

officer,agent or employee shallhave any power or authorityto bind the Associationby any
contractorengagement ortopledgeitscreditorrenderitliableforany purposeorforany amount.

Section10.3. FiscalYear. The fiscalyearof the Associationshallbe determinedby the

Board.

Section10.4. Annual Report.The Board shallcausetobe preparedand distributedtoeach

Member, and any firstmortgagee of a Member who has fileda writtenrequesttherefor,not later

than ninety(90) days afterthe closeof each fiscalyear of the Association,an annual report

containing(a)an income statementreflectingincome and expendituresoftheAssociationforsuch

fiscalyear;(b)a balancesheetas of the end of such fiscalyear;(c)a statementof changes in

financialpositionforsuch fiscalyear;and (d)a statementoftheplaceoftheprincipalofficeofthe

Associationwhere the books and recordsof the Association,includinga listof names and

addressesof currentMembers, may be found. The Board shallalso annuallydistributeto the

Members a summary ofthelatestreserveanalysisorupdateand a fullcopy toany Member making
such request.

Section10.5. Books and Records.

(a) The Associationshallkeep as permanent records:(i)minutes of allmeetingsof its

Members and Board; (ii)a recordofallactionstakenby theMembers orBoard withouta meeting;
(iii)a recordof allactionstaken by a committee of theBoard inplaceofthe Board on behalfof

theAssociation;(iv)a recordof allwaiversof noticesof meetingsof Members and of theBoard

or any committee oftheBoard; and (v)a copy of theDeclaration,asthesame may be amended.

(b) The Associationshallmaintainappropriateaccountingrecords.

(c) The Associationor itsagentshallmaintaina recordof itsMembers ina form that

permitspreparationofa listofthename and addressof allMembers: (i)inalphabeticalorder,and

(ii)showing thenumber ofvoteseach Member isentitledto vote.

(d) The Associationshallmaintain itsrecordsin writtenform or in another form

capableof conversionintowrittenform withina reasonabletime.

(e) The Associationshallkeep a copy of each ofthefollowingrecordsatitsprincipal
office:(i)Declaration;(ii)Articles;(iii)Bylaws; (iv)resolutionsadopted by itsBoard relatingto

thecharacteristics,qualifications,rights,limitations,and obligationsof Members; (v)theminutes

of allMember meetings;(vi)recordsof allactionstakenby Members withouta meeting;(vii)all

writtencommunications toMembers generallyas Members fora periodofthree(3)years;(viii)a

listofthenames and businessor home addressesof itscurrentDirectorsand officers;(ix)a copy
ofitsmost recentannualreport;and (x)allfimancialstatementspreparedforperiodsending during
the lastthree(3)years.

(f) IftheAssociationhas an activewebsite,theAssociationshallmake thedocuments

describedinSubsection10.5(e)availabletoallMembers, freeof charge,throughthewebsite;or,
ifthe Associationdoes not have an activewebsite,make physicalcopies of the documents
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described in Subsection 10.5(e)availableto Members during regularbusiness hours at the
Association'saddressregisteredwiththeDepartment of Commerce.

Section10.6. Inspectionof Records.

(a) A Directoror Member isentitledto inspectand copy any of the recordsof the
Associationdescribed in Subsection 10.5(e):(i)during regular business hours; (ii)at the
Association'sprincipaloffice;and (iii)ifthe Directoror Member givesthe Associationwritten
demand, atleastfive(5)businessdays beforethedateon which theMember wishestoinspectand
copy therecords.

(b) In additionto the rightssetforthin Subsection10.6(a),a Directoror Member is
entitledtoinspectand copy any of theotherrecordsoftheAssociation:(i)duringregularbusiness
hours;(ii)ata reasonablelocationspecifiedby theAssociation;and (iii)atleastfive(5)business
days beforethedateon which theMember wishesto inspectand copy therecords,iftheDirector
or Member: (A) meets the requirementsof Subsection 10.6(c);and (B) gives the Association
writtendemand.

(c) A Directoror Member may inspectand copy the recordsdescribedinSubsection
10.6(b)only if:(i)thedemand ismade: (A) ingood faith;and (B) fora properpurpose;(ii)the
Directoror Member describeswith reasonableparticularitythe purpose and the records the
Directoror Member desiresto inspect;and (iii)the records are directlyconnected with the
describedpurpose.

