DECLARATION OF COVENANTS, CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS FOR

WATER CONSERVATION AT THE PASTURES AT SADDLEBACK P.U.D. PLAT 8

THIS DECLARATION OF COVENANTS, CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS FOR

WATER CONSERVATION AT THE PASTURES AT SADDLEBACK P.U.D. PLAT 8 (the

"Water Declaration") is made effectiveas of July.7N , 2018 (the "Effective Date"), by

Saddleback Pastures,L.C.,a Utah limitedliabilitycompany (referredto hereinas "Declarant"),

with respectto thefollowing:

WHEREAS, theDeclarant,or itssuccessorsand assigns,has recorded or intendsto record

the Pasturesat Saddleback P.U.D. Plat8 (the"Plat")upon the Land in orderto subdivideitinto

thirty-eight(38) single-familyresidentialLots (a "Lot" or ifmore than one, "Lots"),accordingto

the officialplatthereofon fileinthe officialrecordsof theRecorder of Tooele County, Utah (the
"OfficialRecords");

WHEREAS, pursuant to that certainPlat 8 Amendment the Amended and Restated

Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictionsof Pastures at Saddleback P.U D. (the
"Plat8 Amendment") datedJuly2n8, 2018, which was recorded as Entry No. 4 70 W R

on July 2M, 2018 in the OfficialRecords, which amends thatcertainAmerided and Restated

Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictionsof Pastures at Saddleback P.U.D., dated

August 4, 2015, which was recorded in the Office of the Recorder of Tooele County, Utah on

August 4, 2015 as Entry No. 416674, as amended by thatcertainPlat 3 Amendment To The

Amended and Restated Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictionsof Pastures At

Saddleback P.UD. datedNovember 10,2016, and filedwith theRecorder'sOfficeon November

10, 2016, as Entry No. 439190, as furtheramended by thatcertainPlat 4 Amendment To The

Amended and Restated Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictionsof Pastures At

Saddleback P.UD. dated June 26, 2017, and filedin the OfficialRecords on June 26, 2017, as

Entry No. 450801, as furtheramended by that certainFirstAmendment to the Amended and

RestatedDeclarationofCovenants, Conditionsand RestrictionsofPasturesAt Saddleback P.U D.

datedNovember 10,2016, and filedwith the Recorder'sOfficeon November 10,2016, as Entry
No. 439193, as furtheramended by thatcertainSecond Amendment to theAmended and Restated

Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictionsof Pastures At Saddleback P.U D. dated

July 17,2017, and filedinthe OfficialRecords on July 17,2017, as Entry No. 451892, as further

amended by that certainPlat 5 Amendment To The Amended and Restated Declaration of

Covenants, Conditions and Restrictionsof Pastures At Saddleback P.U.D. dated December 14,

2017, and filedin the OfficialRecords on December 14,2017, as Entry No. 459896, as further

amended by that certainPlat 6 Amendment To The Amended and Restated Declaration of

Covenants, Conditionsand RestrictionsofPasturesAt Saddleback P.U D. datedJune 6,2018, and

filedin the OfficialRecords on June 6, 2018, as Entry No. 468798, as furtheramended by that
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certainPlat 7 Amendment To The Amended and RestatedDeclaration of Covenants, Conditions

and RestrictionsofPasturesAt Saddleback P.U.D. dated July2_syf,2018, and filedinthe Official

Records on July2_gd,2018, as Entry No. '1702 33 (collectivelywith the Plat8 Amendment,

the"Master Declaration";capitalizedterms inthisWater Declarationshallhave the same meaning

as inthe Master Declaration,unlessotherwisedefinedherein);

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 7.10 of the Master Declaration,the Owner of each Lot

has therightto submit and have approved by the Committee a Landscape Plan;

WHEREAS, water service to the Lots within the Plat is provided by OQUIRRH

MOUNTAIN WATER COMPANY, a Utah non-profitmutual water company ("OMWC");

WHEREAS, theinitialOwner of each Lot shallreceiveatthetime ofpurchase of thesame

from Declarant the number of shares of OMWC Class B Common Stock ("OMWC Class B

Stock")as provided forand definedbelow as the OverallWater Allowance;

WHEREAS, one (1)shareof OMWC Class B Stock entitlesthe holderthereofto one (1)
acrefoot("AF") of water annually,which equatesto approximately 325,851 gallonsof water per

year;

WHEREAS, water isa relativelyscarceand valuableresourceinthe Stateof Utah and the

Declarantdesiresto promote and ensure itsconservationand efficientuse on the Lots;

WHEREAS, thisWater Declarationisintendedto assistthe Owners of Lots in designing,

implementing, and operatinga Landscape Plan thatwillbe aestheticallypleasingwhile atthesame

time one thatcan be sustainedover the long run withinthe OverallWater Allowance;

WHEREAS, ifan Owner exceeds hisor her annual OverallWater Allowance, OMWC's

overuse or overage rateswill apply, which are structuredto be more costlyto the Owners

(compared with the standard assessments per share)in order to encourage the conservationof

water;

WHEREAS, based upon the average water use of a homeowner in the OMWC's service

area,residentialcustomers on average consume for Indoor Use (definedbelow) approximately
zero pointtwo five(0.25)AF or 81,463 gallonsof water per year (the"Indoor Use Allowance"h

WHEREAS, theDeclarantdesirestofilethisWater Declarationin ordertopromote water

conservationand to specifythemanner inwhich water may be used upon theLots withinthePlat.

