For good

and valuableconsideration,the adequacy and receiptof which arehereby acknowledged, Trustor

represents,warrants,covenants,and agreesas follows:

ARTICLE 1: GRANT AND CONVEYANCE OF COLLATERAL

1.01 Convevance of Real Property. Trustor hereby assigns,grants,bargains,sells,

conveys, warrants,and transfersto Trusteein trust,forthebenefitof Beneficiary,with power of

saleand rightof entryand possession,allof Trustor'sright,title,and interest,whether presently

owned or hereafterarising,in and to: (a)the realproperty locatedin Summit County, Ltah,

which ismore fullydescribedin Exhibit "A" attachedhereto and incorporatedherein by this

reference,togetherwith any strips,gaps,gores,alleys,and rightsto any adjoiningvacated alley

ways or streetspertainingor appurtenant thereto(the "Land"); (b) allbuildings,structures,

fixtures,facilities,and other improvements now or hereafterlocated on or attached to the

Property(the"Improvements"); and (c)allwater rights,water stock,royalties,mineral oiland

gas rightsand profits,rights-of-way,easements, leases(includingwithout limitationany ground

leases), subleases, rents, income, issues, profits,tenements, hereditaments, privileges,

appurtenances, and similar rights used or enjoyed in connection with, or in any manner

pertainingto or derived from, the Land or the Improvements. The foregoing are collectively

referredto as the"Real Property."
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1.02 Security Interestin Personal Property. Trustor hereby assignsand grantsto

Beneficiary a securityinterestin allof Trustor'sright,title,and interest,whether presently

existing or hereafterarising,in and to: (a) all furnishings,fixtures,equipment, materials,

supplies,goods, and any otherpersonalPropertynow or hereafterlocatedon, attachedto,or used

in connection with the Real Property or the constructionof any Improvements thereon,whether

or not stored or located on or off the Real Property; (b) allinsurance policies,insurance

proceeds,unearned premiums, and condemnation awards with respectto any of the foregoing;

and (c)allproducts and proceeds from any of the foregoing. The foregoing are collectively

referredto as the "Personal Property," and the Real Property and the Personal Property are

collectivelyreferredto as the"Collateral."

1.03 Secured Obligation. This TrustDeed isgiven forthepurpose of securing(a)the

payment and performance of each and every agreement, obligation,liability,indebtedness,and

undertaking of Trustor and Borrower (including without limitationthe obligation to pay

principal,interestand otherfeesand charges,the "Loan") in connection with or in any manner

relatingto a Promissory Note of even or recentdate herewith in the originalprincipalamount of

$2,700,000 (asamended from time totime,the "Promissory Note" or "Note"),togetherwith all

amendments, modifications,extensions,and renewals thereof,whether presentlyexistingor

hereaftermade; (a) the payment and performance by Trustor of each agreement, obligation,

liability,indebtedness,and undertakingcontainedin thisTrustDeed; (b)thepayment of allsums

expended or advanced by Trustee or Beneficiary pursuant to the terms of thisTrust Deed,

togetherwith interestthereon attherateprescribedin the Promissory Note; and (c)the payment

of such additionalloans or extensions of creditas hereaftermay be made by Beneficiaryto

Trustor,or itssuccessorsor assigns,when evidenced by a loan agreement, promissory note,or

otherwrittenagreement recitingthatsuch loans aresecuredby thisTrustDeed. The obligations,

liabilities,indebtedness,and undertakingsreferredto in the foregoingclauses(a)through (c)are

referredto,collectively,as the"Secured Obligation".

ARTICLE 2: REPRESENTATIONS,

WARRANTIES, AND COVENANTS OF TRUSTOR

2.01 Construction of Improvements. If Trustor undertakes the construction,

remodeling, refurbishing,or rehabilitationof any improvements on the Real Property,Trustor

agrees to diligentlypursue the same to completion in a good and workmanlike manner and in

accordance with allapplicablelaws,rules,regulations,buildingcodes,and otherrequirementsof

any governmental agency or instrumentalityhaving jurisdictionover the Real Property for the

constructionof any improvements thereon.

