subdivisionoftheStateofUtah,("Grantee"),Grantorand Granteehereinafterjointlyreferredto

asthe"Parties."

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, Grantoristheowner infeesimpleof certainrealpropertymore particularly

describedinExhibitA attachedheretoand incorporatedby thisreference(the"Property");and

WHEREAS, Granteehas establisheda waterimpact fee(WaterAvailabilityFee,"WAF")

which isrequiredtobe paidpriortoissuanceofa buildingpermit;and

WHEREAS, Grantordesirestolimittheuseof water foroutsideirrigationon theProperty

and therebyavoidpayment of theWAF forareasover 5,000 squarefeeton theProperty;and

WHEREAS, Granteeiswillingtowaive aportionof theWAF owed and limittheamount

paidper lottotheamount applicabletoone equivalentresidentialunitassetforthin
the

Grantee'sCapitalFacilitiesPlan ("CFP"),subjecttotheconditionssetforthherein;
and

WHEREAS, Grantorintends,as owner oftheproperty,toconvey toGranteetherightto

ensurethatwaterused foroutsideirrigationislimitedassetforthhereinor,ifsuch water useis

notlimited,tocollecttheWAF which would otherwisehave been owed.

NOW THEREFORE, inconsiderationofTEN DOLLARS ($10.00)and othergood an

valuableconsideration,receiptofwhich isherebyacknowledged, includingthemutual

covenants,terms,conditions,and restrictionscontainedherein,theGrantordoes hereby

voluntarilygrantand convey toGranteea waterconservationeasement inperpetuityoverthe

Propertyof thenatureand characterand totheextenthereinaftersetforth("Easement").



1. Purpose. The purposesof thisEasement aretoensurethatwaterusedforoutsideirrigation

on thePropertyislimitedassetforthhereinor,ifsuch water
useisnotlimited,toallowthe

GranteetocollecttheWAF which would otherwisehave been owed. Grantorintendsthatthis

Easement willconfinetheuse of thePropertytosuch activitiesasare
consistentwith this

Easement and theprovisionsof thisEasement. The GrantorexecutesthisEasement tobe

recordedand which shallbe an encumbrance upon theProperty.

2. Rightsof Grantee.To accomplishthepurpose ofthisEasement
thefollowingrightsare

conveyed to Granteeby thisEasement:

(a) To enterupon thePropertyatreasonabletimesinorder
tomonitor Grantor's

compliancewith and otherwiseenforcethetermsof thisEasement,providedthatsuch entryshall

be upon priorreasonablenoticetoGrantorand Granteeshallnotunreasonablyinterferewith

Grantors'use and quietenjoyment of theProperty;

(b) To remedy any violationofthisEasement assetforthbelow.

3. CityOrdinances.The Grantoragreestocomply with any ordinancepassedby theCitywhich

appliestothelotdescribedinExhibitA restrictingoutsideirrigationorimposing
water

conservationrates,even ifsubsequentlypassed and retroactivelyeffective.

4. ProhibitedUses. Any activitywhich increasesthetotalareaoflandscapingrequiring

irrigationon thePropertytomore thanfivethousand (5,000)squarefeetisprohibited.

5. Reserved Rights.Grantorreservestoitself,and toitsrepresentatives,heirs,successors,and

assigns,allrightsaccruingfrom itsownership of theProperty,includingtheright
toengageinor

permitorinviteotherstoengage inallusesof theProperty
thatarenotexpresslyprohibited

herein.

6. GeneralProvisions.

(a) DurationofEasement. This easement shallcontinueinperpetuity.

(b) Successors.The covenants,terms,conditions,and restrictionsofthisEasement shallbe

bindingupon, and inuretothebenefitof,thepartiesheretoand
theirrespectivepersonal

representatives,heirs,successors,and assignsand shallcontinueasa servituderunning in

perpetuitywith theProperty.

7. Violationsand Remedies. Granteemay enforcethetermsand conditionsof thisEasement as

follows:

(a) Remedies. IfGranteebelievesthatGrantorisinviolationoftheterms of
this

easement or thata violationisthreatened,Granteeshallgivewrittennoticeto
Grantor ofthe

allegedviolationand requestcorrectiveaction.Grantor
and Granteeagreetoendeavor ingood
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faithtoresolveany disputeregardingany allegedviolationoftheeasement.IfGrantor
and

Grantee areunabletoresolvea disputeregardingan allegedviolationwithin45 days from

Grantor'sreceiptofwrittennotice,Grantorshallpay toGranteetheWAF owed inthatyearfor

every squarefootofthelotinexcessof 10,000(forexample,
ifthelotis12,000squarefeet,the

impact feewould be owed foran additional2,000 squarefeet).

(b) Costs ofEnforcement. The partiesshallbeartheirown costs,includingattorney's

fees,inany actionbroughtwith respecttothiseasement.

(c) Waiver. The waiverby any partytothisAgreement ofa breachofany provisionof

thisAgreement shallnotbe deemed tobe a continuingwaiver ora waiverofany subsequent

breach,whether ofthesame or any otherprovisionof thisAgreement.

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD unto Grantee,itssuccessors,and assignsforever.
