a politicalsubdivisionof the Stateof Utah, ("Grantee"),Grantor and Grantee hereinafterjointly

referredto as the"Parties."

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, Grantor isthe owner infeesimple of certainrealpropertymore particularly

describedinExhibit"A" attachedheretoand incorporatedby thisreference(the"Property"),and

intendstodevelop thePropertyintoa residentialsubdivisiontobe known as

CLIFF ele fsitus ilksef44 Fac Phase ,containing Ad lots;and

WHEREAS, Grantee has establisheda water impact fee("IMPACT FEE") which isrequired

tobe paid priorto issuanceof a buildingpermit;and

WHEREAS, Grantor desiresto limitthe use of water foroutsideirrigationon theProperty

and therebyavoid payment of the IMPACT FEE forareasover 5,000 square feetper loton the

Property;and

WHEREAS, Grantee iswillingtowaive a portionof the IMPACT FEE thatwould otherwise

by owed on each loton the Propertyand limittheamount paid per lottothe amount applicableto

one equivalentresidentialunitas setforthinthe Grantee'sImpact Fee FacilitiesPlan ("IFFP"),

subjectto theconditionssetforthherein;and

WHEREAS, Grantor intends,as owner of theProperty,to convey toGrantee therightto

ensure thatwater used foroutsideirrigationislimitedas setforthhereinor,ifsuch water use is

not limited,tocollectthe IMPACT FEE which would otherwisehave been owed.



NOW THEREFORE, inconsiderationof TEN DOLLARS ($10.00)and othergood and

valuableconsideration,receiptof which ishereby acknowledged, includingthemutual

covenants,terms,conditions,and restrictionscontainedherein,theGrantordoes hereby

voluntarilygrantand convey toGrantee a waterconservationeasement inperpetuityover the

Propertyof thenatureand characterand totheextenthereinaftersetforth("Easement").

1. Purpose. The purposesofthisEasement aretoensurethatwaterused foroutsideirrigation
on thePropertyislimitedas setforthhereinor,ifsuch wateruse isnot limited,toallowthe

GranteetocollecttheIMPACT FEE which would otherwisehave been owed. Grantorintends

thatthisEasement willconfinetheuse of thePropertytosuch activitiesas areconsistentwith

thisEasement and theprovisionsofthisEasement. The GrantorexecutesthisEasement tobe

recordedand which shallbe an encumbrance upon theProperty.

2. Rightsof Grantee. To accomplishthepurposeofthisEasement thefollowingrightsare

conveyed toGrantee by thisEasement:

(a) To enterupon thePropertyatreasonabletimes inordertomonitor Grantor's

compliance with and otherwiseenforcetheterms ofthisEasement, providedthatsuch entryshall

be upon priorreasonablenoticetoGrantorand Granteeshallnot unreasonablyinterferewith

Grantors'use and quietenjoyment ofthe Property;

(b) To remedy any violationofthisEasement as setforthbelow.

3. CityOrdinances. The Grantoragreestocomply with any ordinancepassedby theCitywhich

appliestothePropertyrestrictingoutsideirrigationor imposing waterconservationrates,even if

subsequentlypassed.

4. ProhibitedUses. Any activitywhich increasesthe totalarea of landscaping requiring

irrigationon the Property to more than fivethousand (5,000)square feetper lotis

prohibited.

5. Reserved Rights.Grantorreservesto itself,and to itsrepresentatives,heirs,successors,and

assigns,allrightsaccruingfrom itsownership ofthe Property,includingtherighttoengage inor

permitor inviteotherstoengage inallusesofthePropertythatarenot expresslyprohibited
herein.

6. General Provisions.

(a) Durationof Easement. This easement shallcontinueinperpetuity.

(b) Successors.The covenants,terms,conditions,and restrictionsofthisEasement shallbe

bindingupon,and inuretothebenefitof,thepartiesheretoand theirrespectivepersonal

representatives,heirs,successors,and assignsand shallcontinueas a servituderunningin

perpetuitywiththeProperty.
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7. Violationsand Remedies. Granteemay enforcetheterms and conditionsofthisEasement as

follows:

(a) Remedies, IfGranteebelievesthatGrantorisinviolationoftheterms ofthis

easement orthata violationisthreatened,Grantee shallgivewrittennoticetoGrantorofthe

allegedviolationand requestcorrectiveaction.Grantorand Granteeagreetoendeavor ingood
faithtoresolveany disputeregardingany allegedviolationoftheeasement. IfGrantorand

Granteeareunabletoresolvea disputeregardingan allegedviolationwithin45 days from

Grantor'sreceiptof writtennotice,Grantorshallpay toGranteethe IMPACT FEE owed inthat

yearforeverysquarefootinexcessof 10,000(forexample, ifthe lotis12,000sf,theimpactfee

would be owed foran additional2,000 sf).

(b) Costs of Enforcement. The partiesshallbeartheirown costs,includingattorney=s

fees,inany actionbroughtwith respecttothiseasement.

(c) Waiver. The waiver by any partytothisAgreement of a breachof any provisionof

thisAgreement shallnotbe deemed tobe a continuingwaiver or a waiver of any subsequent

breach,whether ofthesame orany otherprovisionofthisAgreement.

TO HAVE AND TO HOLD unto Grantee,itssuccessors,and assignsforever.
