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MASTER BYLAWS

OF

BLACK DESERT MASTER COMMUNITY LLC

ARTICLE I - GENERAL

1.1. Purpose of Master Bylaws.

These Master Bylaws are adopted by the Board of Managers ("Master Board") in

accordance with Utah Code Section48-3a-112 fortheregulationand management oftheaffairsof

Black Desert Master Community, a Utah limitedliabilitycompany (the"Master Community"),

organizedto be the associationor company towhich referenceismade in theMaster Declaration

of Covenants, Conditions, Restrictions,and Reservation of Easements for Black Desert, as

amended or supplemented from time to time (the"Master Declaration"),toperform the functions

as provided intheArticlesof Organization,theseMaster Bylaws and theMaster Declaration.

1.2. Terms Defined in Master Declaration.

Unless otherwisespecificallyprovided herein,capitalizedterms in these Master Bylaws
shallhave thesame meaning as given to such terms inthe Master Declaration.

1.3. Controlling Laws and Instruments.

These Master Bylaws aresubjecttotheUtah Revised Limited LabilityCompany Act (Utah
Code 48-3a-101,etseq.)("LLC Act"),theMaster Declaration,and theArticlesof Organizationof

the Company ("Articles")filedwith the Divisionof Corporations and Commercial Code of the

Utah Department of Commerce (the"Division"),as any of the foregoingmay be amended from

time to time. Where these Master Bylaws differfrom the LLC Act, these Master Bylaws shall

controlunlesstheprovisionsof theLLC Act aremandatory and not defaultprovisions.

ARTICLE II- OFFICES

2.1. PrincipalOffice.

The principalofficeof the Company shallbe atthe address identifiedin the Company's
latestannual reportfiledwith the Division.The Master Board in itsdiscretionmay change from

time to time the locationof theprincipaloffice.(A member of the Master Board shallhereinafter

be referredtoas a "Manager.")
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2.2. Registered Office and Agent.

The Act requiresthatthe Company have and continuouslymaintaininthe Stateof Utah a

registeredofficeand a registeredagent.The registeredagentmust be an individualwho residesin

the Stateof Utah and whose business officeis identicalwith the registeredoffice.The initial

registeredofficeand the initialregisteredagent are specifiedin the Articlesand may be changed

by theCompany atany time,without amendment totheArticles,by filinga statementas specified

by law with theDivision.

ARTICLE III-MEMBERS

3.1. Members.

The corporate entityof each homeowner associationwithin the jurisdictionof the

Company shallbe deemed a "Sub-Association" and each Sub-Associationshallbe a Member of

thisCompany. However, individualowners within each Sub-Associationshallnot be considered

Members of thisCompany, but shallbe bound tothedecisionsof thisCompany by virtueofbeing
members ina Sub-Associationunder thejurisdictionof thisCompany.

3.2. Members' Voting Rights.

Subjecttotheprovisionsinthe Master Declarationand theArticles,each Member shallbe

entitledto the number of votes associatedwith the units(dwelling,commercial or other)as

indicatedinthedeclarationand/or on a recorded platforthe sub-associationof theMember.

ARTICLE IV -MASTER BOARD OF MANAGERS

4.1. General Powers and Duties of the Master Board ofManagers.

The Master Board shallhave the duty tomanage and supervisetheaffairsof the Company
and shallhave allpowers necessary or desirableto permit itto do so. Without limitingthe

generalityof the foregoing,the Master Board shallhave the power to exerciseor cause to be

exercisedforthe Company allof thepowers, rights,and authorityof theCompany not reservedto

Members inthe Master Declaration,theArticles,theseMaster Bylaws, or theAct.

