THE DECLARATION OF COVENANTS, CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS FOR

WESTERN ACRES TOWNHOMES (this"Second Supplemental Declaration") ismade as of

ed #2> ,2024,by D.R. HORTON, INC., a Delaware corporation("Horton"),with reference

tothe following:

RECITALS

A. On October 26, 2022, GRNOBL Western Acres, LLC, a Utah limitedliability

company ("GRNOBL"), caused tobe recorded as Entry No. 581596 intheofficialrecordsof the

Officeof theRecorder of Tooele County, Utah (the"OfficialRecords"), thatcertainDeclaration

of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictionsfor Western Acres Townhomes (the "Original

Declaration") pertainingto a residentialunitdevelopment known as Western Acres Townhomes

locatedinTooele City,Tooele County, Utah.

B. On August 18,2023, GRNOBL caused tobe recorded as Entry No. 592579 in the

OfficialRecords thatcertainFirstSupplemental Declarationand Amendment to the Declaration

of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictionsfor Western Acres Townhomes (the "First

Supplemental Declaration").

C. Pursuant to that certainAssignment of Declarant'sRights for Western Acres

Townhomes (the"Assignment of Declarant's Rights") between GRNOBL and Horton, which

was executedby GRNOBL and by Horton, and which GRNOBL and Horton caused tobe recorded

on February 29,2024 in the OfficialRecords as Entry No. 599607, GRNOBL assignedto Horton

allright,titleand interestof GRNOBL as theDeclarantarisingunder theOriginalDeclaration,as

supplemented and amended. As a resultof theAssignment of Declarant'sRights,Horton shallbe

deemed to be the "Declarant," as such term isdefinedin theOriginalDeclaration,as hereinafter

setforth.

D. On April 24, 2024, Declarant caused to be recorded as Entry No. 602038 in the

OfficialRecords thatcertainSecond Amendment totheDeclarationof Covenants, Conditionsand

RestrictionsforWestern Acres Townhomes (the"Second Amendment").
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E. The OriginalDeclaration,aspreviouslysupplemented and amended, pertainstoand

affectsthat certainrealproperty located in Tooele County, Utah, which is more particularly
describedon ExhibitA attachedheretoand incorporatedhereinby thisreference(the"Property").

F. Article4 oftheOriginalDeclarationprovidesthatDeclarantshallhave theabsolute

rightand option,from time totime and atany time,to subjectsome or allof the AdditionalLand

describedin the OriginalDeclarationto the covenants,restrictions,easements, charges and liens

set forthin the OriginalDeclaration,which shallbe effectiveupon recording a supplemental
declarationinthe OfficialRecords.

G. Pursuant to Article4 of the OriginalDeclaration,Declarantdesiresto subjectthat

portionof theAdditionalLand describedon ExhibitB, which isattachedheretoand incorporated
herein by thisreference(the"Subject Property"), to the OriginalDeclaration,as previously

supplemented and amended.

H. Section3.32(b)of the OriginalDeclarationprovides thatDeclarant shallhave the

rightto amend unilaterallytheOriginalDeclarationduringthe ClassB ControlPeriod.

I. Declarantisexecutingand deliveringthisSecond Supplemental Declarationforthe

purpose of subjectingthe Subject Property to the provisions of the Original Declaration,as

previouslysupplemented and amended, and forthepurpose of amending theOriginalDeclaration,
ashereinaftersetforth.

SECOND SUPPLEMENTAL DECLARATION AND THIRD AMENDMENT

NOW, THEREFORE, forthereasonsrecitedabove, Declaranthereby declaresas follows:

1. Defined Terms. All definedterms asused inthisSecond Supplemental Declaration

shallhave the same meanings as those set forthin the Original Declaration,as previously

supplemented and amended, unlessotherwisedefinedinthisSecond Supplemental Declaration.

2. SubjectProperty Subjected to the OriginalDeclaration. The SubjectProperty is

hereby subjectedto the OriginalDeclaration,as previouslysupplemented and amended, and the

Subject Property shallbe held,transferred,sold,conveyed, occupied, improved and developed

subjectto the covenants, restrictions,easements, charges and liensset forth in the Original

Declaration,aspreviouslysupplemented and amended, and as supplemented and amended by this

Second Supplemental Declaration,which provisionsarehereby ratified,approved, confirmed and

incorporatedhereinby thisreference,with thesame forceand effectas iffullysetforthhereinand

made again as of the date hereof. All such provisions:(a)shallrun with the Subject Property;

(b)shallbe binding upon allPersons having any right,title,or interestin the SubjectPropertyor

any partthereof,theirheirs,successorsand assigns;and (c)shallinuretothebenefitof each Owner

thereof.The SubjectPropertyshallhereafterbe deemed tobe a partof theProperty,as such term

isdefinedin Section1.48of the OriginalDeclaration.

3. Amendment of Section 1.16 of the Original Declaration. Section1.16 of the

OriginalDeclarationishereby amended and restatedinitsentiretytoread as follows:

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1.16 Common Area and Common Areas shallmean and referto allrealproperty
describedand identifiedon a specificPlatas Common Area or Common Areas in

which theAssociationowns an interestforthecommon use and benefitof some or

allof the Owners of the Lots or Units identifiedon such Plat,theirsuccessors,

assigns,tenants,families,guests and invitees,including,but not limitedto,the

followingitems:

(a) The realpropertyand interestsin realpropertysubjectedto

theterms of thisDeclaration,includingthe entiretyof the land and

allImprovements constructedthereon,except for and specifically

excludingtherefromtheindividualLots and Units;

(b) All Common Areas designatedas such on thePlat;

(c) All utilityinstallationsand allequipment connected with or

inany way relatedtothefurnishingofutilitiestotheUnitsidentified

on a specificPlatand intendedforthecommon use of allOwners of

theUnits identifiedon such Plat,includingwithoutlimitationutility
servicessuch astelephone,electricity,naturalgas,water and sewer;

(d) The outdoor grounds, detentionbasins,landscaping,street

lighting,perimeter and preservation fences, sidewalks, trails,

walking paths,parking spaces,privatestreetsand alliesidentified

on such Plat;

(e) All portionsoftheProjectidentifiedon a specificPlatthatis

not specificallyincluded within the individualUnits identifiedon

such Plat;and

(f) All otherpartsof theProjectidentifiedon a specificPlatthat

isnormally in common use or necessaryor convenient to the use,

existence,maintenance,safety,operationormanagement oftheland

owned by the Associationforthe common benefitof the Owner of

theUnits identifiedon such Plat.