(d) Notwithstandingany otherprovisionintheseBylaws, forpurposesofthisSection
10.6:(i)"Member" includes:(i)a beneficialowner whose membership interestisheldina voting
trust;and (ii)any otherbeneficialowner of a membership interestwho establishesbeneficial
ownership; and (ii)"proper purpose" means a purpose reasonablyrelatedto the demanding
Member's or Director'sinterestas a Member orDirector.

(e) The rightof inspectiongrantedby thisSectionmay not be abolishedor limitedby
theArticlesor theseBylaws.

(f) This Sectiondoes notaffect:(i)therightofa DirectororMember toinspectrecords
relatingto ballots;(ii)therightof a Member to inspectrecordsto the same extentas any other
litigantiftheMember isinlitigationwiththeAssociation;or(iii)thepower ofa court,independent
ofthisArticle10,tocompel theproductionof corporaterecordsforexamination.

(g) A DirectororMember may notuseany informationobtainedthroughtheinspection
or copying of recordspermittedby 10.6(b)for any purposes otherthan those setforthin the
demand made under 10.6(c).

(h) The Associationmay redactthe followinginformationfrom any document the
Associationproduces forinspectionor copying (i)a SocialSecuritynumber; (ii)a bank account
number; or (iii)any communication subjecttoattorney-clientprivilege.

(i) Ina writtenrequesttoinspector copy documents, a Member shallinclude:
(A) theAssociation'sname;

(B) theMember's name;

(C) theMember's propertyaddress;

(D) theMember's emailaddress;

(E) a descriptionofthedocuments requested;and

(F) any electionor requestdescribedinSubsection(ii).
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(ii) Ina writtenrequestto inspector copy documents, a Member may:
(A) electwhether toinspector copy thedocuments;

(B) iftheMember electsto copy thedocuments, requesthard copiesor

electronicscansofthedocuments; or

(C) subjectto Subsection10.6(j),requestthat:

(1) the Associationmake the copiesor electronicscans of the

requesteddocuments;

(2) a recognizedthird-partyduplicatingservicemake thecopies
orelectronicscansoftherequesteddocuments;

(3) the Member be allowed to bring any necessary imaging

equipment totheplaceof inspectionand make copiesor electronic
scansofthedocuments while inspectingthedocuments; or

(4) the Associationemail the requesteddocuments to an email
addressprovidedintherequest.

(i) IftheAssociationproducesthecopiesor electronicscans,thecopiesor electronic
scansshallbe legibleand accurateand theMember shallpay theAssociationthereasonablecost
of thecopiesor electronicscansand forthetime spentmeeting with theMember, which may not
exceed:(i)theactualcostthattheAssociationpaidtoa recognizedthird-partyduplicatingservice
to make the copiesor electronicscans;or (ii)ifan employee, manager, or otheragent of the
Associationmakes the copiesor electronicscans,Ten Cents ($.10)per page and FifteenDollars

($15.00)per hour for the employee's,manager's,or otheragent'stime making the copies or
electronicscans.

(j) Ifa Member requestsa recognizedthird-partyduplicatingservicemake thecopies
or electronicscans the Associationshallarrange for the deliveryand pick up of the original
documents; and the Member shallpay the duplicatingservicedirectly.Ifa Member requeststo

bringimaging equipment totheinspection,theAssociationshallprovidethenecessaryspace,light,
and power forthe imaging equipment.

(k) Subjectto Subsection10.6(m),ifinresponseto a Members requestto inspector

copy documents,theAssociationfailstocomply with a provisionof thissection,theAssociation
shallpay:

(i)thereasonablecostsof inspectingand copying therequesteddocuments;

(ii)for items describedSubsection 10.5(f),Twenty-Five Dollars($25.00)to the
Member who made the requestfor each day the requestcontinuesunfulfilled,

beginningthesixth(6th)day aftertheday on which theMember made therequest;
and

(iii)reasonableattorneyfeesand costsincurredby the Member in obtainingthe

inspectionand copiesoftherequesteddocuments.

(1) The Associationisnotliableforidentifyingorprovidinga document inerror,ifthe
Associationidentifiedor providedtheerroneousdocument ingood faith.