NOW, THEREFORE, Declaranthereby declaresthatallof the Land and the Lots created

therein are hereby subjected to the provisions of this Water Declaration and shallbe sold,

transferred,conveyed, used, leased,occupied,developed, residedupon, landscaped,mortgaged,
or otherwisehypothecated or otherwiseencumbered, and held subjectto the terms of thisWater

Declarationhereinaftersetforth,and which shallrun with thetitleto,theLand and Lots hereby or

hereaftermade subjecthereto.This Water Declarationshallbe binding on allpersons having any

right,title,or interestin allor any portionof the Land and Lots now or hereaftermade subject

hereto,theirrespectiveheirs,legalrepresentatives,successors,successors-in-title,and assigns.

1. DEFINITIONS. The followingwords, when used in thisWater Declarationshall

have the followingmeanings:
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(a) "Bubbler": An irrigationhead that deliverswater to the root zone by

"flooding"the plantedarea,usuallymeasured in gallonsper minute. Bubblers exhibita trickle,

umbrella or shortstream pattern.

(b) "Drip Emitter":Drip irrigationfittingsthatdeliverwater slowly atthe root

zone of theplant,usuallymeasured in gallonsper hour.

(c) "Extra-Drought TolerantPlant":A plantthatcan survivewithout irrigation

throughout the year once established,although supplemental water may be desirableduring

drought periodsforimproved appearance and diseaseresistance.

(d) "Grading Plan":The Grading Plan shows allfinishgrades,spotelevations

as necessaryand existingand new contourswith thedeveloped landscaped area.

(e) "Ground Cover": Materialplantedin such a way as to form a continuous

cover over the ground thatcan be maintained ata heightnot more than 12 inches.

(f) "Hardscape": Patios,decks and paths. Does not include driveways and

sidewalks.

(g) "Indoor Use": Use of water within the residentialdwelling on a Lot for

domestic purposes,excluding Outdoor Use of water.

(h) "IrrigationEfficiency": The measurement of the amount of water

beneficiallyapplied,dividedby thetotalamount of water applied.Irrigationefficiencyisderived

from measurements and estimatesof irrigationsystem hardware characteristicsand management

practices.

(i) "IrrigationPlan": The IrrigationPlan shows the components of the

irrigationsystem with water meter size,backflow prevention,PrecipitationRates,flow rateand

operatingpressureforeach irrigationcircuit,and identificationof allirrigationequipment.

(j) "Landscape Plan": The preparation of a graphic and written criteria,

specifications,and detailedplans to arrange and modify the effectsof naturalfeaturessuch as

plantings,grotmd and water forms, circulation,walks and other featuresto comply with the

provisions of thisWater Declaration. The Landscape Plan may include a Planting Plan, an

IrrigationPlan,a Grading Plan,and an IrrigationSchedule.

(k) "Landscape Zone": A portion of the landscaped area having plantswith

similarwater needs, areaswith similarmicroclimate (i.e.,slope,exposure, wind, etc.)and soil

conditions,and areasthatwillbe similarlyirrigated.A Landscape Zone can be served by one

irrigationvalve,or a setof valveswith the same schedule.

(1) "Landscaping": Any combination of livingplants,such as trees,shrubs,

vines,ground covers,flowers,or grass;naturalfeaturessuch as rock, stone,or bark chips;and

structuralfeatures,includingbut not limitedto,fountains,reflectingpools, outdoor artwork,
screenwalls,fencesor benches.

(m) "Mulch": Any materialsuch as bark, wood chips or other materialsleft

looseand appliedto the soil.
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(n) "Outdoor Use": The use of water on a Lot for irrigationof Landscaping

and otheruses outsideof a residentialdwelling,but excludingIndoor Use.

(o) "PlantingPlan": A PlantingPlan identifiesand locatesnew and existing

trees,shrubs,Ground Covers, Turf areas,driveways,sidewalks,Hardscape features,and fences.

(p) "PrecipitationRate": The depth of water appliedto a given area,usually

measured in inchesper hour.

(q) "Rain Shut-Off Device": A device wired to the automatic controllerthat

shutsoffthe irrigationsystem when itrains.