2.02 Preservation and Protection of the CoHateral. To preserve and protectthe

Collateraland Beneficiary'ssecurityinteresttherein,Trustor hereby agrees and covenants as

follows:

A. Real Property. Trustorshallkeep and maintain the Real Propertyin good

condition and repair. Trustor shallnot remove or demolish any building,structure,or other

improvement on the Real Property,and shallcomplete or restorepromptly and in good and

workmanlike manner any Improvement which may be lost,damaged or destroyedwithout regard

to the adequacy of any insurancecovering such loss. Trustor shallcomply with alllaws, rules,
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regulations,covenants,and restrictionswhich may now or hereafteraffectthe Real Property or

itsuse and enjoyment, and shallnot commit or permit any waste thereof.

B. Personal Property. Trustor shall keep and maintain any tangible

Personal Propertyin good conditionand repairand shallnot remove the same from the Property

without Beneficiary'sprior written consent; provided, however, if no Event of Default has

occurred or is continuing,Trustor may remove items of Personal Property in the normal and

ordinary course of itsbusiness where such removed items do not, individuallyor in the

aggregate,constitutea materialportionof thePersonalProperty.

2.03 Insurance. Trustorshallobtainand maintain insuranceon alltangibleCollateral

in such amount, with such deductibles,and insuringagainstsuch risksand perilsas iscustomary

forpersons owning and using similartypes of Property and as otherwisereasonablyrequiredby

Beneficiary. All policiesshallcontain a provision that such policieswill not be canceled,

terminated,or materiallyamended or alteredwithout atleastthirty(30) days priorwrittennotice

to Beneficiary.Trustorshalldeliverto Beneficiarya copy of the originalof each of the policies

of insurance that Trustor is required to obtain and maintain, or cause to be provided and

maintained,under thisTrustDeed.

2.04 Losses and Claims Covered by Insurance. In the event of any loss,damage, or

casualtythatiscovered by insurance,Trustorshallgive immediate noticeto Beneficiaryand the

insurer.IfTrustorfailsto give such notice,or atany time thatan Event of Defaultiscontinuing,

Beneficiarymay make proof of losson any insurancepolicy,and may settleand adjustallclaims

thereunder. Provided (a)no Event of Defaulthas occurred and iscontinuing;(b)the amount of

any insuranceproceeds (plusany otherfunds committed by Trustorand deliveredto Beneficiary

or otherwisemade available,as determined by Beneficiaryin itssolediscretion)are sufficientto

restoreand repairfullyany damage or destructionto the insuredProperty to the same or better

conditionpriorto such destruction;(c)any restorationor repaircan be completed priorto the

maturity date of the Secured Obligation; (d) Trustor provides evidence satisfactoryto

Beneficiarythat any lease of the Real Property will not be terminated prior to the time all

restorationsand repairsshallbe completed; and (e)Trustor provides evidence satisfactoryto

BeneficiarythatTrustor can satisfyany payment obligationson the Secured Obligationduring

theperiodof any restorationor repair,then in such eventTrustormay use theinsuranceproceeds

torestoreand repairany damage to theinsuredProperty;provided,however, Beneficiarymay, in

its discretion,receive such insurance proceeds and control the disbursement thereof in

accordance with theprocedures inthe Loan Documents forthe disbursement of loan proceeds,if

any, or such other procedures of Beneficiary with respect to the disbursement of funds on

constructionloans. Ifany of the conditionsdescribedin clauses(a)through (e)in theproceeding

sentencehave not been met to the satisfactionof Beneficiary,Beneficiarymay, in itsdiscretion,

use or permit theuse of any insuranceproceeds to make partialrestorationor repairsor to apply

the same againstthe Secured Obligation.

2.05 Taxes and Impositions. Trustor shallpay, prior to delinquency, all taxes,

assessments (generaland special),and ground rents affecting,assessed against,or otherwise

relatedto theReal Property,
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2.06 Defense of Title;Discharge of Liens: Subordination/Release.