4.2. SpecialPowers and Duties of the Master Board of Managers.

Without limitingthe foregoingstatementof generalpowers and dutiesof theMaster Board

or thepowers and dutiesof the Master Board as setforthin the Master Declaration,the Master

Board shallbe vestedwith the followingspecificpowers and duties:

4.2.1 Assessments. The duty to fix and levy from time to time assessments,

specialassessments,and allother assessments upon the Members of the Company as

provided in the Master Declaration;and to enforce the payment of such delinquent

assessmentsasprovided inthe Master Declaration.
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4.2.2 Insurance.The duty to contract and pay premiums for fire,casualty,

liability,and otherinsuranceinaccordance with theprovisionsof the Master Declaration.

4.2.3 Maintenance. The duty to manage and care for the roads, sidewalks,

streetscapes,and pathways which the Company owns or accepts an obligationfor as

identifiedin the Master Declaration,Master Bylaws, the private organic rules of the

Company, or as approved by resolutionof the Managers and to contractand pay for

necessaryor desirableimprovements on propertyunder thejurisdictionof the Company.

4.2.4 Agents and Employees. The power to select,appoint, and remove all

officers,agents,and employees of the Company and to prescribesuch powers and duties

forthem asmay be consistentwith law,with theMaster Declaration,theArticles,and these

Master Bylaws.

4.2.5 Borrowing. The power, with the approval of the Members representingat

leasttwo-thirds(2/3)of thevotingpower of the Company, to borrow money and to incur

indebtednessforthepurpose of the Company, and to cause to be executed and delivered

therefor,in the Company's name, promissory notes, bonds, debentures, mortgages,

pledges,hypothecationsor otherevidencesof debt,and securitiestherefor.

4.2.6 Enforcement. The power to enforce the provisions of the Master

Declaration,the rulesand regulations,these Master Bylaws, or other agreements of the

Company.

4.2.7 Delegationof Powers. The power todelegateitspowers according to law.

4.2.8 Rules and Regulations.The power to adopt such rulesand regulationswith

respecttotheinterpretationand implementationof theMaster Declaration,use ofCommon

Areas, and use of any property within the Property,includingLiving Units,and to levy
finesand penaltiesforinfractionsand violationsthereof;provided,however, thatsuch rules

and regulationsshallbe enforceableonly to the extentthatthey are consistentwith the

Master Declaration,theArticles,and theseMaster Bylaws.

4.2.9 Emergency Powers. The right to exercise such emergency powers as

provided forintheAct.

4.3. Qualificationsof Managers.

The initialManagers need not be a members of a Sub-Association.The presidentof each

Sub-Association shallbe a Manager of the Company. Thus, when a Sub-Association has a

president elected or appointed for that Sub-Association,that person shallreplace an initial

Manager so thatthenumber of Managers isalways equaltothenumber of Sub-Associations.Any
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Manager no longerqualifiedto serveunder the standardsprovided forinthisSection4.3 may be

removed by a majorityvote of theManagers then inoffice.

ARTICLE V - MEETING OF MANAGERS

5.1. Place of Managers' Meetings.

Meetings of the Master Board shallbe held atthe principalofficeof the Company or at

such otherplace,withinor convenientto Ivins,Utah, oras may be fixedby theMaster Board and

specifiedinthenoticeof themeeting.

5.2. Annual Meeting of Managers.

The Business to be conducted atthe annual meeting of the Master Board shallconsistof

the appointment of officersof the Company and the transactionof such otherbusinessas may

properlycome beforethemeeting.

5.3. Other Regular Meetings of Managers.

The Master Board may hold otherregularmeetings and may, by resolution,establishin

advance the times and placesforsuch regularmeetings.The resolutionof meeting scheduleshall

be given toallManagers atleastforty-eight(48)hours beforethefirstmeeting scheduled.No prior
noticeof any regularmeeting need be given afterestablishmentof the time and place thereofby
such resolution.

5.4. SpecialMeetings of Managers.

SpecialMeetings of theMaster Board may be calledby any two (2)Managers. Any special

meeting of the Master Board not regularlyscheduled under Section 5.3 shallrequirethe same

noticeas Section5.3.