(g) Pursuant to Section 57-8a-102(15)(a)(ii)(B)of the Utah

Code, the exteriorboundaries of a Unit owned by an Owner within

theProjectshallbe theexteriorfootprintor exteriorboundary of the

Unit on the ground levelof such Unit,even ifthe exteriorfootprint
or exteriorboundary of a second or thirdlevelof such Unit may be

shown on the Platto extend outward beyond the exteriorfootprint
or exteriorboundary of theground levelof such Unit. To theextent

thatthe exteriorfootprintor exteriorboundary of a second or third

levelof a Unit extends outward beyond the exteriorfootprintor

exteriorboundary of theground levelof such Unit,such portionsof

and beneath such upper levelsof such Unit shallbe deemed to be

Common Areas within the exteriorairspace appurtenantto such

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Unit,which Common Areas are perpetuallydesignatedas Limited

Common Areas for the exclusiveuse of the Owner of such Unit.

The Limited Common Areas appurtenantto a Unit and designated
forthe exclusiveuse of the Owner of a Unit shallalsoincludethe

exteriorwalkways, driveways, stairs,porches, patios,balconies,
decks and landscaped areas adjacentto the ground levelor upper
levelsof such Unit and which may be designated on the Plat or

otherwisedesignatedinwritingfrom time totime by theAssociation

as Limited Common Areas forthe exclusiveuse of the Owner of

such Unit.

4. Amendment of Section 1.33 of the Original Declaration. Section 1.33 of the

OriginalDeclarationishereby amended and restatedin itsentiretytoread as follows:

1.33 Limited Common Areas shallmean and referto those portionsof

theCommon Areas which arespecificallydesignatedon a specificPlatas"Limited

Common Area" and which are thereby allocatedfor the exclusiveuse of one or

more Units but fewer than allof the Units identifiedon such Plat. Pursuant to

Section57-8a-102(15)(a)(ii)(B)oftheUtah Code, theexteriorboundaries of a Unit

owned by an Owner within the Projectshallbe the exteriorfootprintor exterior

boundary of theUnit on theground levelof such Unit,even iftheexteriorfootprint
or exteriorboundary of a second or thirdlevelof such Unit may be shown on the

Plat to extend outward beyond the exteriorfootprintor exteriorboundary of the

ground levelof such Unit. To the extentthatthe exteriorfootprintor exterior

boundary of a second or thirdlevelof a Unit extends outward beyond the exterior

footprintor exteriorboundary of the ground levelof such Unit,such portionsof

and beneath such upper levelsof such Unit shallbe deemed tobe Common Areas

within the exteriorairspace appurtenantto such Unit,which Common Areas are

perpetuallydesignated as Limited Common Areas for the exclusiveuse of the

Owner of such Unit. The Limited Common Areas appurtenant to a Unit and

designated for the exclusiveuse of the Owner of a Unit shallalso include the

exteriorwalkways, driveways, stairs,porches, patios,balconies, decks and

landscaped areas adjacentto the ground levelor upper levelsof such Unit and

which may be designatedon the Plator otherwisedesignatedin writingfrom time

to time by theAssociationas Limited Common Areas forthe exclusiveuse of the

Owner of such Unit. Limited Common Areas shallincludeany window well fora

Dwelling Unit thatislocatedoutsidetheboundary of a Lot and within a Common

Area.

5. New Section1.60Added to the OriginalDeclaration.The OriginalDeclarationis

hereby amended to add a new Section 1.60,which shallread as follows:

1.60 Neighboring Property shallmean any streetwithin the Project

(includingannexed property)thatisadjacenttothespecificLot orUnit inreference.

6. New Section1.61Added to the OriginalDeclaration.The OriginalDeclarationis

hereby amended to add a new Section 1.61,which shallread as follows:

4
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1.61 VisibleFrom Neighboring Propertyshallmean, with respectto any

objectlocatedon a Lot,thatsuch objectisor would be fullyvisibleor unobscured

from any streetadjacenttotheLot on which thespecificobjectislocated.

7. Amendment of Section3.5(f)(4)of the OriginalDeclaration. Section3.5(f)(4)of

the OriginalDeclarationishereby amended and restatedinitsentiretytoread as follows:

3.5(f)(4)Trash Containersand Collection.No garbage,recyclingmaterials

or trashshallbe placed or kept on any Lot or Unit,exceptin covered containersof

a type,sizeand styleas issuedby the municipalityin which the Projectislocated

orby theAssociationor as otherwiseapproved by theBoard. Such containersshall

be locatedinsidea garage or shed or behind a semi-privateor privacy fence,as

approved by the Board, to minimize thevisibilityof such containers,except when

such containersare placed so as to be availablefor collectionwithin a 24-hour

period. Notwithstanding any otherprovisionor restrictiontothe contrarysetforth

inthisDeclaration,theBoard, from time to time and intheBoard's solediscretion

and to the extentthatthe Board deems such permission to be visuallyconsistent

with the general plan and purpose of the Declaration to enhance the value,

desirabilityand attractivenessof the Project,may grantpermission with respectto

certainLots within theProjectwhere the garage islocatedon therearward sideof

theUnit,thata maximum of two such containersmay be kept or stored,as directed

by theBoard, immediately adjacentto the garage forsuch Unit withintheLimited

Common Area thathas been allocatedforthe exclusiveuse of such Unit,even if

such containersare not placed behind a semi-privateor privacy fence. Any such

specificpermission granted by the Board may subsequently be revoked by the

Board initssolediscretionatany time. All rubbish,recyclingmaterials,trashand

garbage shallbe removed from the Lots and Units and shallnot be allowed to

accumulate thereon. No outdoor incineratorsshallbe kept or maintained on any
Lot or Unit.