Section10.7. Scope of InspectionRight. A DirectororMember's agentorattorneyhas
thesame inspectionand copying rightsastheDirectororMember. The righttocopy recordsunder
Section10.6includes,ifreasonable,therighttoreceivecopiesmade by photographic,xerographic,
electronic,or othermeans. The Associationmay comply with a Director'sor Member's demand
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toinspecttherecordofMembers under Subsection10.5(c)by furnishingtotheDirectororMember

a listof Directorsor Members that:(i)complies with Subsection10.5(c);and (ii)iscompiled no

earlierthan thedateof the Director'sor Member's demand. Conceming financialstatements,by
no laterthanfifteen(15)days aftertheday on which theAssociationreceivesa writtenrequestof

any Member (receiptby the Associationdeemed effectiveas setforthunder Section 16.8),the

Associationshallmail totheMember thefollowingthatshow inreasonabledetailtheassetsand

liabilitiesand resultsoftheoperationsoftheAssociation:(a)theAssociation'smost recentannual

financialstatements,ifany;and (b)theAssociation'smost recentlypublishedfinancialstatements,
ifany. Without consentof theBoard, a membership listor any partthereofmay not be obtained

or used by any personforany purpose unrelatedtoa Member's interestasa Member.

Section10.8. Statementof Account. Upon payment of a reasonablefeetobe determined

by the Associationand upon writtenrequestof an Owner of a Lot or any personwith any right,
titleor interestina Lot or intendingtoacquireany right,titleor interestina Lot,theAssociation

shallgive,withinten(10)days afterthereceiptofsuch request(receiptby theAssociationdeemed

effectiveas setforthunder Section16.8),a writtenstatementof accountsettingforththeamount
of unpaid assessments,or otheramounts, ifany,due or accrued and then unpaid with respectto

theLot and theHome thereon,and theamount of theassessmentsforthecurrentfiscalperiodof

theAssociationpayablewith respecttotheLot and theHome thereon.Such statementshall,with

respecttothepartytowhom itisissued,be conclusiveagainsttheAssociationand allparties,for

allpurposes,thatno greateror otheramounts were then due or accrued and unpaid and thatno

otherassessmentshave been levied.

Section10.9. Annual CorporationReports.The Associationshallfilewith the Division,
within the time prescribedby law, annual corporatereportsin such form and containingthe
informationrequiredby law and shallpay thefeeforsuch filingasprescribedby law.

ARTICLE II

INDEMNIFICATION OF DIRECTORS AND OFFICERS

Each Directorand officerof the Associatingnow or hereafterservingas such shallbe
indemnifiedby theAssociationagainstany and allclaimsand liabilitiesto which he has or shall

become subjectwhile or afterservingby reasonof servingas Directororofficer,or by reasonof

any actionallegedto have been taken,omitted,or neglectedby him as such Directoror officer;
and the Associationshallreimburseeach such person foralllegalexpenses reasonablyincurred

by him inconnectionwith any such claimor liability;provided,however, thatno suchpersonshall

be indemnifiedagainst,or be reimbursedforany expense incurredinconnectionwith,any claim
or liabilityarisingout ofhisown willfulmisconduct or grossnegligence.

The rightof indemnificationhereinaboveprovidedforshallnot be exclusiveof any rights
towhich any Directoror officeroftheAssociationmay otherwisebe entitledby law.

The Associationmay purchaseand maintainliabilityinsuranceon behalfof any Director,

officer,employee, fiduciary,and agentagainstany liabilityassertedagainsthim and incurredby
him insuch capacityor arisingout of hisstatusas such,includingliabilitiesforwhich he might
notbe entitledto indemnificationhereunder.
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ARTICLE 12

COMMITTEES

Section12.1. ArchitecturalControl Committee. An ArchitecturalControl Committee
composed ofthree(3)or more representativesmay be appointedby theBoard.

Section12.2. Additional Committees. In addition,the Board may appoint other
committees asdeemed appropriateincarryingout itspurposes.

Section12.3. Appointment of Committees. The Board, by resolutionadopted by a
majorityof theDirectorsinoffice,may designateand appointone (1)ormore committees which
shallconsistoftwo (2)ormore Directorsand which, unlessotherwiseprovidedinsuch resolution,
shallhave and may exercisethe authorityto make recommendations (butnot finaldecisions)to
the Board inthe management of theAssociation,exceptauthoritywith respecttothose matters
specifiedintheActs asmatterswhich such committee may nothave and exercisetheauthorityof
theBoard.