(r) "Runoff": Irrigationwater thatisnot absorbed by the soilor landscapearea

to which itisappliedand which flows onto otherareas.

(s) "Spray Sprinkler":An irrigationhead thatsprayswater through a nozzle.

(t) "Stream Sprinkler":An irrigationhead thatprojectswater through a gear

rotorin singleor multiplestreams.

(u) "Turf":A surfacelayerof earthcontainingmowed grasswith itsroots.

(v) "Water Audit":An on-sitesurvey and measurement of irrigationequipment
and management efficiency,and the generation of recommendations to improve Irrigation

Efficiency.

2. WATER ALLOCATIONS. At the time of conveyance of each Lot to the initial

Owner, theDeclarantshallsell,assign,and transferto such Owner zeropointsixfive(0.65)shares

of OMWC Class B Stock (which equates to 0.65 AF), which allows the Owner the use of

approximately 211,803 gallons of water annually for both Indoor Use and Outdoor Use (the
"OverallWater Allocation").SubtractingtheIndoor Use Allocationof 0.25 AF per year from the

OverallAllocationof 0.65AF peryearleavesan allowance foroutdoor water use of approximately
0.40 AF or approximately 130,340 gallonsper year (the"Outdoor Water Allocation").

3. LANDSCAPE PLAN. Pursuant to Section 7.10 of the Master Declaration,each

Owner may prepareand submit a Landscape Plan tothe Committee foritsreview and approval as

a partof thePlans. The Landscape Plan may include,but isnot requiredto include,thefollowing
items:

(a) Planting Plan. A detailedPlanting Plan drawn at a scale that clearly
identifiesthe following:

(i) Location of allplantmaterials,a legend with botanicaland common

names, and sizeof plantmaterials;

(ii) Propertylinesand streetnames;

(iii) Existingand proposed buildings,walls,fences,utilities,paved areas

and othersiteimprovements;
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(iv) Existingtreesand plantmaterialsto be removed or retained;

(v) Designationof Landscape Zones;

(vi) Details and specificationsfor tree staking,soilpreparation,and

otherplantingwork; and

(vii) Location of allareawithina Lot to be leftinnativevegetation.

(b) IrrigationPlan. A detailedIrrigationPlan drawn at the same scaleas the

PlantingPlan may contain,but isnot requiredto contain,thefollowinginformation:

(i) Layout of the irrigationsystem and a legend summarizing the type

and sizeof allcomponents of the system,includingmanufacturer name and model numbers;

(ii) Staticwater pressurein pounds per square inch (psi)atthe pointof

connectionto OMWC's water supply;

(iii) Flow rateingallonsper minute and design operatingpressureinpsi
foreach valve and PrecipitationRate in inchesper hour foreach valve with Spray Sprinklersor

Stream Sprinklers;and

(iv) Installationdetailsforirrigationcomponents.

(v) The IrrigationPlan,when taken togetherwith other Outdoor Uses

of water,should be designed not to use more than the Outdoor Water Allocation.

(c) Grading Plan. A Grading Plan drawn atthe same scaleasthePlantingPlan

may contain,but isnot requiredto contain,thefollowinginformation:

(i) Property linesand streetnames, existingand proposed buildings,

walls,fences,utilities,paved areasand othersiteimprovements, and

(ii) Existingand finishedcontourlinesand spotelevationsas necessary
fortheproposed siteimprovements.

(d) IrrigationSchedule. Declarant recommends that a monthly Irrigation
Schedule be prepared thatcovers the initial120-day plant establishmentperiod and the typical

long-term use period. This schedule may contain,but isnot requiredto contain,a tablewith the

followinginformationforeach valve:

(i) Planttype (forexample, Turf,trees,low water use plants);

(ii) Irrigationtype (forexample, Sprinklers,Drip Emitters,Bubblers);

(iii) Flow rateingallonsper minute;

(iv) PrecipitationRate ininchesper hour (sprinklersonly);

(v) Run times inminutes per cycleor per stationper day;
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(vi) Number of water days per week;

(vii) Cycle time to avoid Runoff; and

(viii) Estimated monthly Outdoor Use water consumption.

4. LANDSCAPE DESIGN STANDARDS. Declarant recommends that the

Landscape Plan be based upon thefollowingLandscape Design Standards:

(a) PlantSelection.Plantsselectedforlandscapeareasshould consistofplants

thatarewell-suitedto themicroclimate and soilconditionsatthe Land. Plantswith similarwater

needs shouldbe grouped togetherasmuch aspossible.A partiallistofrecommended plantspecies
isincludedin Exhibit"B" attachedhereto. Furthermore, Owners and theirlandscape designers
are encouraged to visit: http://www.waterwiseplants.utah.gov/ and

http://www.conservewater.utah.gov/for additionalinput and guidance. Itisrecommended that

areaslandscaped with Turf be minimized.