A. Trustorrepresentsand warrantsto BeneficiarythatTrustoristhe owner of

good and marketable feetitleto the Collateralfreeand clearof any lien,claim,or encumbrance

(collectively,"Liens") except the Lien granted to Beneficiary in this Trust Deed and such

permitted encumbrances as have been approved by Beneficiary("Permitted Encumbrances").

Trustor shallnot createor grant,or cause or allow by operationof law, any other Lien with

respectto the Collateralother than the Lien granted herein to Beneficiaryand the Permitted

Encumbrances, even ifsuch otherLiens may be junioror subordinateto the Lien of Beneficiary,

without the priorconsent of Beneficiary,subjectto the provisionsof subsectionB hereunder.

Trustorshallpromptly pay, remove, and dischargeany Lien againstthe Collateralotherthan the

Permitted Encumbrances, whether or not the same may have priorityover the Lien of

Beneficiary. Trustor shallpromptly give notice to Beneficiaryof the assertionof any Lien

againstthe Collateral,or any litigationor proceeding pertainingthereto.Trustorshallappear in

and defend any action or proceeding purporting to affectthe securityhereof,the titleto the

Collateral,or the rights or powers of Beneficiary or Trustee; provided, however, should

Beneficiaryor Trustee electto also appear in or defend any such actionor proceeding,Trustor

agrees to pay all costs and expenses incurred by Beneficiary or Trustee,including without

limitationcostsof evidence of titleand reasonableattorney'sfees.

B. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Trust Deed, however,

Beneficiaryshall,upon Trustor'srequest in writingsubordinateitsrightsunder the Trust Deed

in allor any portionof the Real Propertyto theinterestof a third-partylenderwhose financingis

reasonablyrequiredby Trustorto develop allor any portionof theReal Property,Farms Property

(as described on Exhibit B attached hereto,the "Farms Property") Setauket Property (as

described on Exhibit C attached hereto, the "Setauket Property"), as Trustor deems

appropriate.Upon Trustor'snoticeto Beneficiaryof the saleof a portionof the Real Property,

Beneficiaryshallimmediately cause such portionof the Real Property to be releasedfrom the

TrustDeed on or before such sale'sclosing.

2.07 Performance in Trustor's Stead. Should Trustorfailto make any payment or to

do any actas requiredherein,then eitherBeneficiaryor Trusteemay, but without obligationso

to do and followingreasonablenoticeto or demand upon Trustorand without releasingTrustor

from any obligationhereofmake or do the same in such manner and to such extentas eithermay

deem necessaryto protectthe securityhereof. Trustoragreesto pay immediately on demand all

sums expended hereunder by Beneficiaryor Trustee,with interestfrom dateof expenditureatthe

defaultratesetforthinthePromissory Note and therepayment thereofshallbe securedhereby.

2.08 Restrictionson Transfers. Except as provided in Section2.06,Trustorshallnot

Transfer (as hereinafterdefined)the Collateralor any part thereofwithout firstobtainingthe

writtenconsent of the Beneficiary. Any such Transfer,ifthe Beneficiaryshallnot so consent,

shallconstitutean Event of Defaultunder the terms of thisTrust Deed and the Note. As used

herein, a "Transfer" means any voluntary or involuntary assignment, transfer,conveyance,

pledge, encumbrance, hypothecation,sale,or disposition,or an agreement to assign,transfer,

convey, pledge,encumber, hypothecate,sell,or dispose of,allor any part of the Collateral.If

Trustor is not a naturalperson, a Transfer shallbe deemed to have occurred if (a) Trustor

assigns,sells,transfers,or conveys substantiallyallof itsassets;or (b) Trustor entersinto any
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merger, consolidation,or similarreorganizationwhere the resultingor survivingentityis not

Trustor;

2.09 Further Assurances. Trustor shallpromptly execute and deliverto Beneficiary

such otherdocuments and instrumentsas Beneficiarymay reasonablyrequestto furthereffector

perfect Beneficiary'ssecurityinterestin the Collateral,including without limitationUCC-1

financingstatements.Trustorshalldo such otheractsas Beneficiarymay reasonably requestto

carryout more effectivelythe purposes of thisTrust Deed and to subjectany Property intended

to be covered or intended to be covered by thisTrust Deed to the Lien of Beneficiarycreated

herein.