5.5. Closed Meetings.

The Master Board may closea meeting to:(a)consultwith an attorneyforthepurpose of

obtaining legal advice; (b) discuss ongoing or potentiallitigation,mediation, arbitration,or

administrativeproceedings;(c)discussa personnelmatter;(d)discussa matterrelatingtocontract

negotiations,includingreview of a bid orproposal;(e)discussa matterthatinvolvesan individual

ifthe discussionislikelyto cause the individualundue embarrassment or violatethe individual's

reasonableexpectationof privacy;or (f)discussa delinquentassessment or fine.

Ifaftera vote of themajorityof allotherManagers, itisdetermined thata Manager has not

maintained theconfidentialityof any mattercovered inthepreviousparagraph thatisaddressedat

a closedmeeting ("ConfidentialMatter"),the non-offending Managers may take one of the two

following steps:(1) exclude the offending Manager from any closed meetings at which that
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ConfidentialMatter isaddressed,or (2)createa committee to addressthe ConfidentialMatter and

exclude theoffendingManager from thatcommittee.

5.6. Notice to Managers of Master Board Meetings.

Inthecaseofallmeetings oftheMaster Board forwhich noticeisrequiredby theseMaster

Bylaws, noticestatingtheplace,day, and hour of the meeting shallbe given not lessthan two (2)
nor more than thirty(30)days before the date of the meeting (plusany time added to effectuate

delivery),by mail, fax,electronicmeans, telephone,or personally,by or at the directionof the

persons callingthemeeting,toeach member oftheMaster Board. Ifby telephonesuch noticeshall

be deemed tobe effectivewhen given by telephonetotheManager. Ifgiven personally,such notice

shallbe deemed effectiveupon deliveryof a copy of a writtennoticeto,orupon verballyadvising,
the Manager or some person who appears competent and mature athishome or businessaddress

as eitherappears on therecordsof the Company.

Neitherthebusinesstobe transactedat,nor thepurpose of,any regularor specialmeeting
of theMaster Board need be specifiedinthe noticeto theManager or waiver of such meeting.

5.7. Proxies.

For purposes of determining a quorum with respectto a particularproposal, and for

purposes of castinga vote foror againsta particularproposal,a Manager may be consideredtobe

presentata meeting and to vote ifthe Manager has granteda signed writtenproxy: (a)to another

Manager who ispresentatthemeeting; and (b)authorizingtheotherManager to castthevote that

isdirectedtobe castby thewrittenproxy with respectto theparticularproposal thatisdescribed

with reasonablespecificityintheproxy.Except asprovided inthisSection5.7,Managers may not

vote or otherwiseactby proxy.

5.8. Telecommunications.

The Master Board may permit any Manager to participatein a regularor specialmeeting

of theMaster Board by, or conduct the meeting through theuse of,any means of communication

by which allManagers participatingmay hear each other during the meeting. A Manager so

participatingin such a meeting isconsideredto be presentinperson atthemeeting. Ifa Manager
isto participatein a Master Board meeting by electroniccommunication, the Master Board shall

provide the informationnecessary to allow the Owners entitledto noticeof the Master Board

meeting under Section5.6toparticipateby theavailableelectronicmeans.

5.9. Onorum of Managers.

A majority of the number of Managers fixed in these Master Bylaws shallconstitutea

quorum forthetransactionof business.For thepurpose of determiningthepresence of a quorum,

Managers willbe counted ifrepresentedinperson,by ballot,or by proxy, ifapplicable.

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5.10. Adjournment of Managers' Meeting.

Managers presentatany meeting of theMaster Board may adjourn themeeting from time
to time,whether or not a quorum shallbe present,withoutnoticeotherthan announcement atthe

meeting,fora totalperiodorperiodsnot toexceed thirty(30)days afterthedatesetfortheoriginal
meeting. At any adjourned meeting which isheld withoutnoticeotherthan announcement atthe

meeting, the quorum requirement shallnot be reduced or changed, but ifthe originallyrequired
quorum is present,any business may be transactedwhich might have been transactedat the

meeting as originallycalled.