8. Amendment of Section3.5(f)(19)of the OriginalDeclaration. Section3.5(f)(19)
of theOriginalDeclaration,aspreviouslyamended, ishereby amended and restatedinitsentirety
toread as follows:

3.5(f)(19) Windows, Window Coverings, Draperies and Blinds. No

aluminum foil,newspapers, blankets,sheets,reflectivefilm coatings,or any other

similarmaterialsmay be used to cover theinsideor outsideof thewindows of any

dwelling or garage. All windows and window panes in the Project shallbe

harmonious and comparable in size,design and quality,so as not to detractfrom

uniformityin appearance and construction.Window coverings shallbe installed

within thirty(30) days of occupancy. For windows located on each side of a

dwelling,which side is adjacentto a street,the color of alldraperies,window

coverings,blindsand window treatmentsforallsuch windows shall,atalltimes,
be off-whiteor alabasterwhen viewed from the exteriorof the dwelling, as

specifiedby Declarant (orby the Board followingthe expirationof the Period of

DeclarantControl),and the color,when viewed from the exteriorof the dwelling,
of such draperies,window coverings,blinds and window treatmentsshallnot be

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altered,nor shallsuch draperies,window coverings,blindsor window treatments

be removed, without the writtenauthorizationof Declarant(ortheBoard afterthe

expirationoftheperiodofDeclarantcontrol).The restrictionpertainingtothecolor

of draperies,window coverings,blindsand window treatmentsonly pertainstothe

colorwhen viewed from theoutsideor exteriorofthedwellingand does notpertain
to nor impose any restrictionswith respectto the colorof such draperies,window

coverings,blindsand window treatmentswhen viewed from the insideor interior

of such dwellings.The foregoing requirements pertainingto windows, window

coverings,blindsand draperiesshallapplytoallLots of any typewithintheProject.

9. New Section 3.5(f)(27)added to the Original Declaration. The Original
Declarationishereby amended to add a new Section3.5(f)(27),which shallread as follows:

3.5(f)(27)RestrictedVehicles. No motor vehicleclassedby manufacturer

ratingas exceeding one-ton,nor any motorhome, traveltrailer,tenttrailer,trailer,

camper shell,detached camper, boat, boat trailer,all-terrainvehicle,off road

vehicleor otherequipment, objector vehicleof any naturethatisdeemed by the

Board, in itssolediscretion,tobe too largeor otherwisevisuallyinconsistentwith

the generalplan and purpose of the Declarationto enhance the value,desirability
and attractivenessof the Project(collectivelyreferredto here as a "Restricted

Vehicle") may be parked, constructed,reconstructedor repairedon the driveway
of any Lot or Unit or on any streetor Community Area in the Project;provided,

however, theprovisionsofthisSection3.5(f)(27)shallnot applyto(i)regular-sized

passenger vehicles,mini vans, sportsutilityvehicles,golfcartsand pickup trucks

thatdo not fallwithin the definitionof RestrictedVehicles,which are parked as

provided in Section3.5(f)(17)above and which areused on a regularand recurring
basisforbasictransportation;(ii)RestrictedVehicles thatareparked on a Lot or

Unit within an enclosed garage or thatareparked on a concretepad or on an all-

weather surfacearea(such as compacted gravel,but not grassor dirt)approved by
theBoard locatedupon a Lot orUnit behind an enclosedprivacyfencenot lessthan

six (6) feetin height;or (iii)RestrictedVehicles parked in a RestrictedVehicle

storageareaapproved by the Board. In orderforan all-weathersurfaceareatobe

approved by the Board as an acceptablesurfaceforthe parking of any wheeled

vehicle,trailer,bicycle,scooter,wagon, wheelbarrow or othersimilarobjectwith

wheels, such all-weathersurfacearea shallnot resultin gravel,dirtor any other

substanceormaterialbeing left,depositedortrackedby a wheeled vehicleorobject
onto any streets,sidewalks,driveways,garages,curbs,guttersor any otherareasor

surfacesof any nature within the Project,when a wheeled vehicle or objectis

parked or placed on any such all-weathersurfacearea and isthen driven,pushed,

pulled or otherwise removed from itsstationarylocationon such all-weather

surfacearea.

10. New Section 3.5(f)(28)of the OriginalDeclaration. The OriginalDeclarationis

hereby amended to add a new Section3.5(f)(28),which shallread as follows:

3.5(f)(28)Smoking. Unless otherwiserequiredby law toallow smoking in

certainareas,smoking any substanceshallnotbe permittedwithinany of theUnits

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nor within any garages appurtenantto any Units,nor inthe Common Areas within

the Project,nor in any otherlocationwithin the Projectdesignatedand identified

by the Board as a locationin which smoking isprohibited.This prohibitionon

smoking within theProjectshallpertain,without limitation,to theuse of any type
of cigarettes,cigars,pipes,e-cigarettes,vapor devicesand any othersimilaritem or

apparatus. Any Owners or Permanent Residents who violate this smoking

prohibitionshallbe subjectto finesthatmay be assessedby theBoard.