Section12.4. General Provisions Applicable to Committees. The designationand
appointmentof any committee and the delegationtheretoof authorityshallnot operateto relieve
the Board, or any individualDirector,of any responsibilityimposed upon itor him by law.The
provisionof these Bylaws with respectto notice of meeting, waiver of notice,quorums,
adjournments,vote requiredand actionby consentapplicableto meetings of the Board shallnot
be applicabletomeetings ofcommittees oftheBoard.

ARTICLE 13

CORPORATE SEAL

The Associationshallhave a sealin a circularform having withinitscircumferencethe
words "Ironwood Homeowners Association,"theyearof itsincorporation,and a notationthatthe
AssociationisNon-Profit.

ARTICLE 14

RULES AND REGULATIONS

The Board shallhave the power to adopt and establishby resolutionsuch rulesand
regulationsas itmay deem necessaryforthemaintenance,operation,management, and controlof
the Property,equipment,facilities,and utilitysystems of the Association.The Board may alter
from timetotimesuch rulesand regulations.The Members shallatalltimesobey suchregulations
and use theirbesteffortsto see thatthey are faithfullyobserved by thepersonswith whom they
reside,theirlessees,invitees,and othersoverwhom theymay exercisecontrolorsupervision.The
Board may establishby rulea scheduleof finesfortheviolationof theDeclarationor ruleof the
Association.
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ARTICLE 15

AMENDMENTS

Section15.1. Amendments. These Bylaws may be amended, atany regular,annual,or

specialmeeting oftheBoard,by a voteof themajorityoftheBoard, exceptifitwould resultina

change of therights,privileges,preferences,restrictions,or conditionsof a membership classas

to voting,dissolution,redemption,or transferby changing the rights,privileges,preferences,

restrictions,or conditionsof anotherclass.The Members may amend theBylaws even though the

Bylaws may alsobe amended by the Board. Amendments to the Bylaws by Members shallbe

made in accordance with the Acts. In the case of any conflictbetween the Articlesand these

Bylaws, the Articlesshallcontrol;and in the case of any conflictbetween the Declarationand

theseBylaws, theDeclarationshallcontrol.

ARTICLE 16

MISCELLANEOUS

Section16.1. Sharesof Stock and Dividends Prohibited.The Associationshallnot have

or issuesharesof stockand no dividendsshallbe paidand no partof the income or profitof the

Association shallbe distributedto itsMembers, Directorsor officers.Notwithstanding the

foregoing,the Associationmay issuecertificatesevidencing membership therein,may confer

benefitsupon itsMembers in conformity with itspurposes and, upon dissolutionor final

liquidation,may make distributionsas permitted by law, and no such payment, benefitor

distributionshallbe deemed tobe a dividendor distributionof income or profit.

Section16.2. Loans to Directors,Officers,and Members Prohibited.No loan shallbe

made by theAssociationtoitsMembers, Directorsorofficers,and any Director,officerorMember

who assentstoor participatesinthemaking of any such loanshallbe liabletotheAssociationfor

theamount ofsuch loanuntiltherepayment thereof.

Section16.3. Limited Liability.The Association,the Board, the ArchitecturalControl

Committee, and any agentoremployee oftheAssociation,theBoard,ortheArchitecturalControl

Committee, shallnotbe liabletoany personforany actionsor forany failuretoactinconnection

withtheaffairsoftheAssociationiftheactiontakenorfailuretoactwas ingood faithand without

malice.

Section16.4. Minutes and PresumptionsThereunder.Minutes orany similarrecordofthe

meetings of Members or of the Board, when signed by the secretaryor actingsecretaryof the

meeting,shallbe presumed totruthfullyevidencethematterssetforththerein.A recitationinany
such minutesthatnoticeofthemeeting was properlygiven shallbe prima facieevidencethatthe

noticewas given.