(b) TransitionAreas. For projectslocatedatthe interfacebetween urban areas

and naturalopen space (non-irrigated),Extra-Drought TolerantPlantsshould be selectedthatwill

blend with thenativevegetationand arefireresistantorfireretardant.Plantswith low fuelvolume

or high moisture contentshould be emphasized. Plantsthattend to accumulate excessiveamount

of dead wood or debrisshould be avoided.

(c) Mulch. Aftercompletion of allplanting,allirrigatednon-Turf areasshould

be covered with a minimum four-inchlayerof Mulch to retainwater,inhibitweed growth, and

moderate soiltemperature.Non-porous materialshould not be placed under themulch.

(d) Soil Preparation. Soilpreparationshould be suitableto provide healthy

growing conditionsfor the plants and to encourage water infiltrationand penetration. Soil

preparationshould includescarifyingthe soilto a minimum depth of sixinchesand amending the

soilwith organicmaterialas needed.

5. IRRIGATION DESIGN STANDARDS. Declarantrecommends thattheIrrigation
Plan be based upon thefollowingIrrigationDesign Standards:

(a) Automatic Controller. All irrigationsystems should include an electric

automatic controllerwith multipleprogram and multiplerepeatcycle capabilitiesand a flexible

calendarprogram. All controllersshould be equipped with an automaticRain Shut-Off Device.

(b) DistinctValves. Each valve should irrigatea landscape with similarsite,

slopeand soilconditionsand plantmaterialswith similarwateringneeds. Turf and non-Turf areas

should be irrigatedon separatevalves.Drip Emittersand Bubblers,Spray Sprinklers,and Stream

Sprinklersshould be placed on separatevalves.

(c) Tree Irrigation.Drip Emitters or a Bubbler should be provided for each

tree.Bubblers should not exceed 1.5gallonsper minute per device. Bubblers fortreesshould be

placed on a separatevalve.

(d) Sprinklers.Sprinklersshould have matched PrecipitationRates with each

controlvalve circuit.
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(e) Drip IrrigationLines. Drip irrigationlinesare generallylocated above

ground but covered by Mulch. Filtersand end flushvalves should be provided as necessary.

(f) IrrigationHours. Valves with Spray Sprinklersor Stream Sprinklersshould

be scheduled to operate between 6 p.m. and 10 a.m. to reduce water loss from wind and

evaporation.

(g) Repeat Cycles. Program valvesformultiplerepeatcyclesshould be utilized

where necessaryto reduce Runoff, particularlyon slopesand soilswith slow infiltrationrates.

6. INDOOR WATER USE. To stay within the Indoor Water Allocation,it is

recommended thatOwners utilizewater conservingappliancesand fixtures.

7. TURF LIMITATIONS; PLANTER AREAS. Itisrecommended thatthe amount

of Turf area should not exceed 5,000 square feet in order to stay within the Overall Water

Allocationand avoid water overage fees. The landscapingdiagrams attachedhereto as Exhibit

"C" provide examples of a possiblelandscaping configurationsfor typicalLots. Planterareas

should conform as closelyaspossibletothe PlantingPlan (orrequirementsof thePlantingPlan if

a PlantingPlan had been prepared).

8. WATER AUDITS. Declarantand/orOMWC shallhave therighttoperform Water

Audits at any time before,during or afterthe irrigationsystem and landscape installation,and

recommend correctivemeasures tothe applicableOwner to maximize water conservation.

9. PERSONS BOUND BY THIS WATER DECLARATION. The covenants,

conditions,and restrictionsin Section2 hereof pertainingto water allocationsshallrun with the

land,and allOwners, purchasersor occupants thereofshall,by acceptance of contractsor deeds,

possessionor occupancy, be conclusivelydeemed to have consented and agreed with the present
and futureOwner(s) of each Lot and Declarant,and with theirrespectivesuccessorsand assigns
to conform to and observe the covenants, conditions,restrictionsand stipulationssetforthin

Section2 of thisWater Declaration. All other provisionsof thisDeclarationare intended by
Declarantto be non-binding guidelinesand recommendations.

10. DURATION. The provisions of this Water Declaration shallbe and remain

effectiveinperpetuity.

11. AMENDMENT. This Water Declarationmay be changed, alteredor amended, at

any time by the affirmativeactionof the Owners of 67% of the eligiblevotes of Owners of Lots

withinthePlat,usingthevotingproceduresasoutlinedintheMaster Declaration.Any amendment

so authorized shallbe accomplished through the recordationwith the OfficialRecords of an

instrumentexecuted by the Association(asdefinedin Section 1.2of theMaster Declaration).In

such instrument,theAssociationshallcertifythatthevote requiredby thisSectionforamendment

has occurred,and,ifapproval of a specifiedpercentageof eligiblemortgagees isrequiredforsuch

amendment, thatsuch approvalhas been obtained.