ARTICLE 3: MUTUAL COVENANTS AND AGREEMENTS

3.01 Plats,Easements, and Reconvevances. At any time and from time to time upon

writtenrequestof Beneficiary,payment of itsfees,and presentationof thisTrust Deed and the

Promissory Note forendorsement (incase of fullreconveyance),without affectingthe liabilityof

any person forthepayment of the Secured Obligation,Trusteemay (a)consent to the making of

any map or platof the Property;(b)join in grantingany easement or creating,any restriction

thereon;(c)joinin any subordinationor otheragreement affectingthisTrust Deed or the lienor

charge thereof;(d)reconvey, without warranty,allor any partof the Real Property. The grantee

in any reconveyance may be described as "the person or persons entitledthereto,"and the

recitalsthereinof any matters or factsshallbe conclusive proof of the truthfulnessthereof.

Trustora ees to reasonableTrustee'sfeesforan of the servicesmentioned in thisSection

3.02.

ARTICLE 4: ASSIGNMENT OF LEASES AND RENTS

4.01 Assignment. As additionalsecurityforthe Secured Obligations,Trustorhereby

assignsto Beneficiaryallleases,subleases,rents,issues,profits,and income with respectto or in

any manner arisingfrom the Collateralor the use or enjoyment thereof,whether the same are

presentlyexistingor hereaftercreatedor arising.The assignment grantedhereinshallbe deemed

an absoluteassignment. Nevertheless,untilTrustor shalldefaultin the payment of any of the

Secured Obligationor in theperformance of any agreement or undertakingin thisTrust Deed or

any other Loan Document, Trustor shallhave a revocable licenseto collectand use allsuch

rents,issues,royalties,profits,and income which become payable,and have been collected,prior

to such default.If Trustor shalldefaultas aforesaid,Trustor'slicenseto collectany of such

moneys shallautomaticallycease and Beneficiaryshallhave the rightto collectallsuch rents,

royalties,issues,profits,and income. Beneficiarymay enforcesuch rightwith or without taking

possession of the Collateral,whether or not Beneficiary has commenced any foreclosureor

similarproceedings,and without regard to the adequacy of any other Collateralto satisfythe

Secured Obligationsor the danger of any of the Collateralbeing lost,damaged, destroyed,or

consumed. Beneficiarymay endorse and depositany check or otheritem evidencing payments

received under this Section 4.01, eitherin its own name or that of Trustor. Failure or

discontinuanceof Beneficiaryatany time or from time to time to collectany such moneys shall

not in any manner affectthe subsequent enforcement by Beneficiaryof the right,power, and

authorityto collectthe same. Nothing contained herein,nor the exercise of the right by

Beneficiaryto collect,shallbe, or be construed to be, an affirmationby Beneficiaryof any
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tenancy,lease,or option,nor an assumption of liabilityunder,nor a subordinationof the lienor

charge of thisSecurityInstrumentto any such tenancy,leaseor option.

ARTICLE 5: EVENTS OF DEFAULTS; REMEDIES

5.01 Events of Default. The occurrenceor existenceof any of the followingeventsor

conditionsconstitutesan "Event of Default"under theterms of thisTrustDeed:

A. The occurrenceof an "Event of Default"as definedintheNote.

B. A defaultby Trustor in the performance of any other duty, obligation,

covenant,or undertakingcontainedinthisTrustDeed or in any otheragreement between Trustor

and Beneficiary,whether presentlyexistingor hereafterarising,otherthan a matter constitutinga

separateand distinctevent of defaultunder thisTrust Deed or the Loan Documents, and the

continuance of the same without cure for a period of ninety (90) days afterwrittennoticeby

Beneficiaryor Trustee,provided that,ifcure cannot reasonablybe completed within ninety(90)

days,Trustorshallcommence cure withinninety(90)days and diligentlycomplete it.