5.11. Vote Required at Managers' Meeting.

At any meeting of theMaster Board, ifa quorum ispresent,a majorityof thevotespresent
inperson or by proxy, ifapplicable,and entitledto be caston a matter shallbe necessary forthe

adoption of the matter,unlessa greaterproportionisrequiredby law,theMaster Declaration,the

Articles,or theseMaster Bylaws.

5.12. Waiver of Notice.

A waiver of noticeof any meeting of the Master Board, signed by a Manager, whether
before or afterthe meeting, shallbe equivalentto the giving of notice of the meeting to such

Manager. Attendance of a Manager ata meeting inperson shallconstitutewaiver ofnoticeof such

meeting unless(a)atthe beginning of the meeting or promptly upon the Manager's laterarrival
theManager objectstoholding themeeting or transactingbusinessatthemeeting because of lack
of noticeor defectivenoticeand,afterobjecting,theManager does not vote foror assentto action
taken atthe meeting, or (b)the Manager contemporaneously requeststhatthe Manager's dissent
or abstentionas to any specificactiontaken be enteredin the minutes of the meeting; or (c)the

Manager causes writtennoticeof theManager's dissentor abstentionas to any specificactionto
be receivedby (i)the presidingofficerof the meeting beforeadjournment of the meeting; or (ii)
the Company promptly afteradjournment of the meeting.

5.13. Dissent or Abstention.

The rightof dissentor abstentionpursuant to Section 5.12 isnot availableto a Manager
who votesin favorof the actiontaken.

5.14. Action of Managers Without a Meeting.

Any actionrequiredor permittedby the Act, Master Declaration,the Articles,or
theseMaster Bylaws thatmay be takenata Master Board meeting,may be takenwithouta meeting
ifManagers consenttothe actioninwriting.
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ARTICLE VI - INDEMNIFICATION OF OFFICIALS AND AGENTS

6.1. Right ofIndemnification.

The Company shallindemnify any Manager, officer,employee, fiduciary,and agent

(includingwithout limitationthe propertymanager) to the fullestextentallowed by the Act, the

Articles,the Master Declaration,or any replacementsthereof.

6.2. Authority to Insure.

The Company may purchase and maintain liabilityinsuranceon behalfof any Manager,

officer,employee, fiduciaryand agent againstany liabilityassertedagainsthim and incurredby
him in such capacityor arisingout of his statusas such,includingliabilitiesforwhich he might
not be entitledto indemnificationhereunder.

ARTICLE VII -MISCELLANEOUS

7.1. Amendment/Conflict.

These Master Bylaws may be amended, atany regular,annual,or specialmeeting of the

Master Board, by a voteof themajorityof theMaster Board.

7.2. Compensation of Officers,Managers, and Members.

No Manager shallhave the rightto receiveany compensation from the Company for

servingas a Manager except forreimbursement of expenses as may be approved by resolutionof

disinterestedmembers of the Master Board and except as may otherwise be approved by the

Members. Officers,agents,and employees shallreceivesuch reasonablecompensation as may be

approved by the Master Board. Appointment of a person as an officer,agent,or employee shall

not,of itself,createany rightto compensation.

7.3. Books and Records.

7.3.1 The Company shallkeep aspermanent records:(a)minutes of allmeetings
of its Master Board; (b) a record of allactionstaken by the Master Board without a

meeting; (c)a recordof allactionstaken by a committee of the Master Board inplace of

the Master Board on behalf of the Company; (d) a record of allwaivers of noticesof

meetings of theMaster Board or any committee of theMaster Board; and (e)a copy ofthe

Master Declaration,as the same may be amended.