11. New Section 3.5(f)(29)of the OriginalDeclaration. The OriginalDeclarationis

hereby amended to add a new Section3.5(f)(29),which shallread as follows:

3.5(f)(29)Fences and Walls. Except asauthorizedand permittedinthisDeclaration

or as otherwisespecificallyauthorizedand approved by Declarant(orby theBoard

following the expirationof the Period of Declarant Control),no fences or walls

shallbe constructedor otherwiseallowed withintheProject,provided however that

with thepriorapproval of theBoard, the Owner of a Lot may constructa fence to

enclosea portionof the Limited Common Area appurtenantto such Owner's Lot.

All fences and gates constructedon a Lot to enclosethe Limited Common Area

appurtenantto such Lot must be a vinylprivacyfenceor gate six(6)feetinheight
thatmatches thedesign,fencingstyleand colorofthevinylprivacyscreeningwalls

installedby Declarantor by theAssociationalong theboundaries of such Limited

Common Areas appurtenanttosuch Lot.

12. New Section 3.10(f)Added to the Original Declaration. Section 3.10 of the

Original Declaration is hereby amended by adding at the end of Section 3.10, immediately
Section3.10(e),a new Section3.10(f)which shallread as follows:

(f)FinancialCrimes Enforcement Network ("FinCEN") Reporting.As of

January 2024, following adoption of the federalCorporate Transparency Act,
beneficialowners of entitiesincludinghomeowners' associationsare requiredto

filecertainidentifyinginformationwith FinCEN, a bureau of theU.S. Department
of the Treasury.This includesallcurrentand subsequentlyelectedand appointed
Board members of the Association.In order to be eligibleto serve on the Board,
individualswho are currentBoard members or those electedor appointedto filla

vacantposition,shallobtaina FinCEN Identifierby registeringwith FinCEN online

at https://fincenid.fincen.gov/landing.The issued FinCEN Identifiershall be

promptly provided to the currentBoard along with allothernecessaryidentifying
information to allow the Board to update itsBeneficialOwnership Information

Report ("BOI Report"). Iffor any reason,the FinCEN Identifierisnot timely

provided or the Board isunable to registerand update itsBOI Report within the

deadlinesestablishedby FinCEN, then such individualshallnotbe eligibletoserve

on theBoard and willbe removed ifcurrentlyservingon theBoard.

13. Amendement and Restatement of the Bylaws of the Association. Pursuant to a

Unanimous Written Consent of theBoard of Directorsof theAssociation,theBoard of Directors

oftheAssociationtook actionto amend and restateintheirentiretytheBylaws of theAssociation.

Attached to thisSecond Supplemental Declarationas ExhibitC is a copy of the Amended and

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RestatedBylaws of Western Acres Owners Association.Section1.12oftheOriginalDeclaration,
as previouslyamended, ishereby amended and restatedinitsentiretytoread as follows:

1.12 Bylaws shallmean and refertotheAmended and RestatedBylaws of

Western Acres Owners Association,a copy of which isattachedasExhibitC tothe

Second Supplemental Declaration and Third Amendment to the Declaration of

Covenants, Conditionsand RestrictionsforWestern Acres Townhomes.

14. No Other Changes. Except as supplemented and amended by theprovisionsof this

Second Supplemental Declaration,the Original Declaration,as previously supplemented and

amended, shallremain unmodified and in fullforce and effect.The OriginalDeclaration,as

previously supplemented and amended, and as supplemented and amended by this Second

Supplemental Declaration,shallcollectivelybe referredto as the"Declaration."

regulatethe Project.Pursuant to a Unanimous Written Consent of the Board of Directorsof the

Association,theBoard of Directorsapproved and adopted theseAmended and Restated Bylaws
ofWestern Acres Owners Association,and theseAmended and RestatedBylaws ofWestern Acres

Owners Associationamend, restateand replacein theirentiretythe Bylaws of the Association

datedSeptember 19,2022. Allreferencestotheterm Bylaws intheDeclarationor intheseBylaws
shallmean and shallbe deemed torefertotheseAmended and RestatedBylaws of Western Acres

Owners Association. Unless otherwise defined below, the capitalizedterms set forthin these

Amended and Restated Bylaws of Western Acres Owners Association shallhave the same

meanings ascribedto such terms intheDeclarationof Covenants, Conditions and Restrictionsfor

Western Acres, as supplemented and amended from time to time (the"Declaration").

ARTICLE 1

PLAN OF LOT OWNERSHIP AND INCORPORATION

1.1 Submission. These Bylaws are referredto and incorporatedby referencein the

Declaration.The Projectislocatedin Tooele City,Tooele County, Stateof Utah. These Bylaws
shallgovern theadministrationof theProjectand theAssociation.

1.2 OrganizationalForm. Ifthe Associationisincorporated,then theseBylaws shall

alsofunctionasthebylaws of the corporation.

1.3 Bylaws Applicability.Allpresentand futureOwners, residents,occupants,tenants,

renters,lessees,and theirguests,licenses,invitees,servants,agentsor employees, and any other

person orpersonswho shallbe permittedentrancetotheProjectshallbe subjectto and shallabide

by theseBylaws.

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ARTICLE 2

ASSOCIATION

2.1 Composition. The Associationisa mandatory associationconsistingof allOwners

of Lots or Units withinWestern Acres Townhomes.

2.2 Voting. Each Lot shallhave one (1) vote. Multiple Owners must elect a

representativeto casttheirvote. A vote cast,without objection,by an apparentrepresentativeof

multipleowners shallbe binding upon the parties.OrganizationalOwners may vote by means of

an authorizedagent.