Section16.5. Checks, Drafts,and Documents. All checks, draftsor other orders for

payment of money, notesorotherevidencesof indebtedness,issuedinthename of or payableto

the Association,shallbe signedor endorsed by such person or persons,and in such manner as,
from time totime,shallbe determinedby resolutionoftheBoard.
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Section16.6. Execution of Documents. The Board, except as these Bylaws otherwise

provide,may authorizeany officerorofficers,agentoragents,toenterintoany contractorexecute

any instrumentinthename ofand on behalfoftheAssociation,and such authoritymay be general
or confinedto specificinstances;and unlessso authorizedby the Board, no officer,agent or

employee shallhave any power orauthoritytobindtheAssociationby any contractorengagement
ortopledgeitscreditorto renderitliableforany purposeor inany amount.

Section16.7. Righttoinspect.NotwithstandingtheotherprovisionsofthisArticle,unless

otherwiseprovided intheseBylaws, a rightof a Member to inspector receiveinformationfrom

theAssociationappliesonlytoa votingMember of theAssociation.

Section16.8. Manner of Giving Notice. Notwithstanding any other provisionin the

Declaration,Articles,Bylaws or rulesand regulations,the Associationmay provide noticeto

Owners by electronicmeans, includingtextmessage,email,or theAssociation'swebsite,except
thatan Owner may, by writtendemand, requiretheAssociationprovidenoticetothatOwner by
mail.Any noticerequiredto be given willbe deemed receivedand effectiveupon the earlierto

occurofthefollowing:

(a)when sentby facsimile,the noticeisdeemed effectivewhen the sender receivesa

facsimileacknowledgment confirmingdeliveryofthefacsimile;

(b)when placed intothecareand custody of the United StatesPostalService,first-class

mail,and addressedto the most recentaddressof the recipientaccordingto the recordsof the

Association,thenoticeisdeemed effectiveattheearliestof thefollowing:(a)when received;(b)
six(6)days afteritismailed;or (c)on thedateshown on thereturnreceiptifsentby registeredor

certifiedmail,sent returnreceiptrequested,and the receiptissigned by or on behalfof the

addressee;

(c)when sentviaelectronicmeans such as an e-mail,textmessage or similarelectronic

communication, thenoticeisdeemed effectivewithintwenty-four(24)hoursof being sentand a

rejectionorundeliverablenoticeisnot receivedby thesender;

(d)when postedon theAssociation'swebsite,thenoticeisdeemed effectiveseventy-two

(72)hoursafteritwas posted;

(e)when hand delivered,thenoticeisdeemed effectiveimmediatelyupon delivery;or

(f)when deliveredby othermeans, thenoticeisdeemed effectiveupon such circumstances

and conditionsas arereasonablycalculatedtogivenoticetotheOwner.

Section16.9. Severability.Invalidationofany provisionoftheGoverning Documents by

judgment or courtordershallin no way affectany otherprovisions,which shallremain in full

forceand effect.

Section16.10.Interpretation.The provisionsof the Governing Documents shall be

liberallyconstruedto effectuateitspurpose of creatinga uniform plan forthe development of a

residentialcommunity and forthemaintenance of the Common Areas and otherareaswithinthe

Property.The articleand sectionheadingshave been insertedforconvenience only and shallnot

be consideredor referredto in resolvingquestionsof interpretationor construction.Unless the

contextrequiresa contraryconstruction,the singularshallincludethe pluraland the pluralthe

singular;and themasculine,feminineand neutershalleach includethe masculine,feminineand

neuter.Except forjudicialconstructionand expressUtah law,theBoard shallhave theexclusive
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rightto construeand interpretthe provisionsof the Governing Documents, and amendments
thereto.In the absence of any adjudicationby a courtof competent jurisdictionor expressUtah
law to the contrary,the Board's constructionor interpretationof the provisionshereofshallbe
final,conclusiveand bindingas toallpersonsand propertybenefittedor bound by theGoverning
Documents.

ARTICLE 17

ENFORCEMENT

Section17.1. Association'sEnforcement Rights. Intheeventofan allegedviolationof
the Declaration,theArticles,theseBylaws, or the rulesand regulationsof theAssociationby a
Member or occupant("Respondent"),theBoard shallhave theright,upon an affirmativevoteof
a majorityofallDirectors,totakeany one (1)ormore oftheactionsand topursueone (1)ormore
of the remedies permittedby law or equityor under the provisionsof the Declaration,these
Bylaws, or the rules and regulationsof the Association.The failureof the Board or the
ArchitecturalControl Committee to enforcethe rulesand regulationsof the Association,these
Bylaws, or theDeclarationshallnotconstitutewaiver of therightto enforcethesame thereafter.
The remedies setforthand providedby law or equityor intheDeclaration,theseBylaws, orthe
rulesand regulationsoftheAssociationshallbe cumulative,and none shallbe exclusive.