5.02 Remedies. Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default hereunder, the entire

Secured Obligation shall,at the option of Beneficiary,become immediately due and payable

followingwrittennoticeto Trustor,and Beneficiaryshallhave allremedies availableatlaw or in

equity.The failureon thepartof Beneficiarytopromptly enforceany rightor pursue any remedy

hereunder shallnot operateas a waiver of such rightor remedy; thewaiver by Beneficiaryof any

defaultshallnot constitutea waiver of such rightor remedy; and the waiver by Beneficiaryof

any defaultshallnot constitutea waiver of any otheror subsequent default.

5.03 Foreclosure or Exercise of Power of Sale. Upon the occurrence of an Event of

Default Beneficiarymay electto foreclosethisTrust Deed as a mortgage or to exercisethe

power of salegrantedherein. The initialelectionby Beneficiaryto pursue a judicialforeclosure

or trustee'ssale shallnot constitutean electionof remedies or otherwise prevent Beneficiary

from stoppingor suspending the pursuitof a particularremedy and, instead,pursuing any other

remedy. In pursuing any remedy, Beneficiaryshallcomply with,and be entitledto the benefits

of,allapplicablelaws at the time such remedy ispursued, including,without limitation,those

applicableto the exerciseof the power of salepursuant to the trustdeed statutesthen in effect;

provided,however, ifthe trustdeed statuteshave been repealed or the remedies thereinhave

been, in Beneficiary'sopinion,curtailed,then Beneficiarymay, ifthe statutesso permit,apply

applicablelaw atthetime thisTrustDeed isexecuted.

5.04 Foreclosure Expenses. Trustor acknowledges that,as a resultof any default

hereunder,Trusteeor Beneficiarymay electto obtaintitleor foreclosurereports,titlepoliciesin

favor of purchasers at any foreclosure or trustee'ssale, appraisals,environmental site

assessments,engineeringreports,the servicesof an attorney,and otherprofessionalservicesto

determine the condition,status,and value of the Collateralor to assistitin any foreclosure

proceeding or the exerciseof the power of salegranted herein. Such costsand expenses are a

foreseeableconsequence of any Event of Default and the pursuitof Beneficiary'sremedies as a

resultthereof,whether incurredin connection with a judicialforeclosure,trustee'ssale,or deed-

in-lieuof foreclosure.All costsand expenses incurredin connection therewithshallbe secured
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by thisTrust Deed and Trustor agrees to reimburse Trustee or Beneficiaryfor the same upon

demand.

5.05 Power of Sale. If Beneficiaryexercisesthe power of sale granted herein and

under thetrustdeed statutesof the statein which the Land islocated,Trusteeand/orBeneficiary

shallfollow the procedures requiredby law forthe exerciseof such power of sale.At the date,

place and time designatedforthe trustee'ssale,Trustee,without demand on Trustor,shallsell

the Real Propertyeitheras a whole or in separateparcels,and in such order as itmay determine

(but subjectto any statutoryrightof Trustor to directthe order in which such Property,if

consistingof severalknown lotsor parcels,shallbe sold),atpublicauctionto thehighestbidder,

the purchase pricepayable in lawful money of the United Statesatthe time of saleor,with the

consentof Beneficiary,within a reasonabletime thereafter.The person conducting the salemay
forany cause he deems expedient,postpone the salefrom time to time untilitshallbe completed
in accordance with applicablelaw, and in every such case noticeof postponement shallbe given

by publicdeclarationthereofby such person atthetime and placelastappointed forthe saleor as

otherwiserequiredby law. Trustee shallexecute and deliverto thepurchaser itsTrustee'sDeed

conveying the Property so sold,but without any covenant or warranty,express or implied.The

recitalsin the Trustee'sDeed of any mattersor factshallbe conclusiveproof of the truthfulness

thereof.Any person,includingBeneficiary,may bid atthe saleand purchase allor any partof

the Real Property. Beneficiarymay alsosellany of the PersonalProperty atthe trustee'ssalein

accordance with applicablelaw. Trustorhereby agreesthatany noticeof salewith respectto the

Real Property may also include noticeof saleof any Personal Property,and agrees thatsuch

noticeshallbe commercial reasonablein allrespectsand forallpurposes,includingthose of the