7.3.2 The Company shallmaintain appropriateaccountingrecords.

7.3.3 The Company shallmaintainitsrecordsinwrittenform or inanotherform

capableof conversionintowrittenform withina reasonabletime.
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7.4. Inspectionof Records.

A Manager isentitledto inspectand copy any of the recordsof the Company: (a)during

regularbusiness hours;(b) atthe Company's principaloffice;and (c)ifthe Manager gives the

Company writtendernand,at leastfive(5)business days before the date on which the Manager
wishes to inspectand copy the records.

7.5. Annual Report.

The Master Board shallcause to be prepared and distributedto each Manager, not later

thanninety(90)days afterthecloseofeach fiscalyearoftheCompany, an annual reportcontaining

(a)an income statementreflectingincome and expendituresof the Company forsuch fiscalyear;

(b)a balance sheetasoftheend of such fiscalyear;(c)a statementof changes infinancialposition
forsuch fiscalyear;and (d)a statementof theplace of theprincipalofficeof the Company where

thebooks and recordsoftheCompany, includinga listofnames and addressesofcurrentMembers,

may be found.The Master Board shallalsoannuallydistributeto the Managers a summary of the

latestreserveanalysisor update and a fullcopy to any Manager making such request.

7.6. Annual Corporation Reports.

The Company shallfilewith the Division,within the time prescribedby law, annual

corporatereportsin such form and containingthe informationrequiredby law and shallpay the

feeforsuch filingas prescribedby law.

7.7. FiscalYear.

The fiscalyear of the Company shallbe the calendaryear,and shallbegin on January 1

and end thesucceedingDecember 31.The fiscalyearmay be changed by theMaster Board without

amending theseMaster Bylaws.

7.8. Shares of Stock and Dividends Prohibited.

The Company shallnot have, or issuesharesof stockand no dividends shallbe paid.

7.9. Loans to Managers Prohibited.

No loan shallbe made by the Company to itsMembers, Managers or officers,and any

Manager, officerorMember who assentstoor participatesinthemaking of any such loan shallbe

liabletothe Company forthe amount of such loan untiltherepayment thereof.
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7.10. Limited Liability.

The Company, the Master Board, theArchitecturalControl Committee, and any agent or

employee of the Company, the Master Board, or the ArchitecturalControl Committee, shallnot

be liabletoany person forany actionsor forany failureto actinconnection with theaffairsof the

Company ifthe actiontaken or failuretoactwas ingood faithand without malice.

7.11. Minutes and Presumptions Thereunder.

Minutes or any similarrecord of themeetings of the Master Board, when signed by the

secretaryor actingsecretaryof the meeting,shallbe presumed to truthfullyevidence the matters

setforththerein.A recitationin any such minutes thatnoticeof the meeting was properlygiven
shallbe prima facieevidence thatthenoticewas given.

7.12. Checks, Drafts,and Documents.

All checks, draftsor other orders forpayment of money, notes or other evidences of

indebtedness,issuedin the name of or payable to the Company, shallbe signed or endorsed by

such person orpersons,and insuch manner as,from time totime,shallbe determined by resolution

of the Master Board.

7.13. Execution of Documents.

The Master Board, except as theseMaster Bylaws otherwise provide,may authorizeany
officeror officers,agent oragents,toenterintoany contractor executeany instrumentinthename

of and on behalf of the Company, and such authoritymay be general or confined to specific

instances;and unlessso authorizedby theMaster Board, no officer,agent or employee shallhave

any power or authoritytobind the Company by any contractor engagement or topledge itscredit

or torenderitliableforany purpose or inany amount.

7.14. Right to Inspect.

Notwithstanding the otherprovisionsof thisArticle,unless otherwise provided in these

Master Bylaws, a rightof a Member to inspector receiveinformationfrom the Company applies

only to a votingMember of the Company or theMember's agent.

7.15. Severability.

Invalidationofany provisionoftheGoverning Documents by judgment orcourtordershall

inno way affectany otherprovisions,which shallremain infullforceand effect.