2.3 Place of Meeting. Meetings of theAssociationshallbe held attheprincipaloffice

of theAssociationor atsuch othersuitableplace as may be designatedby the Board of Directors

from time to time and statedinthenoticeof meeting.

2.4 Annual Meeting. Unless otherwise designated by the Board of Directors,the

annual meeting of theAssociationshallbe held at7:00 p.m. on the firstTuesday of May of each

year,or atsuch othersuitabledate as may be designatedby the Board of Directorsfrom time to

time. When such day isa legalholiday,themeeting shalloccur on thefirstbusinessday thereafter.

The placeof meeting shallbe theprincipalofficeof theAssociationunlessotherwisespecifiedin

thenoticeof meeting.

2.5 SpecialMeetings. The Presidentof theAssociation,or a Majority of themembers

of theBoard of Directors,may calla specialmeeting of theAssociation,or ifthePresidentof the

Associationis so directedby resolutionof the Board of Directorsor upon receiptof a petition

signed and presentedto the Secretaryof the Board of Directorsby at leasttwenty-fivepercent

(25%) of the members of theAssociation.The noticeof any specialmeeting shallstatethe date,

time and place of such meeting and the purpose thereof. No business shallbe transactedat a

specialmeeting exceptas statedinthenotice.

2.6 Quorum. The presence inperson orby proxy of three(3)ofthe Owners entitledto

casta vote shallconstitutea quorum forthetransactionof businessatany Owners meeting.

(a) Quorum Not Present. Ifa quorum isnot presentat any Owners meeting,

whether regularor special,the meeting may be adjourned and rescheduled fora time no

earlierthan forty-eight(48) hours and no laterthan thirty(30)days,afterthe time setfor

theoriginalmeeting.

(b) Quorum atRescheduled Meeting. Those Owners presentattherescheduled

meeting and entitledto vote shall constitutea quorum at the rescheduled meeting,

regardlessof thenumber of Owners presentattherescheduledmeeting.

(c) Percentage Approval Requirement. Notwithstanding the foregoing

provisions of thissection,however, in any case in which the Declarationrequiresthe

affirmativevoteof a certainpercentageof Owners forauthorizationorapprovalofamatter,

theirconsent,inperson,by proxy or inwritingisrequiredforauthorizationor approvalof

theitem,regardlessof the quorum requirements.
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2.7 Notice of Meeting. Itshallbe the duty of the Secretarytohand deliverormail,by

regularU.S. mail postage prepaid,a noticeof each annual or specialmeeting of the Owners not

lessthan ten (10) days in advance of such meeting. Each such noticeshallstatethe purpose of

such meeting as well as the time and place where itistobe held,to each Owner of record,atthe

addressof hisrespectiveLot or such otheraddressas each Owner may have designatedby notice

in writingto the Secretary.The mailing of a noticeof meeting in the manner provided in this

Sectionshallbe consideredserviceof noticein a fairand reasonablemanner.

2.8 Voting Requirements. An Owner shallbe deemed to be in "good standing"and

"entitledto vote" atany annual meeting or atany specialmeeting of theAssociation,if,and only

if,he shallbe in fullcompliance with allof the terms, covenants,and conditionsof the Project

Documents, and shallhave fullypaid allAssessments and/orAdditionalCharges due.

2.9 Proxies. The votes appertainingto any Lot may be castpursuant to a proxy or

proxiesfullyexecutedby or on behalfof theOwner, orincaseswhere theOwner ismore than one

person,by or on behalf of allsuch persons. No such proxy shallbe revocable except by actual

writtennoticetotheperson presidingover themeeting,by theOwner or Owners thatitbe revoked.

Any proxy shallbe void ifitisnot dated,ifitpurportstobe revocablewithout notice,orifitisnot

signedby the Owner or Owners as the casemay be.

2.10 Action Without Meeting ofMembers. Any actionthatmay be taken atany annual,

regularor specialmeeting of the Owners as members of the Associationmay be taken without a

meeting and without priornotice,ifone or more writtenconsents,settingforththe actiontaken,

are signed by members having not lessthan the minimum votingpower thatwould be necessary
toauthorizeortaketheactionata meeting atwhich allmembers entitledtovote on theactionwere

presentand voted,as authorizedpursuantto Section 16-6a-707 of theUtah Code, as such Section

may be subsequentlyamended or replaced.

2.11 Action by Written Ballot.Any actionthatmay be taken atany annual,regularor

specialmeeting of the Owners as members of theAssociationmay be taken without a meeting, if

the Associationdeliversa writtenballotto every member entitledto vote on the matterpursuant
totheprovisionsand procedures setforthin Section 16-6a-709 of theUtah Code, as such Section

may be subsequentlyamended or replaced.

ARTICLE 3

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

3.1 Powers and Duties. The affairsand businessof the Associationshallbe managed

by theBoard of Directorsin accordance with theDeclaration.The Board of Directorsshallhave

allof the powers and dutiesnecessary forthe administrationof the affairsof the Associationin

accordance with theprovisionsof theDeclarationand may do allsuch actsand thingsappropriate
and necessary to operate,manage, maintain, controland regulatethe Project. The Board of

Directorsshallhave thepower from time totime to adopt any rulesand regulationsdeemed proper
forthe exerciseof itsmanagement powers. The Board of Directorsmay delegateitsauthorityto

a manager or managers.
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3.2 Composition of Board of Directors.The Board of Directorsshallbe composed of

at leastthree (3)but no more than seven (7)members. Only individualOwners or officersor

agentsof organizationalOwners shallbe eligibleforBoard of Directorsmembership.

3.3 Electionand Terms of Officeof theBoard of Directors.The electionand terms of

the Board of Directorsshallbe carriedout in accordance with the provisionsof the Declaration.