Section17.2. Hearing.

(a) At thehearing,the Respondent must show cause,ifany causecan be shown, why
saidRespondent isnot inviolationof theDeclaration,theseBylaws, orthe rulesand regulations
oftheAssociation,as setforthintheNotice.

(b) Oralevidenceshallbe takenonlyon oathoraffirmationadministeredby a Director.
The use of affidavitsand writteninterrogatoriesin lieuof oraltestimonyshallbe encouraged by
theBoard.

(c) Each party shallhave theserights:to calland examine witnesses;to introduce
exhibits;tocross-examinewitnesseson any matterrelevanttotheissues;to impeach any witness;
and to rebuttheevidenceagainstsuch party.IfRespondent does nottestifyinhisown behalf,he
may be calledand examined as ifunder cross-examination.

(d) The hearingneed notbe conductedaccordingtotechnicalrulesrelatingtoevidence
of witnesses.Any relevantevidence shallbe admitted ifitisthe sortof evidence on which
responsiblepersons are accustomed to relyin the conduct of seriousaffairs,regardlessof the
existenceofany common law or statutoryrulewhich might make impropertheadmissionof such
evidence over objectionin civilaction.Hearsay evidence may be used for the purpose of
supplementingorexplainingotherevidencebutshallnotbe sufficientinitselftosupporta finding
unlessitwould be admissibleover objectionincivilactions.

(e) Neitherthecomplainantnor theRespondent need be inattendanceatthe hearing.
The Board may closethemeeting tothegeneralmembership iftheBoard believesthediscussion
is likelyto cause undue embarrassment or violatethe individual'sreasonableexpectationof
privacy.

(f) In renderinga decision,officialnoticemay be taken atany time of any provision
of the Declaration,theseBylaws, the rulesand regulationsof the Association,or any generally
understoodmatterwithinthe working of theAssociation.Personspresentatthe hearingshallbe
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informed of themattersto be noticedby theBoard, and thesemattersshallbe made a partof the
recordof proceedings.

(g) The Board may grantcontinuanceson a showing of good cause.

(h) Whenever theBoard has commenced to hearthematterand a Directorisforcedto
withdraw priorto a finaldeterminationby the Board, the remaining Directorsshallcontinueto
hearand decidethecase.

Section17.3. Decision.Ifa Respondent failstoappearata hearing,the Board may take

actionbased upon theevidencepresentedtoitwithoutfurthernoticetoRespondent.However, the

Respondent may make any showing by way of mitigation.Afteralltestimonyand documentary
evidence has been presentedto the Board, the Board may vote by secretwrittenballot,or

otherwise,upon thematter,with a majorityof theentireBoard controlling.A copy oftheNotice
ofAdjudicationof theBoard may be postedby the Board ata conspicuousplaceintheProperty,
and a copy shallbe providedby thepresidentoftheAssociationtoeach persondirectlyinvolved
inthe matterand hisattorney,ifany, in accordancewith the noticeprovision(s)setforthinthe

Declaration,ifany. The Notice of Adjudicationmay include(a)the terms of any disciplinary
action;(b)the levyof any Assessment of fine;or (c)othersuch actionsor remediesastheBoard
deems appropriate.The decisionoftheBoard shallbecome effectiveten(10)days afteritisgiven
toeach Respondent,unlessotherwiseorderedinwritingby theBoard ofDirectors.The Board may
ordera reconsiderationatany timewithinfifteen(15)days followingserviceofitsdecisionon the
involvedpersons,on itsown motion or on petitionby any party.However, no actionagainsta

Respondent arisingfrom the allegedviolationshalltakeeffectpriortotheexpirationof the later
of (a)fifteen(15)days aftereach Respondent'sreceiptof theNotice of Hearing;or (b)ten (10)

days afterthehearingrequiredherein.