Uniform Commercial Code. Trustee shallapply the proceeds of the saleto the payment of (1)
the costsand expenses of exercisingthe power of saleand of sale,includingthe payment of the

reasonableTrustee'sand attorney'sfees and other costsand expenses actuallyincurredby the

Trustee and the Beneficiarypursuantto Section 5.04 above; (2)the costof any evidence of title

procured in connection with such saleand revenue stamps on any Trustee'sDeed; (3) allsums

expended under the terms hereof,not then repaid,with accrued interestfrom dateof expenditure
as provided herein;(4)the Secured Obligationsand allothersums then secured hereby; and (5)
the remainder, if any, to the person or persons legallyentitledthereto,or the Trustee,in its

discretion,may depositthe balance of such proceeds with the County Clerk of the county in

which the saletook place.

5.06 Successor Trustee. Beneficiarymay appoint a successortrusteeat any time by

filingforrecord in the officeof the County Recorder of each county in which the Real Property
or some partthereofissituated,a substitutionof trusteeas requiredby law. From the time the

substitutionisfiledforrecord,the new trusteeshallsucceed to allthe powers, duties,authority
and titleof the trusteenamed hereinor of any successortrustee.Each such substitutionshallbe

executed and acknowledged, and noticethereofshallbe given and proof thereofmade, in the

manner provided by law.

5.07 Security Agreement under Uniform Commercial Code. This Trust Deed is

also intended to be a securityagreement within the meaning of the Utah Uniform Commercial

Code (the "UCC") with respectto the Personal Property and any other part of the Collateral

which ma be classifiedas Pro ert sub'ectto Article9 of the UCC collectivel, the "UCC

Property"),and Trustorhereby assignsand grantsto Beneficiarya securityinterestin the UCC
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Property. Beneficiaryshallhave allrightsand remedies of a secured creditorwith respectto the

UCC Property as provided by law. Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default hereunder,

Beneficiaryshallbe entitledto allof thebenefitsof,and may pursue any remedy with respectto,

the UCC Property in accordance with the provisionsof the UCC. Trustor agrees to cooperate

with Beneficiaryby assembling the UCC Property and make itavailableto Beneficiaryat such

place as Beneficiarymay reasonably designate.Trustee and/or Beneficiarymay sellany UCC

Property at the time of,and in connection with, and foreclosureor trustee'ssale of the Real

Property.

5.08 Financing Statement and Fixture Filing. This Trust Deed isintended to be a

financingstatementand fixturefilingpursuantto theUCC with respectto the UCC Property. A

photocopy of thisTrustDeed may be filedwith the Utah Department of Commerce, Division of

Corporationsand Commercial Code, as a financingstatement.By filingthisTrustDeed with the

county recorderin which the Property islocated,thisTrust Deed shallalso constitutea fixture

filingsatisfyingthe requirements of the UCC. For the foregoing purposes, Trustor is the

"debtor," Beneficiary is the "secured party,"the addresses of each are as set forth at the

beginning of thisTrust Deed, the realProperty upon which the UCC Property islocatedisthe

Property and Trustor isthe owner thereof,and thisTrust Deed is to be filedin the realestate

recordsof the county in which thePropertyislocated.

ARTICLE 6: GENERAL PROVISIONS

6.01 Successors and Assigns. This Trust Deed shallapply to,inureto the benefitof,

and shallbe binding on, Trustor,Trustee,and Beneficiary,and theirrespectiveheirs,legatees,

devisees,administrators,executors,successorsand assigns,subject,however, to the restrictions

on assignment containedherein.

6.02 Joint and Several Liability.Ifmore than one person issigningas Trustor,the

term "Trustor" shall refer to such persons individuallyand joint,and all obligationsand

liabilitiesof such Trustorshereunder shallbe jointand several.

6.03 Acceptance by Trustee. Trustee accepts the trustcreatedby thisTrust Deed

when thisTrust Deed has been duly executed, acknowledged, and made a public record as

provided by law. Trustee isnot obligatedto notifyany partyhereto of any pending saleunder

any other deed of trust,mortgage, or securityagreement, or of any action in which Trustor,

Beneficiary,or Trusteeshallbe a party,unlessbrought by Trustee.