The initialBoard shallbe composed of three(3)directorsappointed by Declarant,which initial

Board shallbe controlledby Declarantuntilthe expirationof the ClassB ControlPeriod. At the

firstmeeting afterthe expirationof the Class B Control Period,threemembers of the Board of

Directorsshallbe electedby theOwners. Two members of theBoard ofDirectorsshallbe elected

fortwo-year terms and one member of theBoard ofDirectorsshallbe electedfora one-yearterm.

Thereafter,allmembers of the Board of Directorsshallbe electedfortwo-year terms. At the

expirationof themember's term,a successorshallbe elected.

3.4 InitialMeeting. The firstmeeting of themembers of theBoard of Directorsshall

be immediately followingthe annual meeting of theAssociation,or atsuch othertime and place

designatedby theBoard of Directors.

3.5 Regular Meetings. Regular meetings of the Board of Directorsshallbe held from

time to time and atsuch time and place as shallbe determined by a Majority of the members of

theBoard of Directors.

3.6 SpecialMeetings. Specialmeetings oftheBoard of Directorsmay be calledby the

President,Vice-Presidentor a Majority of the members on atleastforty-eight(48) hours' prior
noticeto each member. Such notice shallbe given personally,by regularU.S. mail postage

prepaid,by telephone,or as otherwiseauthorizedby Section7.1 of theseBylaws, and such notice

shallstatethe time,place and purpose of themeeting. Any meeting attendedby allmembers of

theBoard of Directorsshallbe validforany and allpurposes.

3.7 Waiver ofNotice. Before or atany meeting of theBoard of Directors,any member

may, in writing,waive noticeof such meeting and such waiver shallbe deemed equivalentto the

giving of such notice. Attendance by a member atany meeting of the Board of Directorsshall

constitutea waiver of notice. If allthe members are present at any meeting of the Board of

Directors,no noticeshallbe required,and any businessmay be transactedatsuch meeting.

3.8 Board of Director'sQuorum. At allmeetings of theBoard of Directors,a Majority
ofthemembers theninofficeshallconstitutea quorum forthetransactionofbusiness,and theacts

of theMajority of allthe Board of Directorsmembers presentata meeting atwhich a quorum is

presentshallbe deemed tobe the actsof theBoard of Directors.If,atany meeting of the Board

of Directors,thereislessthan a quorum present,the Majority of thosepresentmay adjourn the

meeting from time to time but forno longerthan two (2)days. At any such rescheduledmeeting,

any business which might have been transactedat the meeting as originallycalledmay be

transactedwithout furthernotice.

3.9 Vacancies. Vacancies in the Board of Directorscaused by any reason otherthan

removal of a member by a vote of the Associationshallbe filledby vote of the Majority of the

remaining members of the Board of Directorsata specialmeeting of theBoard of Directorsheld
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forthatpurpose promptly aftertheoccurrenceof any such vacancy, even though thetotalmembers

remaining may constitutelessthan a quorum of theBoard ofDirectors;and each person so elected

shallbe a member fortheremainder of the term of themember so replacedand untila successor

iselectedatthenext annual meeting of the Association. A vacancy createdby the removal of a

member by a vote of theAssociationshallbe filledby the electionand vote of theAssociation.

3.10 Removal of Board of DirectorsMember. A member may be removed with or

without cause, and his successor elected,at any duly calledregularor specialmeeting of the

Associationatwhich a quorum of theAssociationispresent,by an affirmativevote of a Majority
ofthemembers oftheAssociation.Any member whose removal has been proposed by theOwners

shallbe given atleastthirty(30)days'noticeof thecallingof themeeting and thepurpose thereof

and an opportunitytobe heard atthemeeting. Any Board of Directorsmember who failson three

successiveoccasionsto attendBoard of Directorsmeetings (whether regularor special)or who

has failedto attendatleasttwenty-fivepercent(25%) of allBoard of Directorsmeetings (whether

regularor special)held during any twelve (12)month period shallautomaticallyforfeithis seat.

In such cases,the remaining Board of Directorsmembers shallelecta replacement to siton the

Board of Directorsuntilthenext meeting of the Association.

3.11 Conduct of Meetings. The Presidentshallpresideover allmeetings of the Board

of Directors,and the Secretaryshallkeep a Minute Book of the Board of Directorsrecording
thereinallresolutionsadopted by the Board of Directorsand a record of alltransactionsand

proceedings occurringatsuch meetings.

3.12 Report of Board of Directors.The Board of Directorsshallpresentateach annual

meeting, and when calledforby vote oftheAssociationatany specialmeeting oftheAssociation,
a fulland clearstatementof thebusinessand conditionof theAssociation.

3.13 Executive Session. The Board of Directorsmay, with approval of a majorityof a

quorum, adjourna meeting and reconvene inan executivesessiontodiscussand voteupon private,

confidential,sensitiveor personnelmatters,litigation,and ordersof businessof a similarnature.

The natureof any and allbusinesstobe consideredinan executivesessionshallfirstbe announced

in open session.

3.14 Action Without a Formal Meeting. Any actiontobe takenata meeting oftheBoard

of Directorsmay be taken without a meeting, ifa consent in writing,settingforththe actionso

taken,shallbe signedby allmembers of theBoard of Directors.

3.15 FinancialCrimes Enforcement Network ("FinCEN") Reporting. As of January

2024, followingadoptionof thefederalCorporate Transparency Act,beneficialowners of entities

including homeowners' associationsare required to filecertainidentifyinginformation with

FinCEN, a bureau of the U.S. Department of the Treasury. This includes all current and

subsequentlyelectedand appointedBoard members of the Association.In orderto be eligibleto

serveon the Board, individualswho arecurrentBoard members or those electedor appointedto

filla vacant position,shallobtain a FinCEN Identifierby registeringwith FinCEN online at

https://fincenid.fincen.gov/landing.The issuedFinCEN Identifiershallbe promptly provided to

the currentBoard along with allothernecessary identifyinginformationto allow the Board to

update itsBeneficialOwnership Information Report ("BOI Report"). If for any reason,the
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FinCEN Identifierisnot timely provided or the Board isunable to registerand update itsBOI

Report within the deadlinesestablishedby FinCEN, then such individualshallnot be eligibleto

serveon theBoard and willbe removed ifcurrentlyservingon theBoard.

3.16 FinCEN Reporting Deadlines. Itshallbe the Board's obligationto timely update
itsBOI Report following any changes in Board membership. In accordance with FinCEN

regulations,changes in Board membership, specificallythe current beneficial ownership
informationforany new Board members, shallbe reportedwithin 30 days.Ifa newly electedor

appointedBoard member failstotimelyprovide itsFinCEN Identifierorthenecessaryidentifying

informationforthe Board to update itsBOI Report,thatindividualshallno longerbe eligibleto

serve on the Board. Similarly,in reportingfor existingBoard members, a noncompliant Board

member shallbe removed from the Board ifthey failto timely provide a FinCEN Identifierand

thenecessaryinformationtoupdate theAssociation'sBOI Report.

ARTICLE 4

OFFICERS

4.1 Designation.The principalofficersof theAssociationshallbe a President,a Vice-

President,and a Secretary/Treasurer,allof whom shallbe electedby theBoard of Directors.The

Board ofDirectorsmay appointassistantsecretariesand such otherofficersas initsjudgment may

be necessary.All officersshallalsobe members oftheBoard ofDirectors.Two (2)ormore offices

may be held by thesame person,except thatthePresidentshallnot hold any otheroffice.

4.2 Electionof Officers.The officersof the Associationshallbe electedannuallyby

theBoard of Directorsattheannual meeting of theBoard of Directorsand shallhold officeatthe

pleasureof the Board of Directors. Any vacancy in an officeshallbe filledby the Board of

Directorsata regularmeeting or specialmeeting calledforsuch purpose.

4.3 Removal of Officers.The officersshallhold officeuntiltheirrespectivesuccessors

arechosen and qualifyin theirstead.Any officerelectedor appointedby the Board of Directors

may be removed, with or without cause,atany time by the affirmativevote of a majority of the

Board of Directors,and his successormay be electedat any regularmeeting of the Board of

Directors,or atany specialmeeting of the Board of Directorscalledforsuch purposes. Provided,

however, ifa member of theBoard of Directorsisremoved as an officer,he shallcontinuetobe a

member of theBoard of Directors.

4.4 President.The Presidentshallbe the chiefexecutiveofficer;he shallpresideat

meetings of the Associationand the Board of Directorsand shallbe an ex-officialmember of all

committees;he shallhave generaland activemanagement ofthebusinessoftheBoard ofDirectors

and shallsee thatallordersand resolutionsof the Board of Directorsarecarriedintoeffect.He

shallhave allof thegeneralpowers and dutieswhich areusuallyvestedinor incidenttotheuse of

presidentof a stockcorporationorganizedunder thelaws of the Stateof Utah.

4.5 Vice-President. The Vice-Presidentshall,in the absence or disabilityof the

President,perform the dutiesand exercisethe powers of the President,and shallperform such

otherdutiesas theBoard of Directorsor thePresidentshallprescribe.IfneitherthePresidentnor
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the Vice-Presidentisableto act,the Board of Directorsshallappoint a member of the Board of

Directorsto do so on an interimbasis.

4.6 Secretary.The Secretaryshallattendallmeetings of theBoard ofDirectorsand all

meetings of the Associationand record allvotes and theminutes of allproceedings in a book to

be kept by him forthatpurpose and shallperform likedutiesforcommittees when required.He

shallgive,or cause to be given,noticesfor allmeetings of the Association and the Board of

Directorsand shallperform such otherdutiesasmay be prescribedby theBoard of Directors.The

Secretaryshallcompile and keep currentattheprincipalofficeof the Association,a complete list

of the Owners and theirlastknown post officeaddresses.This listshallbe open to inspectionby

Owners and otherpersonslawfullyentitledtoinspectthesame, atreasonablehours duringregular

businessdays. The Secretaryshallalsokeep currentand retaincustody of theMinute Book of the

Association,containingtheminutes of allannual and specialmeetings of the Associationand all

sessionsof theBoard of Directorsincludingresolutions.

4.7 Treasurer.The Treasurershallhave custody of allfunds and securitiesthatarenot

under the controlof the Manager, and with the assistanceof the Manager shallkeep fulland

accuraterecordsof receiptsand disbursements,shallprepareallrequiredfinancialdata,and shall

depositallmonies and othervaluable effectsin such federallyinsured depositoriesas may be

designatedby theBoard ofDirectors.He shalldisbursefunds asorderedby theBoard ofDirectors,

takingproper vouchers forsuch disbursements,and shallrenderto thePresidentand members, at

theregularmeetings of theBoard of Directors,or whenever they may requireit,an account of all

histransactionsas Treasurerand of thefinancialconditionof theProject.

ARTICLE 5

FISCAL YEAR

The fiscalyear of theAssociationshallbe thecalendaryear consistingof thetwelve (12)

month period commencing on January 1 of each year terminatingon December 31 of thesame

year.The fiscalyear hereinestablishedshallbe subjectto change by theBoard of Directors

should itbe deemed advisableor inthebestinterestsof theAssociation.

ARTICLE 6

AMENDMENT TO BYLAWS

6.1 Amendment.

(a) By theBoard. The Board may amend theBylaws atany time toadd,change,

or deletea provision,unless:

(i) thisSectionor theArticlesof Incorporationor Bylaws:

(A) reservethe power exclusivelyto the Members in whole or

part;or

(B) otherwiseprohibitthe Board from amending the Bylaws to

add, change, or deletea provision;or
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(ii) itwould resultin a change of the rights,privileges,preferences,

restrictions,or conditions of a membership class as to voting, dissolution,

redemption,or transferby changing therights,privileges,preferences,restrictions,
or conditionsof anotherclass.

(b) By theMembers.

(i) Unless otherwiseprovided by theBylaws, theMembers may amend

theBylaws even though theBylaws may alsobe amended by theBoard.

(ii) Amendments to the Bylaws by Members shall be made in

accordance with Sections16-6a-1003 and 16-6a-1004 of theUtah Code Annotated

as if each reference in Sections 16-6a-1003 and 16-6a-1004, as amended or

supplemented,totheArticleof Incorporationwas a referencetotheBylaws.

6.2 Recording. An amendment to theseBylaws shallbecome effectiveimmediately

upon recordationinthe Officeof theRecorder of Tooele County, Utah.

ARTICLE 7

NOTICE

7.1 Fairand Reasonable Notice. Notice given in accordance with theprovisionsof the

Act shallbe considered fairand reasonable notice. The Association may give noticeby text

message, e-mail,theAssociationwebsite,or otherelectronicnotice;provided,however, an Owner

may by making a writtendemand totheAssociationrequirewrittennotice.Ifsuch writtendemand

ismade, then allnotices,demands, bills,statements,or other communications provided for or

requiredunder theseBylaws shallbe in writingand shallbe deemed to have been duly given if

deliveredpersonallyor sentby regularU.S. Mail postageprepaid,a)iftoan Owner, attheaddress

ofhisLot and atsuch otheraddressas the Owner may have designatedby noticeinwritingtothe

Secretary;or b) iftotheBoard of Directorsor the Manager, attheprincipalofficeof theManager
or atsuch otheraddressas shallbe designatedby noticein writingto the Owners pursuantto this

Section.

7.2 Waiver of Notice. Whenever any notice isrequiredto be given by the Project

Documents, a waiver thereof,in writing,signed by theperson or persons entitledto such notice,
whether signed beforeor afterthetime statedtherein,shallbe deemed equivalentthereto.

ARTICLE 8

COMPLIANCE, CONFLICT, AND MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

8.1 Compliance. These Bylaws are setforthin compliance with the requirementsof

theDeclaration.

8.2 Conflict. These Bylaws are subordinateto and subjectto allprovisionsof the

Declaration.All oftheterms hereof,exceptwhere clearlyrepugnant tothecontext,shallhave the

same meaning as they aredefinedtohave intheDeclaration.In theeventof any conflictbetween

theseBylaws and theDeclaration,theprovisionsof theDeclarationshallcontrol.
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8.3 Severability.If any provision of these Bylaws or any section,sentence,clause,

phrase,or word, or the applicationthereofin any circumstanceisheld invalid,thevalidityof the

remainder of theseBylaws shallnot be affectedtherebyand,tothisend,theprovisionshereof are

declaredtobe severable.

8.4 Waiver. No restriction,condition,obligation,orprovisionof theseBylaws shallbe

deemed tohave been abrogatedorwaived by reason of any failureor failuresto enforcethe same.

8.5 Captions.The captionscontainedintheseBylaws areforconvenience only and are

not part of these Bylaws and are not intended in any way to limitor enlarge the terms and

provisionsof theseBylaws.

8.6 Gender and Grammar. Whenever in these Bylaws the context so requires,the

singularnumber shallreferto the pluraland the converse;and the use of any gender shallbe

deemed to includeboth masculine and feminine.

8.7 Liabilityof Board of DirectorsMembers. Neither the members of the Board of

Directorsnor the officersof the Associationshallbe liableto any Owner, Resident or person for

any damage, lossor liabilityarisingout of or caused by theirvoluntaryparticipationas a member

of the Board of Directors,includingbut not limitedto any claims due to negligence,mistake of

judgment, or forany actsor omissionsmade in good faith.In addition,theOwners and Residents,

by virtueof theirtaking titleto or possession of a Lot, agree to indemnify, defend and hold

harmless themembers of the Board of Directorsand officersof theAssociationfrom and against

any and allclaims arisingout of or caused by theirvoluntaryparticipationas a member of the

Board of Directorsor officerof the Associationto the extentany damage, lossor liabilityisnot

covered by insurance,unlesscaused by grossnegligenceor willfulneglect.

8.8 Attorneys'Fees,Assessments and Costs. Ifan Owner orResident,ortheirfamilies,

guestsor inviteesshall,at any time,violatethe terms,covenants or conditionsof theseBylaws,
and the Board of Directorsshallbe required to take actionto enforce the same, regardlessof

whether a lawsuitiscommenced, the Owner or Resident shallreimburse the Board of Directors

for allcosts and expenses,includingbut not limitedto reasonable attorneys'fees. To secure

payment of any unpaid costsorAssessments, theBoard ofDirectorsshallhave therightand power
to filea lienagainsttheLot owned or occupied and may proceed to collectthesame by judgment
or foreclosure.In theevent of a breach or anticipatedbreach by an Owner or Resident,orby their

family,guestsor invitees,of any oftheterms,covenants,or conditionsoftheseBylaws, theBoard

of Directorsshallhave, in additionto any otherremedies provided by law equity,the rightto

injunctivereliefand damages.

8.9 PersonsBound. Allreferenceshereinto an Owner, Resident,tenant,renter,lessee,

guest,or inviteeshallbe deemed toincludetheirrespectiveexecutors,administrators,employees,

representatives,successorsand assigns,and theterms,covenants,and conditionshereincontained

shallapply to and be binding upon them.
